The following pages are my English translations of the 1837 Charts and Tables.  They complement the rules translation by Stuart Dagger (recently updated by Paul Work) and help make this complex game a bit easier to understand and remember.



Some of the tables are not that much different than Leonhard’s original, but I have tried to add some additional information where I could.  The names of the companies and places have not been anglicized as correspondence with the certificates and maps would make things difficult to keep straight.



The first three pages have be formatted to make it easy to fit in the corners of the 1837 map board.  I have assembled mine as a large plastic laminated sheet (like the Mayfair tube games).

Special Notes:

The rules follow the principles of 1835.

The first OR will not start until the start packet has been fully sold.  If the all players pass, the currently offered certificate will be reduced by 10K, until it reaches 0K and a forced purchase will occur.  After any purchase the remaining certificates revert to their normal prices.

The owner of the Lombardo-Venetianische RR (Südbahn #5) must choose whether Milan or Venice will be it’s home station before he lays his first tile.

Coal Railways can only own Goods trains.

Goods trains must start at a coal mine and can include any number of small stations.  The revenue for the mine is always given to the treasury. No other types of  trains can stop at coal mines.

The Express 4E and 5E trains ignore all small stations, but must count all large stations.

Trains may be voluntarily returned to the bank but at the cost of half of the face value.

Stations cost 20K per hex distance from the home station for the first, and 40K per hex for the second.

Running through Vienna is not possible, except for the k.k. Bahn, when it upgrades to the brown tile.

A major company can dividend at 0%, 50%, or 100%.  Minor companies always pay 50%.

A major company starts operation when 50% is sold.  A player can hold a maximum of 60% of any one company.

Coal Railways can be exchanged at the beginning of an OR if the owning company has been floated.  The exchange must take place, once all initial shares have been sold.
