Notes from a Dock Rat

There are forces or characteristics that affect the boat at all times, but they are most important when departinggdore
the dock. Some of these forces are:

Current-- Current moves the boat parallel to the current without changing the orientation of the bow of the boat.
Wind -- Wind blows the bow to leeward as soon as the boat stops moving through the water losing steerage.

Propeller Walk-Pr op. Wal k moves the stern to port or starbo
stronger the Prop. Walk. Prop. Walk is stronger before boat starts moving through the water and gains steerage.

Propeller Wash- Prop. Wash is the flow of water caused by the rotating propeller. In forward the wash flows over th
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der immediately and steerage is obtained quickly. In reverse Prop. Wash goes forward away from rudder and steerage

obtained until boat is moving through the water.

Steerage- The boat must have flow over the rudder before she will have steerage. So in reverse the boat must be 1
through the water. A boat will have better steerage in neutral, reverse or forward, as long as boat is moving througt
ter.

Pivot Point-- Each boat has a pivot point in which the boat rotates around. It varies from boat to boat. In forward th
point is more forward (near the mast) and in reverse the pivot point is further aft.

These are some of the forces and characteristics affecting a boat when leaving the dogilaidhegto depart or return
to the dock all of these should be taken into consideration. When planning to depart always 4t&T with
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L -- Location. Where in the fairway do you want to place the boat when you change from reverse to forward? Mosfofte

the best location is the windward side of the fairway. Occasionally the current is the over riding concern so plan bas
which will effect the boat the most.

O -- Orientation. Where do you want the bow pointed when you change from reverse to forward gears. Ideally thejbow

would be pointed directly into the wind (or downwind) to reduce the wind affecting the bow. In a narrow fairway this
not be possible. Having the bow pointed directly out the fairway is the next best option. Towards the Tradewinds s
dock.

T -- Transition. Where do you want to change gears from forward to reverse. Before you make the transition the b

ma
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should be backing in neutral, wheel or tiller centered with the bow pointed in the direction you choose as your orientatio

Shift to forward and throttle up slowly until moving forward out the fairway.

LOT gives you a way to plan your departure. Now you need to make it happen by using tools available to you. Thg
are rudder(make sure it is centered), engine RPM, spring lines and dock lines, wind (let it work for you), currents, pf
wash, and prop. Walk

Tip: Back straight out of the slip using springs lines to control bow and stern, start turn when end of dock is betwee
and mast.Use all of the fairway to get bow pointed outtte fairway!
