WHAT DOES KASBAH CONSIGN 

CHARGE TO SELL ITEMS?  

Consignors receive 65% on items that 

sell for over $25.00 and 50% on items 

that sell for $25.00 or less. 

Consignors leave items with Kasbah 

Consign for a minimum of 60 days with 

a markdown of 10% at 30 days. 

After 60 days, consignors may remove 

items at no charge or leave them in place 

another 30 days with an additional 10% 

markdown.  After 90 days items must be 

removed or otherwise will be forfeited 

by the consignor and become the prop-

erty of Kasbah Consign. 

Who establishes the prices?  

Our knowledgeable staff will determine 

prices. Your input as to the history, age 

and original cost of the item is appreci-

ated. 

When and how to consignors get 

paid? 

Once a month a check and a list of items 

sold may be picked up or will be mailed 

to the consignor. 

How do I get  furniture approved 

for consignment? 

Email photos of furniture or bring in 

pictures for us to view.  Email to 

Kasbahconsign@live.com.  Please 

include your phone number.  Some-

one will be in touch to discuss mar-

ketability.  We cannot guarantee we 

will take furniture until we see it in 

person. 

Do I need an appointment to con-

sign items? 

Yes it is recommended.  Just call 

ahead to let us know which day you 

plan on coming.  If you bring furni-

ture yourself, please have someone 

who can help you carry the items 

into the store. 

What about transportation of fur-

niture?
