Plus, you’ll get a fabulous 
“home-cooked” lasagna dinner, full 
bar service and some of the wackiest 
entertainment you’ll ever see tucked into 
one room!

The “brew hall” is actually the newly 
renovated Lowry Theater in disguise.  The 
Lowry is on 5th Street between St. Peter 
and Wabasha.  It has been rebuilt and 
redecorated to create “Der Brew-Ha-Ha”, 
a magnificent, old-world lodge filled with 
history and memorabilia of brewer’s years 
gone by.  

Arriving customers are greeted by the 
lodge’s proprietor, the hearty Helmut 
Voekel while the lively music of his 
three-piece polka band “The Voekel 
Chords” plays in the background.  In the 
lobby you can purchase your favorite 
beverage from Helmut’s fully-stocked bar 
and mingle with the collection of crazy 
characters that have come tonight to 
join the festivities.  Just be careful you’re 
not run over by die-hard Bingo fanatic 
Mary Ed Sullivan in her Bingo-mobile! It’s 
her tricked-out, motorized wheelchair 
plastered with her lucky totems.

You’ll meet the good-natured Father 
Duncan and the church busy-body Rosa 
Dimini who are reluctantly working 
together.  It seems the Archbishop has 
declared that the two rival parishes of St. 
Dominic’s and St. Patrick’s must merge.  
Unfortunately one is predominantly 
Italian and the other is passionately 
Irish and the two parishes simply do 
not get along.  Much is at stake tonight 
because if the parishes can demonstrate 
a willingness to get along, the diocese 
will match any funds raised tonight to 
officially merge the two feuding factions. 

Since neither church can support the 
newly expanded congregation they have 
agreed to meet tonight at Der Brew-Ha-
Ha where they’ll be raising money the 
best way they know how – playing Bingo!

As you’re escorted to your table, you’ll 
receive you’re own packet of Bingo 
cards and find a plate of hors d’oeuvres 
for everyone to share.  If you forget to 
bring your lucky dauber you can use the 
crayons provided at the table, or you 
can purchase one from Franny, Helmut’s 
hard-rocking daughter.

Once the business of the church 
announcements are out of the way, the 
game is presided over by the slick and 
handsome Bucky Fuller, a professional 
Bingo caller who considers himself to be 
quite the ladies man and a fancy dancer.  
Unfortunately for Bucky and those around 
him, he is neither.  His assistant is the 
game-show wannabe Darla Blue, who 
has never played Bingo before but likes 
to display the fabulous prizes that can 

be won.   The prizes are “donated” to 
the church and are highly desired even 
though at first glance they seem to be 
rejects from the parish’s rummage sale.   

Six games are played throughout the 
show’s approximately 2-hour running 
time.

But of course, this ain’t no regular night 
of Bingo!  The Archbishop himself is 
scheduled to make an appearance and 
Father Duncan is a nervous wreck as 
he watches the two parishes scramble 
for power in the newly-formed church 
hierarchy.  There’s lots of laughs to be 
had as the plans go awry, sparks fly and 
secrets are revealed.  

Plus, in between Bingo games you have 
make time for a delicious dinner and 
dessert.  There are a couple of musical 
interludes where we hear the fine voices 
of the old choir directors competing for 
the title of New Choir Director.  And, 
let’s not forget, there’s dancing to the 
delightful music of The Voekel Chords, 
always ready to play some old Polka 
favorites on the accordion and some 
new tunes for the MTV generation – also 
played on the accordion.
