Dear Teams,

Hope everyone had a very Merry Christmas and that their New Year will be Happy.

This season, PSU will probably charge for parking on Saturday (most likely at the IM building and maybe at Rec Hall).  There will be no in/out privileges - you’ll need to pay each time you enter the lot.  When we get more info on this we will pass it along to you.  Because of this, we will again offer hoagie delivery service for all teams wishing to prepay for them.  There will be no hoagies available for purchase at the event – everything must be prepaid.  For more info, please visit the NN website and click on the Hoagie Order Form link.

Formats and schedules will be posted on the NN site about a week prior to the event.  Because we expanded the event to accommodate additional teams, ALL levels should be prepared to have their finals possibly start as late as 6pm on Sunday.

The first of three NN entry deadlines has past: AES entry and Checks were due by 12/24/11.  The NN website, under the Entry Status link, lists all the teams that have submitted part/all of their entry requirements.  

Accepted teams will be accepted assuming their check does not bounce.

Teams in good standing will be accepted assuming their check does not bounce and they submit the remaining parts of their entry in a timely fashion.  If they fail to meet a deadline, they will no long be in good standing.

Teams not in good standing will be accepted on a first come first serve basis, behind the teams in good standing.

Currently, we do not have a waitlist because the number of accepted teams plus the number of teams in good standing is less than the total number we can host.  However, more teams have shown interest in our event than we have room for.  This means that if all teams submit all entry parts, the last to do so will get placed on the waitlist.

All teams currently in good standing or accepted will have their entry checks cashed this Friday.  As other teams attain good standing, their entry checks will be cashed.

Remaining deadlines:

Jan 5: Team Application/hotel form – may be emailed or mailed.

Jan 21: Hard copy of the VERIFIED AES roster and Foreign Team forms.  MUST be mailed.

The verified AES roster will have the headings in light blue.  To properly print the roster, log in, choose the club director tab/clubs, click on the team, click on print event roster.  “USAV” must appear under USAV # ver. for all participants, under BG Screen. Ver. for all adults and under Impact Cert. Ver. for all coaches.  Foreign teams still need to submit an AES roster, but it does not need to be verified.  The required FT forms replace the roster verifications.

RESULTS:  In order to be properly seed your team, please submit via AES ALL results for ALL matches played since Aug. 2011.  You will need USAV Team ID numbers, so please collect these from your opponents.  Failing to submit results could result in your team receiving a lower tournament seed.

Finally, please ignore information automatically generated by AES, such as but not limited to, the amount of money your team owes and the entry deadline.  We cannot turn off these auto statements nor can we change them.  If in doubt about anything, please refer to the NN website, the NN Tournament Book, the NN How to Enter info, or send us an email.  (For those of you who are curious, we use AES because USAV needs access to your team info to verify that everyone is registered and using AES is the easiest means to provide them that access.)
