DETAILED ENTERING INFORMATION

1. To be considered for acceptance into the 2012 NN, each team must:

 - Enter via AES  no later than 12/24/2011
 - Send a $530 check (US dollars only) payable to Nittany Ninvitational Volleyball Association (or NNVA) to arrive no later than 12/24/2011 – mail early for the holidays.  Please include your name, your phone number, your email address and your team name on the check.  Mail to:

 - Teams completing this step after 12/24/2011 may be charged a $50 late fee.

2. To remain in good standing, each team must submit the following.  Any accepted team that does not remain in good standing will be placed on the wait list.  Wait listed teams in good standing will move onto the accepted list provided there is room in the event.  Teams completing this step after 1/5/2012 may be charged a $50 late fee.

 - No later than 1/5/2012, complete and email (to atkinsonrose@yahoo.com) the signed Team Application form / Hotel form.  This form MUST contain hotel information – do not submit it blank.  Please note: This season the NN is a STAY-n-PLAY event.  All teams must stay at one of the tournament hotels in order to be accepted/participate.  Teams within a 40 mile radius may stay at home.

3. To continue to remain in good standing, each team must enter their roster into AES and have it verified, then print and mail us a hard copy to arrive no later than 1/21/2012.  Any accepted team that does not remain in good standing will be placed on the wait list.  Wait listed teams in good standing, will move onto the accepted list provided there is room in the event.  Teams completing this step after 1/21/2012 may be charged a $50 late fee.

 - Each roster needs to have at least 1 USAV registered and background cleared chaperone who is not listed on any other event roster, at least 6 USAV registered players and at least 1 USAV registered, certified (minimum: IMPACT) and background cleared coach. (max 15 players; 5 non-players)

PLEASE NOTE: If additions are made to your roster after it is mailed, the team must bring a hard copy of their updated and verified AES roster to the event.  Persons who do not have the necessary verifications showing on the AES roster will not be eligible for participation.  The tournament will NOT have on-site access to the internet.

 - NOTE: All Chaperones must bring with them a signed copy of the Chaperone form.  Please do not mail/email this form to us, bring it with you.

 - Foreign teams only must mail (to arrive no later than 1/21/2012) the following.  Please make sure all forms are properly completed and signed where required.  This requirement replaces the need for a verified AES roster, however an unverified AES roster is still necessary.

1.  Foreign Team Compliance form – one per team

2.  Team Registration/Summary – one per team

3.  Individual Registration form – 3 pages, first two required for ALL PARTICIPANTS, last page is information only

4.  Player Medical Release form – required for ALL PLAYERS

5.  copy of a government issued photo id - required for ALL PLAYERS

6.  $100.00 US Insurance fee.  (For Canadian teams, in Lieu of the $100 insurance fee, proof of 24/7 health insurance valid in the US - required for ALL PARTICIPANTS.  If the Health Sante Card has a current photo on it, it will suffice for both 5 and 6.  Only the front of the card need be photocopied.)

7.  A letter from your National Governing Body (on NGB letterhead) stating that the team and all it’s participants are in good standing (this may be emailed to atkinsonrose@yahoo.com).

4. To remain in good standing, complete, accurate and up-to-date results must be entered into AES by the Tuesday following each event participated in even if the event/opponents are in a different playing category.

 - You will need to obtain team IDs from your opponents in order to provide complete information.

NOTES: 

AES uses the terminology: “late registration date” and “registration close date”.  We cannot change this terminology.  Please refer to the information listed above.

Accepted teams will be dropped to the wait list if they fail to complete the next step of the entry process in a timely fashion.  If there is room in the event, teams from the wait list will move onto the accepted list when they have met all necessary requirements for good standing.  It is highly recommended that all teams complete all requirements even if they are on the wait list, this way they are ready to be placed on the accepted list should space become available.  We will not be able to make any exceptions for teams submitting incomplete/late entry information.  Teams not accepted due to lack of space will be placed on the wait list.  Teams failing to remain in good standing will be considered to have withdrawn in regards to possible refunds should the team not participate.

TOURNAMENT INFORMATION

General Information

Playing sites:
PSU main Campus - University Park, PA
     South Gym and Main Gym of Rec Hall
     Gym I, Gym II and Gym III of the IM building
Times:

Gyms open 30 minutes prior to the first match of the day.  Please note that the first match of the day may vary depending on the day, gym and/or court number.
Number of Teams:

18 Open:36 teams – Three bids awarded

17 Open: 32 teams – Three bids awarded 

16 Club: 16 teams – No bids awarded

A team may register in an older age division provided acceptance of such a team does not prevent an “in-age-division” team from being accepted.
In 2011 all teams that supplied complete entry info by the entry deadline were accepted.  Since the tournament was not full at the entry deadline, additional teams were accepted.  Ultimately, 31 17s teams and 43 18s teams participated.

Awards:

Nittany Lion statues and T-shirts will be given to each rostered person (max. 12) on the first place gold division team in each age division.  T-shirts may also be given to rostered individuals (max 12) on teams finishing first in other divisions and to some second and/or third place teams.  Team Statues or Plaques may also be given to any of the above-mentioned teams.

Check In:

Prior to beginning of play each day, a coach, team rep or club director must confirm his/her team’s presence at the gym and receive their official line up sheet for the day.  On the first day of the event, they will also sign their Official Tournament Roster.  If you have made changes to this roster after submitting the hard copy to us, you MUST BRING AN UPDATED, VERIFIED ROSTER PRINTOUT FROM AES.  PLAYERS/COACHES NOT ON THE VERIFIED AES ROSTER MAY NOT PARTICIPATE.  WE WILL NOT HAVE ON-LINE ACCESS AT THE TOURNAMENT SITE, SO THE ROSTER MUST BE PRINTED PRIOR TO ARRIVING AT CHECK IN.  No exceptions will be made, so please bring a current, verified roster to check in.

The roster signing agent is confirming that all of the information contained on the roster is both complete and correct. 

Their signature verifies that:

1) All team members are registered with the club and are in good standing.

2) All players are the proper age to play on this team.

3) All non-players have filed clearances with their region.

4) All coaches are CAP or IMPACT certified.

5) All chaperones listed meet all the USAV requirements of a chaperone and have signed and dated the Chaperone Form and are carrying it with them. 

6) All team members have read and will follow all tournament rules and procedures.

7) All team members will obey all PSU and hotel rules and regulations.

8) All results reported for this team were complete, correct and up-to-date.

The signing agent is assuming all responsibility for the organization (club/team) and any consequence if any of the information is false, missing, misleading or incomplete. 

A team may forfeit all sets played prior to having their team checked in.

Teams will also pick up their trash bag for the day at check in.  When they check out, it is requested that they place their full bag of trash in the dumpster or near an exit door.  Please do not put these trash bags into indoor trash cans.

Check out:

All teams must check out before leaving the gym for the day.  This is important so that the team knows where and when it plays next and so the team doesn’t miss a work assignment, tiebreaker match or bid playoff match.

Teams should also check out if they are leaving the gym to go for lunch or to watch a varsity match…  Unforeseen things could happen at any time and the teams may need to be present in the gym to get instructions, play or work…  

WE ARE NOT responsible for last minute schedule changes, YOU ARE.  So check out before you leave.

Coaches Meeting:

There will be NO coaches meeting.  All necessary info will be emailed to the coaches and/or posted on the web at least two days prior to the event.  If there are any last minute changes, coaches will be given a revised schedule upon check in the day of the event.  If you have any questions, please contact us at: atkinsonrose@yahoo.com.

Tournament Regulations:

All PSU, hotel and Tournament rules and regulations are to be followed by all participants and spectators. Some, but not all tournament rules are:

No food at score tables

No chairs or unattended video cameras on the IM running track

No volleyball players, spectators, coaches allowed in racquetball courts

All participants and spectators are expected to deposit all trash in the containers/ trash bags provided.  This includes, but is not limited to beverage containers used during the match.  

Anyone not complying with these regulations may be asked to leave the facility.

Refund Policy:

Teams withdrawing prior to the entry deadline (12/24/11) will receive a full refund.  Teams withdrawing from the tournament 3 or more weeks prior to the event, may receive a refund, but only if a replacement team is found.  Teams that withdraw less than 3 weeks from the event will not receive a refund.  Teams failing to remain in good standing will be considered to have withdrawn in regards to possible refunds should the team not participate.  Please plan ahead for inclement weather to provide your team with adequate travel time.  

Uniforms:

Each player is required to wear the same jersey number throughout the entire event; with the limited exceptions as required by emergency or blood rule applications.

All numbers must be clearly contrasting to the uniform shirts and the libero’s jersey must be clearly contrasting to teammates’ jerseys.

Due Process/Ethics and Eligibility:

This event is part of the USA Volleyball Junior National Championships. Participants, individual or team, may access normal Due Process channels should their eligibility to participate be in question. Procedures including appeal options are outlined in the Bylaws of USA Volleyball in Article XI. Bylaws can be found in the current issue of the USAV Official Guidebook. The Guidebook is available through Regional Commissioners, from the USA Volleyball national office, at the event Championship Desk, and on the USAV website at http://www.usavolleyball.org/.

Arbitrators:

We will have an Arbitrator(s) present who will take care of all disciplinary issues not related to the actual competition.  All volleyball players, coaches, parents and other team personnel are expected to act in an appropriate manner and follow all tournament, university and hotel rules/policies.

The Event Arbitrator(s) shall serve as the first level for hearing and resolving ethics and eligibility issues at the NN.  Teams or individuals accused of committing violations of ethics and/or eligibility rules and regulations shall meet with the Event Arbitrator(s).  The authority for the Event Arbitrator begins with the arrival of the team and individual participants in the event’s city or forty-eight hours prior to the first day of competition, whichever is earlier, and shall continue through the duration of the event through its conclusion.

Decisions of the Event Arbitrator(s) shall be conveyed immediately to the affected parties and may be appealed to the Event Ethics and Eligibility Appeals Committee.

Trainers:

Trainers will be available at each playing site from about 30 minutes prior to the first scheduled match until the last match is concluded.  It is best to bring your own tape and supplies.

Playing Information

Tournament format:

Teams are guaranteed a minimum of 6 matches or the equivalent number of sets.  There will be two rounds of pool play followed by all teams advancing to a single elimination playoff bracket.  All teams will play about 4 matches on Saturday and at least one match on Sunday.  The approximate start time for the last matches on Sunday is 6pm.

The first match of a pool will begin as scheduled.  All following matches may begin ahead of schedule providing all teams involved are present and agree to start early.  This is highly encouraged so that all pools are finished in time to watch the Penn State varsity match.

Play schedules will be posted on-line at least two days prior to the event.

Teams will keep their seeds throughout the event unless they finish their pool higher than (or lower than) seeded in which case they will steal the higher (lower) seed.

Match format:

All matches will be 2 out of 3 sets.  The first two sets will be to 25 points, win by two, no cap.  The third set, if needed, will be to 15 points, win by two, switch at 8, no cap and will have a coin toss to determine side, serve and receive.

Exception: Some 3-team pools may automatically play 3 sets to 25.  There will be a coin flip between sets two and three to determine side, serve and receive, and teams will switch sides at 13 points.

Warm-ups:

The warm-up schedule (2-4-4) for all matches will consist of: 

Two (2) minutes of shared court time for ball handling (coin toss takes place during this two minutes); 

Four (4) minutes of exclusive court time for the serving team; and 

Four (4) minutes of exclusive court time for the receiving team. 

There will be no shared hitting or serving. 

Officials should inform spectators to leave the playing area during warm-ups to reduce injuries to spectators. 

If there is a previously scheduled match on the court, the first 2 minutes of warm-ups will begin as soon as the previous teams have cleared the court.  

NON-ROSTERED INDIVIDUALS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO ASSIST WITH WARM-UPS. This includes, but is not limited to standing near the end line to shag/chase balls. 

Officiating Duties:

Teams are required to supply a complete officiating crew each time they are scheduled to work.  A complete officiating crew consists of: knowledgeable and competent scorekeeper, knowledgeable and competent libero tracker, two competent line judges, an adult second referee AND A ROSTERED ADULT SITTING AT THE SCORE TABLE.  Any team that does not officiate (second referee, line judge, scorekeep, libero track) up to minimum standards may be sanctioned.

This season we will be supplying second referees for most, if not all matches, but if one is not supplied, then your team must provide an adult second referee.

NON-ROSTERED PERSONNEL MAY WORK ON THE OFFICIATING TEAM; provided they can provide documentation that they are registered with a region of the USAV.  NO EXCEPTIONS will be made!  And they must have any required referee/scorekeeper certifications and/or background clearances.

FOREIGN TEAM NON-ROSTERED PERSONNEL WISHING TO WORK MUST PROVIDE ALL THE ADDITIONAL PAPERWORK REQUIRED OF OTHER FOREIGN TEAM MEMBERS: Individual Registration form, Proof of Insurance, Medical Release if under 18 AND they must be listed on both the team’s registration summary form. These forms are available on the tournament website. 

Missed Officiating Duties:

A team’s failure to have a complete officiating crew, including a rostered adult from that team’s roster sitting at the score table, available and on time for an officiating assignment could result in the team having to forfeit the first set of its next match. 

For every minute an officiating team is late/incomplete to fulfill its assignment, one point will be awarded to that team’s next opponent in the first set of the next match for up to 25 points. No more than 25 points will be awarded to the team’s next opponent, even if the team designated to officiate misses the entire match. The time that determines how many penalty points are assessed begins at the start of the receiving team’s warm-up. 

A team will forfeit its entire next match for failing, a second time, to have a complete officiating crew available and on time for an officiating assignment. 

A rostered adult must be present AT THE SCORE TABLE while any members of the team are officiating. 

Penalties for missing officiating assignments do not apply to a team that misses a three-way tie-break when leaving a site before determination of a tie-break is necessary.  If a team misses an officiating assignment for the match following a tie-break, or a team leaves after playing the first tie-breaking game but before officiating the second tie-break, they are not allowed to advance out of their pool.  Losing the opportunity to advance by not being present for the tie-break is considered the penalty for the team.

Team Forfeitures:

A team that intentionally forfeits a match will be excluded from further participation in that Bid Tournament. If a team forfeits a match, the forfeit will be considered intentional unless the team shows good cause for the forfeit. The Bid Tournament Arbitrator will determine if good cause exists. The Bid Tournament will report any team that intentionally forfeits a match to the USAV Events Department. 

If a team intentionally forfeits a match in the Gold Level during the last round of pool play in an Open division, the team’s sanction will be the same as the sanction for rejecting a bid: That team, its coaches, its club director and all its club’s teams will be suspended from participating in all national qualifying events for the following season.

Pursuit:

The pursuit rule will not be used on any court for any match.

Tie Breaking Procedures: 

At the conclusion of a pool, teams in the pool will be ranked according to their match records. If a tie in match records exists among more than two teams, ties will be broken using the USA JNC National Tie Break Formats for competition in which there is an opportunity to win a bid.  See Bid Manual for specific scenarios.

If two teams are tied in match record, their head to head results will break the tie.

If all, or none of the teams, still have an opportunity to win a bid, there will be NO tie-breaking sets played.  

All tie-breaking sets will be played to 25 points, with one team winning by two points, no point cap, switch at 13. 

Protest Procedures:

A team may only protest a rule interpretation or application.  Protests on referee judgment calls will not be accepted.  If a protest is accepted, the second referee will go to the tournament table and notify the tournament staff that a protest has been filed and a protest committee will rule on the protest immediately.  If the protest is denied, the referee’s decision will stand.  If the protest is upheld, the correct action will be taken by the referee to reflect the protest committee’s decision.  Please note: only team captains may lodge protests.

ROSTERS

Rosters:

Prior to beginning of play each day, a coach, team rep or club director must confirm his/her team’s presence at the gym and receive their official line up sheet for the day.  On the first day of the event, they will also sign the official, verified AES roster for the Bid Tournament.  No players or coaches or other participants may be added to a roster after the team has commenced match play.  If changes have been made to the roster after submitting the hard copy to us, the team MUST BRING AN UPDATED VERIFIED ROSTER PRINTOUT FROM AES.  PLAYERS/COACHES NOT ON THE VERIFIED AES ROSTER MAY NOT PARTICIPATE.  WE WILL NOT HAVE ON-LINE ACCESS AT THE TOURNAMENT SITE, SO THE ROSTER MUST BE PRINTED PRIOR TO ARRIVING AT CHECK IN.  No exceptions will be made, so please bring a current, verified roster to check in.

At check in on the last day of the event, all teams with the opportunity to advance to the gold bracket will declare their desire to accept a bid should they earn it.

Age and Identity Falsification Policy:

For all USAV corporation events, any person who alters any document that certifies the age or identity of a participant, or falsifies any statement that lists the age or identity of a participant, will be sanctioned as follows:

Any team representative, coach, program director or responsible adult found to be party to such action shall be:

Immediately suspended from registration with USAV and barred from further participation in the event; and

Barred from participation in any USAV events in any capacity for a minimum of two (2) years; and

Placed on a minimum probation of one additional year, to run consecutively with the suspension.

A junior player who knowingly plays in a lower age classification than he or she is actually eligible for, or an adult player who knowingly plays in a higher age classification than he or she is actually eligible for, or any player who knowingly misrepresents his or her identity shall be:

Immediately suspended from registration with the USAV and barred from further participation in the event; and

Barred from participation in any USAV events in any capacity, for a minimum of two (2) years; and

Placed on a minimum probation of one additional year, to run consecutively with the suspension.

When age or identity falsification is discovered and confirmed during an event, these penalties shall be the required minimum penalty imposed by the Event Arbitrator or the Event Ethics and Eligibility Appeals Committee.

Note: Any player in question must provide proof of identity and age eligibility if requested.

The Event Arbitrator or the Event Ethics and Eligibility Appeals Committee shall file a report of any age or identity violation, along with a recommendation, with the Corporation Ethics and Eligibility Appeals Committee and with the registering Member Organization.

Coaches:

ALL coaches listed on the Event Roster (Head and/or Assistant(s)) will possess a minimum coaching certification level of IMPACT (Entry Level). An IMPACT certified coach (head coach, assistant or other adult) listed on the Event Roster must be present and on the bench at all times.  If this requirement is not met, the team will forfeit all sets played without a certified adult present.  One rostered adult must also be at the score table for the duration of all work assignments.  Penalties will be assessed for failing to meet these requirements – see section on “Officiating Duties”.

Chaperones:

Each team must have at least one unique chaperone listed on their roster that will travel with the team.  All chaperones must sign and date the Chaperone Form and bring it with them to the tournament.  All chaperones must meet the USAV requirements of a chaperone, which are listed on the form. CHAPERONES MAY NOT BE ON MORE THAN ONE TOURNAMENT ROSTER.
Waived Players:

Age waived players may not participate in the 17s and 18s Open events, but they may participate in the 16 club event.

Frozen Rosters/Players:

At the time the team earns a bid in a Bid Tournament, or applies (meaning registers for the BJNC in AES and submits the entry form and check to your Region) for a bid in an at-large process, the players on that team’s roster are frozen to that team.  A frozen player cannot play for another team in a qualifying event or the BJNC.  Obtaining a bid defines the team as “qualified” for the BJNC.

Note:  A bid is the only opportunity to play in the Open Division of the BJNC.  In order to be eligible for the BJNC, a team must meet all posted entry deadlines.

Switching a player from the roster of a qualified team to the roster of a team attempting to qualify will result in sanctions being imposed on the already qualified team, its club, and/or the individual(s) involved.

Likewise, no player may switch from one qualified team to another qualified team, even within the same club.

There are no restrictions on additions to the roster (up until the limit of 15 players) of new players or players from non-qualified teams. All teams and players must maintain eligibility compliance within their region.  All players added to a roster must be on the roster submitted for at-large bid consideration. The roster is then frozen as of submission for bid consideration.  Submission is defined as entering the BJNC in AES and submitting the entry form and check to your Region.

Violations of the Frozen Player Rule will result in sanctions being imposed on the already qualified team, its club, and/or the individual(s) involved, including the player, the coach and the club director.

USAVED will determine sanctions for violations of the Frozen Player Rule.  For a first or subsequent offense, the sanctions may be a warning, probation, suspension or expulsion.

BID INFORMATION

JNC and Open Division Bids:

To compete in an Open division of the Boy’s JNC, all teams, including foreign federation teams must either win a bid at a Bid Tournament or be awarded a bid through the Open at-large bid process. Participation in a Boy’s Bid Tournament is not a requirement.  For a team to be eligible for a bid, that team must have completed all entry requirements for the Boy’s JNC. If a team has not met the Boy’s JNC entry requirements by the deadline date and has previously accepted the bid, that team is no longer eligible for entry and may be subject to additional sanctions. 

Open Bids:

For the Nittany Ninvitational, open bids will be offered to the teams that finish the competition in a bid award position. See Table below for the furthest a bid may trickle down based on number of open teams entered in the division (NOTE: Combining open and club divisions does not apply to this table):

Bids must be accepted or denied at the time the bid is awarded by the tournament director at the event.  Bids not awarded at the Bid Tournament will revert to the Open At-large pool.  

To compete in an Open division at the Boy’s JNC a team must earn a bid at a Bid Tournament or be awarded a bid through the at-large process.

Any bids accidentally or mistakenly awarded at this event will not be honored for entry into the Open division of the 2012 Boy’s JNC.

Nittany Ninvitational Bids:

The Nittany Ninvitational has been allocated 3 bids for both the 17s and 18s Open division.  If additional playoff matches are necessary to award a bid(s), teams will hold their original playoff bracket seed going into the bid playoff bracket.

If a team finishes in a bid position, they must have a coach or team rep sign the bid acceptance form.  If this form is not signed, it will be assumed that the team does not want to accept the bid.

If you are uncertain if your team has qualified for a bid or not, please ask when checking out.  It is your responsibility to make sure you accept the bid if your team earns it.  All bids not accepted the day of the tournament will become at-large bids.  It may be necessary for any playoff losers to stay and wait to see if they have either won a bid and/or to have an additional playoff to earn a bid.  Teams that leave early without accepting or playing for a bid, forfeit the right to earn/accept a bid.

Sanctions For Not Using Bids:

Teams that earn bids must use their bids or be subject to sanctions according to these policies: If a team earns and accepts an Open bid or an at-large Open bid but does not participate in the BJNC in the division in which it was awarded the bid, that team, its coaches, its club director and all its club’s teams will be suspended from participating in Boys’ JNC for the following season.
