Borough Engineer (Lucien Bove):

Motion was made by Arnold Foley and seconded by Brian Palmiscno to authorize the borough engineer, Lucien Bove, to contact the County (Bert Getto) to propose that allotted monies be deferred to the 7th Street project instead of the original 8th Street project due to deterioration that has occurred on 7th Street.
