We had all three year olds and four year
olds tested for hearing and vision through a free
service provided by the Early Learning Coalition.
We found some children needed further screening
by their doctors. One child had food clogged in
his ear. Another child may need tubes as both in-
ner ears are filled with fluid! At this age it affects
their speech patterns, as their hearing is distorted!

The Monday after Spring Break we heard
a similar story from returning parents. My child
could not wait to come back to school! One little
girl woke up at 2:00 in the morning determined to
get dressed and come to school!

What does VPK provide for the four year
olds: developmentally appropriate education for
the rest of their lives! It teaches a joy of learning,
correct socialization skills and appropriate skills
for Kindergarten.

One of the most important lessons that we
have taught them this year and something that other
places may not offer is: God is always there for
them. No matter what trials and tribulations may
come their way. Jesus will always be their friend and
there when they need Him!

Stephen Covey, in his groundbreaking book, The Seven Habits of Highly Effective People, tells the story
about a businessman that was on his way to work. He got on to the subway, found his way to his usual seat, sat
down, and began to read his paper. At the next stop a man and his 4 young children got on the subway, the man
slumped down in a seat, ignored the world around him, but the kids just began to run back and forth down the
aisle. They made noise, yelled at each other, bothered the passengers, and were just a real pest.

The businessman grew progressively more agitated. How could this father allow his children to do this; he
just SITS there and does NOTHING! What is the matter with him. He should be teaching his children proper
etiquette and proper discipline, that is what is wrong with this society. Finally, the businessman could take it no
longer and said to the father, “Pardon me, can you please control your children, some of us are trying to read!”
To which the father replied, “I am so incredibly sorry. Yes, I should do something with them. We were at the

hospital all night and their mother and my wife died about 3 hours
ago. They just haven’t been the same since. I will do what I can.
Once again, I am so sorry.”

The business man felt horrible. You see, the businessman was
so caught up in his own life that he ignored the situation around
him. His life, his business, his world was more important that is,
until he learned of the TRUE crisis of another. But not before
damage had been done.

As Christians we are called to first KNOW Jesus. However,

- Py like in baseball, that just gets you onto the playing field and first
— base. Next, we GROW in our knowledge and love God (Father,

Son and Holy Spirit). To be Christian means more than just ac-

cepting Christ or even attending church, it means talking with

God (regular prayer), studying God’s word (reading the Bible)

and allowing ourselves to grow. The next step is to SHOW our
love of Christ to others, to make a difference in the world around us. To be Christian, we must connect Sunday
morning with a Board meeting on Monday afternoon or an economics class on Tuesday morning or a trip to the
golf course at sunrise on Friday

Yet, inside and outside of the church, many of us are like that businessman who is so busy with their life that
they miss what is REALLY important, right in front of them. Even within the church we have all seen folks
rush through that opening prayer (“let’s just get this over with so we can now get to the real business™) or others
rush through reading a Bible passage (“we can all read that another time”) or perhaps, just rush through the op-
portunity to share joys and concerns so that we can get to the real business at hand. But, what IS the REAL
business of a Christian?

Stan Ott very correctly reminds us that, “We must first be the people of God before we can do the work of
God.” If we KNOW Christ, we have begun the journey. If we are praying, reading the Bible and joining with
others in study, then we are indeed GROWing. But the next base is to SHOW. To show the love of Jesus. To
never be too rushed to share the love of Christ. To never be so caught up in our lives that we fail to take time to
first be the people of God!
