Damien House is a foundation that works to bring dignity to the lives of those affected by
Hansen s Disease. This disease, also known as leprosy, is chronic and infectious and is
caused by tiny bacteria that invade the body. Symptoms and signs include nerve damage,
skin lesions, and weakened muscles and bone deterioration. Because of the ignorance that
still exists regarding the disease, Damien House works to educate its patients and the public
about treatment. Once the patients are in remission, they are no longer able to spread the
disease, and with proper nutrition and hygiene they can prevent the contraction of further
bacteria. Damien House gives its patients medical care around the clock, including dental
care, physical therapy, medicines and basic sanitary services. The Damien House is located
in Guayaquil, Ecuador. The 50 in-house patients are cared for by a committed and expert
staff and by volunteers. The staff also caters to more than 150 outpatients. The
organization was founded by Sister Anne Credidio in 1994. The annual operating cost of
running the hospital and the clinic is approximately $1,000 per day. In order to help support
the ongoing care of these patients and in many instances their families, the patients make a
number of crafts from local supplies that reflect the indigenous cultural skills. These crafts
are sold to groups which visit the patients and help support their care. Many volunteers visit
the Damien House every day to interact with the patients, play games or just sit and provide
companionship and conversation. The efforts of these volunteers and staff members truly
transform the lives of these patients with Hansen s Disease.

Drs. Cindy and Les Morgan work under the auspices of the Medical Benevolence Foundation
and are the most recent missionaries to receive PPC support. Commissioned in 1989, they
serve as mission co-workers at Christian Mission Hospital in Rajshahi and as advisors for the
health programs of the Church of Bangladesh.

The Christian Mission Hospital is an 80-bed facility that serves Muslims, Hindus, and
Christians from the Rajshahi area. Les cares for adults while Cindy looks after the hospital s
pediatric patients. Both also help provide primary care services such as immunization, health
education, antenatal care, nutritional rehabilitation and family planning.

As advisors to the church health programs, the Morgans regularly travel to mobile clinics in
thirty rural villages in the country. In doing so, they have the opportunity to visit the homes
of some of the poorest people of Bangladesh and give support to the church s ministry of
understanding and hope. We re profoundly grateful for the opportunity to minister to the
poor and suffering in such a direct way, write the Morgans.

Les and Cindy live in Rajshahi next door to the hospital and a short walk from the Ganges
River as it enters Bangladesh from India. They have three children who are currently
attending school in the USA.

Les is a native of New Orleans and grew up in Shreveport, Louisiana. He did his
undergraduate work in biology and after completing medical school, earned a Masters in
Theological Studies degree in biblical studies at Harvard Divinity School. He completed a
Masters in Public Health in international health at Johns Hopkins School of Public Health.
Cindy was born in Lake Charles, Louisiana. After medical school, she also completed a
Masters in Public Health degree at Johns Hopkins. The Morgans are members of First
Presbyterian Church, Shreveport, Louisiana.

Since 2003, PPC has been closely involved with the work of Mike and Nancy Haninger, our
PCUSA missionaries in Congo. The Haningers have twice visited our church, meeting with the
Mission Committee and the Session. Mike Haninger had a successful career as an obstetrical
surgeon in the United States, which he gave up in 2001 in his mid-50 s to set up a Presbyterian
medical mission at Tshikaji, an impoverished rural village in Congo. His wife Nancy, an R.N.
and certified midwife, joined him to undertake related medical and educational services.

During their time in Congo, the Haningers have set up a village maternity center where women
are able to give birth in a safe and clean environment, and a health center providing vaccination
and treatment for malaria, diarrhea, and respiratory infections. MikeS primary role as a
physician is educating nursing students, medical students, and family practice medical residents,
providing direct patient care in this teaching capacity. He has regularly performed surgery at the
nearby Good Shepherd Hospital and has made frequent visits to two bush hospitals. A major
concentration of late has been the surgical repair of obstetrical fistulas and caring for victims of
sexual violence.

Nancy serves in direct patient care and in education in community-based primary health care. At
the village level, she is involved with prenatal care, childhood immunizations, and curative care.
In addition, she does public health education, women§ development, and supervises a regional
nutrition rehabilitation center for severely malnourished children. At the education center which
Nancy supervises, more than 100 women and

girls take classes in literacy, health, and

nutrition. More than 60 percent of children

under five in Tshikaji suffer from malnutrition.

The education center also gives men training

in literacy and improved agricultural

techniques.

Early in 2005, during a visit to the United

States, Mike was diagnosed with lymphoma in

his chest. He underwent extensive treatment

in the U.S. while staying in touch with the

Tshikaji mission. Nancy made one return trip

by herself and continued to supervise operations of the education center. Late in 2006, Mike
received medical clearance for return to Congo. He and Nancy returned to Congo in 2007. They
were joyfully and prayerfully welcomed home again by the Tshikaji people.

One of the missionaries we sponsor through the PCUSA Medical Benevolence Foundation is
Dr. Magda Iskander in Cairo, Egypt. Dr. Magda Iskander is a radiologist and was born in
Egypt, but is a naturalized U.S. citizen. Her main interest is in working at the grassroots
level of medicine in primary health care and community health. She has developed a training
program for home health care providers through "Care With Love,” a program whose
purpose is to create sustainable, well-trained, home health care providers who can give
quality short- or long-term non-hospital care. This group supports the elderly, the
chronically ill, the convalescing, and the disabled.

Dr. Magda Iskander has been under appointment as a PCUSA mission co-worker since
1994. She serves as a consultant and trainer for the Cairo Geriatric Center (CGC) and as a
consultant and community health trainer for the Coptic Evangelical Organization of Social
Services (CEQOSS).

One of her main responsibilities is the teaching and training of Egyptians to do community-
based public health work. Dr. Iskander s work is directly related to all Christians and
Muslims in the communities in which
CEOSS works, and supports the
building of bridges between the two
communities. CEOSS seeks to enable
self-development of the rural and
urban poor in Egypt through literacy
work, publication of Christian
literature, loan assistance for small
businesses, vocational and home
economics training, and health
education and services. CEOSS
operates within a context of concern
for the whole person, attending to a
person s spiritual and material needs.

Drs. Richard and Judith Brown of Norfolk, Virginia, have been Presbyterian overseas
missionaries for over 30 years. They have served God in many locales including Haiti,
Cameroun, Liberia, Morocco, Tunisia, Zaire, and, for the last 10 years, Kenya. PPC began
supporting them in 1999 when they were working with the Presbyterian Church of East
Africa in Kenya under the auspices of the Medical Benevolence Foundation. Currently, they
are retired from the MBF and their mission work relies on the support of their home church,
First Presbyterian Church of Norfolk, and donations to the Overseas Medical Fund.

Richard is from Norfolk and received his medical degree from the University of Virginia and
his Master of Public Health from Harvard School of Public Health. He is certified by the
American Board of Preventive Medicine. Judith is originally from Wilkes-Barre,
Pennsylvania. She received her B.A. degree from Randolph-Macon Women s College in
Lynchburg, VA, and earned two degrees in social anthropology from Harvard University.

For the last 5 years, the Browns worked at Holy Family Center, a cutting edge, model clinic
for HIV and AIDS prevention, diagnosis, counseling and treatment. Brand new and growing,
the clinic is run by Kenyans for Kenyans. It is affiliated with, and attached to, Nazareth
Hospital, a Catholic hospital in the Kiambu region of Kenya, about one hour Northwest of
Nairobi. A model program for the rest of Kenya, and indeed East Africa, it treats over 1,500
HIV patients, including 300 on retroviral drugs, per month. Based on its outstanding work,
President Bush § AIDS initiative selected the program as one of the first groups in Africa to
receive government funds for AIDS treatment. Much work remains: about 6 of every 100
people in Kenya are infected with the AIDS virus. In a population of 32 million people, that
means that more than 2 million people are infected. Programs across Kenya, including the
Nazareth programs, have identified and enrolled fewer than 10% of them. Funds are needed
to identify and treat infected persons.

What |'s Opportunity International ?

A non-denominational Christian leader in Microfinance dedicated to providing
financial services to the poorest of the poor of all faiths---or no faith--- in Africa,
Asia, Eastern Europe and Latin America.

The PCUSA General Assembly has designated Opportunity International as a
mission of our denomination.

What are Microfinance services?

Currently, the primary service being offered is making small loans (microfinance)
primarily to women at normal commercial bank--not loan shark-- rates. In addition
to the loans, O. I. educates clients on how to manage an entrepreneurial business
and how to manage money.

They organize women into small groups, which meet regularly for devotions,
mutual support, and to make their installment payments. These Trust Banks are
overseen by a trained recruiter/manager who attends each meeting. The typical
loans are $50-300 for a period of 3 to 6 months. The repayment rate is 98%!
Opportunity International is establishing commercial banks, which offer savings
accounts, and ATM s with smart cards and connected by cell phones. It has
recently started offering life and crop insurance for the poor.

What is Potomac Presbyterian sinvolvement with Opportunity?

Janet and Ed Clark are on the Board of Governors and have been supporting
Opportunity in its marketing and fund raising activities. In 2001 they raised
$10,000 from a foundation to support the expansion of ASPIRE, the local
implementing partner for Opportunity in the Dominican Republic. ASPIRE now
has grown from 3,000 to over 5,000 active clients.
Potomac Presbyterian in 2001 gave $10,000 from an undesignated gift to establish
Trust Banks in Colombia, where help was and is so badly needed. Our partner
there now supports over 10,000 clients.
In 2005, PPC committed $2,500 a year for 4 years to support Opportunity s
Lending Hope to Africa program for using Microenterprise as a proactive
response to fighting poverty and AIDS. In addition to using traditional trust

bank programs and loans, Lending Hope to Africa includes HIV/AIDS education,

insurance, and youth apprenticeship programs. It is designed to give women dignity
and independence, to break the HIVV/AIDS cycle.

Por Cristo has been involved in health care work in Latin America, with a focus on Ecuador,
for over 25 years. Por Cristo carries out its mission in four distinct ways: The Por Cristo
Health and Nutrition Clinic; Institution-strengthening through medical expertise/technical
assistance; support of a Community Health/Tuberculosis Project; and provision of medical
equipment and supplies to clinics and hospitals.

ThePor Cristo Health and Nutrition Center

The Por Cristo Nutrition Center began operating in the Isla Trinitaria section of Guayaquil,
Ecuador in 1994, providing care to the most vulnerable population - women and children. It
has evolved from a primary healthcare center that provided over 13,000 medical and
nutritional consults in 2005. Activities include immunizations, growth monitoring, prenatal
and postnatal care and general primary care services. The dedicated team includes
pediatricians, a nutritionist, a gynecologist, a psychologist and a general practitioner. An
expansion of the center was recently completed adding new dentistry services, expanded
respiratory care services and a larger bakery.

Medical Expertise/Technical Assistance

A hallmark of Por Cristo 8§ work from its earliest days has been the fielding of medical teams

to Latin America. Team Expertise has included maxillofacial surgery, burn care,

orthopedics, and pediatric cardiovascular services. Since 1991, a team of pediatric cardiac

surgeons and cardiologists has regularly traveled to Ecuador, and since 1996 this team has

worked exclusively at the Baca Ortiz Hospital for

Children in Quito. The focus of this one hospital

has borne excellent results. The professional

exchange between the medical teams has resulted

in improved diagnostic and clinical skills of staff,

increased donation of medical supplies and

equipment, and most importantly, hundreds of

children have obtained improved cardiac services.

By strengthening skills of this core group of

doctors in Ecuador, each year building on skills

learned previous year, improved care IS now

provided year around. Other medical teams are

established as an on-needed basis. For the past 16

years, PPC member Tom Hougen has been leading OPEN HEART SURGERY AT THE BACA

the cardiac mission.

Community Health and Tuber culosis Project

The Community Health/Tuberculosis Project is located in Barrio Jaime Roldos, a community
of 40,000 people just outside of Quito, Ecuador. In response to a request from the local St.
James Society priest, a team of local medical professionals and community health volunteers
was formed that now has one of the only few DOTS (Direct Observed Short Course Therapy)
Programs for tuberculosis in all of Ecuador. Services, all free of charge, include tuberculosis
screening, diagnostic services and treatment for patients and their families. Por Cristo staff and
volunteers, along with the Caritas St. Elizabeth Medical Center Infectious Disease and
Pulmonary Departments in Boston, have provided ongoing technical expertise in this effort.
The team is partnering with local academic and medical institutions in Quito to maximize
technical expertise and resources. Since the treatment of the first patient in 2003, a total of 22
people have been cured of active tuberculosis and 47 household contacts, primarily children,
have been treated.

Provision of Medical Equipment and Supplies

An important part of Por Cristo§ work is the sourcing and shipping of medical equipment and
supplies that are otherwise unattainable for clinics with scant resources. Recent medical
equipment and supply shipments have gone to more than six communities in Ecuador,
including the medical projects of the St. James Society and to various communities in the
Dominican Republic. Current projects include helping to equip a new hospital in Guasmo, an
urban slum of Guayaquil, for which preparations are underway for the shipping of the third 40-
foot container of medical supplies and equipment.
