Meadowkirk, the Camp and Retreat Ministry of National Capital Presbytery, (NCP) of PCUSA 
is located in Middleburg, VA, approximately 40 miles west of Washington D.C.  It serves as a 
retreat center for churches, schools, and corporate or non-profit organizations.  Meadowkirk also 
serves as a summer camp for children and youth, with challenge course facilities available for 
groups of 12 or more.  Meadowkirk is governed by the Camp and Retreat Ministries Committee 
of NCP. 
Prior to Meadowkirk, the NCP camp and retreat center was Camp Glenkirk in Gainesville, VA. 
In 2005, after more than forty years of service, the Camp and Retreat Ministries of National 
Capital Presbytery relocated by moving 24 miles northwest to Middleburg.  The transition from 
Glenkirk to Meadowkirk was made official with the dedication of the Meadowkirk property on

Members choose a tag and purchase a gift for 
the child, or they make up a food box for the 
family. The gifts are returned to the church 
the following week. The Mission Committee 
then distributes the gifts before Christmas. 
 
 
 
The recipients for the Christmas Gift Giving 
program are referred to PPC by the “Friends 
in Action” program of Community Ministry 
of Montgomery County and by the Stepping 
Stones Shelter in Rockville. Each year PPC 
provides Christmas turkeys and food boxes 
for approximately twenty-five families, and 
gifts for 75 children.

MISSION: Community Ministry of Montgomery County (CMMC) is an incorporated 501(c)(3) 
association of congregations organized and operated exclusively for the purpose of providing 
services to disadvantaged populations, including the homeless, fractured families, recent immigrants, 
those suffering from acute or chronic poverty, those with physical or mental disabilities and others 
for whom economic and social realities prevent full and productive functioning in the community. 
CMMC’s mission is “to pursue social justice with an emphasis on identifying and meeting the needs 
of the poor by leading and engaging Montgomery County’s faith communities in service, education 
and advocacy.” 
 
CMMC was established in 1972 by 10 congregations in Montgomery County seeking ways to 
address the needs of our County’s most vulnerable residents. Now comprised of 132 member 
congregations, representing over 65,000 families of many faiths (e.g., Catholic, Protestant, Jewish, 
Buddhist, Universalist, Hindu, Latter Day Saints.), CMMC is the largest private non-profit provider 
of social services for the poor in our County. In 2005, CMMC served over 33,000 men, women and 
children with the help of over 7,000 volunteers. Potomac Presbyterian Church has been a member for 
over 20 years.  Our members participate as volunteers and financial donors in many of the CMMC 
programs. 
 
PROGRAMS: Current programs include: Friends in Action, a mentoring program for families at-
risk for homelessness; Emergency Support Services - direct cash assistance to prevent evictions and 
pay for food, utilities and medicine for families in crisis; Interfaith Housing Coalition - supports 
transitional housing for families coming out of the shelter system; Homeless Shelter Services  - 
emergency shelter, permanent supportive housing, and day programs that provide job training, 
substance abuse counseling, mental health services and case management for homeless adults; two 
Interfaith Clothing Centers and Furniture Exchange Centers - distribute over $4 million of 
clothing, household items, school supplies, layettes and basic furnishings  free of charge to over 
5,000 low income families annually; and CMMC Micro-enterprise  - loans and business mentoring 
for low-income entrepreneurs.  CMMC also advocates for those in need and seeks to educate the 
community about the needs of the poor: CMMC recently partnered with G.W. University to conduct 
a needs assessment of social services in our County; a report now being used by our County Council 
and Executive to improve social service planning.  It offers forums on issues such as mental health 
and affordable health care for the working poor. 

 
PPC PARTICIPATION:  One of the largest line items in the Mission budget for the last several 
years has been our monetary contribution to the programs of CMMC.  Members of PPC have served 
on the Board of Directors for this organization for the last several years as well, and many within our 
congregation volunteer for CMMC activities.  A collection bin for the Interfaith Clothing Centers is 
located behind the church fellowship hall near the kitchen entry.  The bin is often overflowing with 
donated clothing.  One of the major mission activities undertaken each year by PPC members is to  
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provide meals and fellowship for an entire week, usually in early February, at the Community 
Based Shelter in Rockville, operated by CMMC as part of its Homeless Shelter Services.  Various 
church volunteers also provide a dinner meal to the women's homeless shelter known as Sophia 
House, one evening per month.  During the annual Williamsburg Breakfast in early December, 
PPC members select families for whom they will donate food and holiday gifts at Christmas each 
year.  Most of these families come from the Friends in Action and Shelter programs of CMMC. 
 
CMMC has a $3.6 million annual budget, not including over $4 million of in-kind donations.

RECENT ACCOMPLISHMENTS: 
HFH-Montgomery County's newest project began in mid-2006 at Linganore Woods, a 24 
townhome community located in Burtonsville, MD. The first twelve units are currently 
under construction. Support for this project has been very strong from many organizations 
throughout Montgomery County, so much so that the PPC volunteers were unable to get a 
slot to work on the construction site until February 10, 2007.

In 2006 HFH-Montgomery opened the Habitat ReStore in Gaithersburg where some 
PPC members volunteered, made purchases, and/or donated items. The ReStore accepts 
building materials and home remodeling supplies and resells them. 

Help is needed for ongoing or one-time jobs such as office work; working in the 
ReStore; making lunches for work crews; being on a work crew; and staffing the booth 
at the county fair or Potomac Day.

Miriam’s Kitchen is a social service program for people who are homeless.  Its mission is to 
provide individualized services that directly and indirectly address the cause and 
consequences of homelessness in an atmosphere of dignity and respect through facilitating 
connections in the Washington, DC community. Miriam’s Kitchen is a primary provider 
serving DC’s chronically homeless population--those living on the streets, accessing few or 
no other services, and often facing complex physical and mental health and other challenges. 
Every weekday, the Kitchen provides a hot, appetizing, nutritious meal to over 200 homeless 
men and women; comprehensive case management; mental health services; therapy groups; 
and transitional and permanent housing support.  The coupling of the meal program with the 
delivery of case management services uniquely positions Miriam’s Kitchen to effectively 
serve its guests. 
 
Located in the Foggy Bottom 
neighborhood of the District 
of Columbia, Miriam’s 
Kitchen was founded in 1983 
by a collaboration of local 
faith-based organizations and 
businesses. It is run by a full-
time staff of nine, a part-time 
staff of three, and a volunteer 
Board of Directors of 
sixteen. Every day Miriam’s 
Kitchen relies on a pool of 
over 1,500 dedicated volun-
teers, which includes area 
individuals, and faith-based

Montgomery Avenue Women’s Center (MAWC) was formerly known as “Cordelia 
House”and is the only day shelter for homeless women in Montgomery County. A variety 
of services are provided, including training in life skills, psychological assistance, and 
mentoring, as well as the basic needs of food, clothing and a safe place to be during the 
day. 
 
The residents of both Rainbow Place and Sophia House rely heavily upon Montgomery

Rainbow House is a shelter for homeless women run by Rockville Presbyterian Church, and 
it operates from November 1 to March 31. It provides night shelter and breakfast, dinner, and 
a bag lunch for 15 to 28 women daily. It has been in existence for 18 years. It closes in the 
summer months for a variety of reasons. Needs are met in other shelters; the shelter has no 
air conditioning; it was established as essentially a winter shelter relying heavily on 
volunteers, and it would be difficult to elicit volunteer and physical resources to extend its 
program. 
 
The substantial volunteer input is complemented by a low-salaried staff. PPC’s cash 
contribution goes for food, clothing, transportation to medical appointments and other needs, 
prescriptions, and supplies and improvements at the shelter, but not for administrative 
overhead. 
 
Rainbow Place considers itself a “last resort” shelter, with a preponderance of residents with 
mental disease. The shelter does not quickly evict residents, except in cases of violence. No 
drug or alcohol use is permitted on the premises, but there is a sympathetic response to 
problems of addiction. A caseworker assists the women two to three evenings a week. 
 
The residents must be out of the shelter from 7AM to 7PM. Many go to Montgomery Avenue 
Women’s Shelter, a day shelter run by the Rockville Methodist Church. Between March 31 
and November 1, some use the Sophia Shelter, operated by Community Ministry of 
Rockville.

Stepping Stones Shelter is one of only three Montgomery County emergency shelters 
that provide services to entire families.  This Rockville shelter, in existence since 1982, 
provides the opportunity for homeless men, women and children to regain their 
independence. While using this emergency housing, residents are able “step by step” to 
seek employment and permanent housing in an atmosphere of respect, acceptance and 
companionship.  Residents must be willing to work to change their situation and be drug 
and alcohol free. 
 
Formerly the Dawson family farmhouse in Rockville, the shelter has six bedrooms, and 
six families of different sizes occupy the different sized rooms.  Up to 25 people of 
various ages are housed at the shelter at any one time.  The three broad goals of Stepping 
Stones Shelter are: Providing Hope for the Future, Strengthening Family Values, and 
Enabling Self-sufficiency.  These goals are accomplished through Adult Education 
Programs and Children’s Support Services.   
 
Five paid staff and numerous volunteers provide 24-hour coverage, and they work closely 
with families to help them get back on their feet.  Shelter, food, clothing, case 
management and support services are offered with special attention given to the needs of 
children of participating families  In addition, through the Home Ownership Made Easy 
(HOME) program, formerly homeless families who are employed are helped to secure 
and keep permanent housing. 
 

Residents must be out of the shelter most of the day seeking work and/or housing or other 
beneficial life situational changes.  There is a three to four month emergency housing 
limit except in exceptional circumstances.  Referrals are made by other agencies, and 
walk-ins are not accepted. 

Over the last several years an additional effort has been made to help provide permanent 
supportive housing for families and adults with documented disabilities.  Hope Housing 
provides a housing option for families that may be unable to live without supportive 
services.  The Montgomery County Coalition for the Homeless provides administrative

oversight for the project.   Stepping Stones Shelter has two Hope Houses located in 
Germantown that can serve two families with 2 to 4 children in each household. 

 

Stepping Stones Shelter is privately owned and operated by Gaithersburg Emergency 
Housing, Inc., a non-profit coalition.  It receives funding from state programs, the cities of 
Rockville and Gaithersburg, local community groups, churches, synagogues and individual 
community members.

                          GENERAL ASSEMBLY MISSION PROGRAM GRANTS 
                                                         
Mission Program Grants in partnership with synods and presbyteries provides short-
term, start-up funds for New Church Development, Congregational Transformation 
and Specialized Ministries.  Grants are normally made for three to seven years.  Below 
is a listing of the grants provided.     
 

• Exploration and Feasibility Grant: 
Provides funding necessary to conduct a study to determine the viability of 
successfully establishing a new congregation or transforming (redeveloping)  
an existing congregation. 
 

• New Congregation Grant: 
For the establishment and eventual charter of a new congregation or an 
existing church willing to start, charter and attach an emerging generation 
group to their current facility. 
 

• Existing Congregation Grant: 
Supports the transformation (redevelopment) of an existing congregation’s 
ministry in response to significant changes in the needs among its 
membership and/or the surrounding community. 
 

• Specialized Ministry Grant: 
For the ministry sponsored by the presbytery, a group of congregations or a 
congregation to meet the physical, social, spiritual or justice/evangelism 
needs of the community outside of the congregation(s). 

 
Total General Assembly grants for 2007 will be $3.1 million to 175 congregations.
