M G-1978-05:

On September 23 over 200 Seniors from 27 Maryland Country Clubs took part in the Second Annual Fall
Championship Tournament. ----We salute the winners: Manor CC succeeded Eaglehead CC as MISGA

club champions with a 260 net score by its four two-man teams, just nosing out Lakewood by one stroke.
Manor’s team members: Messrs Brook, Burrows, Crismith, Deel, Dobrowolski, Doyle, Geibel and King.

M G-1979-04:

Chartwell was the 1978 MISGA Champion. Their winning team was. Joe Rodgers and Charles Vaughn
(played at Manor) and Jack Lynch and Richard Machelski (played at Montgomery Village). ---Prince
Georges and Washingtonian tied for second place in the team championship and Montgomery Village
was fourth.

MISGA’s fourth annual championship will be held on September 28 this year at Kenwood and
Montgomery Village Country Clubs. ----The golf format will be as in the past: each club will nhominate
two two-man teams, one to play at Kenwood and the other at Montgomery Village. Each team will play
two-man best ball and the lowest combined net score of the two teams will determine the 1979 MISGA
Champion Club.
