As many of you already know, Meridian can resenble a parking |lot on Friday even ngs around
the time of our neetings. After driving around and checki ng out some possible alternates,
it looks to ne that Canyon Road mi ght work as an alternative to Meridian. There is
construction on Canyon, but it inpacts nmostly the northbound |anes ri ht now You can take
Canyon Road south to 176'" St, then turn left, go to Meridian, and left again on Meridian for
2 tenth of a mile to 168'", and right on 168" into the airport.

If you don’t mind taking residential streets with 25 nph speed limts, you could turn left
of f Canyon at 160'"instead of going all the way to 176th, go to Gem Heigh s road, turn right
and go to 168'"St. Turn left on 168" and go directly to the airport. Unfortunately neither
Mapquest nor Garmin have been updated to show that 168'" goes through yet, so they can’'t
route you that way.

The Goldwing Galley recipe of the month:

Hey Folks, I'm running out of recipes here! If any of you have some good recipes you would like to
share, please help me out by sending me one or two.

Grilled Pizza

Ingredients:

Pizza dough — stretched and shaped into a roundish shape

Pizza sauce
Cheese

Toppings of your choice
Directions:

1. Pre—heat the grill, then clean it well. Oil the grill with olive oil.

2. If using a gas grill, once it's hot, turn the flame down to low. With a charcoal grill, spread the charcoal out thinly to
cool things down.

3. Lightly oil the top side of the dough.

4. Place dough, oiled side down, on grill. Cover. Cook until top of dough is raised and puffed and bottomis just crisp,
about 3 minutes

5. Lightly oil the dough so it doesn't stick when it is flipped over.

6. Using tongs, flip the dough over so the crisped side is up.

7. Quickly add pizza sauce, cheese (not too much or it won't melt) and toppings.
8. Cover.

9. Grill until cheese is melted and dough is browned and cooked through, about 3 minutes. Check the underside often
to see that it is not burning.

10. Remove and serve.
Delicious topping combinations:

Fresh mozzarella, basil, sun—dried tomato and fresh tomato
Roasted Veggies — eggplant, artichoke hearts, fennel, bell peppers, portabella mushrooms, red onions
Pesto, portabella mushrooms, pine nuts and fontina

Prosciutto, goat cheese, plum, and arugula
