Making Y our Own Golf-On-A-Rope* Set

*also known as Ladder Golf

To make your own set you will need:

44 feet of 1-inch PV C pipe

12 — 1-inch PV C Tee connectors

4 —1-inch PV C Elbows

12 colored golf balls— 4 colors, 6 of each color ***IMPORTANT —Make sure
you purchase solid-core golf balls ***

20 feet of 3/8” clothesline

The PV C pipe, pipe fittings and rope can easily be obtained at the local home center store
(Home Depot, Lowe's, Menard's, etc). For the golf balls, they can usualy be found in
bulk packages from Sports Authority, Dick’s Sporting Goods — you may even find them
a WalMart.

1. Cut the pipe to the following lengths:
a. 6 pieces, each 3 feet long (rungs)
b. 12 pieces, each 18 inches long (legs)
c. 8pieces, each 12 incheslong (sides)

2. To makethebolos:

Using a3/8” drill bit, drill a hole through the center of each golf ball. 1
held each ball steady with avise grip plier and drilled the hole with a drill
press.

Thread all of the balls onto the clothesline, 6 of each color. Keep the
colors together (6 red, then 6 yellow, etc.)

Tieaknot in the end of theline.

Push aball against the knot and tie another knot against the ball to hold it
in place (see Figure 2 below).

Measure 12 inches from the second knot, tie another knot and push the
next ball against that knot.

Tie another knot on the other side of the ball to hold it in place, then cut
the completed bolo from the rest of the clothesline (see Figure 3 below)
Repeat steps 2a-2f until you have completed 12 bolos, three of each color.

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After completing the bolo, | used alighter to melt the polyester line at the ends to keep it
from unraveling. After two yearsthey are still holding together.

| purchased alarge drawstring laundry bag to hold all the pieces together.

Here are the instructions for assembling the ladders:

1. Assemblethe 2 “legs’ of the ladder by attaching three of the 18 inch leg pieces
together with a Tee connector
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2. Attach a Tee connector at the top of each leg and connect them with a36” rung

3. Makethe next rung by attaching two 12" side pieces to the top of the first rung.
Attach a Teeto each of the side pieces with a second 36” rung piece between
them
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4. Make the top rung by connecting two more 12" side pieces to the Tee on the
second rung. Top these pieces with two elbows with a36” run piece between
them
