
How to Save Full-sized Images from Flickr.com onto Your Computer 
 
 
There may be times when you would like to download one of my pictures from the Flickr website 
to your own computer to print, save, put in a slideshow, etc. For prints and full-screen use, the 
size normally displayed on Flickr is too small. You can easily access larger versions including the 
original size (best for printing). The procedure to do this follows: 
 

1. Display the desired image on a Flickr similar to the one shown below. You may need to 
click on a thumbnail version to get there. 

 

 
 



2. Click on “ALL SIZES” above the image. A page similar to the one below will be displayed. 
 

 



3. Click Original (or another size, if needed) above the image. The resulting display may be 
too large to fit on your screen. This is not a problem since the goal is to save the image 
as a file on your computer. 

 

 
 



4. Click Download the Original size above the image. A standard web browser save dialog 
box such as the one shown below will appear. 

 

 
 

5. Click Save and proceed as you would in saving any other file from the Web to your 
computer.
