New Orleans Jazz Fest vows to come roaring back

NEW ORLEANS (Reuters) - Let the Good Times Roll!

Vowing to gather the biggest names in music to celebrate New Orleans, organizers of Jazz Fest on Wednesday unveiled an
eclectic line-up with the likes of Bob Dylan, Paul Simon and Keith Urban along with local legends like Fats Domino."We®e inviting
the world to come. But we really want New Orleanians to come. We want to say to all New Orleanians everywhere that this is
your homecoming dance and this is your homecoming band," said New Orleans Jazz and Heritage Festival producer Quint
Davis.The festival, which will run on two weekends, April 28 to April 30 and then from May 5 to May 7, ranks as one of the biggest
traditional tourist draws for New Orleans after Mardi Gras, which gets under way this month.

Plans for the festival have been followed closely by local merchants and residents, most of whom remain shut out of their homes
because of the flood damage that followed Hurricane Katrina in August. "Find a way to come back because this is where your
heart is," singer Irma Thomas said in an appeal to the city® hundreds of thousands of displaced residents. "(The) festival will be
the therapy we all feel we need." Davis said headline talent in the festival, which includes Jimmy Buffett, Lionel Richie, the Dave
Matthews Band and Elvis Costello, had agreed to work for concessional rates. At one point, it looked as if the festival might have
to be scaled down or scrapped but sponsors Shell Oil and American Express stepped in to underwrite some of the cost, Davis
said.

Several New Orleans musicians said there was a special poignancy to the city® first big music event since Katrina. "New
Orleans is my home. | don®care how many hurricanes come through here. 1® be living in New Orleans," said Clarence
"Frogman" Henry, who attended Wednesday® announcement in a tuxedo and with a walker.

Henry, who scored a hit with his 1956 novelty song "Ain®Got No Home" in which he famously brags about his ability to sing as
both "a girl" and "a frog," said his home sustained relatively minor damage from Katrina. "We®e got a little bit of work to do, but
the Lord has blessed me and spared me," he said. Thomas, known as "The Soul Queen of New Orleans," said she was living in
nearby Gonzales, Louisiana, while rebuilding her flood-damaged home in the city. "I have got to get home or my husband is going
to drive me up a wall. He misses it so much," she said. The Jazz Fest promotional poster features an image of Fats Domino
rollicking at the piano.

The rock-and-roll pioneer, whose hits include "Ain®That A Shame," and "Walking to New Orleans," had been feared dead in the
flooding that hit his neighborhood in the Lower Ninth Ward. But he survived and plans to play at the festival. A full schedule of
performances will be posted on the festival® Web site: http://www.nojazzfest.com.

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Buffett's Summer: Album, Soundtrack But No Tour

Chief Parrothead and summer touring perennial Jimmy Buffett told his Radio Margaritaville listeners yesterday (Feb. 1) that he®
planning to take the summer off this year.

"l@n kinda taking it easy now," he said in a conversation with Radio Margaritaville DJ Miles Hampton. "It® the last summer with
my kids before they go off to boarding school, so 1@ gonna travel with them and work the spring and the fall. | don®want to do
much right now," he added with a laugh. That said, he reported that he® "firming up a few dates" for a spring tour, most of which
are rumored to be in the southeast. "Everybody seems to figure it out before | do anyway," he said. He added that he® planning
"some interesting things for the fall." Last fall, Buffett did two shows at Chicago® Wrigley Field; the previous year he played
Fenway Park in Boston.

Buffett has also been putting in time at his Shrimp Boat Studios in Key West, Fla., recording the follow-up to 2004® "License to
Chill," which debuted at No. 1 on The Billboard 200. Ten tracks are done, with three more set to be recorded in February. "We@e
on pace for it to come out in the fall," Buffett said. In addition to those songs, Buffett will contribute three or four tracks, including
a duet with his "lt®@ 5 O@lock Somewhere" partner Alan Jackson, to the soundtrack of the film "Hoot".

Based on the Carl Hiassen novel, the Wil Shriner-directed teen drama is set for U.S. release on April 28 and will find Buffett in a

small role as a marine science teacher. The soundtrack features a duet between Maroon 5 and Bill Withers as well as "some
young great new talent," Buffett said.
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Everglades group aims to raise $2 million at Mar-a-Lago shindig

PALM BEACH — Images of herons and anhingas flashed on flat-panel screens beneath the Mar-a-Lago ballroom® 17 crystal
chandeliers, near walls lined with 24-karat gold.

Donald Trump, Jimmy Buffett and Miami Heat coach Pat Riley were in attendance, but one of the biggest cheers of the evening
went to a proposed bridge near Everglades National Park. And before 650 people could leap to their feet as John Mellencamp
took the stage and hammered the opening chords of Small Town, they first had to sit through the warm-up act: a documentary

about water and saw grass, hosted by a videotaped Tom Brokaw. Only the Everglades could make this kind of splash in Palm

Beach. And so it was Thursday night as eco-activists sat down with developers, lawyers who work for the sugar industry dined
on filet mignon with the Army Corps engineers, and a Wall Street tycoon joined a conservative former U.S. senator in issuing a
call for South Florida® environment.

The Everglades Foundation was out to drum up nearly $2 million at Thursday® fund-raiser, held in the same grand ballroom
where Trump celebrated his wedding reception a year ago. This week® gala also was a coming-out party for the formerly
low-profile not-for-profit, which aims to take a prominent role in steering the $10.5 billion Everglades restoration. The foundation
is coming off a huge win, having put up $200,000 to aid the legal fight that stopped Palm Beach County from putting The Scripps
Research Institute on Mecca Farms. Future causes could include buying land for the Everglades, negotiating the future of the
county® sugar-farming region or tackling Wellington® perennial troubles with horse poop.

First, the group needs money. Hence Thursday® big do, where tickets started at $1,000 a person and some tables went for 100
grand. That was just the warm-up. Next year® fund-raiser will be in Miami during the Super Bowl, said foundation Chairman Paul
Tudor Jones I, a Wall Street commodities broker who has spent years pouring big money into Everglades causes. "If we don®
raise at least $5 million, I@ kiss your blankety-blank," he said. "What we@e going to do is hopefully double or triple the amount of
environmental giving that® done in South Florida," Jones added. And by giving the money to the myriad groups active in the
Everglades, he said, the foundation can help the movement speak with a "louder and stronger voice."

The show of money and celebrity at Mar-a-Lago should give pause to anybody trying to thwart the restoration, said Islamorada
environmentalist Mary Barley, a foundation board member. "People perceive it as power, and it makes them nervous." The
foundation was one of several Everglades groups created by Barley@late husband, George, a developer who was an avid
fisherman on Florida Bay. Using the banner of a related group, Save Our Everglades, she and Jones spearheaded a fierce but
unsuccessful crusade in 1996 to persuade voters to impose a penny-a-pound tax on Florida sugar to pay for pollution cleanup. In
2004, the foundation raised $1.4 million and handed out grants totaling $823,575 while paying a $104,000 salary to its president,
former U.S. Sen. Bob Smith, R-N.H.
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Now the foundation is erecting offices near Miami for its five-person staff, which includes two former federal scientists. Its board
includes such celebrities as Buffett and Jack Nicklaus. But the foundation® most prominent face these days may be Smith, who
is so conservative that he briefly quit the GOP in 1999 to protest the party® laxness in opposing abortion and supporting gun
rights. That same year, the League of Conservation Voters awarded Smith a 0 percent rating for his environmental voting record.
And then he became chairman of the Senate committee in charge of approving the state-federal Everglades restoration project.
Then Smith shocked everyone by becoming one of the Everglades@biggest champions in Washington, and Congress OK@ the
restoration the following year. Smith said he has harbored a lifelong love for the Everglades based on decades of Florida
vacations. Now he lives in Sarasota, and he wants everyone to understand that the Everglades is the key to Florida® future.

"Can you imagine a Florida in 100 years with no pelicans, no alligators, no Everglades — just development?" Smith asked. If
Thursday® gala represented environmentalism® affluent wing, the scruffier end was on display the same night in the woods of
northwest Palm Beach County at a gathering of Earth First! The two sides of the green cause might not be all that separate.
Some Earth First! campers revere the eco-thrillers of Miami novelist Carl Hiaasen, who emceed the Mar-a-Lago fete. Singer
Bonnie Raitt, an honorary member of the Foundation® board, has been arrested at Earth First! protests. "You need it all," Barley
said. "Everyone should care about what we@e talking about.... If we don®get this right, we@e going to have a polluted state.”

Sip a mojito in your tropical shirt
Slow-paced Key West lifestyle charms tourists

KEY WEST, Florida (AP) -- The woman sitting in the front row of the plane was already thumbing through "Quit Your Job and
Move to Key West." The book advertises itself as the complete guide to chucking your cold, boring, mainland life and moving to
the southernmost city in the continental U.S.

This place has that effect on some people.

For those whose spouses, bosses, creditors or others might object to such a rash move, visiting Key West is still an enticing
option. Once here, to paraphrase the city® most famous living ambassador, Jimmy Buffett: The pace of life is slow. That doesn®
mean there® nothing to do.

In just over five square miles, there are about 215 bars and restaurants, some 5,000 rooms for rent, nearly 26,000 residents and
2.6 million overnight visitors, counting the entire chain of keys, or narrow islands, that begin 65 miles south of Miami.

It is a community of harmonious contradictions, whose sometimes offbeat history could explain some things.

Although Ponce de Leon was reportedly the first European to land here, Key West first became popular with pirates, who helped
themselves to passing merchant ships.

A bit of that adventurous spirit remains. When the U.S. Border Patrol set up a roadblock at the mainland end of U.S. 1, the only
road in and out of the Keys, locals objected. By way of objection, they seceded on April 23, 1982, and formed the Conch
Republic. Locals "surrendered” after a Key West official tapped a U.S. Navy admiral on the head with a loaf of stale Cuban bread.
Theyee still waiting for the $1 billion in foreign aid they requested from Washington.

Conchs, as they like to call themselves, still appeal to those with an independent streak. In addition to being Keys oldtimers,
Conchs -- pronounced conkz -- are also mollusks, the ones in the big twisty seashells that double as a horn. A shell is in the
middle of the Conch Republic flag; you® see them displayed all over the island.

That independent streak may be why some of the most interesting places in Key West are also a bit out of the ordinary. Try these
on your visit:

Float like a butterfly: The Key West Butterfly and Nature Conservatory is one of those happy surprises where the experience far
surpasses the expectation. After all, how interesting can a bunch of butterflies be? Very. In an enclosure barely the size of a a
two-story house, 60 to 65 butterfly species, 30 kinds of birds and hundreds of species of plants vie to be the brightest orange,
yellow, green, red and black. Toddlers to seniors alike stand in wide-eyed delight. The whole place makes you want to slow down
so you don®miss the dead leaf that suddenly takes flight or the squadron of electric blue specimens chase each other. 1316
Duval St. Open daily 9 a.m.-4:30 p.m. Adults, $10; ages 4-12, $7.50.

Train or trolley: The Conch Train, with its open air cars pulled by a faux locomotive and equipped with a chattering driver/guide, is
a Key West icon. But the Old Town Trolley is actually a better arrangement. At the same price, and operated by the same
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company, the trolley has 10 stops around its route and you can get off and on at your whim. The train has but two stops. Both
provide a steady stream of information about the nefarious past -- and present -- of the island.

Dead or alive: The Key West Cemetery is the resting place for some 75,000 souls, including one hypochondriac whose
headstone reads, "l told you | was sick."” This is also where youd® find the memorial to the USS Maine, the battleship that sailed
from here to Havana. Its sinking led to the Spanish-American War.

Your fellow man: A guitar player strums and sings on the sidewalk, his dog resting quietly nearby wearing sunglasses and Mardi
Gras beads. Thousands gather at Mallory Square each night for the festivities that surround an otherwise routine sunset. Crass
T-shirt slogans that may not have been invented here reach a new level -- "Rehab is for Quitters” is a personal favorite. And a bar
stool nearly anywhere on Duval Street, the tourist artery of the island, offers up another slice of the Key West life.

For some other island moments, try these:

Get a tropical shirt. Key West Hand Print Fabrics and Fashions, 201 Simonton St.

Drink a mojito. Think mint julep, except these taste really good. Try La te da, 1125 Duval St.

Listen to live music. From Elvis impersonators to the requisite Buffett tunes, good to bad, there are people strumming, humming
and singing in the bars and on the street. [t® almost always free and you should almost always drop a buck in the tip jar.

Get insulted. Wander into Irish Kevin®, Duval Street.

Eat a piece of Key Lime pie. Try Blond Giraffe Key Lime Pie Factory, where you can also watch it being made, 107 Simonton St.

Breakfast or brunch at Blue Heaven, corner of Petronia and Thomas. Don®mind the chickens, and hope that they@e serving
Lobster Benedict.

Have a picnic at Nancy Forrester® Secret Garden, Free School Lane, off Simonton Street.
Listen to the cool jazz, late night, at Virgilio®, 524 Duval St.

Check out the juke box at Green Parrot Bar, corner of Southard and Whitehead.

Staple your business card, or brassiere, on the ceiling at Capt. Tony® Saloon, 428 Greene St.

Order conch fritters. You may have to wade through some thoroughly awful ones, but the reward of properly fried batter, peppers,
spices and conch is worth it.

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Islands in the Sun

Despite growth, the Florida Keys still offer gorgeous water and escape from mainland cares.

We were walking around the moat at Fort Jefferson, that stalwart brick oddity plopped down in the Dry Tortugas some 70 miles
beyond Key West, when we heard the commotion just a few feet below us. Looking down, we saw the water churning, streaks of
silver swirling, like God’'s own Mixmaster whipping up the Gulf. A pod of tarpon, perhaps a dozen of them, had corralled a school
of menhaden along the fort's foundation and were happily feasting on the baitfish buffet.

The water was so clear, the spectacle so close. The tarpon, in the four-to-five-foot range and weighing maybe 75 pounds, took
occasional respites to loll on their sides and consider us with their big green and yellow eyes. The menhaden, meanwhile, were
resigned to fate. They huddled by the thousands in a massive, twitchy ball of gray that seemed to have taken on a communal life
of its own, shape-shifting like some giant amoeba with each new attack by the tarpon.

Rare are the times when sights like this present themselves. And when such good fortune prevails, it is wrong not to experience it
to the hilt. My son and | looked at each other. Without a word, we slipped on our masks and fins.

“No way,” said my wife. “You're not ..."
And then we jumped off the moat'’s wall. Right into the middle of it all.

The Keys are filled with unexpected pleasures and plenty of opportunities for leaping headlong into places you might not
otherwise have leaped. That's why it behooves us Floridians to get down there on a regular basis.

True, there is much about the mangrove-and-limestone archipelago that mortifies and maddens. U.S. 1 is a freak show. Much of
the new development seems to have sprung up without a shred of sensibility and is just gawd-awful. There are too many people
in too small a space. Prices can be way out of whack. There are endless variations on a theme of kitsch.

And yet, there is that gorgeous, gorgeous water. And the sublime feeling that comes from being disconnected from the mainland.
And so many good places just to kick back and enjoy it all.

We hid out at Cheeca Lodge & Spa for a couple of days, just to get ourselves into a proper Keys state of mind before heading
another 80 miles down to Key West. The lodge has long been a popular base camp for well-heeled anglers, including the likes of
President George Bush, the elder, who has visited so often to go bonefishing over the years that there’s a suite named in his
honor that contains a small collection of presidential memorabilia.

Sitting on 27 acres along the ocean side of Islamorada, the property was first developed as a resort in the 1940s, then bought by
Cynthia “Chee” Twitchell, an heir to the A&P fortune, and her husband, Carl. They combined their monikers to come up with
Cheeca, in the process creating a name that has been synonymous with gracious luxury ever since. That's especially true since
the 201-room resort came under the management of the RockResorts hotel group, which includes such other stellar properties
as the Lodge at Vail, Keystone Lodge, and the Lodge at Rancho Mirage in Palm Springs. The spa, perched alongside a dreamy
manmade lagoon, provides a sybaritic escape. There’s tennis, a nine-hole golf course, a sprawling pool—all the bells and
whistles. But the main attraction is the water, with 1,100 feet of beachfront and a 525-foot long fishing pier that actually offers
some fairly decent fishing. Not skittish bonefish, perhaps, but plenty in the way of barracuda and snapper.

We took out a couple of sea kayaks for an afternoon of paddling across the grass flats, which was exercise enough to justify our
overindulgence that evening at Atlantic’'s Edge, one of three restaurants at Cheeca Lodge. There was a full moon the color of
cheddar cheese and cool breeze off the water as we dined on the creations of chef Rob Millner—pan-seared sea scallops, blue
crab fritters and tempura lobster with a sesame soy glaze.

More good eating was in store in Key West, which surely has more good restaurants per capita than any other city in Florida. At
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the top of the list was Seven Fish, a corner bistro near the old cemetery and far removed from the typical tourist-laden joints.
Among the memorable dishes were homemade potato chips with a shrimp salsa, a killer ceviche and ravioli with a seafood
puttanesca. But the real joy of eating in Key West is coming across places like Jose’s Cantina, a family-run Cuban restaurant,
also near the cemetery, where the house dish, a whole fried red snapper, goes for a very reasonable $20 and comes with
mounds of black beans, rice and sweet plantains.

As for hotels, Key West has no shortage of quaint little inns and guesthouses just oozing with charm. Most notable though is the
Marquesa Hotel, a cluster of 1880-era conch houses that have been lovingly transformed into a precious enclave sequestered
around a terraced pool area.

“We like to think we’ve created something that stands out as the poster child for restoration in Key West,” says
co-owner/manager Carol Wightman. One sure sign that the Marquesa Hotel is true to its heritage: Among the regular guests is
Norm Abram, host of This Old House.

No visitor to Key West with an extra day to spare should pass up a chance to hop aboard one of the two ferries that offer trips to
the Dry Tortugas. It's a pretty good haul, but well worth the effort, even if it means an extra dose of Dramamine. Our ferry, the
Yankee Freedom I, left the dock at 8 a.m., cruised past the Marquesa Keys (the only real atoll in North America) and delivered us
to Garden Key and Fort Jefferson shortly after 10 a.m. Nearby Bush Key was off limits—it was nesting season for the nearly
100,000 sooty terns who stop over there each year—but there was plenty to occupy us at the fort.

Construction began on Fort Jefferson in 1846, and it's the largest of America’s offshore forts, even though work on it was never
completed. Controlled by Northern troops during the Civil War, the fort was used to hold Southern prisoners of war, mostly
notably Dr. Samuel Mudd, the Virginia physician who was convicted (and later exonerated) for treating the wounds of John
Wilkes Booth after the Lincoln assassination.

If Florida has a list of Seven Wonders, I'd put Fort Jefferson right up there, well ahead of any theme park. Its remoteness is
splendid, and its scale so grand against all that water surrounding it—16 million bricks, the largest masonry structure in the
Western Hemisphere—that all you can do is gape in awe.

Until, of course, you spot those silver tarpon.

CESANA PARIOL, Italy — Jimmy Buffett® famous tropical inoccupation is coming in handy up here in the frozen Italian Alps.
The music of Key West® iconic, singing beach bum has been part of Tony Benshoof® luge training since he was turned on to his
music 11 years ago. On Saturday, the White Bear Lake resident moved closer than ever to the pinnacle of his career — an
Olympic medal.

That attitude appeared to make a comeback Saturday, when Benshoof expressed no concern for his formidable competition.

It
sounds ridiculous, but I really don®care where 1 sit. If | walk out of the race having done my best, that® all | can do."”

By the way, Benshoof arrived at the media village last week to find a surprise package in his room. It contained a videotaped
message of good luck from Buffett, who had read about Benshoof® adoration in a newspaper.
