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In the most charming stories of recent documentaries, Mark Bittner, a homeless (aka "mortgage-free"!) musician from
Vancouver,Washington (That's in Key NorthWest!) who ended up in San Francisco, becomes an expert on birds.

In Judy
Irving's film, Bittner's story is unfurled with grace and delicacy, as well as drama and yet also some steely eyed realism
about life in the wild (not all parrots are nice to each other). Ann Hornaday, of the Washington Post calls The Wild Parrots
Of Telegraph Hill "quite simply, a beautiful film, in both form and content," while Lisa Rose of the Newark Star Ledger writes
that "its allure lies not only in its exotic creatures, but also in its depiction of human kindness." In the end, PARROTS is for
Bruce Newman of the San Jose Mercury News "that rare documentary that has romance, comedy and a surprise ending
that makes you feel as if you could fly out of the theater like a cherry headed conure."

More Spice

"Lagniappe" is French-Cajun for "a little something extra," like a baker's dozen, and that seems a fitting name for
this casual Southern place on Northeast Broadway. 

At Lagniappe, Madison Ragland-a good old boy with Paul Prudhomme-esque girth and bayou tap roots-serves up
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the real thing on his mesquite log smoker. With a counter and four tables, linoleum floor, big lazy ceiling fan,
continuous swamp music and soul to burn, Ragland's place has all the right ingredients for low-rent authenticity and
terrific down-home cooking.

So what's lagniappish about Lagniappe? The extra comes in the way of huge portions: A gargantuan bowl of
creamed artichoke soup ($6.50) arrives rich with a mother lode of oysters, while a football-sized po' boy sandwich
($9) oozes enough oysters to dribble down your chin. A heaping platter of fried crawfish tails on a bed of lettuce
makes for an ideal salad ($6.50), the crispy chunks of the crustacean aided by several varieties of hot sauce.

The overflowing gumbo ($5) is marvelous and filling, with a pungent peanut roux base, thickened with okra and
file (a powder of dried sassafras leaves), and chunked with chicken and garlicky andouille sausage. Cajuns have
been known to throw squirrel and armadillo into the gumbo pot, but this less exotic mix still offers enough rich
flavor for us Northwesterners.

The beef brisket is dry rubbed and smoked, tender but not too fatty (sandwich 7.25, plate $9.75). But Lagniappe's
most seductive main course is its chili-infused jambalaya ($9); the sausage-and-chicken stew coats the rice with a
thin layer of oil for a delectable flavor.

Best of all, though, are the fabulous desserts. You could fall in love over the pecan tart ($4.50); This tart's creamy
filling is suffused with orange flavor powerful enough to perfume the table. The bread pudding ($4.50) is loaded
with bourbon and laden with butter and cream-the best example I've tasted outside the famed version of
Commander's Palace in New Orleans.

In Portland, we're far from the brackish waters of Louisiana's coastal wetlands, the southern lakes, the salt waters of
the Gulf and the subtropical climate, but this restaurant  helps keep Cajun traditions alive and well. And while that
cuisine dazzles with its near-excessive conglomeration of ingredients, spices and flavors, what recommends is the
something extra they deliver.

A Shor t Chat With Clint Black

I finally get to meet Clint Black. I had hoped to interview him well before the first show, but he,
Jimmy and the band were deep into rehearsal. On this night, Steve Huntington and I find
ourselves in the company of a smiling, and relaxed Clint backstage. We introduce ourselves and
strike up a brief conversation. Fortunately, I have my tape recorder going, and fire it up.

"Welcome to the traveling circus," Steve chuckles. 

"Thanks," Clint laughs back, "I'm on a detour to Margaritaville from my own tour." 

"I hear you're quite a Parrot Head," I say. 

Clint answers, "I remember Jimmy from back when Margaritaville and Come Monday came out. As long as I can remember,
I've known those two songs. And I'm 38 today. My friends and I tried to live the lives we were hearing about in those songs."
I ask Clint about the first time he hooked up with Jimmy. He rubs his chin and gets a nostalgic look
in his eye. "It goes way back to 1989. I was doing a gig with the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, and afterward,
we were jamming and I was playing some of Jimmy's songs. They said, "we're gonna tell Jimmy
you're a Parrot Head." The next thing I know, I get a call from my agent that Jimmy was inviting me
to open for him at Lad Stadium in Mobile. It was him, Little Feat and me. I ended up sitting in with
him, playing some harp and doing a verse or two on a song. And we've been friends ever since." 
Steve asks Clint whether Jimmy has had much of an impact on his music and Clint nods and
smiles. "He has impacted my records naturally just because of his influence on me over the years.
The way he makes records, the things he says and the way he says them. And his writing in
general. To me, Jimmy's writing is on the level with any of the great literature throughout history, and
I know this view is held by millions of people. You can't help but be influenced by that. I have Jimmy
in the back of my mind when I'm making records."

I have the follow up question, so I ask whether Jimmy has also had an influence on Clint's lifestyle and he gives a
surprisingly candid response:

"You know, I've been so focused on making my records and doing my tours and trying to pedal as fast as I can in this
business, that I haven't been as able to have a lifestyle. I guess I have a lifestyle that comes from making a lot of money --
more than I ever thought I'd see in my life. But it's really a lifestyle that's centered around my work. And it seems that
Jimmy's work is more centered around his lifestyle. Everything for him comes out of that." 

Steve asks, "Has Jimmy ever given any advice where lifestyle decisions are concerned?"

"You come from Houston right?" Steve continues.

"Yeah," Clint answers, "I grew up in Houston, so I'm kind of a tropical cowboy type. We
used to go down to Galveston Bay, Surfside and Freeport. So there's definitely some
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Gulf and Western in me." 

"They're playing your song, 'When My Ship Comes
In'," I comment, "but they're playing it to a reggae
beat. Whose idea was that?"

Clint laughs, "In true Parrot Head style, I worked up
a reggae version of the song one time for a birthday

party on a boat. I showed it to the guys in the band and they do it great."

"Anything of Jimmy's that you're especially happy to sing?" Steve asks. 

"Well everything really, but it's great to sing "Come Monday" with Jimmy. I sang it so many times without him when I was
working the clubs and honky tonks in Houston. And now I look over, and there he is -- singing alongside me."

Well I hope you understand, I just had to go back to the island -Back to the Island 
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Bird man of Telegraph Hill

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Mark Bittner nibbles on a sandwich at a sidewalk cafe on Portland's trendy Northwest 21st Avenue. The 53-year-old's
dressed-down attire, untrimmed beard and duffel bag blend in with the mix of Birkenstock shoes and Prada handbags
passing by. Gone is the ponytail that once dangled down his back and the lack of focus that contributed to his 14 years
among the homeless. He acknowledges the laptop computer tucked inside his bag is a requirement of living in the 21st
century.

Bittner, who grew up in Clark County and graduated from Columbia River High School in 1969, was in Portland recently to
promote a documentary about a chapter of his life that opens Friday at Cinema 21.  He is the focus of the documentary, but
not the star.

Top billing in "The Wild Parrots of Telegraph Hill" goes to Connor, Mingus, Tupelo, Sophie, Picasso and other members of a
flock of wild cherry-headed conures (parrots) that live in the urban hills of San Francisco. A nostalgic grin spreads across
Bittner's face when he talks of his years with the birds. They did, he insists, save his life.

The story of how this feathered flock tossed a life ring to a man who floundered in a state of homelessness was too
compelling for producer Judy Irving to pass up. Irving, who worked with Michael Moore on "Roger & Me," spent several
years following Bittner's relationship with the parrots. These birds came to trust, but were never truly tamed by Bittner.  The
result is the 1 hour, 23-minute documentary booked in 240 U.S. cities this year.

The film premiered in San Francisco (where it is still showing) on Feb. 9. It was in New York City for two weeks and has
played in venues as diverse as the Bears Tooth Cinema in Anchorage, Alaska, and the Regal Cinema in Miami.    After one
week at Cinema 21, "The Wild Parrots of Telegraph Hill" moves to Regal City Center 12 Theater in downtown Vancouver
and Portland's Regal Fox Tower 10 on June 3.

Among all-time gross earnings for documentaries, "The Wild Parrots of Telegraph Hill" ranks 32nd, and it continues to climb
the list with openings at more than 60 theaters later this month and in July.   Irving's film focuses on moments that were both
poignant and comical, and it quickly draws parallels between Bittner and the birds.  Both man and birds escaped one
environment, only to struggle to thrive in a new way.

Bittner left Clark County after high school to travel through Europe. When he returned to the United States, he initially
considered writing for a living and settled in Seattle. By 1973 he had moved to the San Francisco area and was pursuing a
music career that never took off.  "I knew in the back of my mind that it was the wrong thing for me," Bittner said. "But it was
a time when a lot of people were searching, when they didn't have anything left in their lives. I was trying to write songs and
knew I was going down the false path. And I had to ask myself, 'What do I do now?' "  There were no easy answers for
Bittner, who doesn't like to describe his early years in San Francisco as homeless.  "I was mortgage-free during that time,
but not always homeless," he said.

Bittner lived on the streets for a few months and often took odd jobs to pay for food and expenses. Even when he had a
place to call his own, his living conditions were anything but conventional.   One hotel allowed him and others to live on its
roof. A rug draped over a rope provided a tentlike living area for Bittner. An abandoned one-room space in an apartment
building was home for a while.

And then Bittner found a run-down and abandoned cottage attached to a house on Telegraph Hill. It was there Bittner
noticed the parrots, which came to feed on berries in nearby gardens. He set up house, and over several years, earned the
guarded trust of the flock.    It was a relationship built with baby steps. The birds began taking food from his hand and then
they would perch on his head. But though the birds were willing to get close, they'd take off in flight if Bittner made any
unexpected noises or movements.

The movie begins as a passerby asks Bittner how he managed to tame the birds.  "They're not tame, they are wild," he
would answer as a conure sitting on Bittner's shoulder nuzzled its head against the man who was a steady source of
sunflower seeds. "But they're eating out of your hand?" the stranger retorted.

A drama for the birds

Bittner looks back at those years and still finds it hard to define the experience in terms of "wild" versus "tame."  "I never
really gave it a lot of thought back then," Bittner said. "It was just something I was doing. The main issue is trust. It's not
unheard-of to get wild animals to trust you."  Irving gives viewers an introduction into the personalities and quirks of the wild
parrots, as well as dangers wild birds face in an urban setting.  Among the more endearing of the birds is Connor, the old
man of the flock who demonstrates a heart of gold but always remains wary. And there is the budding love story of Sophie
and her absolute devotion to Picasso.

As these stories unfold, hawks emerge as the film's villains. As the hawks search for their next meal potentially one of
Bittner's parrots, the film takes on ominous overtones.   Bittner's relationship with the birds also became more aggressive.
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He would bring injured birds to live in cages in his house until they recovered. One of the most colorful characters in the film
is Mingus, who even when perfectly healthy, preferred living in the house with Bittner rather than with his own kind. At one
point in the movie, Bittner strums his guitar and sings as Mingus dances to the music.

The documentary ends as Bittner is forced to move away from Telegraph Hill after the owners of the property decide to
remodel the building.   Bittner believes the original members of the flock were pets that escaped or were intentionally
released by their owners. Some of the birds have bands on their legs indicating they were captured in South America and
shipped to the United States to be sold. He speculates the origin of the flock dates back to the late 1980s and that the first
two parrots started breeding in 1989. Today, the flock is 160- strong.

Parrots give career a lift

Bittner has seen that same steady growth in his life. It got a push when the world discovered his story after a San Francisco
Chronicle newspaper article chronicled the relationship with the flock. Television networks like CNN and People magazine
gave Bittner an international audience.   At the same time, Bittner's yearning to write was rejuvenated. He told his story in a
book also titled "The Wild Parrots of Telegraph Hill" (Harmony Books, $22).    He toured the country last year promoting the
book, which was widely praised by critics. It perched on the San Francisco Chronicle's best-sellers' list for eight weeks and
was a Readers Digest "Editor's Choice."

"This is not a naturalist story," Bittner said of his book. "It's a memoir of the relationship I had with these parrots and how
they changed my life. I didn't have a focus in my life then. I thought the parrots were just a diversion at first. But they led me
to write this book. They led me back."   Now that his story is on the big screen (critics Ebert and Roeper gave it two thumbs
up), Bittner said he is often recognized as he walks along the streets of San Francisco, the same streets where he scraped
out a living.

The popularity of the film has led distributors to order a two-disc DVD set that will become available in early 2006. One disc
will contain the documentary and the other will hold outtakes from the hundreds of hours of film that did not make it into the
movie.    Bittner is back living on Telegraph Hill and visits the parrots about once a week. As soon as the whirlwind of
activities generated by the book and documentary calms down, he expects to see the birds more often.

"The flock has grown during the year and a half I was gone," he said. "But nothing really has changed. A lot of the birds I still
recognize and they know me. I will be watching these birds for the rest of my life."  Bittner said he may have another book in
him but doesn't expect it will be a follow-up to the parrot tale.

After his short visit in Portland last month, he planned a few days at Silver Lake near Mount St. Helens to do some research
for his next potential book project.  Bittner said that as a boy his fondest memories are of family vacations at the lake. And if
all goes well, the new book will be about his early life.   Bittner doubts the birds will mind if he gets top billing next time
around.

Did you know?

* There are two flocks of wild parrots living in San Francisco. Portland also has a flock of parrots living near the Portland
International Airport. Other cities known to have wild flocks are Seattle and Los Angeles.

* Many birds are considered parrots, including macaws, parakeets, lovebirds, conures and lorikeets.

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'Very active' hurr icane season forecast

(CNN) -- On the eve the 2005 Atlantic hurricane season, forecasters at Colorado State University predicted it would be
"very active" with 15 named tropical storms and eight hurricanes.

In a report released Tuesday, CSU's Tropical Meteorology Project (TMP) forecast half of those hurricanes will develop
into major hurricanes ranked as Category 3 or higher on the Saffir-Simpson scale of hurricane strength.

A Category 3 storm has winds between 111-130 mph and can cause extensive damage. The worst storm, a Category 5,
has winds greater than 155 mph and can cause catastrophic damage.

Hurricane season officially runs from June 1 to November 20.

The 2004 hurricane season saw four destructive hurricanes making landfall in the United States during a seven-week
period in August and September -- three of them crossing the Florida peninsula.

It is believed the four storms caused more than $40 billion in damage.

During all of 2004, the entire Atlantic basin saw nine hurricanes, with six of them reaching major hurricane status.
There has been an "overall increase in Atlantic basin major hurricane activity of the past ten years (1995-2004)," the
forecast said.
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Six hurricanes -- Alex, Charley, Frances, Gaston, Ivan and Jeanne -- hit the United States in 2004. Three tropical
storms also made stuck the United States. Charley also hit western Cuba, while Frances and Jeanne also hit the
Bahamas -- all were major hurricanes at the time.

In addition, Ivan hit Grenada and was felt on Jamaica, Grand Cayman and western Cuba, while Jeanne also hit the
Dominican Republic as a hurricane and Puerto Rico as a strong tropical storm.

The TMP listed probabilities for at least one major hurricane making landfall on each of the following coastal areas:

    *  Entire U.S. coastline -- 77 percent (average for last century is 52 percent)

    *  U.S. East Coast including the Florida Peninsula -- 59 percent (average is 31 percent)

    *  Gulf Coast from the Florida Panhandle westward to Brownsville, Texas -- 44 percent (average is 30 percent)

      The report also predicted an above-average risk of a major hurricane landfall in the Caribbean and in the Bahamas.

      The TMP report falls at the midrange of the forecast of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, the
nation's weather agency. For the 2005 season, the NOAA predicted 12 to 15 named storms, seven to nine hurricanes,
with three to five of them being major hurricanes. (Full story)

      The increase in hurricanes over the last decade has prompted some scientists to cite global warming as the cause --
a theory the authors of the 2005 hurricane forecast do not buy.

      "If global warming were the cause of the increase in United States hurricane landfalls in 2004 and the overall
increase in Atlantic basin major hurricane activity of the past ten years (1995-2004), one would expect to see an
increase in tropical cyclone activity in the other storm basins as well (i.e., West Pacific, East Pacific, Indian Ocean,
etc.)," the report said. "This has not occurred.

      "When tropical cyclones worldwide are summed, there has actually been a slight decrease since 1995."

Dive one of the country's most popular marine attractions

The Florida Keys have a distinctive Caribbean flavor. Maybe it's the contrast with Miami's tropical sophistication, but
once you hit two-lane A1A heading south, you can feel it. You are surrounded by water, and that island feeling takes
over. But the Keys have their own claims to fame. There are Key lime pie, bonefishing, conch fritters, and let us not
forget the king of Caribbean soul, Jimmy Buffett. But the crown jewel of the Keys is the John Pennekamp Coral Reef
State Park.

This park in Key Largo, Florida, was established more than 40 years ago, in 1963. The park is adjacent to the Florida
Keys National Marine Sanctuary, which covers 178 nautical square miles of coral reefs, sea grass beds and mangrove
swamps. These protected reefs are also the only living coral reef system in the continental United States, so once again,
man is charged with making sure that these reefs do not go the way of those that were unprotected and ravaged to
extinction.

There are many places in the world where reefs are still being exploited to death. And it appeared that the reefs of the
Keys would suffer the same fate in the early part of the 20th century. Fortunately, a group of marine scientists and avid
environmentalists, including Miami newspaper editor John D. Pennekamp, took it upon themselves to pursue both
public and private support in establishing the first portion of this extensive marine sanctuary and ending the harvesting
of corals, sponges, seashells and marine life to be sold as souvenirs.

In 1960, after a three-year struggle, President Dwight D. Eisenhower declared the area a marine preserve. Three years
later, the park opened to the public and has welcomed visitors ever since.

Dive shops around the country now make annual pilgrimages to Key Largo to dive one of the country's most popular
marine attractions. Divers not only are able to explore the coral gardens and witness the prolific fish life, but also learn
about the ecosystems that support the health of the reefs through environmental programs and educational exhibits at
the park's visitor center.

The dive operation at John Pennekamp Coral Reef State Park is a PADI 5-Star Gold Palm IDC facility that departs the
docks from within the park twice daily for two-tank dives. One of the biggest attractions within the preserve is the
Christ of the Abyss statue at Dry Rocks reef. This 9-foot statue of Christ reaching up with outstretched arms sits in
about 25 feet of water. It was donated to the park in 1961 by Italian diving enthusiast Egidi Cressi (of Cressi-sub fame)
and has become a very popular site not only for divers, but also for under-water weddings.
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Molasses Reef is also a popular site. Healthy corals provide havens for the abundance of marine life that flourishes in
the protected waters, including eels, sea turtles, rays and occasionally sharks.

The sites within the sanctuary can also be reached by many independent dive operations from outside the park
property. PADI 5-Star facilities in the Key Largo area include Horizon Divers (www.horizondivers.com), Ocean Divers
(www.oceandivers.com), Amy Slate's Amoray Dive Resort (www.amoray.com), Aqua-Nut Divers
(www.aqua-nuts.com), It's a Dive (www.itsadive.com),  Paradise Charters Dive Center (www.paradisecharters.net),
Paradise Dive & Snorkel and Sea Dwellers Dive Center (www.seadwellers.com). For a complete list of PADI dive
operators in the Key Largo area, visit www.padi.com.

Damages awarded against Key West

KEY WEST — Judge David Clark ordered the city of Key West to pay Kathy and Opie Rollison $114,736 in damages for not
allowing them to rent out their Truman Annex home to tourists on a short-term basis, according to a court order that reached
the Rollisons on Thursday.

It was the second significant monetary judgement against the city this week. A jury on Monday ordered the city to pay Duck
Tours Seafari Inc. $13.5 million. The jury found that the city unjustly ran the amphibious tour company out of business,
violating interstate commerce laws.

"In general with all these cases, the city is in litigation hell. I hope there is light at the end of the tunnel somewhere here,"
City Commissioner Tom Oosterhoudt said. City Commissioner Harry Bethel, known as the commission's fiscal watchdog,
was speechless upon hearing the news of the Rollison judgment.

The judge ordered the city to pay $52,606 in lost rental income to the Rollisons, $3,975 for reasonable expenses and
$59,054 in attorney fees. The city enacted a law in 1998 that severely limited where people could rent out their homes and
prohibited the Rollisons from renting out their home on a short-term basis. The Rollisons sued, but lost in circuit court. The
state Third District Court of Appeal overturned the ruling and ordered the city to allow them to rent out their home.

The appeals court said the municipality had a rule in place that granted conditional use permits that allowed people to rent
out their homes short-term if it is done less than 50 percent of the year and the homeowners had the proper license and
were paying taxes.

The city claimed the 50 percent rule was never in place and was created by real estate agents.

Since the Rollison opinion came out, two other groups of homeowners have filed lawsuits asking for damages and the right
to rent out their homes to tourists.

City Attorney Bob Tischenkel has begun drafting a new transient rental law that would allow people to rent out their homes if
they are "similarly situated" to the Rollisons, a draft of the ordinance states. However, the ordinance has a clause that puts a
cap on the amount of time people can rent out their homes. The exact formula has yet to be worked out.
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Tischenkel could not be reached for comment Thursday.

The Rollisons and several other homeowners plan to sue the city again if the city passes a new transient rental ordinance
that caps how long Truman Annex residents can rent to short-term clients, Opie Rollison said.

"We believe the new law has a number of constitutional violations and they will be subject to the damages rising from our
civil rights claims," Rollison said. "Clearly they haven't analyzed the law to realize it even affects the guesthouses in Key
West. We have no desire to continue with litigation, but we have made 21 attempts to resolve these issues and still can't get
a dialogue with the city attorney."

Rollison said he believes the resolution of his case serves a precedent for other Key West homeowners fighting the
transient rental law.

"The new law is a continuation of these old restrictions against our rights. If it's not resolved, our case is the tip of the
iceberg .... It's cumulative in nature."
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Drunk Driver Arrested In Key West, Thought He Was in New York

KEY WEST, FL (AP) -- Key West Police say a man charged with D-U-I thought he was in the Big Apple. When a police
officer asked what city he was in, 18-year-old Thomas Platt answered, "New York."

Officials say the teen drove his car onto the Sunset Pier, dragging a broken light pole 25 feet up Duval Street behind his car.
He then made a left turn onto a wooden dock walkway.

Witnesses say Platt drove back down the way he came, hit two light poles, a wooden bench, some bushes and a sign.

The officer who stopped Platt says the teen had slurred speech and fumbled for his papers. The driver was arrested after he
failed a sobriety test. He's charged with D-U-I, careless driving and leaving the scene of a crash with property damage,
estimated at about ten thousand dollars.

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Radio Use Plummeting Among Young MP3 Player Owners

iPod.jpgBridge Ratings, a company that provides audience measurement services for radio, is reporting that young people
with MP3 players are listening to dramatically less radio.

They asked listeners of traditional radio 12 years and older whether they owned and used a digital music player, for how
long have they owned these devices and if they were spending more time with the digital music player than they were 3
months ago.

For listeners 12 and up, radio use plummets for the first month, with 53% listening less. The decrease in time spent with
radio levels off, though, between 4-6 months, and then starts to creep back up.

In the critical 12-18 group, though, the time spent with radio dropped precipitously for the length of the study.

No alcohol but plenty of sun-washed lyrics for Naperville Central class

Jimmy Buffett music is good for a lot of things.

It’s good to listen to while relaxing and chatting with friends. It’s good for hanging out on the beach with, say, a
margarita in hand.

And, apparently, the music is good for high school English test reviews.

High school English test reviews?

Yes, that’s what we said.

You see, Naperville Central High School English teacher Jeff Plackett believes Buffett’s lyrics can be tied to
archetypes in literature.

Really, they can.

Plackett stood at his classroom door Wednesday, greeting freshman students with leis. The English teacher sported a
Hawaiian shirt, as did a few of his students.

Other ninth-graders carried their colorful shirts and put them on only when they got to class because, well, they didn’ t
want to wear them all day.

Plackett, a huge Buffett fan, opened the class by asking how many students were familiar with Buffett’s music. Most
students’  hands went up.

“Not just ‘Margaritaville’  and ‘Cheeseburger in Paradise,’  though,”  Plackett said.

Most hands went back down.

So Plackett opened his students’  eyes — and ears — to “ the poetry of Mr. James Buffett.”

Students listened to four songs and picked out descriptions of archetypal characters in the lyrics, which ties in with
short stories they’ve been studying in class.

Students analyzed lyrics, for instance, that described internal and external obstacles, feelings of separation and
heroism.

“Treat it like a poem,”  Plackett told his students. “Each song fits a major archetypal framework we’ve talked about.”

Students tackled Plackett’s questions after each song and will do more of the same today before a test Friday on
archetypes in literature.

“ I really liked it,”  said freshman Jake Anderson after Wednesday’s first batch of songs. “We got to listen to music —
that made it interesting.”

Plackett knows not all his students are avid Buffett fans, but he hopes to open their minds to new things. The English
teacher figured which songs to tie into his lessons a few years ago on his way to — where else? — a Buffett concert in
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Florida.

“ I want (the students) to realize they can see some of this stuff in places other than the traditional literary canon,”
Plackett said.
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
