Here's a review of the Cincinnati show:

Buffett brings out new songs
More selections from No. 1 album

Once again a balding, barefoot 57-year-old, who sings with a slightly nasal, whiney voice, held court at a sold-out Riverbend with 20,000 fans cheering on his
beach bum songs. 

"The weekend has started," Jimmy Buffett proclaimed early in his set and that was all that was needed for the Parrothead clan to turn Tuesday night into a beach
party and know all is right with the world. 

Riverbend's summer close out party found Buffett marveling at the cool weather, used to convening Margaritaville on the Ohio in mostly sweaty, sultry days over
the last 20 years at some 45 dates at the venue. 

"There's no bugs, no flies, we might all go insane," Buffett said. 

Buffett brought his usual outstanding 12-piece band, loaded with excellent musicians such as Mac McAnally, Peter Mayer and Amy Lee, along with a twinkle in
his eye. After all Buffett has his first ever No. 1 album "License to Chill." 

Buffett put some fun twists on his familiar songs. He opened the show with solo, acoustic versions of "Changes in Latitudes, Changes in Attitude" and the "Great
Filling Station Holdup." 

"Let's Get Drunk" included a wacky "Purple Rain" riff and there were his now traditional covers of "Brown-Eyed Girl" and "Southern Cross." Buffett tossed in a
new rousing cover of "Respect" letting his four back-up singers strut their stuff. 

"Fins" was done as an encore song and included a giant remote controlled inflatable shark hovering over the pavilion. 

But what was different this time was Buffett had a new hit album to mine. 

It is rare Buffett can come to town performing so many new songs, playing at least six cuts from the country-tinged effort, including the hit single "Hey, Good
Looking" and the next single "Trip Around the Sun," his duet with Martina McBride. Unfortunately veteran back-up singer Tina Gullickson was a weak substitute
for McBride. 

As strong as his new material is, in some ways it proved to be a bane for die-hard Parrotheads who probably would rather hear Buffett fill his set with older, more
obscure songs to go with the anthems he has to perform. 

Among those in the audience was a contingent of record executives from RCA Nashville, which distributes Buffett's new hit album on his own Mailboat Record
label. Buffett cracked himself up when he thanked the RCA folks laughing, "Gee, I've never thanked record company guys before," referring to the irony that he
has rarely had major label interest during his 35-year career, which actually started in Nashville. 

Buffett's new-found country fame is a reminder that he has perhaps never received his artistic due over the years essentially creating a new sound. He took a
hard-core country vibe and melded it with Afro-Caribbean rhythms. It sounds simple, but until Buffett, few had merged the two genres into a beach party
mentality. 

Buffett again thanked Cincinnati several times during the set for "starting it all" and "being there from the beginning" referring to the Parrothead mania that first
began at early '70s shows in the area. 

Buffett himself even raised the cosmic question we have all wondered in this area: Why here? 

Buffett's rhetorical answer last night: "Hey, this town also gave us Pete Rose, Jerry Springer and Larry Flynt." And Parrotheads. 

And here is a review of the first Chicago show: 

Looking out for No. 1: Buffett's triumphant returnJimmy Buffett has logged 30-some-odd years in the music business, recorded more than 30 albums, hosted an
endless sea of sold-out concerts and transformed his warm, barefoot-island-guy persona into a one-man marketing windfall that baffles critics and beckons fans
every single summer. 

But even by Buffett standards, Thursday night's show at the Tweeter Center was a big one: It was his first ever as a guy with a No. 1 record. 

It was a long-in-coming milestone for someone who's just about out of goals to attain; though Buffett's scored unimaginable bank in music, restaurants, clothing
and books (and judging by an intermission video screened Thursday night, lived a life so ludicrously charmed it makes you wonder where yours went so off
track), that commercial glory had always eluded him. Then came the duet with Alan Jackson, "It's 5 O'Clock Somewhere," a drinkin' anthem that had Buffett's
name all over it -- well, actually it had Buffett's name in it -- that reintroduced him to a corner of country universe that had spent the last few years biting his beers-
and-beaches vibe anyway.

Buffett surfed that momentum into "License to Chill," which sported collaborations with big-name country voices, including Jackson, Toby Keith, Kenny Chesney
and George Strait. Call it sweet timing, a return to roots or Buffett's preternatural sense of marketing, but the album knocked the Ushers and Ashlee Simpsons
off the top spot for a minute, and is now on its way to platinum status.

Happily for fans, the record's success hasn't changed Buffett's summer-show template much; despite the country leanings, Margaritaville doesn't have many
more 10-gallon hats or boots than it used to. Buffett's show remains deceptively simple, carefully crafted and damn near impossible not to smile through, and it
sailed into the Tweeter Center on Thursday night on a wave of heat and humidity that seemed to welcome him personally. For 2-1/2 hours, the re-energized 57-
year-old bounded about the stage, called audibles with his band and spun tales of pirates and tropics and means of escape that are forever just one snap
decision away.

"Let the world go to hell, I think I'm going back to Brazil," he grinned in the album's title track (a great line that isn't on the record for some reason), illustrating his
effortless skill at tricking fans in a suburban amphitheater into thinking they're watching the sun drop in someplace like Fiji.

When he did leave the Caribbean for the more mainland-oriented "License" tracks, Buffett hit surprisingly well (including new songs is a dicey maneuver when
playing for a crowd that evidently never tires of "Volcano" and "Cheeseburger in Paradise"). "Coast of Carolina," co-written with guitarist Mac McAnally, was a
gentle breeze off the lake; the Will Kimbrough stomper "Piece of Work," propelled by a driving Bo Diddley beat, was the most rock 'n' roll song Buffett's played in
years.

The wispy ballad "Trip Around the Sun" featured an assist from the wispy Martina McBride, and the main set-closing "Scarlet Begonias" was as snug a fit for
Buffett as his standard but frothy cover of "Brown Eyed Girl"; you almost wonder what took so long for him to get to it.

Elsewhere, Buffett and his fine band had no trouble keeping the energy up. "One Particular Harbour" showcased Robert Greenidge's steel drum work; "Son of a
Son of a Sailor" did the same with Nadirah Shakoor's soaring vocals. And Buffett used an opening miniacoustic set to dust off "The Great Filling Station Hold-
Up," from his pre-"Fins" days of pickup trucks, honky-tonks and petty crime.

What's stunning, particularly in a year marked by a fairly limp concert schedule and disappointing attendance, is that a guy playing the same set can pack the
Tweeter just by showing up. Britney? Canceled. Norah Jones? Downsized by tens of thousands. Buffett's Thursday show sold out in a day; Buffett's Saturday
show did the same. In fact, a Clear Channel representative said every show Buffett has performed at the venue has sold out. 

As he does every year, Buffett closed with a solo performance on acoustic guitar; this year's capper, "Banana Republics," served as both a tribute to its
composer, the late Steve Goodman (whom Buffett honors at most of his Chicago shows), and a surprisingly effective simplification of things.

For four minutes, freed of the cheeseburgers and the beach balls and the SUVs with papier-mache fins strapped atop them, Buffett was back in his early days --
a gregarious guy with an easy smile and breezy demeanor, not all that many chords but a book of memorable little songs, with one of his last ambitions met and
the maddeningly enviable ability to continue doing whatever he wants for as long as he wants to do it.

Buffett still matters

In a season that has been a hurricane of trouble for shed shows, Jimmy Buffett and the Coral Reefer Band are one of the hottest tickets around. Lollapalooza
blew off its entire tour. No one wanted to supersize Fleetwood Mac, so their Tweeter Center appearance was canceled. Norah Jones had big-shed ambitions.
You'll find her next month at the Chicago Theatre. 

But Buffett quickly sold out his Thursday and Saturday shows at the Tweeter Center, just as 30,000 Parrotheads packed a sold-out Alpine Valley in East Troy,
Wis., earlier this summer. 

Buffett is enjoying a renaissance due to the escapist roots of today's country music stars. Johnny Cash, Merle Haggard and Willie Nelson grew up impoverished
in rural America listening to blues and old-time country. But today's country stars, such as Kenny Chesney, Alan Jackson and Martina McBride, grew up in
suburban America, listening to well ... Jimmy Buffett singing about "Margaritaville" and cheeseburgers in paradise. In fact, I wouldn't be surprised if McBride
dropped into one of Buffett's shows this weekend. 

Meanwhile, Buffett is having the time of his life, which he's always done anyway. His "License to Chill" CD was his first No. 1 album. As he told the Alpine Valley
crowd, "I'm 57 and still kicking ass!" 

Here are the top 10 reasons why: 

1. His concert is produced like a Broadway show. Buffett spares no expense in lighting, keen pacing and wacky vaudeville humor. That stuff is timeless and
explains why his audiences range in age from 13 to 63. He, in fact, co-wrote the musical "Don't Stop the Carnival" with Herman Wouk that played Miami's
Coconut Grove Playhouse and the Atlantis Resort in the Bahamas. 

2. He hires a great band. High brows ignore the fact Buffett's veteran bandmates include Michael Utley (formerly with Jim Dickinson and the Dixie Flyers and
musical director for the critically acclaimed "Roy Orbison: Black & White Night" special), Muscle Shoals veteran Mac McAnally, percussionist Ralph MacDonald
(who spent 10 years on the road with Harry Belafonte and who wrote soul classics like "Where Is the Love" and "Just The Two Of Us") and Trinidad master steel
drummer Robert Greenidge (J.J. Cale, John Lennon). 

3. Who doesn't like tiki bars? 

4. Global cooling. 

5. In an increasingly temperamental pop culture, new artists have less staying power. Labels don't have time and money for artist development. This plays into
the hands of established stars like Buffett. Clip and save to see what Josh Groban is up to 20 years from now. 

6. He has a truly unique sound. If you get past the party atmosphere of a Buffett concert (which is very difficult), check out how Buffett blends country music with
traditional calypso. Belafonte was an early influence. This spacious texture creates ample room for Doyle Grisham's steel guitar to trade solos with congas and
steel drums. When Nashville was a ghost town in 1984 and 1985, Buffett recorded two fine country albums ("Riddles in the Sand" and "Last Mango in Paris")
under the production of the legendary Jimmy Bowen (who discovered and signed Garth Brooks). Bowen, by the way, came out of retirement last week to produce
a new Capitol Records album by his old pal Merle Haggard. 

7. Jimmy Buffett is his real name. He could have gone the Sting route and called himself Mango. 

8. Buffett discovered Key West, Fla., in 1972, a minute before everyone else. The southernmost city in the continental United States is all about escapism.
Buffett became Key West's Minstrel of Tourism. (He raised $1 million for Friends of Florida to save the 407-acre Key West salt marshes, the island's only
remaining section of undeveloped land.) 

9. Good karma. On Oct. 2, 1984, Buffett pinch-hit for his friend Steve Goodman to sing the national anthem at the first game of the National League playoffs at
Wrigley Field. Goodman, an avid Cubs fan, had died Sept. 20 of complications from leukemia. The Cubs beat San Diego 13-0 on a sun-drenched day. This
remains my favorite Wrigley Field moment. 

10. A master of cross-marketing: When Buffett's book A Pirate Looks At Fifty went straight to No. 1 on the New York Times best seller list, Buffett was only the
sixth author in history to have reached No. 1 on the New York Times fiction and nonfiction lists. The others are Key West muse Ernest Hemingway, John
Steinbeck, William Styron, Irving Wallace and Dr. Seuss. A devout Parrothead can go to a Buffett concert, read Buffett books, buy Buffett CDs, shop at Buffett's
stores (there are now nine Margaritaville stores, including one in the Montego Bay, Jamaica, airport, where you tumble into one just as you get off the plane), eat
at Buffett's Cheeseburger in Paradise and listen to Buffett's radio station 24/7 (Radiomagaritaville.com). That's a whole lotta coconut in your telegraph.

Jimmy Buffett has "never had a Number One anything" -- until now

Jimmy Buffett can have just about anything he wants. He's sold more than twenty-one million albums; he owns a chain of nine Margaritaville cafes, with locations
throughout the country, the Caribbean and in Mexico; the best-selling novels he's written have raked in millions. Over the years, Buffett has indulged his passions
by flying his own seaplane (he used to spot parties from the air and touch down), cruising the Caribbean in his yachts; and even maintaining a telescopic
observatory in his Florida home. But as I stand on Buffett's property on the East End of Long Island, I notice that the two things making Buffett smile at the
moment cost a grand total of $29.97. 

The first, he proudly shows me, is a small $16.99 Igloo cooler that he's been toting to the beach recently. ("Look," he says, "there's even a little spot on top of it
where you can put a sandwich!") The second retails for around $12.98, but to Buffett it's priceless: License to Chill, his first Number One album in thirty-four
years of recording. A country project featuring guests such as Toby Keith, Alan Jackson, Martina McBride and Bill Withers, it shot to the top of the charts, selling
239,000 copies in its first week. "When I saw that on the CNN ticker," he says, smiling, "I was like, 'Y'know, you just can't buy that stuff.' "

Buffett sits behind a cluttered desk in his cabin office, one of a handful of houses on his seven-acre spread. He's been surfing for six days straight and has the
stubble to show for it. Solidly built and dressed in a Duke's restaurant T-shirt, with sleek blue pants and waterproof slip-ons, Buffett is just like you'd expect Jimmy
Buffett to be: warm and talkative. Adjacent to the desk is a workstation where on rainy days, such as today, he ties his own fishing flies. Follow the surfboard
carpet through a tiny corridor, and you're standing in a simple studio. Outside, 100 yards toward the ocean, lies his large colonial-style house, where he lives
three months of the year with his wife of twenty-seven years, Jane, and his three children.

Though Buffett claims that prior to License to Chill he's "never had a Number One anything," that's not entirely true. In 2003, Buffett spent a total of thirty minutes
in a studio recording his vocal for Jackson's happy-hour single "It's 5 O'Clock Somewhere," which became a Number One country hit. Buffett has always had a
preternatural business sense, but he's quick to point out that License to Chill isn't just capitalizing on the success of that single. He has Nashville roots -- he did
time on Music Row in the early Seventies trying to sell his songs and he recorded two albums in Nashville in the Nineties. "This wasn't like 'Puff Daddy goes
country' or a Santana 'go get everybody' project," he says. "I wasn't looking for a comeback -- there's been a legitimate connection for a number of years
between me and that town."

Buffett grew up in Mobile, Alabama, and after earning a journalism degree at the University of Southern Mississippi, he soon began performing with an acoustic
guitar in clubs on Bourbon Street in New Orleans. Plugging his songs in Nashville was so tough that one day he answered an ad for a job at Billboard magazine
covering the gospel beat. "Trying to pitch your songs in Nashville was as close to a shit job as I'd ever had," he says, adding that it wasn't really a job, because he
never made a penny. "It was the most humiliating thing. Awful. So Billboard was a godsend. All of a sudden I went from being thrown out of people's offices to
people sending me free records. I mean, I had an expense account and a car!"

His music and his lifestyle, which he refers to as "island escapism," took him away from Nashville at age twenty-five, but he's always kept a reporter's eye on
country music. In the late Eighties, he noticed country artists such as Clint Black were covering his songs. He invited Black to open a stadium show. "It was the
first time that I noticed that that audience was not very different from ours," Buffett says. In 1999, Buffett accepted an invitation to record his first duet with Alan
Jackson on a remake of Buffett's trademark tune, "Margaritaville." "I went in, and I did it," says Buffett. "Then I got a [royalty] check." His eyes light up. "I didn't
know Alan Jackson was selling 4 or 5 million records!"

Last year, "It's 5 O'Clock Somewhere" brought him to the Country Music Awards in Las Vegas, where he and Jackson won for Single Record of the Year. "I'd
never been to an awards show," he says. "I just sat there and listened to the entire sound check. It struck me that here was the last of the performers -- with a
few exceptions in rock & roll -- people that actually play their instruments while they're performing. I mean, Toby Keith had horn players and two black chicks
singing in his band! I'm going, 'My God! This is mainstream country?' "

The sixteen songs on License to Chill were recorded in a lightning-fast five days in Buffett's studio in Key West, Florida. In addition to writing a few beach-
inspired love songs such as "Coastal Confessions," Buffett chose the tunes that would appear on the album, including Guy Clark's "Boats to Build," the Grateful
Dead's "Scarlet Begonias" and the Hank Williams singalong "Hey Good Lookin'." Buffett planned the sessions with textbook efficiency. (He says the only thing
that pisses him off is people who show up late: "I don't want to wait on anybody, goddamnit!") And he and his producers have developed a system where all that
is asked of Buffett in the studio is three vocal passes on each song, which are then "comped," or edited, into one ideal vocal track. Many of the country stars
were surprised about the relaxed sessions. "The recording experience with Jimmy Buffett and the Coral Reefer Band in Key West is a little looser than they were
used to, and I wanted them to enjoy it," Buffett says. "The studio is down on the dock, we have a bar, it's casual surroundings, and at night we go out. It's just --
fun." He adds that the work-to-play ratio is pretty good. "Now, in the old days, we probably played a lot more than we worked."

It's been said that wherever Jimmy Buffett goes, a party follows. His overwhelming good-time vibe has made him an icon to his legion of Parrot Heads, who
seem to live vicariously through his sun-soaked, beer-drenched tunes and exploits. Though he's still the consummate host, Buffett gave up the hard-partying
lifestyle nearly twenty years ago while on the road. "Forty years old is what it was," says Buffett, who turned fifty-seven on Christmas Day. "It happened when
hangovers became equivalent to surgical recovery." His problems came to a head at a show in Denver. "I found myself in the horrible position of not giving my
best onstage. And I felt very bad about that -- the Catholic guilt welled up in me. I could have gone right down a predictable road, when you wake up and you're a
has-been with nothing. But I woke up and said, 'You better straighten out, dumb-ass!' The thought of playing three shows a night at a Holiday Inn on
Murfreesboro Road -- that scared me. Worse than any Alien movie I ever saw." To this day, he plays every show "totally straight." But does he kick back a few,
and perhaps smoke the occasional joint? "You gotta have beach time, and I had my beach time this week."

This summer, Buffett has been taking it easy, and tying up loose ends. He fly-fishes off his kayak and he goes on morning surf trips, which he and his friends
affectionately call "board meetings." He proudly shows me a photo of himself with big-wave surfer Laird Hamilton, one of his heroes. Buffett, a respectable
longboarder himself, looks forward to joining Hamilton on a big-wave adventure at Jaws, a sixty-foot surf break off the coast of Maui. He'll be watching, not
surfing, and plans to eventually write about it for Sports Illustrated. "Can you imagine looking at a wave that big?" he asks. "I can't wait to hear what that sounds
like."

But first things first. Buffett is wrapping up work on A Salty Piece of Land, his fifth novel. He'll play ten sporadic dates during the next few months and a few more
in October to support John Kerry as part of the Vote for Change concerts in Florida. Not such a busy schedule for a guy with a top-selling album. "Normally, I'm
under the radar," he says. "If I do get on the radar, it usually takes some near-death experience for me to make the papers." He's referring to crashing in
Massachusetts' Nantucket Harbor, almost getting thrown out of a Miami Heat basketball game last year for razzing a referee or his plane being nearly shot down
in Jamaica with Bono on board. "It's nice to make it on my art for a change. Not much changes your life these days, and if nothing else, this was a week of great
phone calls and letters from friends. Everybody's getting a good kick out of this -- that all of a sudden there I am on the top of the charts. Before they had laughed
and said, 'We're over, it's all hip-hop and rap.' But suddenly I had one more shot.

Buffett turns to Canada for inspiration
Singer says he has a close connection to country

TORONTO (CP) -- Jimmy Buffett brings to mind images of conch shells, tropical-print shirts, sunny beaches, and
warm sand -- not exactly a snapshot of Canada's Atlantic coast. But the island-flavoured singer says he has a close
connection to Canada, its vibrant music and rugged coastline -- an affection that's largely escaped the public's
notice. 

"I have my own Canadian lineage," said Buffett, 57, in a telephone interview from Long Island, N.Y. "Canada holds a
special place in my heart. Most of my family's still up there." 

During his rambles into Nova Scotia and Newfoundland over the last two years, Buffett says visiting and fishing
topped his agenda. 

"I've got more family in Newfoundland and Nova Scotia than I do in the States," he explained. 

This probably explains why Buffett has such fondness for Canadian songwriters. His most recent album, License To
Chill, features two tracks penned by Bruce Cockburn, Anything Anytime Anywhere and Someone I Used To Love. 

"I have always been a Bruce Cockburn fan from Wondering Where The Lions Are. And actually, I've done two songs
before," Buffett said of 2002's All The Ways I Want You and Pacing the Cage in 1999. 

"I've always leaned towards Canadian songwriters from Gordon Lightfoot to Lennie Gallant, and Jessie Winchester
is an old friend of mine who lives in Montreal. So I've always kind of been keeping a keen ear to the north." 

Buffett said recording Someone I Used To Love as a duet with Nanci Griffith stands out as a highlight from the License To Chill sessions. 

"It was an acoustic sound and I'm basically an old folkie when it comes down to it," he said, adding there was "just something" about that collaboration that
sparked a creative magic. 

License To Chill was a labour of love for Buffett, allowing him to team up with some of the hottest stars in country music, but it's not his first foray into that arena.
Two previous albums with country undertones, Riddles in the Sand and Last Mango in Paris, didn't enjoy the commercial success that License has experienced,
but they whet his appetite to try again. 

"It did not go unnoticed by me that before this a lot of people in country music were either writing about me, referring to me or generally copying my style," said
Buffett with a good-natured laugh. "So I thought now might be the time to go try this again." 

The gamble has paid off. License To Chill debuted at number one on the Billboard Top Country Albums Chart. The album has been certified platinum by the
Recording Industry Association of America. 

He said the project started to form even before Alan Jackson called for his services on the song It's Five O'Clock Somewhere. 

"It didn't take me far to step to go into a country mode," said Buffett. "There's always a little bit of a country feel or something in everything that I've done." 

The duet with Jackson went on to become a smash hit, spending eight weeks at number one. 

"I sang for 25 seconds and won an award," jokes Buffett of the song's success at the Academy of Country Music awards, where the tune took home prizes for
single and vocal event of the year. 

Selecting good songs for License To Chill was more important to Buffett than the guest star factor. "If all of these folks would show up and their schedules
allowed it, then it could be a pretty interesting project," he said. "If that hadn't happened, I would have done the same songs but I'd have done it with my band. To
my great delight and surprise, everybody showed up." 

And while his Canadian connections are often overlooked, the same holds true of his Nashville roots, Buffet says, noting his writing and recording adventures in
the country music capital along with his stint as Billboard magazine's Nashville correspondent . 

"I've always been in and out of there," Buffett said of Nashville. "People in the industry side of things know that. I've always been kind of on the edge but could
never have been categorized." 

Buffett said he finds it amusing and ironic that he has made the transition from being a performer who never fit into a category, to being a category unto himself. 

"They talk about Jimmy Buffett songs now," he said with an easy-going laugh. "I guess if you stay around long enough you turn into a category." 

With Buffett's upcoming single, Trip Around The Sun with Martina McBride, about to hit the airwaves, he'll continue touring until year's end, adding his autumn
plans revolve around his other passion, writing. His next book, A Salty Piece of Land, is due out in November. 

As for when he intends to make another sojourn north, Buffett said: "I would love to come to Canada, but I don't think I'll be coming in February. But I do want to
come play, so hopefully next year we'll get up."

With sugar on top

One of the most famous treats to come out of New Orleans is a warm, doughy, powder-sugared, Atkins-unfriendly delight. 

Called a beignet (pronounced bin-yay), it conjures up images of New Orleans' Cafe Du Monde, where a sea of powdered sugar blankets the restaurant's floor.
Although no sweet snow dusts the ground, Cafe Beignet in Aloha is a little slice of New Orleans. 
As jazz plays in the background, the whimsical wall decor, antique musical instruments and street lamp help create a cozy coffee nook in the former Kaffee Kaba
cafe building. With five small tables that seat 14 patrons, Cafe Beignet is meant to feel like home, and owners Sheri and Robert Anaforian make sure of that. 

It's the kind of place where, after a few visits, they either know your name or know what you want to eat -- or both. 

Besides specialty coffees such as German chocolate _mocha or butter toffee latte, the cafe features a small menu including the Cajun chicken wrap ($3.95). 

As filling as a burrito but not as heavy on the stomach, it's filled with moist chicken chunks, fresh lettuce, red onions, pickles and tomatoes. A spicy,
mayonnaisey-Creole pepper sauce tops the ingredients. If you can't handle the heat, opt instead for a mild Cajun ranch sauce. Be careful, this one is a bit messy
to eat. 

Sheri Anaforian makes all the baked goods, including six variations of quiche. Diners get a hefty slice with a flaky, buttery crust for a reasonable $3.95. Quiche
Lorraine (bacon, spinach and green onions) is always on the menu, augmented by another type of quiche. One to try is the California quiche made with avocados
and Ortega chilies. 

As for the beignets, they are the real deal. As regular customer Kristin Bieren put it: "If you can't get to New Orleans, this is the next best thing." 

A full order of four beignets ($2.50) can be ready in two minutes. The dessert, which would be perfect with coffee, is made from a special recipe that Sheri toyed
and tinkered with. For an extra 50 cents, you can add seasonal fruit such as boysenberry or peach. 
Don't fret if you're still unsure about the beignets. Adam Anaforian, manager and son of the owners, promises your first one is on the house. 

Another great dessert is a slice of voodoo cake ($1.95). Moist chocolate cake strewn with pieces of pureed cherries and topped with fudge, it is as rich as it is
delicious. 
The Anaforians are planning to expand the menu soon, with talk of homemade jambalaya and gumbo. 

Even without those traditional New Orleans favorites, Cafe Beignet has the right combination of hospitality and good food that will keep you coming back for
more, even if beignets throw off those diet plans. 

And there was also another restaurant that opened recently in our area that caters to the tropical gourmand:

Soca: Steelband helps spread Caribbean culture

Shannelle County is in her own world. Leaning over the wide steel basin with her eyes barely open, the 18-year-old from Valley Stream beats at its dents with her
rubber-tipped drumsticks in a gentle calypso that's eclipsed by the room's loud clanking pandemonium.
It's rehearsal time for the Ad Lib Steel Orchestra, a group of 70, ages 7 to 65, who gather nightly during the summer in Freeport to "play pan," a genre that hails
from the Caribbean island of Trinidad and Tobago.

"It's something I look forward to doing, outside school. It helps relieve stress," said County, the band's junior captain. Importantly, pan also helps preserve her
parents' traditions from San Juan and Tacarigua, Trinidad. "To be able to say I'm playing this instrument, which is one of the better representations of where my
family has come from, makes me proud."  County started playing when she was 8. She's one of many Caribbean-Americans encouraged by the West Indian
community's efforts to integrate younger generations with their culture.  At rehearsal last week, Ad Lib members were gearing up for the annual New York City
Panorama competition on Saturday in Brooklyn.

How its popularity grew

Pan, now a national instrument and source of pride for Trinidad, boomed in popularity in the United States after islanders used new immigration laws to flock
here in the 1960s. Long Islanders with Trinidad and Tobago ancestors more than doubled to more than 
5,500 from 1990 to 2000, according to the U.S. Census.

Played on used oil drums, pan was seen as vulgar in the Caribbean's colonial days of the 1930s and police would destroy the homemade instruments, said
Anthony Hinds, president of the New York- based United States Steelband Association.

But a new government in the 1960s, the People's National Movement, made pan socially accepted and introduced the music in public schools, Hinds said. Pan is
now considered mainstream, he said.

"It's definitely typical of not only Trinidad but of areas like the eastern Caribbean, like Guyana," said M.A. Samad-Matias, a professor of Caribbean studies at City
College. 

"It's not at all a stigma like it once was."

Summer performances

On a recent Tuesday night, mostly younger members of Ad Lib hunched over drums in the band's rented white- washed building on Guy Lombardo Avenue. For
two hours, players warmed up, creating a cacophony of clanging.
Chaos morphed into composition as the band prepared to play "War 2004," a calypso number. There's no sheet music - what counts is a player's ear as the
musician beats the grooves on giant steel drums, producing notes.
Ad Lib, which was formed in 1989, performs about 30 times a year, mostly over the summer, at weddings, parties and bar mitzvahs for a $600 fee, which pays
for rent and utilities. Most members live on Long Island, but others commute from Queens and Brooklyn.
Jean Mayers, one of the band's seven organizers since 1996 when the group decided to focus on young people, is a Freeport resident who emigrated from
Trinidad in 1970.

"Spreading the culture is very important," said Mayers, known as "Auntie Jean" to band members. "I've involved my kids because I want to pass my culture on to
them." Her daughter Lisa, 37, is one of Ad Lib's junior organizers. "It teaches the kids to be respectful, honest," Mayers said of the pan sessions.

'We're all family'

To Mayers, Ad Lib is an extended family. That's one reason why County, who trained on the trombone at The Juilliard School in Manhattan for two years, keeps
returning.

"Ad Lib's another family away from home," County said, adding she'll take the discipline she's learned through Ad Lib to Boston College, where she'll study
physical therapy this fall.

Like County, Sade Constantine, 17, of Hempstead, is inspired by the band's support. She started playing at 4, introduced to the music by her parents, who are
from Port of Spain, Trinidad. "Some [members] are annoying little brothers and sisters, [but] we're all family," said Constantine, who will enter St. John's
University in the fall.

Jelani Noel, 14, also loves the communal aspect of the group. The Uniondale High School student joined Ad Lib six years ago after he heard about it from his
brother. "There are people to talk to, it's good music," he said. "It's a big part of my life."
But youngsters aren't the only ones drawn to the music.

Claudette Edwards of Uniondale grew up in Kingston, Jamaica, and moved to the United States 14 years ago. Just learning the craft herself, she encourages the
participation of her sons, ages 14, 20 and 24.

"I think it's in their blood, somehow they're just drawn to it," said Edwards, who is married to a Trinidadian. "It's a gravitational pull."

Metal music

The steel pan, commonly known as the steel drum, begins life as a discarded oil drum. According to lore, it was invented half a century ago by a Caribbean
drummer who, as he was banging an old, misshapen oil barrel back into form, liked the tones he produced.

The steel drum gets its rich harmonics from the distinct way its notes are arranged. The "keys" on the drum face are the dimples, formed using a panmaker's
hammer. Each dimple is tuned to sound a certain note when struck by the musician. The vibrations also cause surrounding notes to sound slightly, creating a
harmonic effect.

Question: What do you do if you were born to be Jimmy Buffett, but Jimmy Buffett beat you to it?
