Singer/songwriter/author Jimmy Buffett is set to
release a “very special’ new music DVD on June 3
called "Scenes You Know By Heart". Jimmy's CD,
‘Songs You Know By Heart,’ came out in 1985, and
has sold over six million copies. For the DVD, Buffett
chose the best live performances of those songs from
his concerts all over the world for this unique DVD.
Says Jimmy, "If you think about it, looking at the show
on video is really the only way | get to see what you
see. | have spent many enjoyable hours watching you
and us have fun and have put together these scenes
you know by heart."

In addition to the 13 songs from Scenes You Know By
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Heart, there are two bonus cuts, "Hey Good Lookin"
and "It's 5 O'Clock Somewhere" (a #1 hit for which
Jimmy received his first Grammy nomination for "Best
Country Collaboration With Vocals" along with Alan

Buffett fans—better
known as Parrotheads—can imagine they're nibbling
on sponge cake and watching the sun bake as they
play along to three of Jimmy’s biggest and best:
“Margaritaville,” “Cheeseburger In Paradise” and
“Volcano.” A big believer in the game, Buffett
re-recorded all three songs exclusively for inclusion in
Rock Band. Each Buffett track will be available for
$1.99 per track (160 Microsoft Points for Xbox 360) or
$5.49 (440 Microsoft Points for Xbox 360) for the
three-pak.

Jimmy Buffett appeared on the Late Show with David
Letterman and talked about his new book “Swine
Not?”, the drug smuggling incident back in 2006 in
France, and that it has been since 1996 since he last
appeared on the Late Show. Interview video clip.

Jimmy performed the
song after the show for the studio audience.

Billboard interviewed Jimmy Buffett on what he has
been up to lately and his upcoming plans:

“Buffett Busy With Live DVD, Tour, Kids Book”

Jimmy Buffett is in “no hurry” to make his next album,
but he still has plenty to offer his faithful Parrotheads
this year. Buffett is also developing albums for
younger artists, including Coral Reefer Band backup
singer Nadirah Shakoor, for his Mailboat label. And his
Year of Still Here Tour starts tomorrow at Lakewood
Amphitheatre in Atlanta.

As for that next album, the follow-up to 2006’s “Take
the Weather With You,” Buffett says that “the time it
takes to write a book kind of produces an offshoot of
you [wanting] to go back to something else.”

He adds that he's been “listening to different things
that inspire me musically, but I'm in no hurry to do (an
album). | am writing songs; it'll be interesting to see if |
wait and get a collection of 12 of them together to do
an album or go do four and put ‘em online or
something. The delivery systems now ... it's very
interesting how you can put stuff out there, so we’'ll see
what feels like the best way to do it.”

Yesterday (June 3), Buffett released a new DVD,
“Scenes You Know By Heart,” that will be sold
exclusively by Wal-Mart and Sam'’s Club and the Web
site of the artist’'s Mailboat Records.

“We shoot everything,” Buffett tells Billboard.com, “and
somebody had an idea to do one like this. It's kind of a
unique platform in which to feature little vignettes from
all over the place. It's National Geographic with a good
soundtrack — that’s what | consider it.”

Buffett dismisses the notion of retiring any time soon in
an interview with United Press International “Jimmy
Buffett relishes still being here”

“I'm still out there — where would | go? Retirement
doesn’t look so interesting to me these days,” says
Buffett, 61, who kicked off his Year of Still Here tour in
Houston on April 21st. “That’s kind of an old way of
thinking, retiring at 60. Come on — | still think I'm 40!”
he said. Buffett is also working on new songs but says
he isn’t sure when he’ll record a follow-up to 2006’s
“Take the Weather With You.

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Former St. Louisan backs up Jimmy Buffett, keeps
own career going - You Go Pete!

The audience is a highlight of any Jimmy Buffett concert: a
sea of color, grass skirts and coconut bras. And that's just
the men.

Imagine the view from the stage. "We walked out on
stage for the first time, and it looked like a Fellini casting
call,” says former St. Louisan Peter Mayer, lead guitarist
for Buffett's Coral Reefer Band since 1989. "I mean, it was
strange costumes. You had lawyers in parrot outfits and
doctors with shark fins on their heads. And of course, we
were dressed in kind of late '80s, early '90s garb from the
Thompson Twins to Peter Gabriel."

"We" refers to Mayer and the Coral Reefer rhythm section:
fellow former St. Louisans Jim Mayer (bass) and Roger
Guth (drums). Jim, Peter Mayer's brother, reports on
Buffett's margaritaville.com website that he almost couldn't
play that first show in San Diego because he was laughing
so hard at "a giant conga line wearing enough grass skirts
to cover the set of South Pacific." The three will be back
with the rest of the Coral Reefer Band on Thursday night
at Verizon Wireless Amphitheater, when Buffett appears
here for the first time in eight years on the aptly named
"Year of Still Here" tour. St. Louis is the second stop on
the tour.

Sonny Landreth's latest release is “From the
Reach” 2008 on Landfall Records.

You may recall that Sonny wrote "U.S.S.
Zydecoldsmobile". He tours with Jimmy and has
played on some recent Jimmy Buffett albums. Here
are the songs, which include several with guest
artists:

For the Mayer brothers and Guth, who were a Warner
Bros. recording act called PM, the Parrothead
phenomenon was a surprise even after they were first
hired to play on Buffett's 1989 album, "Off to See the
Lizard." "We knew who Jimmy Buffett was, but we had no
idea how popular he was or what kind of crowd came to
the shows," Peter Mayer said by phone a couple of weeks
ago before appearing with his band at Blueberry Hill's
Duck Room. "And he had actually instructed his crew not
to tell us what was going on."

What was going on was a combination happy hour and
three-ring circus that has lasted more than 30 years, a
summer event that didn't start rolling until Buffett had been
recording for nearly a decade. And the band has become
as important to Buffett's fans as the music, costumes, and
food and drink that is shared among parking lot tailgaters
hours before the show starts.

Many Parrotheads are still upset a decade after the
original Coral Reefer, harmonica wizard Greg "Fingers"
Taylor, left the band. But it's a testament to Buffett's
comfort level and judgment that each of his 11 players and
singers are active recording artists and/or performers on
their own. It's an amazing band, and "that's a credit to
Jimmy, that he's been able to keep that together," Mayer
says. "He's an excellent leader."

The Mayer brothers were born in India to parents who had
gone there in 1949 as Lutheran missionaries. Peter
Mayer's music and his view of the world were influenced
by that experience. "While | was in India, we didn't have
TV," he says. "You know, there's so many amazing things
to do when you take out that technology. TV has so much
become an entertainer for us, and it's a great thing, it's a
lot of fun. But without that, | was full-focused on listening to
music and reading. | think that really helped my
songwriting ability."

The family returned to the United States in 1966 when
Mayer, now 49, was 8 years old, and were transferred by
the Missouri Synod to St. Louis in time for Mayer to attend
middle school and Lutheran South High School.

But by the time "Margaritaville" was a hit in the mid-'70s,
Mayer was in high school and heavily into jazz guitar. "I
had all these friends — 'Hey, have you heard this song,
man, "Cheeseburger in Paradise," it's hilarious' — | was at
that point forming my own band and playing in bands
around St. Louis," Mayer says. "l just heard it as a pop hit
of that time. And it's just a funny, ironic twist that, add
another 10 or 15 years, and all a sudden we'd be meeting
up with this guy."”

During those 10 or 15 years, Mayer went to Webster
University and studied music composition and theory and
joined the school's jazz ensemble. After graduation, he
stayed on and taught music. But after a few years, he was
called to be a performer. "l was starting to play in bands
around town — From This Moment On, | played in — and |
realized that if | wanted to play, | needed time to practice
four, six, seven hours a day," Mayer says. "And so | quit
(Webster) ... and just started playing all the time."

clubs, sprinkling original songs into their sets of cover
tunes by the likes of the Thompson Twins, Peter Gabriel
and Crowded House. After a couple of years, they
attracted the interest of the record labels and eventually
signed with powerhouse Warner Bros. Armed with a deal
for one guaranteed album and an option for a half-dozen
more, PM scored with its first single, "Piece of Paradise,"
from its self-titted debut CD in 1988. The song, featuring
background vocals from a young fellow Missourian named
Sheryl Crow, made it to No. 8 on Billboard. Unfortunately,
but not uncommonly, the second single was a relative
failure.

"We had really good success with 'Piece of Paradise," "
Mayer says. "(Top 40 DJ) Kasey Kasem and all these
guys were talking about it and people were getting excited.
Then, all of a sudden, the second single was released,
probably the wrong song, and it just kind of went away.
And Warner Bros. was like OK, that's done — next
project."

For the next few years, the trio chased another record
deal. And while they continued to play for Buffett, they
went their separate ways as performers, with Mayer
forming the Peter Mayer Group. Mayer decided that he
wasn't going "to wait my whole life for another major label.
| want to play music. And if it means going down to the
local club and getting a band to play, I'm going to do it.
And | did that. | started touring around in a Dodge van and
losing money. And an amazing thing happened: After a
couple of years, the 13 people who showed up at clubs
turned into 130 and then into 300."

With Buffett, Mayer has been amazed at how much hard
work goes into making it all look so easy and laid back.
"It's a real gift," Mayer says. "l know it is, because I've
been a performer for many years and never found it that
easy. "Jimmy is an entertainer. | asked him once when we
were really new to the group, because we were kind of
floored with the audience and all that, and said, 'What's
the deal with this whole thing? How did you get into this?'

"And he said, 'Well, you know, Pete, I'm not a very good
guitar player, and other people can out-sing me, but I'm a
damn good Jimmy Buffett.™

casino from Trump Entertainment Resorts Inc., the casino company founded by real estate
magnate Donald Trump. After the $316 million sale closes in six to nine months, Trump
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Fingers Taylor, K. D. Moore and James "Sunny Jim"
W hite will be performing a live show prior to the Coke
Zero 400 in Daytona Beach, FL. You can celebrate
Independence Day with music, friends, tailgating and
racing under the lights followed by the largest firework
display around on Saturday night, July 5th!

Little Feat Throws a Party With "JOIN THE BAND"

SANTA MONICA, CA--(Marketwire - June 3, 2008) -
Forty years into an iconic career that has produced
dozens of wonderful songs and a host of admiring
musical peers, Little Feat has united the two with a
new release, "JOIN THE BAND," that features some of
their classic tunes -- "Fat Man in the Bathtub," "Dixie
Chicken," "Sailing Shoes," "Oh, Atlanta" -- re-recorded
with creative friends like Dave Matthews and Jimmy
Buffett among many others, as well as new material
like Woody Guthrie's "This Land Is Your Land."

A distinctive and eclectic blend of rock, funk, folk, jazz,
country, rockabilly, and New Orleans swamp boogie,
Little Feat's musical style was forged when Lowell
George was fired from Frank Zappa's Mothers of
Invention and told to form his own band. Bill Payne,
Richie Hayward and Roy Estrada joined with him to
create Little Feat, a band that would continue
recording, touring and transcending musical
boundaries long after the tragic and premature death
of its founder. "LITTLE FEAT: JOIN THE BAND" is in
stores August 26th on 429 Records (Savoy Label
Group).

"JOIN THE BAND" was an idea born in 2004 just after
original Little Feat keyboardist Billy Payne had played
on Jimmy Buffett's chart topping album, "License to
Chill." Jimmy suggested flying the band out to his
Shrimp Boat Sound studios in Key West to put
together the all star project that had been planned for
years prior. With the production team of Payne and
Buffett associates Mac McAnally and Alan Schulman
in place, the project began to take shape.

Just as it was impossible to easily categorize the
sound of Little Feat, "JOIN THE BAND" is a
collaboration amongst stellar talents -- the current
members of Little Feat, including Billy Payne
(keyboards), Richie Hayward (drums), Paul Barrere
(guitar), Sam Clayton (Percussion), Kenny Gradney
(bass), Fred Tackett (guitar) and Shaun Murphy
(vocals), would often provide backup on songs
sending tracks to artists giving them full reign over
their contribution. Some songs such as Woody
Guthrie's "This Land Is Your Land" feature Little Feat
members on vocals with guest artists Mike Gordon
from Phish laying down the bass. The resulting
confluence of Feat, Phish, Guthrie, blues folk and
gospel creates music unique to the spirit of "JOIN THE
BAND."

Little Feat will be on tour throughout the Summer and

Entertainment will have two remaining casinos in Atlantic City: The Trump Taj Mahal Casino

"It's a great deal for both of us,” Trump told The Associated Press in an interview Thursday
morning.

He is
the co-developer of the Seminole Hard Rock Hotel and Casino in Florida, and also owns a
ranching company, Jackson Land and Cattle in Jackson Hole, Wyoming.

"Together with Jimmy Buffett's team at Margaritaville, our plans are to create an exciting new
property that we believe will tap its full potential and make it one of the most successful
destination gaming resorts in Atlantic City," Fields said in a statement. He was not
immediately available to further discuss his plans for Atlantic City.

Coastal Marina is the largest shareholder in the Suffolk Downs racetrack in Boston,
according to company spokesman Charlie Leonard. He said Coastal Marina will own all of
the Atlantic City project, but will engage in a business venture there with Margaritaville
Holdings LLC, owned by musician Jimmy Buffett, which includes a string of restaurants and
retail shops. The shops feature a Florida Keys theme, and take their name from Buffett's
most famous song. "They (Margaritaville Holdings) will be involved throughout the design
and development of the project,” Leonard said. Margaritaville Holdings is also involved in a
casino project being built in Biloxi, Miss. by Harrah's Entertainment Inc., to be called the
Margaritaville Casino Resort.

Trump Marina was the lowest performing of Trump's three Atlantic City properties. Located
in the city's marina district, it was dwarfed by market leaders — and marina neighbors — the
Borgata Hotel Casino & Spa, and Harrah's Atlantic City. In the first quarter of this year,
Trump Marina reported a 48.2 percent drop in gross operating profits to $4.8 million.

The sale marks the conclusion of an on-again, off-again courtship that Trump Entertainment
has been conducting with potential suitors for the past year. At least two prior deals to sell all
or part of the company fell through. The company reported a wider loss in the first quarter of
this year, blaming a general economic slowdown, competition from out-of-state slots parlors,
and promotional costs associated with its new player loyalty program, TrumpONE, which
tracks play and awards comps at all three Trump casinos. Each casino used to have its own
player card. The company reported a net loss of $18.6 million, or 59 cents per share,
compared with a loss of $8.1 million, or 26 cents per share, in the same period a year ago.
Morgan Joseph & Company analyst Justin Sebastiano was surprised the sale price was as
high as it was.

"Any way you slice it, Coastal Marina has over-paid for the Trump Marina," he wrote in a note
to investors Thursday. He said the best course of action would be for Trump Entertainment
to use the money to pay down some of its $1.6 billion in debt. Mark Juliano, Trump
Entertainment's chief executive officer, said cash from the sale will help it improve its two
remaining properties, as well as look at potential opportunities outside Atlantic City.

The sale also settles litigation between Trump Entertainment and Fields over wooing of the
Seminoles to build a casino in Florida. Fields once represented Trump in talks with the tribe
but did not complete a deal. He later joined with the Baltimore-based Cordish Company to
build the Hard Rock there, prompting Trump to sue. Trump Marina covers 14 acres and
includes a 27-story hotel with 728 guest rooms, including 153 suites. It has 79,000 square
feet of casino floor space and approximately 58,000 square feet of convention, ballroom and
meeting space.

It also has an 11-bay bus terminal and a rooftop helipad, as well as a nine-story parking
garage capable of accommodating approximately 3,000 cars. The property includes the
lease for the Senator Frank S. Farley State Marina.

FYI, Jimmy Buffett is also teaming with Harrah's Entertainment Inc., on the Margaritaville
Casino & Resort in Biloxi, Miss., also featuring a Buffett-inspired theme. That $700 million
property is expected to open in 2010. It will feature a state-of-the-art Margaritaville
restaurant.

Garden Fresh Gourmet signed a deal in December to be the exclusive producer and
distributor of Jimmy Buffett's Margaritaville Foods' new line of salsa, guacamole, hummus,
tortilla chips and dips. The products can be found at Meijer and area specialty stores,
according to Dave Zilko, vice chairman of Garden Fresh Gourmet. The company will
produce 17 Margaritaville products, including four varieties of salsa. The company produces
22 types of Garden Fresh salsa.

Zilko said that to differentiate the salsa lines, the Margaritaville varieties will include
peppadew pepper from South Africa. They also will include preservatives to give them longer
shelf life. "We're just getting going right now. Within two years, it wouldn't surprise me if
Margaritaville is in the top five of salsas in the U.S.," Zilko said. "This could increase the size
of our company by about 50%."

Garden Fresh Gourmet, founded in 1997 by Annette and Jack Aronson, has become the
country's top selling salsa company, with more than $45 million in sales last year. Its
preservative-free salsa, chips and dips are sold in 40 states and Canada.

Margaritaville is a $440-million brand, Zilko said. Margaritaville Foods was launched four

years ago as the consumer and packaged goods division of Margaritaville Enterprise LLC,
based in Orlando. Inspired by the Buffett song of the same name, Margaritaville Foods also
sells frozen seafood, beer, tequila and margarita mix.

"It really is a phenomenal brand, and we really feel we are getting in on the ground floor,"
Zilko said. "They bill themselves as the No. 1 escapism brand in the United States."

Garden Fresh produces the salsa and dips at its 25,000-square-foot Ferndale plant. The
tortilla chips are produced in its Grand Rapids plant, and the hummus is made at Basha in
Inkster, which it purchased two years ago.

The company produces 115,000 pounds of fresh salsa a day. Zilko said Garden Fresh beat
out several other competitors for the Margaritaville business.

Margaritaville President Tom Keane said: "What really separated them from other people
was just the passion they have for business." (emphasis added!). | think very few brands in
our culture can do that."
