Preschool Focus

Being committed means you’re dedicated, unswerving, faithful. You stick with something until 
the end. Christians receive amazing rewards for following through with their commitment to 
follow Jesus, even when things get tough: “Blessed is the man who perseveres under trial, 
because when he has stood the test, he will receive the crown of life that God has promised to
those who love him” (James 1:12, NIV). Write notes of encouragement and put them where your 
kids will see them, like, “You can do it!” “Keep on going!” “I’m cheering for you. Don’t give
up.” And let your kids know the following:
• Try and try again when you get tired or 
stumped or lose interest in something you’ve 
made a commitment to. Tell yourself one more 
time, “I can do this.”
• Ignore pressure from others who might want 
to distract you from following through on your 
commitment. Being committed to Christ takes 
knowing ahead of time what you will not do. 
When temptation for those things comes, say, 
“No!”

Watch for signs that your young child is get-
ting ready to give up on something. Jump 
in to help in a game-like way and help him 
finish. Or set a timer and tell him you’ll have 
to finish together before it goes off or you 
will have to tickle him silly.

Hearing the word commitment can stir many 
emotions.  You may feel excitement at starting 
or seeing progress in a relationship that you’ve 
committed to or a project that has started to 
take shape.  You might feel proud of yourself 
for standing strong or sticking with something 
when it was tough.  Or, you might feel over-
whelmed and thoughts of dread arise as you see 
a new commitment looming over your head or 
guilty when you say no to a commitment when 
there is a need.

The most important commitment we can make 
is to accept Jesus and follow His call for our 
lives.  It is not always easy to put aside all the 
needs of the world around us but if we base 
our decisions and our commitments on what 
God has called us to do, He will work out the 
details.  

Another commitment we must make as chris-
tian parents is to teach our children about Jesus.  
We must be commited to teaching them about 
Jesus, bringing them to church, reading Bible 
stories, praying with them, and being good 

examples of what it means to be a follower of 
Jesus.  Sounds overwhelming doesn’t it?  It’s 
adding more to the “to do” list.  But, we must 
make it a priority.  God desires it for us and 
our families.  If we stay focused on Him, He 
will show us ways to focus on that commit-
ment.  We might not be perfect and we might 
make mistakes but we keep reaching towards 
the goal of helping Him build a new genera-
tion of believers and leaders.  And, what a 
prize we will have in the end rejoicing with 
our children in His kingdom.

~Connect Your Kids to God~
How come God doesn’t always give me what I ask for?

Sometimes what you ask would be bad for you. God is working out His good pur-
poses.  Remember when the Israelites were freed from slavery in Egypt?  “God did 
not lead them on the road through the Philistine country, though that was shorter. For 
God said, ‘If they face war, they might change their minds and return to Egypt.’ So 
God led the people around by the desert road toward the Red Sea” (Exodus 13:17–18, 
NIV). They probably prayed for a short trip, but God had better plans. No matter what 
His answer, remember God is always watching out for you.

You Can Do It!

Preschool Focus
Work together to build something with 
your child’s toys until it’s finished. If your 
child wants to quit, say, “We’re almost 
done. When we’re finished, we’ll have a 
snack.” Clean up the toys together. Com-
mend your child for finishing the project. 
Let the rest of the family know how well
she did at following through with the proj-
ect.

• When have you felt like you wanted to quit 
something?
• What might help you to keep going when you 
want to quit?
• What do you think can happen when people 
don’t follow through on what they committed 
to do?

When your kids say, “I want to quit” something, 
find out why. Are they stressed? Feeling like a 
failure? Wanting to do something else? Try to 
address those issues.  Set a date to evaluate the 
situation before making a decision.

Develop sharp minds together with your family with these fun activities.

• What’s Missing? Place 10 to 15 objects on the table. Study the items for 3 minutes. 
Remove a few items without the others looking, and let the rest of the family work 
together to figure out what’s missing.

• Play a concentration game. Write a math problem on one index 
card and the answer on another card. Make 10 problems with 
10 answers. Lay them facedown. Take turns flipping over two 
cards, trying to make a match. For younger kids, make a set of 
cards to match capital letters with lower case letters.
