2) This year our goal is for youth
who are to be confirmed in the
spring of 2013 to learn as many
Bible stories as possible. As
such, when we commission
Sunday school teachers on 9/11,
these youth are going to receive a
Bible devotions book to use for
365 days, until they start their
official confirmation class in the
fall of 2012. As a means of
supporting them and learning
together, the devotions printed in
the newsletter and the web-site
match what these youth are
reading. So read along, talk to
them about your favorite Bible
stories, and ask them which they
like!

Also before 9/11 come and see
the Children and Worship room,
last door on right in the Christian
Ed wing. Shelves are filled with
wooden replicas of Bible stories,
golden boxes of Jesus’ parables,
corresponding books and puzzles,
and soon resources for an art
response.

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Memoriesof 9/11/01

Joan W.: It was September 11, 2001. | got to
church at 8am and was ready to start a good day
working on the bulletin when everything changed.
My first phone call was from my cousin who told
me that a plane hit one of the towers at the World
Trade Center. Next phone call - she called me again
with the news that another plane hit another tower. |
couldn'timagine why two planes would fly into
those buildings. Then, Andy and Paula McFarlane
came into church with a little more news. That was
the end of my work day. No one could focus on what
they were doing. It seemed everyone everywhere
was walking around in a trance. | went to the shop-
ping center at Norwin Square, and it was very
quiet. I don't remember why | went there, but | do
remember how | felt. That will never go away.

Bunny M.: George and | were in Ill. when 9/11
happened. We were there as my brother, George
Rowley, was having open heart surgery. We were
still in our hotel room, preparing togo to the
hospital when the first plane hit the tower. George
said, look at that, a plane flew into the building. As
we watched, the second plane hit. We were glued to
the TV until time to go to the hospital. We were told
not to tell my brother what was happening, the doc-
tors would tell him when they thought he was strong
enough to take the news. We all stood around the
waiting room and prayed for my brother's recovery
as well as the victims and this country.

Janet R.: | remember that on 9/11 | was at Pitts-
burgh Theological Seminary in East Liberty. I recall
that our classes were stopped, and we were sum-
moned early to the chapel for prayer. As soon as |
was able, | called my mother to see if Franklin Re-
gional school district dismissed my daughters early
from school. They did not. After chapel, I went
immediately home to wait for Angela and Holly to
come off their school bus. We were relieved, when
we were finally all together to know that all of us
were okay. | tried to answer what questions they
had, and we prayed.

Donna V. A. - Things | remember: What a beautiful
day it was, crystal blue sky. Vic was on his way to
see his first patient and the boys were on the bus to
school. Warm sunny day in September. | was

working from home that day, having a planned
dentist appointment. It was a small advantage being
a manager of the team of nurses. We saw new
moms and babies when they went home from the
hospital. It was going to be a great day.

Vic’s voice when he called me on the phone. He
was telling me to turn on the TV - that a plane had
crashed into The World Trade Center. Now Vic
could get a little excited if something was going on.
And he was VERY excited. So as | was still talking
to him, | turned the TV on and saw the second ex-
plosion live. 1 could barely get the words out to tell
him what had just happened. We had seen the
bombing of the World Trade Center in 1994 and the
bombing in Oklahoma City and the shootings at
Columbine High School. All tragedies beyond
words. Why was my dentist calling to cancel my
appointment? It wasn’t like a plane was going to
crash in Pennsylvania? It was going to be a very
different day.

Watching everything unfold on TV. | must have
called my Dad 20 times. He wasn’t a good one to
answer the phone. But | guess he figured he better
pick it up after so many calls. | was on the phone
with him when Sally Wiggin came on WTAE with
news of a plane down in Western Pennsylvania.
They showed on a map where it came down. And
then the towers came down. The News reports
showed it over and over again. It was going to be a
very long day.

Many, many phone calls. What about the kids?
Should I pick them up from school? No, they will be
safe there, with their friends, distracted from all that
is on TV. Since | was working from home, | was
called to help implement our home care agencies
disaster plan. The hospitals had been told to expect
casualties from Shanksville. Or at least they were
hoping to get some. They discharged every one they
could from the hospitals, including all the
babies. We had to prioritize patients. Only see the
ones that absolutely had to be seen. Phone triage the
rest. The phones weren’t going through. The streets
and bridges were closing. How were we going to get
the nurses home? And | just wanted to get my boys
home — all three of them. They were the lucky ones.
Not sitting in front of the TV. It was a very sad day.
