Requirements For 
KYO SA

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1.  Must be a member in good standing of the Korean Soo Bahk Do Association, Moo Duk   Kwan and the U.S. Soo Bahk Do Moo Duk Kwan Federation, Inc.

2.  Loyalty to the Moo Duk Kwan through their Instructor, and to Kwan Jang Nim H.C. Hwang.

3.  Sound moral character.

4. Regular weekly Do Jang attendance, with a record of good teaching experience.

5. Must have attained the rank of 2nd Dan or higher and be at least 21 years of age.

6. Teaching experience; Minimum of three (3) years under the guidance of a certified Sa Bom/Kyo Sa.

7.  Contribution in service to the Korean Soo Bahk Do Association, Moo Duk Kwan

      and the U.S. Soo Bahk Do Moo Duk Kwan Federation, Inc.

8.  Good record of participation in clinics and other activities conducted on Studio, Regional, National, and International levels, under the guidance of the T.A.C.

9.  A minimum of five (5) hours of teaching observed and evaluated by any combination of Regional Examiners or Sa Bom Instructor, prior to candidate recommendation.

     *  All items (1-9) must be documented and approved by the Regional Examiner.  Prior to attending the Kyo Sa Certification examination, the Candidate’s teaching will be observed by a representative of the T.A.C.  The Kyo Sa Certification examination will be held within each Region twice a year, at a location chosen by the Regional Examiner.  This event will require the Candidate to:

10. Present the theoretical knowledge to explain, and physical ability to demonstrate, all lower and current level techniques.

11. Present concepts of teaching philosophy, methodology, and techniques.

12. Establish a course structure and class lesson plan, and present them for critique.

13. Explain the history and philosophy of Soo Bahk Do Moo Duk Kwan.

14. Explain and understanding of teaching the application of Neh Gung, Weh Gung, and Shim Gung.

15. Explain the different approaches between adult’s class and children’s class.

16. Explain the most important responsibilities as a Kyo Sa, both technically and administratively.

17. Demonstrate the teaching of:

· Ki Cho

· Hyungs

· Il Soo Sik Dae Ryun

· Ho Sin Sool

· Ja Yu Dae Ryun

· Da Soo In Dae Ryun

· Kyok Pa

18. Demonstrate teaching and employment of assistant instructors in the class setting.

19. Demonstrate the knowledge and ability to deal with various simulated class situations.

20. Good knowledge of standardized terminology.

21. Explain the founding purposes of the Federation.

22. Express your opinion of the value of Certified Instructors receiving basic first aid training.

Oral Examination:

Oral examination of the candidate will occur during the testing procedure.

Written Examination: Complete Kyo Sa Kit from HQ


A formal written essay is required of each applicant.  This essay will be submitted with the other required information to the Regional Examiner or his/her representatives.

1. Explain the role of Hyung in teaching and practice.

2. An essay on a practical teaching technique the candidate has developed him/herself, or found effective in developing skill or in motivating students.

3. Critical Incident Analysis:  Candidates will be asked to analyze and propose solutions to class situations.  For example: How do you handle, and what do you say to a student who has lost his/her temper in free sparring?  How do you teach and demonstrate the concept of respect.  How would you help the inattentive student? What is your method of teaching the application of the Eight Key Concepts?

4. Explain how the Federation is organized, and its role in the operation of schools, administrative responsibilities, certification of instructors, and all testing of students.

5. Explain the duties, responsibilities, and role of a Certified Kyo Sa.

MISCELLANEOUS:

1. Ability to explain the history of Highland Park Soo Bahk Do and the School Patch.

2. Assist with teaching responsibilities of Highland Park Soo Bahk Do.

3. Create a Lesson Plan and teach class(s) prior to test.

4. All Kyo Sa Candidates must attend class(s) with Regional Examiners prior to the test.  Candidates have the option of testing nationally at Moment With the Masters or regionally.  If the candidate chooses to test regionally, the process begins 1 year prior by participating in regional clinics and tournaments (see instructor). 
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
