Memories From The War
by Sissel Hartun Barrett

April 9th 1940 must have been the most memo-
rable and terrible day in Norway'’s recent history. Help-
less and in shock we watched the German soldiers march
up Carl Johan and take over our Parliament, Stortinget.
A couple of months later our much beloved King Haakon
and the members of Stortinget would flee to England. In
five long years we would have to hide our national pride
and the deep love for our country. Our colorful national
dress, bunad, and even our patriotic red stocking cap,
nisselue, would have to be hidden away in the attic. Any
ties to our beloved country any national pride was sim-
ply verboten, as the Germans would say. But Norwe-
gians are sometimes stubborn and always steadfast and
we were simply not going to roll over and give up.

Dark shades were put over our windows and our
small pocket flashlight had a funny looking metal lid cov-
ering the upper part of the beam. It also became illegal
to own a radio, so we were in a sense practically shut off
from the outside world. It didn’t take long, however, be-
fore resistance cells sprang up all over the country and
news both good and bad spread like wildfire . One day
when | looked out of our dining room window | saw Ger-
man soldiers practicing their war games in our street. To
intimidate us further one of them put his rifle through the
space between our fence. Down below us, in a bright
yellow two story house, where the Tufts lived, the Ger-
mans rigged up a communication system in one of the
large maple trees in their front yard. There were three
generations living in that house at that time and we later
found out that Grandma Tulft really got mad at those sol-
diers messing up her front yard. Gamlefru Tuft, as we
called her, almost became a local heroine after that inci-
dent.

Although our parents tried to shield and protect
us from the horror and reality of the war, we could still
feel the fear hanging in the air. Almost all the houses in
our neighborhood had basements and when the sirens
sounded their shrieking warnings we would all grab our
blankets and go below into the dark cold basement. My
sister Grete and | would be so frightened as we sat there
waiting for the different sound of the “danger over”, faren
over, siren. My mother would always say she was ever
so thankful my sister and | still were quite small so she
could better protect us from the soldiers. Our cousin
Ellen who was 19 years old was working downtown Oslo
for one of the newspapers, Morgenbladet. One day when
there was an air raid, she was put on a truck and driven
out of the city. We were all so concerned about her be-
cause we didn’t hear from her for several days. Later
she said she had been so scared she had hid in the for-
est and finally found her way back home on foot.

My father was a fair and upright man who could

not stand for any injustice to be done to anyone. He had
to promise his wife and two daughters that if he saw a
group gathering together on the street, he would pretend
he didn’t see anything and walk straight ahead. We
walked a lot in those days.

One rainy wet spring day when my Dad and |
were downtown waiting to cross the street a car with some
German officers rounded the corner where we standing
and splashed the waiting pedestrians with murky rain
water all over our clothes. Before | could even think my
Dad had stepped forward and given them a threatening
gesture as they sped away. To my utter horror the car
stopped and slowly backed up. Out of the door on the
passenger side a sharp voice warned my Dad that next
time they would shoot. Fear crept in again. It was a
desperate situation. There was so much anger and re-
sentment piled up inside all of us and not many ways to
vent our frustration.

Afew nights a week my Dad had to do duty down
at our local train station, Grefsen Stasjon. One night
when he left it rained so hard and it was so cold and
miserable my Dad was wearing a black rain cape that
shone like a piece of coal in the night. We were told that
if there was any illegal activity or sabotage my Dad and
others who would be ordered by the Germans to do simi-
lar jobs, would be blamed for it and shot to death.

Food was rationed and fat was scarce. Every-
thing and everybody were lean. My Mother would save
leftover fat in the iron skillet and use it the next time she
would be frying something in the pan. High cholesterol
was the last thing we worried about in those days. Our
neighbors would get together and purchase a whole pig
and at slaughtering time we would share every bit of
meat among us. Nothing was thrown out. We also grew
vegetables as a community project a few miles away
from our house.

Our family ordered two dozen chicks through the
mail. They would be cooped up in our upstairs bedroom
to keep warm. | still remember their chirps and tiny feet
scurrying across the papered floor. Unfortunately out of
the 24 chicks there were quite a few mean roosters who
would later attack our bare legs on our way from the
front gate to the front door. We weren't too sad when we
killed them and plucked their feathers.

Later we rented out the two bedrooms upstairs.
The larger one to a spinster, Miss Hoflelund and the
smaller bedroom (that was after the chickens were gone)
to Olaf Christoffersen from Odalen. The rent was 20
and 10 kroners per month respectively.

Sweets were also rare and as kids we would long
for some candy to munch on. One day when on our way
to town we were standing on the outside overflow of the
old bright blue street car. Ayoung German soldier ap-
proached my sister and | with a tempting piece of candy
in his hand. | still remember the hard white piece of
candy, drops, about the size of a quarter. When my
sister and | were about to accept this sweet offer, our
Dad stepped in front of us and with a sharp “No, we are
not accepting anything that has been taken from us in
the first place”, we were all a little embarrassed, but the
incident was soon forgotten and we found a seat inside
the trikken (streetcar) on one of the hard oak benches
facing each other. The ones who were not able to find a
place on the hard bench had to hang onto one of the
large straps hanging from the ceiling to keep their bal-
ance. We were told as children if there were any elderly
people or a woman who was expecting a child who
needed to sit down we would immediately get up and
give them our seat. | didn’t mind at all most of the time
because | was small enough to sit on somebody’s lap.

In 1943 when the war escalated my parents were
afraid to stay so close to the city. My father was working
for one of the large insurance companies in town, Idun,
and was gone quite a bit on business trips. My mother
felt unsafe alone with two small children, so we evacu-
ated a few hundred miles north of Oslo to a small farm-
ing community in Valseth. We rented a room on the
second floor of a large farm house, Struperud farm.

Our house back in Oslo was rented out to a
younger couple with no children. They took very good

care of our place while we were gone. We had felt safe
and secure out in the country, there it was peaceful with
a slow steady pace and we had plenty to eat. | never
remember going hungry.

When we returned to Oslo the war was almost
over and on May 8, 1945 the church bells all over the
country chimed from every steeple in a joyful song of
freedom. Downtown Oslo complete strangers would hug
each other out of pure happiness and dance in the streets.
Out came flags and banners in red, white and blue, and
the nisselue were dusted off and donned with pride.

The following month our beloved King Haakon
made a jubilant reentry onto Norwegian soil. Once again
we were downtown, anytime when something important
was happening, we were there. | had not seen so many
people in one place at one time. My Dad tried to shield
me from the pressing crowd and the police mounted on
their horses would try to prevent the throngs of people
from streaming out into the streets. It felt good to see
my parents so happy and carefree. It was a glorious day
with little thought of the daunting task ahead of rebuild-
ing our country and the lives directly affected by 5 years
of enemy occupation.

We had a family down the street by the name of
Stensrud, they owned a grocery store there. They had a
daughter who had dated a German soldier during the
war. The punishment for such a romantic friendship was
the young women were forced to shave their heads. This
was before the fad of wearing wigs so it was plain to see
that this young woman was completely without any hair
underneath her scarf. My Mom felt sorry for her because
she had fallen in love with this German soldier. She
later married him and they settled down in a small flat
over her parent’s grocery store where they would raise
their young son.

A short time after the war our Dad would take us
to the outskirts of the forest not too far away from our
house where a young Norwegian was one of the first
young men to be shot and killed for his country. Later on
a statue was erected on the spot where the young man
was killed by the enemy. | learned there and then that
peace and freedom are very precious and it certainly
doesn’t come without a price or sacrifice of life itself.

As we walked home it felt good to hold on to my
Dad'’s strong hand and to know we had a home where
our Mom would be waiting for us. It was good to know
there would be no more war games in our street nor any
more sirens warning us about air raids from the sky. It
was good to be home again.
