Take 1-95 North past the Delaware River. Continue on 1-95/1-295 to US1 exit. Follow US1 North. Beyond the QuakerBridge
Mall and Princeton Market Fair shopping centers, and after the Princeton circle (Washington Rd). Take exit for College
Road, East. Then get on the ramp for College Road West. You will cross over US Route 1 and continue on College Road
West.
