Ties and Matching Cards:
USGA Appendix 1 Section 11( c ) page 124

( c ) If a playoff of any type is not feasible, then “Matching Cards” is recommended.

The method of matching cards should be announced in advance.  (PLEASE LET THIS NOTICE SERVE AS THAT ANNOUNCEMNT.)  An accepted method for “matching cards” is to determine the winner on the basis of the best score for the last nine holes.  If the tying players have the same score for the last nine holes, determine the winner on the basis of the last six holes, last three holes and the last hole.  (It further defines the last 9 holes in the event of a shotgun start, as holes 10-18, 13-18, 16-18, etc.)
There are then two paragraphs that basically say Gross Tournaments would be as above but using gross scores.  Net Tournaments would be net scores with strokes applied where they fall.  Stableford would be using Stableford points.

One addendum:  Should after exhausting the back nine matching card method above, should things remain tied, we would go to the lowest handicap hole on the front nine as a tie breaker.  Then to the next hardest hole and so on, in a sudden death style until the results can be settled.

The USGA specifies this method of breaking ties, so as not to have an event be decided by a single hole.   Only after exhausting three multi-hole totals, does this method retreat to a single hole for a solution, the 18th.   So this amendment to reach a settlement to a tie, is in keeping with the spirit of the suggested method by the USGA.
