PINE VALLEY MEN'S CLUB: LOCAL RULES
1. Any specially white -lined areas -relief without penalty. 

2. All newly planted trees, 150-yard markers in your own fairway, and all mulch filled areas (to include plants, trees, flowerbeds and bushes) -relief without penalty. One club length from the nearest point of relief, no closer to the hole. Trees must be staked to qualify as newly planted. 

3. Players must take relief, without penalty, from practice greens. 

4. HOLE #1 Maintenance road left of fairway.  White Stakes -Out of bounds. 

5. HOLE #2 White stakes adjacent to 1st fairway -out of bounds 

6. HOLE #7 Fence on left side of fairway guarding 17th tee is an immovable obstruction.  Relief is stance and swing, NOT line of flight.  

7. HOLE #9 Hard pan in right rough -no relief. There is no out of bounds on the 9th hole. 

8. HOLE #10 & 11 Welch Road is out of bounds. If ball is resting on or in contact with pavement, it is out of bounds. If ball is in bounds (not on or in contact with pavement) but pavement interferes with stance or swing, there is no relief as the pavement is the out of bounds marker. 

9. HOLE #12 Out of bounds left of White Stakes. There is no water hazard on right side of fairway through the green. 

10.  HOLE #13 Red stakes along right side of fairway, tee through green -lateral hazard. Player must have reasonable evidence that the ball entered the hazard and is not in fact a lost ball. 

11.  Any "French Drain", and irrigation system, free lift and no penalty. 

12. Holes 12, 13, and 14 tee to green on days when carts on not allowed on holes 12 and 13.     The relief rule on these holes will be lift, clean, and place tee to green.
13. Members age 55 and up can opt to play from the white tees.  You must be consistent and if you play from the whites must do so all season.  Tournament scoring will require your handicap to be adjusted based on which tees.  If white tees are played, please post scores in computer and tournament score sheets by selecting white tees. 
13B!   If you are in the Championship or “A Flights”, you must play from the Blue Tees.   

14. Cart Path Rules 
The following rules apply to cart paths and relief.  Free relief from all paved and crushed stoned cart paths, and “other designated” cart paths as outlined below.  For tournament play, you are 
required to indicate your intent to apply the free drop rule to your opponent or other member of your group who is not your partner.  

Free relief involves dropping within one club length from nearest point of relief, no closer to the hole.   Note: nearest point of relief isn’t always free of trouble.  It can’t be in a hazard, but it might be in the woods, behind a tree or on a side hill.
“Definitions of Pine Valley Cart Paths”

Hole #1 - Maintenance road left of fairway from OB stakes.  Running behind 1st green and on to 2nd tee. 

Hole #2 - Worn extension to cart path from the second green to the third tee. 

Hole #3 - The Cart Path runs from 3rd Tee to 4th Tee. 

Hole #4 - Worn area prior to gravel path to right of 4th green to 5th tee.

Hole #6 - Cart path to left of fairway.  Includes worn area prior to and after and gravel cart path.        This path then continues down to 7th tee.

Hole # 7 – The Path along Pond on the right from 7th tee to 6th fairway.   Path and the worn extension to the right of 7th green, as it runs behind the third green and to the 8th tee.
Note: netting behind the 17th Tee and the rail fence behind the 6th tee are obstructions.  You are   allowed free relief from interference with stance and swing, but NO RELIEF for line of flight.

Hole #8 -  To left of fairway where cart path begins and ends near 9th tee.  (Also defined path in front of the 18th green (see below).

Hole #9 - Cart path left of left rough (hole 14 cart path) 

Hole #10 - To left of fairway where worn cart path begins to paved path left of the green.

Hole #11 - Worn area to left of fairway (along side of 12th tee) through the green that ends at beginning of 12th fairway.

Hole #13 – Worn area continuing from the tee area to the rough.   Worn area at either bridge, but not within the boundary of the hazard*.    The worn area to left of green where cart path begins and runs behind the 13th green and on to 14th tee.    (*NOTE: The margins of a water hazard extend vertically upward.  A ball on the bridge would be in the hazard.  It may be played as it lies or relief taken under the penalty of a lateral water hazard – rule 26.)  

Hole #14 - Cart path from tee to pond area on left.   Worn area cart path to right of second pond that runs to the 15th tee.  Note: there is no relief from the service road to the extreme right of this fairway/rough.   Note:  Nearest point of relief might be in the woods, in which case you might want to play it from the path.
Hole #15 - To left of tee/trap to rear of green.  (See note the bear spots in front left of green are ground under repair.)

Hole # 16 - From the tee box down to the start of the fairway.  Also to right of green where worn cart path begins and path extends behind the 16th green to 17th tee.

Hole #17 - Worn area to the right of the fairway (from 8th green) to 17th green, and on to 18th tee. (Also relief from cart path along 8th green)

Hole #18 - Sandy Worn area directly in front of tee.  There are NO defined paths near the green.


Procedure for relief is defined in #14 CART PATHs above refer to Rule 24-2 of USGA.   
           Drop within one club length, from nearest point of relief, not nearer the hole.

          USGA rule 25 re: Relief 

          Except when the ball is in a water hazard or a lateral water hazard, a player may take relief  

          from interference by an abnormal ground condition as follows: 

          (i) Through the Green: If the ball lies through the green, the player must lift the ball and drop it  

          without penalty within one club-length of and not nearer the hole than the defined
          nearest point of  relief. The nearest point of relief must not be in a hazard or on a

          putting green. 
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
