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And Then There Was Light     

 

 A little over 200 years ago a part of my family homesteaded 160 

acres in what is now Wellsboro in North Central Pennsylvania.  

Nestled in the Grand Canyon of Pennsylvania, the family farm was 

built just off of Pine Creek, a stream that teemed with native trout 

among the stands of native timber.  The ground was a bit rocky but 

the soil was of a deep dark hue that easily grew vegetables and fruit.  

The little town that sprang up was (and is) a quant American town 

with a real Main Street and Victorian homes. 

     But the area was not without it’s dangers.  Because of the moun-

tains it teemed with deer and turkey, but it also was filled with 

black bear, rattlesnakes and copperheads, bobcats, and mountain  

lions (fortunately for the settlers, the wolves had died out about 30 

years earlier due to a terrible rabies epidemic).  These were real and 

serious threats.  But now into this picture something we take for 

granted that they did not have, electric lights. 

    Night was a very dangerous time.  Wellsboro would not see gas lights until the 1880’s and electric lights not 

until the turn of the twentieth century.  When my grandfather was born, all light was provided by candles or kero-

sene lanterns.  The lights themselves were dangerous because of the risk of fire.  They didn’t 

work well in the rain.  Further, they only cast enough light that you could see just a few feet 

around you in the incredible darkness of the valley. 

    Night meant that you had to be home (except on those nights when a full moon appeared).  

Walking to the barn could be dangerous as no one knew what animal may be stalking nearby.  

Walking to an outhouse was also a dangerous event (hence, they frequently used chamber pots).  

Going to a doctor or visiting a neighbor was risky.  Once sundown came, everyone stayed where 

they were. 

     Night was dangerous, but no one knew any better.  That was just the way it 

was, at least until Thomas Edison and the introduction of the electric light.  Now ALL of us, 

nearly everyone in the world, can walk, drive, meet, and stay up in complete safety in the light, 

not waiting for the sun to come up to live our lives. 

     For thousands of years, “The people walked in darkness.”   Evil was very real and there was 

no way around it except TRYING to live a perfect life.  There was some hope of forgiveness in 

the sacrifice of animals, but that was no way to live.  The people prayed for the Messiah, for 

times to change. 

    “The light” of the world became human and walked among us and “the darkness could not comprehend it.”  Je-

sus Christ brought a new way of life.  Just as an electric light bulb would change an entire world, Jesus brought a 

new way of life to an entire world.  Some people, then and now, still tried to live without the love of Jesus be it in 

addictions, gossiping, poor business practices or simply taking advantage of others.  Some have seen the light of 

Jesus, even called themselves Christian, but still lived in the darkness.  However Jesus calls us to a new way of 

life, a life filled with light! 

     We are about to start yet another September.  Pioneer Club and Sunday School will be starting soon.  The choirs 

and drama teams will be practicing their arts.  Adult Bible Study will begin again.  Even 4F dinners are about to 

get under way.  And further, new and greater mission opportunities are in the offing, from the Food Pantry to travel 

to Guatemala.  These are all here so that you and your neighbors can walk in the light.  Sunday morning worship is 

just the beginning of living a Christian life, of worshipping the God who made the Light, now we invite you to 

come and experience the light of Jesus during the week.  Further, why not invite a friend to come and experience 

the light?!?  Your very best friends may not know what it is like to be able to walk in the light of God! 

     “Those who walked in darkness have seen a great light!”  We no longer have to fear evil or the problems of the 

world because as Christians, we have a light that shines 24/7/365!  Come on out to your church and experience the 

light of Christ!

Calling all ladies who enjoy doing hand work, we need your help making new, machine washable, dryable, 

child friendly colored blankets.  They can be made by quilting, knitting, crocheting, or hand tied.  We have 

several sizes that are needed, 18” by 24” for the preemies, 24” by 36” for the infants, 36” by 45” for a small 

child, and the 40” by 60” for a teenager.  Of course blankets of any size will be excepted because kids come all 

different sizes. 

 

This is a 100% volunteer, non-profit, organization with a primary mission to provide love, comfort, and a sense 

of security for those who are ill, traumatized, or other wise in need of a gift they can hold and keep.

This did not address his  

behavior problem for the summer. After much thought and prayer, we decided to put him in the 6-8 

year old group, even though he was only five. The idea being that hopefully the older group would 

prove to be a good role model! The first few weeks were transitional. I kept reminding him, that he 

could go back to the younger group, if he wanted to.  He said that he wanted to stay with the “big 

kids”! 

 

I got a call one day from Mom. She would call about once a day to check on his behavior. She said the 

night before she had found him doing sit-ups!? When she asked him what he was doing, he said, “I’m 

getting strong so the big kids won’t beat me up!”  We both laughed and I assured her that no one would 

be allowed to beat him up! After that he indeed seemed to blossom! 

  

Mom came in the next day and said his little doggie died and the whole family was really upset!   He 

comforted everyone and said it was ok because the doggie was in Heaven with Jesus!  I said, “Is this 

the same child who we used to drag out from under the pews during chapel? By the end of the summer 

Grandma came to pick him up and said he talks about Jesus all the time to everyone in the family! 

(Especially his older sister) He will not allow anyone to eat until they all say their prayers. I said well 

you never know, he is so darn cute, he’ll probably be a television evangelist!  

 

The last day of summer camp, Mom called crying that she was going to miss us! She said his hearing 

had improved so much that he didn’t need surgery! He had a present for each teacher with a note 

thanking everyone for “being so good to him”! He seemed oblivious that he was not going to come 

back! At the end of the day Mom and sister came to pick him up and stayed to visit. All of a sudden we 

heard this huge wail and sobbing! I ran from my office to see what was the matter! There he sat on his 

Mom’s lap crying his heart out! Everyone was trying to comfort him, as he had just realized that he 

was not coming back!  We all agreed that he had grown SO much this summer emotionally, spiritually 

and intellectually. With God’s help and an extra few months, he was ready for Kindergarten and all the 

challenges in life!

Transitions are hard and I know that CLPC has been through a few too many in the past few years.  There is a 

lot of work that needs to be done at CLPC and it cannot be done in six months.  In fact as I go throughout my 

days I am reminded of a song I learned as a child.  “He’s still workin’ on me, to make me what I ought to be.”  

God is still working on each of us.  In this life we can never say that our work is done.  But God can use each 

one of us in spite of our imperfections and it is our responsibility to be available for whatever work God calls 

us to do.
