Gingerbread Tuxedo Shirt

 Man’s white tuxedo or dress shirt in white and lightweight fabric (Michaels carries tuxedo shirts)  

 

 T-shirt board or cardboard covered with freezer paper or butcher paper (shiny side up)  

o Be sure cardboard is large enough to fit comfortably inside the shirt. 

 

 Tracing paper and pencil  

 

 Permanent fine line black marker that can be used on fabric (Micron Pigma by Sakura or  Pentel Gel 

Roller for Fabric)  

 

 Palette paper 

 

 Brush basin 

 

 Paper towel 

 

 Brushes (White Taklon brushes by Royal Brush Co.) Or any white bris tle brushes 

o R-259 Detail Round #6  

o R-159 Flat Shader #10 

o R-589 Script Liner #1 

o R-159 Short Shader #2 

 Stylus 

 

 Masking tape or purple painter's tape (found at Wal -Mart, Home Depot, or Lowes)
