Snowman Floor cloth

The paints, floor mat, and instructions for this project will be available for class for a
minimal fee of $5.00 per person.

Supplies needed for the Floor Mat Class:
Tracing paper and pencil

Black and white graphites

Masking tape 1-3/8-inch wide

Sponge (auto-type sponge cut into smaller pieces is best)
Palette Paper

Brush Basin

Paper Towel



Acrylic Outdoor Paint (Folk Art by Plaid) (optional but greatly appreciated if you can bring
them)

Brushes (Royal & Langnickel)...You can use any brush comparable.

For those that have not been to a Magnolia meeting lately, then it is time to get those brushes
fired up and ready to create an adorable floor mat for the winter months (sooner than you
think!) If any of you have Plaid’s Outdoor Paint, please bring it as I’'m not sure if I will have
enough paint for everyone. If you think you’ll be doing more than one ofthese floor mats in
the future, then I do encourage you to bring your own paints. For those who are dedicated to
DecoArt, their Patio paint will work fine. I can probably convert the colors for you or at least
get you in the right direction. White will bethe one color you’ll need a full bottle of as well as
a Navy Blue. (Just having those two colors will help!!) Just email me to inform you of the
DecoArt Patio Paint colors.



This mat will take some time to create so bring a sack lunch or something for H to taste at
lunch break. If you want to seal the mat when you are done and do it “on location”, then

you’ll need to bring a wide brush (no sponge brush!) and an Interior/Exterior Varnish Sealer (I
prefer Delta’s but it isn’t easy to obtain anymore). Itwill take 3-4 coats to cover. I will be
providing the floor mat and instructions for a fee of $5.00.Please let me know if you are

going to come to this meeting so I will have enough floor mats cut.
