How to Install a New Fuel Tank/Sender
Once you have obtained your tank, flip it over so the bottom faces up. The bottom should be the deeper side.
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 Next, place the o-ring for the fuel sending unit over the hole.
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Then slide the fuel sending unit in. It’s easiest to put the fuel sending unit in right side up then flip it over once it’s inside.
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Next place the sending unit reatainer over the sending unit and using a screwdriver and hammer, tap it into position. You may need to apply a little muscle.
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It’s time to install the new tank now. If you already have a tank installed, start by removing the filling tube and fuel line from the underside. Then remove the screws, or bolts, holding your tank in. The bolts may be tight so you may need an air ratchet. Once the old tank is out of the way, move back to the new one. You should cover the hole in the top to prevent dust and crud from getting in during installation, especially if you don’t have a filling tube to install yet. Now place the tank in and bolt/screw it down. After that, reattach the fuel line and filling tube. You should also think about putting rubber weather stripping around the edges to prevent rust, or use some good old seam sealer, my personal favorite.
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
