Lighting on Mr. Roger's trailer is from
the car battery, but ona coold be put in
the trailer itsell independent of the cur.
Thers are six bulbs installed, one un-
der the shell st the forward end of the
sleeping ecomporiment, one over the
dresser, eme under the kifchenetts lid,
one todl light and two hlus clenmnce
lights. A knife switch is provided to throw
on current from car batiery, or switch
owvor to clty 10y cirewlt through a
tranaformer.
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
