Quaritsch named MVP for softball 

Karlee Quaritsch (Palatine HS, Palatine, Ill.) put the finishing touches on a fine Augustana softball career by being named the Vikings’ “Most Valuable Player”, it was announced today. Quaritsch, who played both catcher and third base, was named to the Louisville Slugger/National Fastpitch Coaches Association NCAA Division III All-American team earlier this week. She also was named to the all-region team in the Central Region for the third year in a row and was a first team all-conference selection in the College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin for the third straight time. 

Quaritsch, who hit a grand slam home run in Augustana’s 4-3 win over Redlands in the NCAA Division III regional in Whitewater, Wisconsin, helped lead the Vikings to a fine 31-15 record and a fourth NCAA tournament appearance in the last seven seasons. 

She was the “Player of the Year” in the CCIW after leading the league in batting average (.489), hits (22), home runs (five), total bases (38) and slugging percentage (.844). Individually, Quaritsch tied her own single-season record for home runs with 11, giving her 31 for her career—a dozen more than anyone else in program history. She also led the team with a .409 batting average, 35 runs scored, 54 hits, 96 total bases, a .727 slugging percentage, a .470 on-base percentage and tied for the team lead in RBI with 36. 

In terms of her standing on Augustana’s all-time career lists, Quaritsch is first in home runs (31), second in RBI (111), tied for fifth in runs scored (108), eighth in hits (157) and doubles (28), ninth in at-bats (418) and 10 th in batting average (.376). 

She was also named the team’s “Best Offensive Player”. 

Quaritsch named to All-American team 

Augustana senior Karlee Quaritsch (Palatine HS, Palatine, Ill.),this year’sCCIW Player of the Year, has added another to her growing list of awards for the 2010 season. Quaritsch has been named to the Louisville Slugger/National Fastpitch Softball Coaches Association Division III All-America team. She was a second team selection at catcher. 

The 5’ 5” Quaritsch, who logged time at third base in addition to catching, led the Vikings with 11 home runs this season. That mark equaled her own single-season school record, set in 2008, and gave her 31 for her career—also a school record. She led the Vikings in batting with a .409 average and topped the squad in several other categories as well, including runs scored (35), runs batted in (tied with 36), hits (54), total bases (96), slugging (.727) and on-base percentage (.470). 

Quaritsch ranks prominently on Augustana’s career leader boards as well. In addition to being the school’s all-time home run leader, she is second in RBI with 111—trailing only Sam Knox’s (2004-07) 131—tied for fifth in runs (108), eighth in hits (157) and doubles (28), ninth in at-bats (418) and 10th in batting average (.376). 

Quaritsch named All-Region 

ROCK ISLAND, Ill. – Augustana’s Karlee Quaritsch (Palatine HS, Palatine, Ill.) has been named to the 2010 Louisville Slugger/National Fastpitch Softball Coaches Association Great Lakes All-Region team. Quaritsch earned first team honors at catcher. 

Quaritsch, a senior, is a first team All-CCIW selection this season and Quaritsch was named the league’s Player of the Year as well. Quaritsch led the Vikings with a .409 batting average, 11 home runs, 35 runs scored, 54 hits, 96 total bases, a .727 slugging percentage, a .470 on-base percentage and tied for the team lead in RBI with 36.

Quaritsch named MVP in CCIW (Quaritsch)
Augustana senior Karlee Quaritsch (Palatine HS, Palatine, Ill.), who led the College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin in batting average, hits, home runs, total bases and slugging percentage, has been named the league’s 2010 Player of the Year. The school’s career home run record holder leads a contingent of five Vikings named to the CCIW’s all-conference first and second teams. 

Quaritsch hit .489 in CCIW play and pounded five home runs. She drove in 10 runs as well, missing the conference’s triple crown by three RBI. Her 22 hits, 38 total bases and .844 slugging percentage also led the league. Quaritsch, who caught and played third base, was a team-best .411 hitter overall with 10 homers and 31 RBI. She also led the Vikings in slugging (.718) and one-base percentage (.468). Her 30 career home runs are 11 more than anyone else in the program’s history. She was a first team All-CCIW selection for the third consecutive season. 

Junior Stephanie Sarb (Lisle HS, Lisle, Ill.), who played primarily at third base and tied Quaritsch for the team lead with 10 home runs, joined her on the first team. She hit .328 overall and was second on the team in RBI (32), total bases (81) and slugging (.633). Sarb was a second team All-CCIW selection as a sophomore. 

Senior shortstop Chrissy Rosin (Niles West HS, Morton Grove, Ill.) and outfielders Missy Fobert (Alleman HS, Rock Island, Ill.), a senior, and Melissa Nelson (West Aurora HS, Aurora, Ill.), a junior, were named to the second team. Fobert was the Vikings’ second leading hitter with a .381 average and had four homers, 23 RBI and seven stolen bases in as many attempts. Nelson hit .365 with six homers and a team-high 33 RBI. Rosin hit .345 with four home runs and 27 RBI. She also had nine stolen bases in 10 attempts. All three were second team All-CCIW selections for the second time. 

Illinois Wesleyan’s Christy Engel was named the CCIW’s Pitcher of the Year and Wheaton’s Lauren Griffith was Newcomer of the Year. Regular season champion Carthage garnered Coaching Staff of the Year.

Quaritsch named to academic all-district team (Quaritsch)
Augustana senior catcher Karlee Quaritsch (Palatine HS, Palatine, Ill.) has been named to the ESPN – The Magazine Academic All-District team in softball, it was announced today. Quaritsch, a psychology and Spanish major who carries a 3.51 grade point average, was a third team selection. 

She has enjoyed an outstanding senior season and currently leads the Vikings in hitting with a .440 average with 48 hits in 109 at-bats. Quaritsch has scored a team high 29 runs and also is tops on the club in home runs with nine. She has eight doubles, 29 runs-batted-in, 10 walks and four stolen bases. She carries a .761 (83 total bases in 109 at-bats) slugging percentage. 

The Augustana school record holder for career home runs with 29, Quaritsch is currently on the Vikings’ career list in seven offensive categories. In addition to being first in home runs, she is third in RBI (104), fifth in runs scored (102), seventh in hits (151), doubles (27) and batting average (.382) and eighth in at-bats (395). She also has the top three single season home run totals ever for the Vikings with a school record 11 in 2008 followed by years of nine each in 2009 and 2010. 

Twice she has been named first team in the College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin with both of those selections (2008 & 2009) coming when she played third base. She has moved to catcher for her senior year. Quaritsch was also a third team all-region selection in 2008 and second team pick in 2009. 

A two time team captain, she is an active member of Athletes-Giving-Back and she helped work for a project called “Hip-Hop Hope” this past winter. She studied internationally in Ecuador and Peru in the summer of 2007, where she earned a Freistat Fellowship. She was involved in the EMERGE Leadership Program and was inducted into the Psi Chi National Honor Society in psychology in 2008. 

She is the daughter of Mike and Shannon Quaritsch of Palatine, Illinois. 

Currently, Augustana ranks sixth in the nation in the number of Academic All-Americans produced. The top 10 is as follows: (1) Nebraska – 271; (2) Notre Dame – 213; (3) Penn State – 162; (4) M.I.T. – 161; (5) Stanford – 140; (6) Augustana – 132; (7) Bucknell – 119; (8) Texas – 118; (9) Emory - 114; (10) UCLA – 113. In order to be eligible for consideration the student-athlete has to have at least a 3.20 grade point average and be a starter or at least a valuable reserve. The nominees are voted on by members of CoSIDA (College Sports Information Directors of America) and is done first at the district and then the national level. Quaritsch was selected in District Five, which includes the states of Illinois, Indiana, Wisconsin and Minnesota. 

Karlee Quaritsch broke the Augustana's homerun record for a single season.  

The record was 9 and she hit 11 homeruns and made the All-Conference team
