On the week, Cruz, gathered six hits in eleven at-bats, also hitting safely in all four games. Three of her six hits were home runs, one against UW-Platteville and one in each game against Wheaton College. Cruz drove in eight RBI's, scored four runs, walked twice and was also hit by a pitch this week.
