FASTING AND ABSTINENCE
The Church gives us the following regulations for the Lenten Season.
Fasting is required for those 18-59 years of age on Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday. Abstinence from meat (during the entire day) is
required on Ash Wednesday, Good Fridays and on all Fridays during
Lent for those 14 years and older. Fasting means eating only one full
meal and two light meatless meals, and no eating between the meals.
