Dear Friends in Christ, 
  
As I write to you the Lutheran Church throughout the entire world is preparing to give thanks to 
God for The Protestant Reformation that began on October 31, 1517 by The Rev. Dr. Martin 
Luther, the great Reformer! We donôt celebrate the division of the Christian church, by no 
means! We are thankful that the Holy Spirit used the person of Luther to reintroduce us to the 
Good News of GRACE! 
  
In Lutherôs day the Roman Catholic Church had taken away the joy of the faith that Christ 
Jesus brought into the world. All Luther felt as a child and as an adult was the feeling of heavy 
judgment and hopelessness of never being able to measure up to Godôs expectations as taught 
by the church of his day. And then God turned the light on for Martin. As he was studying Paulôs 
Letter to the Romans in the New Testament, he no longer heard a message of condemnation 
and failure, but one of Godôs pure gift of love.  It was one of the most freeing moments of 
Lutherôs life!  
  
ñBut now, apart from law, the righteousness of God has been disclosed, and is attested by the 
law and the prophets, the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe. 
For there is no distinction, since all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God; they are now 
justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put 
forward as a sacrifice of atonement by his blood, effective through faith.ò(Read all of Romans, 
Chapter 3.) 
  
You are made right with God by His love freely given through faith, which is a gift of the Holy 
Spirit. Thatôs GOOD NEWS my friends, thatôs the GOSPEL! 
See you in Church to give thanks to the GIVER,

What Drives Our Lives? 

 
ñWhat drives your Life?ò Everyoneôs life is driven by 
something. Most Dictionaries define the verb drive as 
ñto guide, to control, or to direct.ò Whether you are 
driving a car, a nail, or a golf ball, you are guiding, 
controlling, and directing it at that moment. What is the 
driving force of your life?  
Right now you may be driven by a problem, a pressure, 
or a deadline. You may be driven by a painful memory, 
a haunting fear, or a unconscious belief. There are 
hundreds of circumstances, values, and emotions that 
can drive your life.  

These are the opening words to the third chapter of 
Rick Warrenôs now famous book, The Purpose Driven 
Life. He goes on in that third chapter to give 5 of the 
most common forces that drive our lives: guilt, 
resentment/anger, fear, materialism, and the need for 
approval. What he doesnôt do is to make a 
distinguishing differentiation between Christians and 
non-Christians as to what drives our lives. I think in this 
case he is right on in not doing so because Jesus 
makes it clear that we are struggling with giving our life 
to the one thing that should drive our life. ñNo one can 
serve two masters,ò Jesus says.  

As Christians we are caught in the human predicament 
that requires us to ask, "To whom (what) shall we go" 
for life. But again, as Christians our answer should be 
different than what drives the world, for we know that 
we belong to God through Christ. My faith tells me that 
all the hope I have as a human being is in Christ and 
that the resurrection becomes the one event by which 
my life is driven. The resurrection gives meaning and 
direction, it gives focus and motivation to the way I live 
in this 

 

world for others and as much as anything else, to 
borrow Pastor Warrenôs words, the resurrection has 
for my life eternal implications. With this 
understanding of the resurrection being the purpose 
driving my life should there even be a question as to 
serving two masters. Of course not!  

Stewardship is nothing more and nothing less than 
realizing the driving force of our life is Jesus Christ. 
Therefore all that we do and all that we say reflects 
our desire to give to God through Christ what he has 
righteously given us. These words are I hope 
familiar to you. Driven by our desire to let God have 
control over our lives, we give to God what God has 
first given us, ourselves, our time and our 
possessions. 

Pray that when you read this article you will find 
yourself wondering, ñWhat drives my life?ò Look with 
hope that you can answer Pastor Warrenôs question 
with an unabashedly and even boldly stated 
response; ñTo Christ and his ways for the world I 
have given my life and for his sake (for his purpose)
