Chords are two or more notes played at the same time. They are
based on scales, which consist of eight notes connecting a low root
note with a higher root note, for fnstance a low C note and a higher
C note. Each scale, such as the major and minor scale, has different
notes and a distinct sound. Every note in a scale corresponds to an
interval number. For instance, the intervals in the C major scale are:
C(1/root), D(2), E(3), F(4), G(5), A(6),8(7), C(1/ro0t). Each chord
s made of a unique combination of intervals. For example, the major -
chord is built with the intervals 1, 3, and 5. Hence the C major chord @ @
consists of the notes C, €, and G. The Ukecat Method makes forming
chords simple, because it is based on three chord shapes, as opposed
to memorizing every note in every scale, This enables the uke player tof
be a cool cat, stop “fretting” over all those notes, and begin having
fun playing music!
