Hoot Soundtrack to be released April 18, 2006

Jimmy Buffett Contributes Five Songs to the Soundtrack of "Hoot"

New Line Cinema announced they'll be releasing the soundtrack to the movie "Hoot" on April 18, 2006 on Jimmy Buffett's 
Mailboat Records.
The "Hoot" soundtrack will feature five new recordings by Buffett. Buffett covers Warren Zevon's "Werewolves of London" 
and Bruce Cockburn's "Wondering Where the Lions Are," and also performs a reggae version of "Floridays." The 
soundtrack also includes a Buffett/Alan Jackson duet and a new song Buffett wrote just for the film. According to the press 
release issued by New Line, Coral Reefer band members are also featured on the movie's score.

Other artists appearing on the "Hoot" soundtrack include Toots and the Maytals, Maroon 5, G Love, Aussie artist Ry 
Cuming, and Brie Larson (who also stars in the film).

Based on the Newbery award-winning novel by Carl Hiaasen, the film adaptation of "Hoot" was directed by Wil Shriner and 
stars Luke Wilson, Logan Lerman, Brie Larson, and Cody Linley. The story follows a Montana kid who moves to Florida 
and discovers the area's population of endangered owls is being threatened. Forced into action to save the owls, he teams 
up with a couple of schoolmates and takes on land developers and corrupt politicians.

Filmmakers hope kids give a hoot about owls

Fort Lauderdale · Deco Drive was there. So were a dozen local television stations and the National Wildlife Federation.

It looked like the opening of a blockbuster, but instead it was the worldwide premiere of Hoot, a mystery adventure based
on a children's book, Sunday afternoon at the Sunrise Las Olas Cinema.  

Singer Jimmy Buffett, Seabiscuit producer Frank Marshall and Walden Media produced the movie, based on Carl 
Hiaasen's Newbery Honor-winning book.

Buffett, who lives in Palm Beach, and Hiaasen, the Florida Keys resident and Miami Herald columnist, shared the red 
carpet in Fort Lauderdale with the movie's younger actors, Logan Lerman, Cody Linley and Brie Larson. 

Hoot is the story of Roy Eberhardt, a Montana boy who moves to Florida and unearths a threat to a local population of 
endangered owls. 

Eberhardt, played by Lerman, is determined to protect his new home and its environment. With the help of friends he takes 
on greedy land developers, corrupt politicians and clueless cops in a fight to prevent the adults from making a big mistake.

Buffett regaled a long line of reporters with quotes on the importance of protecting the environment. 

Hiaasen, who wrote the book in 2004, said he hopes the movie motivates kids to take care of their environment. 
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"I really don't think you can preach to kids," Hiaasen said. "If you show them about the endangered animals, they'll get the 
message." 

Hoot opens in theaters nationwide on May 5.

The Turks & Caicos islands — a hot resort spot near the Bahamas — are launching as a cruise-ship destination.

The Grand Turk Cruise Terminal, now welcoming ships and scheduled to officially open in May, enables big liners to dock
in the Turks & Caicos for the first time. The terminal on Grand Turk Island includes shopping and a Jimmy Buffett's
Margaritaville Café.

There's also direct beach access — rare for a cruise terminal — a pool, massages and changing rooms. The $40 million
project, which is expected to up the tourist ante for the Turks, is a collaboration between Carnival Cruises — whose brands
include Holland America and Princess — and the island chain's tourist board.

Meanwhile, the Turks & Caicos island of Providenciales is a sizzling destination for the platinum-card set. The newest
luxury lodging: Amanyara, an oasis of villas and pavilions that opened this month, with spring rates starting at about $1,350
nightly.

Lagniappe

Let go of your fears about the fancy-looking name you think you can’t pronounce. It’s Lahn-YOPP, which is French for that
little something extra, like the treat a proprietor sends your way at no charge.

The reference applies at this upbeat spot, which seems a good bet to become a fixture in the Alberta Arts District because
it’s generous rather than fancy.

The look may be Bourbon Street dance hall rather than rustic roadhouse, but nobody puts on airs. It’s about real food and
plenty of it. A small bowl of chicken and sausage gumbo makes for a perfect start, just spicy enough to get your taste buds
pointed in the right direction. Split an order between two people.

The andouille sausage links over a small mountain of red beans and rice are straightforward and tasty. The oyster po’ boy
is nearly as tall as it is long, a mound of crunchy, breaded oysters in a soft, flaky bun. It doesn’t come with a side, but you
wouldn’t have a place to put it anyway. If you must, go for the explosively savory collard greens or the cornbread.

And by all means do dessert. Co-owner Melissa Ragland gets them right. Before she and her Southern-born husband,
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Madison, set out on their own, she was the pastry chef at Caprial’s Bistro.

Margaritaville to invest US$75 million in Caribbean operations over the next 5 years

Brian Jardim and Ian Dear, the major principals behind the Margaritaville franchise in the Caribbean, will be investing 
US$15 million a year as the they take their theme bar concept throughout the region.

They have consolidated all their brands under a company called Island Entertainment Brands with Andre Dixon serving as
Chief Operations Officer. Dixon has had extensive experience, including working with Hard Rock Café and the Bob Marley
concept at Universal Studios.

The Island Entertainment Brands portfolio includes Margaritaville, Blue Beat, Bobsled Café, Groovy Grouper, Marguerites
and Air Margerativille.

Jardim and Dear began operating Margaritaville in Jamaica ten years ago, starting off with their first bar located in Montego
Bay. They have quickly expanded and will be opening a new Margaritaville bar (with a Great House theme) located in the 
Departures suit of the new Sangster International Airport terminal on December 15, 2005. This airport venture will come in 
at US$1.4 million.

Right now Dear and Jardim operate 10 bar/restaurants/nightclubs of varying concepts within Jamaica with a total 
investment value of US$15 million.

In February of next year, their Caribbean expansion begins in earnest with a roll out of a Margaritaville in Turks and Caicos 
to be located on a prime spot inside the Carnival cruise ship peer. This project is expected to come in at US$5 million. 
Carnival will be picking up some of the infrastructural cost.

May 2006 sees the dynamic duo launching in the Cayman Islands. In this instance, they will not be erecting a structure, 
rather they will be leasing property space from a landlord. This venture will cost somewhere in the region of US$5 million.

Speaking with Caribbean Business Report from the recently launched Bobsled Café in Montego Bay, Jardim said: " We
plan on having two roll outs a year in the Caribbean and will be concentrating on getting the product right but at the same
time being mindful of not stretching our resources. Pan Caribbean headed by Donovan Perkins is financing our Caribbean
expansion and I must say here we are very happy with them."

"We currently employ 600 people in our Jamaican operations. By the end of next year when we have a presence in both
the Cayman Islands, and Turk and Caicos and have opened another Bobsled Café in Negril, we would have employed
1000 people. We can't just roll out theme bars without having a proper team in place so having the right staff run our
operations is very important. We plan to promote our people into senior positions as we expand in the Caribbean," said
Dear.

Both Dear and Jardim are currently in negotiations to establish their Margaritaville bars in the airports of a number of 
Caribbean islands.

A thriving tourism sector is important to their business model and both men see tourism as playing a much more prominent 
role in the economies of the Caribbean.
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"The future of tourism in the Caribbean is very exciting. We had a rough fall with the rains and hurricanes, but we have to 
see what next year brings. More specific to Jamaica, the expansion of the airport here in Montego Bay and the construction
of more hotel rooms can only help the industry.

"Our spots cater for people right across the age rage. Our jazz club draws in a maturer crowd so does our fine dining 
restaurant Marguerites. Then in the evening Margaritaville attracts a younger crowd. What we are trying to do here in 
Montego Bay is create a diverse strip with different concepts. We aim to offer a cadre of brands," said Dear.

Both men are keeping their sales figures close to their chests, but plan to launch three more Bobsled Cafes in Jamaica 
over the next three years at a cost of US$1 million each. They will be taking this theme bar of which they have the world 
rights into the Caribbean.

" We want to ride the wave of tourism in the Caribbean. Now there has been a lot of talk about cruise shipping, pros and 
cons. We have found a way to make money from the cruise ships. People have to know that there is a way to get a piece 
of that pie. Our model is predicated on attracting land- based visitors, locals and cruise ship passengers. We are seeing 
many all-inclusive visitors leaving the hotels and coming into our bars and restaurants due to the strength of our brands.
We are selling an experience. You must remember that our Margaritaville properties are all water-based, meaning they 
have slides and pools. We have a clear vision for Margaritaville where we have the Caribbean rights. We intend to add ten 
more Margaritavilles throughout the Caribbean, over the next five years at US$5 million each. We see opportunities in 
Dominican Republic, St Marten, St Thomas, USVI and Nassau Bahamas among others declared Jardim.

"Both tourists and locals are getting sophisticated so the standard of service is being continually raised. You have to offer 
that bit more and some gravy on top. There are tremendous opportunities in the tourism sector if one values the importance
of service. First-world visitors want first-world service. Now we want to take that and wrap ourselves around brand 
Jamaica," added Dear.

The Parrotheads Working For The Spooks

Washington, D.C. - If you like a touch of irreverence in a chief executive, you'll appreciate Essex Chief Executive Leonard 
Moodispaw. The company's stock symbol, KEYW, pays tribute to his fondness for Key West and the music of singer 
Jimmy Buffett. According to his official bio, Moodispaw also "enjoys chocolate" and "is growing older but not up." 

Jimmy Buffett? Chocolate? Not exactly the sort of stuff you'd expect to hear about an executive in Essex's (nasdaq: KEYW 
- news - people ) line of work. Essex uses optical processing and proprietary digital algorithms to analyze signals, images 
and other big chunks of data for federal defense and intelligence outfits. The Columbia, Md., company can't even reveal the
identity of many of its customers, because the contracts are classified. 

Speak with Essex brass about strategy, however, and Moodispaw's line about not growing up starts to make more sense. 
Indeed, company execs see that youthful spirit as one of its most important assets in a tough intelligence-tech services 
market.

It's a market that's been good to Essex recently. Since 2000, Essex's revenues have grown to $159 million from $3.3 
million, a breakneck annualized rate of 117%. For its fiscal year ended last December, the company's net profits nearly 
quadrupled to $8.6 million.

All that growth has Wall Street panting. Essex stock now trades at 2.9 times sales and 58 times trailing 12-month earnings 
per share. Among five equity analysts covering the stock, the consensus for three- to five-year earnings growth stands at 
37% annualized.

But those numbers look stretched compared with other companies selling information technology services to the federal 
government. Accenture (nyse: ACN - news - people ) and SRA International (nyse: SRX - news - people ), for example, are 
now valued at 1 and 1.9 times sales, respectively. And those companies sport higher operating margins--or earnings before
interest, taxes and depreciation expressed as a percentage of sales--than Essex.

Making things hairier for Essex, its business mix isn't terribly diverse. In 2005, the company drew 69% of its sales from one 
intelligence customer; a third of revenues came from one contract. 
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So what does Moodispaw's belief in "growing older but not up" have to do with all this? For one, company executives insist 
that an entrepreneurial spirit and technological innovation are key to the company's success. "We can't just focus on big 
programs," says Edwin Jaehne, Essex's chief strategy officer. "Part of keeping that innovative edge is looking at the 
toughest problems." 

Example: Jaehne says his chief scientist, Terry M. Turpin, is now tinkering with ways to apply Essex's expertise in optical 
processing, or the use of light waves to process information, with its work in cognitive computing or artificial intelligence. 
The combination, Jaehne suggests, could bump up the processing capability of artificial intelligence by a factor of 50,000 or
more.

Other new initiatives are more mundane but could broaden the revenue mix in the shorter term. Last April, for example, the 
company launched a commercial products group targeting the communications market. Here the company hopes to forge 
relationships with big communications-equipment vendors by making components that can function in high-temperature or 
other harsh environments. 

Still another reason Essex nurtures an entrepreneurial spirit: its need to make acquisitions. In the government market, 
buying companies whose employees already sport valuable security clearances is a key part of many corporate strategies. 
Hence, Essex must compete for deals here with bigger and better financed rivals, namely tech services companies and 
defense giants like Lockheed Martin (nyse: LMT - news - people ) and General Dynamics (nyse: GD - news - people ). 

But strategist Jaehne says he's heard more than a few horror stories about entrepreneurs getting lost in the shuffle when 
they sell to a giant contractor. "It's like the Borg assimilating the civilization of the smaller party," he says with a laugh. "A 
company our size offers the opportunity for an owner to still feel like they're an important part of the team."

If Essex can make that pitch--and keep growing--its competitors may want to try dusting off their own Jimmy Buffett discs.
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Phinally, another place to put on your list (after the Key NorthWest Parrot Head Cruise this Fall!):

A Caribbean pearl

Just off the coast of Venezuela lies a dazzling island that's easy to afford.

On the Venezuelan mainland, President Hugo Chavez was bellowing again about those damn yanquis. But 40 miles 
offshore, life couldn't have been better for a couple of vacationing Americans.

Largest of about 72 islands sprinkled through the turquoise waters off Venezuela's northern coast, Margarita Island is 
Caribbean by virtue of geography and climate, South American by law and temperament. "Pearl of the Caribbean" and 
"Cancun south" are just two of its nicknames. Most important to my daughter, Erin, and me was its reputation for delivering 
the Caribbean experience on the cheap.
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Could this be Jimmy Buffett's real-life Margaritaville? The singer won't say, but for us it fit the bill.

Fifteen years ago, the only Americans who knew of this island, about halfway between Bonaire and Trinidad, were sailors 
dashing south of the hurricane belt to wait out stormy summers. They provisioned up and made repairs while enjoying 
absurdly low prices and 100 miles of shoreline endowed with so many beaches that no one can agree on the number 
(anywhere from 24 to more than 50.)

Now, 20 percent of Margarita's visitors come from the United States -- mostly the East Coast -- joining the Venezuelan, 
German, French and Italian vacationers who discovered it long ago.

Most of the hotels and condos and malls that have sprung up to meet the sun worshipers and duty-free bargain shoppers 
are in Porlamar. The island's main city was founded on the southeastern coast in 1536, less than 40 years after Columbus 
first sailed through. Within the barricade of oceanfront high-rises, the old town retains much from that era. Its cobblestone 
streets, pastel houses and Plaza Bolivar central square are the island's Latin American heart.

Most of Margarita's lodging is in Porlamar, along with just about all of its nightlife, shopping and traffic.

To us, Playa El Yaque, on the south coast about 15 minutes from Porlamar, looked like a better bet. The onetime fishing 
village evolved into a windsurfers' enclave after wave riders discovered the steady trade winds and warm, waist-deep 
water. El Yaque now ranks among the world's top windsurfing spots.

Nightlife at El Yaque is a 50-cent beer (cheaper than bottled water, Erin noted) and a plate of pasta at one of the open-air 
beachfront bars that shudder with an eclectic mix of rock music. Shopping amounts to a few shops that deal in boards, 
wetsuits and sunglasses, augmented by bottled water and some basic groceries.

Though El Yaque also has a few big hotels, we found our own Margaritaville a couple of blocks uphill from the beach. Casa
Rita, an arcaded, two-story hotel, is set in palm-shaded gardens with a family of iguanas -- and at least one snake -- in 
residence.

Upstairs, we followed a walkway with wrought-iron railings around the tiled courtyard to our room. More tile, white and 
yellow walls, blue curtains and sheets, French doors opening onto a balcony overlooking a coconut-laden palm tree: We 
had arrived in the Caribbean -- with a bill of only $40 a night.

Our daily exertions consisted primarily of rousing ourselves in time for the rotating selection of fresh tropical fruit juices that 
accompanied the buffet breakfast on the patio, swimming in the sea, cheering the windsurfers on over beer at a beachfront 
restaurant, a stop at the Internet cafe, dinner and a moonlight walk on the beach.

Our languid routine could have lasted all week, but we finally marshaled the energy to venture beyond El Yaque. Our first 
foray was an afternoon in Porlamar. Santiago Marino, the main shopping avenue, felt crowded and noisy, and prices for 
international labels were good but not amazing. The Bella Vista Hotel, looming over Porlamar's most exclusive beach, was 
bigger than it was beautiful. The beach was clean and the water fine, but it was hard to imagine feeling at home there the 
way we did at El Yaque.

Margarita is surrounded by other islands. Isla de Coche holds a fishing village whose tranquil beaches draw vacationers to 
several guesthouses and hotels. The more distant Los Roques archipelago is a national park.

Another day, Casa Rita introduced us to Julio, who installed us in his Fiat for an island tour that we designed as we drove.

The one place Erin and I were determined to see was Laguna La Restinga. This remarkable national park encompasses a 
40-mile crushed-seashell sandbar, with its attendant mangrove swamps, that links the arid eastern and tropical western 
lobes of the island.

We took a launch through some of the 25,000 wetland acres; longer tours continue to the sandbar, which forms Margarita's
longest beach. Scattering birds in our wake, we wound through canals named by a hopeless romantic: Canal de Beso, 
Canal de los Enamorados, Canal de Mi Dulce Amor ("the kiss," "the lovers," "my sweet love"). Oysters clung to mangrove 
roots and orange starfish floated near the water's surface, but we didn't spot any of the rare yellow-shouldered parrots or 
Venezuelan blue-crowned parakeets -- or the ocelots that live in the mangroves.

Inland, near the capital city of La Asuncion, Julio introduced us to Laberinto Tropical, a park where ficus are trained into a 
maze and giant bamboo creates a humid microclimate for bromeliads, orchids and palms. Passion fruit, bananas and 
guava line paths to a menagerie including a caiman, a boa constrictor, parrots and iguanas. While we sampled sugar cane 
juice and coconut milk, a baby capuchin monkey named Miguel jumped into Erin's arms, deftly stealing her heart while his 
mischievous cohort stole her cap and disappeared high into the trees.
