Apr. 2, 2007 - For people who like Jimmy Buffett, the world’s richest beach bum,
springtime brings great anticipation. Springtime means the Big Kahuna is going on
tour and a Jimmy Buffett tour means it's time to break out the flip-flops, tropical party
favors, the Margarita machine and Buffett's latest album.
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Live at Texas Stadium

Parrotheads (Jimmy's fans) have already started lining up for “Live at Texas Stadium,”
recorded with George Strait and Alan Jackson during their 2004 mega-stadium show
in Irving. The album hits stores tomorrow.

During their long careers, Jackson, Strait and Buffett have separately released over
“85 number one singles, and sold more than 120,000,000 records,” according to a
press release from MCA-Nashville, the record’s distributor.

Although Buffett is famous for “Margaritaville,” he actually got his start in country
music, working in Nashville during the late 1960s. It wasn'’t until good friend Jerry Jeff
Walker took him to Key West that Buffett discovered the island point of view, his
considerable song writing skills and developed his happy, laid back style of music.

Buffett and Strait team up on three cuts, “All My Ex’s Live in Texas,” Hank Williams’
“Hey, Good Looking” and “Sea of Heartbreak.” Strait's smooth vocal styling is the
perfect foil for Buffett's world-weathered sound.

If you're from the 50s or even the early 60s and you grew up in the south, Jimmy and
King George’s cover of the Don Gibson hit “Sea of Heartbreak” might evoke
memories of a Saturday night when your parents were going out on the town. They
were all dressed up, with Hi-Fi playing the latest dance tune. Cha-cha-cha.

Of course, Buffett and Jackson do a great turn on the Grammy-nominated “It's Five
O'Clock Somewhere,” their huge 2003 hit. The song spent 38 weeks on the top 40
charts, including a five-week stint at number 1. The duet won a limousine full of

awards for the song, too. Strait and Jackson step up to the microphone and deliver
some pure country on “Murder on Music Row” and they wail on “Cowboys Like Us.”

Strait and his Ace in the Hole band have a rollicking good time with Bob Wills’ “Milk
Cow Blues” and Jackson proves why he’s one of the best voices in country music on
his cover of The Eagles’ “Seven Bridges Road.” The tight harmonies are incredible,
especially considering they were done in front of a live audience. The album wouldn’t
be complete without a visit to “Margaritaville,” and Jackson adds a nice dimension to
the parrothead national anthem.

One of the more pleasant surprises on the CD has to be Buffett and Jackson teaming
up on “Boats to Build.” The song was written by Texan Guy Clark and it's a great
choice for the two musicians, who first met when they were out cruising around the
Caribbean.

Long-time parrotheads will be delighted that Jimmy chose to include Willis Alan
Ramsey’s song, “Northeast Texas Women,” on his set list for the show.

Buffett, Ramsey, a Dallas native, and Jerry Jeff Walker used to hang out together
during the early 70s, playing the bars on lower Greenville Avenue in Dallas, struggling
to make a living the music business.

Ramsey’s self-titled 1972 album has influenced musicians for years, including Buffett
and Walker, who have covered some Ramsey’ tunes, including “The Ballad of Spider
John.”

Ramsey’s second album, “Gentilly,” is due out later this spring, so maybe including
the tune on the new CD is Buffett's way of tipping his hat to his old friend.

You're smiling now, right? Smiling and happiness is what Buffett does best. He's so
much more than “Margaritaville” and “Come Monday.”

Buffett’s been playing happy music for over 30 years and after more than 20 albums,
he obviously knows what his fans want. The album from the historic Texas Stadium
show is no different. Having George Strait and Alan Jackson on the stage just makes
listening to the 15 songs three times the fun.

Buffett and his talented Coral Reefer Band are about to head out on the road. The
Bama Breeze Tour takes its name from a cut from Buffett’s last solo CD, “Take the
Weather with You.” Buffett, who has been touring since 1976, and the band are doing
the Texas two-step this year. They'll be at The Minute Maid Park in Houston on April
21 and at the Pizza Hut Park in Frisco on April 28.

Big stadium shows are not my favorite way to see Jimmy and his talented Coral
Reefers. | prefer the smaller venues, like the shell on Waikiki or the Maui Arts and
Culture Center in Kahului, where the sets are pared down and the crowds are smaller,
but I'll take any Buffett show over no Buffett show at all.

If you want to kick-start your summer, grab the new album, put on your best Hawaiian
shirt and flip flops, and come on over to the Frisco show. People are coming in from
all over Texas, ldaho, South Carolina, Kansas, Oklahoma, Mississippi, Louisiana,
New Mexico, Florida, Rhode Island and New York City for the show.

About 300 die-hard parrotheads who hang out at www.buffettnews.com will be there,
grilling yummy cheeseburgers, drinking Margaritas, wearing grass skirts and coconut
bras, wiggling their toes in the trucked-in beach sand, and raising money for the
National Breast Cancer Foundation. They will be smiling — a lot.

Seeing Jimmy Buffett in concert is a slice of parrothead heaven. It's nice to enjoy the
happiest party on the planet and watch the Big Kahuna strut his stuff. Hula, hula!

Jimmy Buffett? Who is Jimmy Buffett? That was the response of many Anguillians
when they heard that he would be performing in concert at the Dune Preserve Retreat
at Rendezvous Bay on Saturday 24th March. Most of them had never heard ‘bell nor
market’ of him and wondered where the organisers of the concert had found him and
why not bring in somebody like Michael Jackson. Then when our local new media
began reporting that some 3,500 tickets (at US$100.00 each) had already been sold
everybody began wondering what was so magical about Jimmy Buffett — and what
was so great about his music.

Without a doubt, there is something magical about Jimmy Buffett because his
presence in Anguilla, last weekend, resulted in an US invasion of our paradise island.
It was a well coordinated attack. On three fronts. A first wave of executive jets
swooped down on Wallblake Airport and hurriedly took it over. Having secured it,
other jets landed at regular intervals and the invaders hit the tarmac running. They
swiftly fanned out across the island in rented cars and taxis which they
commandeered. Our car rental agencies were left carless.

A second front was opened up at the Blowing Point port. The invaders boarded our
local ferryboats in Marigot, St Martin, commandeered them, sped across the channel
and overran Blowing Point without a shot being fired. Dale Rogers, Port Manager,
could not understand what the hell was going on so he fled without a trace. While all
of this was happening, a third front was a direct assault on the Dune Preserve from
the seaward side — the Rendezvous Bay Beach. The invaders swarmed ashore in
droves at dawn on Saturday 24th March. They had landed from yachts and sailing
craft of all kinds. By 12 noon the Dune Preserve, under attack on three fronts, had
fallen into US hands.

Parrotheads. | asked John Peinert, one the Parrotheads who visited my museum the
other day, what about Jimmy’s music he finds so appealing. His brisk reply was: “lts
happy message!” He added that he came all the way to Anguilla because he wanted
to hear Jimmy sing on a beach rather than in a big stadium in the USA. He was not
disappointed. He enjoyed walking in the white powdery sand of Rendezvous Bay as
Jimmy’s music wafted through the air.

Jimmy’s music is a mixture of pop, country and rock with a heavy Caribbean influence
designed to carry the message that the purpose of life is to be happy and that music
wipes away all tears — “washes away from the soul the dust of everyday life.” Jimmy’s
music certainly does that. It is dynamic, soothing and relaxing thus reflective of his
lifestyle which has endeared him to many.

Having seen him in concert at the Dune, Jimmy seems to be a people’s man. Down to
earth. Unpretentious. Could easily be taken for one of our fishermen from Island
Harbour. No big time jacket and tie. Simply Jimmy in green t-shirt, yellow shorts and
two Rasta arm bands. People who know him better than | do have said that he lives
“an easy going life” and that despite his phenomenal achievements he remains a
humble person.

His music and humble demeanour definitely won the hearts of all those Anguillians
who had the privilege of seeing him perform. They thoroughly enjoyed the concert.
Priscilla Gumbs did not miss a beat. | can still see her chest jumping, gleefully, as she
soaked up the music perhaps mindful that it is medicine to a broken heart. Beautiful
Brenda Gumbs carried a permanent smile of appreciation. She could not hide her
glittering white teeth with delight. And Linda Banks was bubbling with excitement. She
had much difficulty controlling her emotions. | was fearful of her falling off the VIP
stand but she managed to keep her balance.

The multitude of people, a few thousand of them, who filled the Dune Preserve to
capacity enjoyed music at its best. They certainly got their money’s worth and more.
Jimmy Buffett, unlike many other performers, did not sing two songs and then
disappear. No. He sang some twenty or more of his great tunes to a highly
appreciative audience. | can still hear him singing songs like A Pirate Looks at Forty,
Margaritaville, Cheeseburger in Paradise, Volcano and Desperation in Sambo. My
favourite was Volcano the chorus of which went like this:

| don’t know

| don’t know

| don’t know where I'm a gonna go
When the volcano blow.

Incidentally, having been overwhelmed by the large number of US citizens who had
filled the Dune to capacity, several of our local folk whispered in my ear that for the
first time in their lives they felt like strangers in their own country, and as though they
were not in Anguilla. Dale Carty, owner of the popular Tasty's Restaurant, said he felt
like he had just landed in Miami. And Breda: “It is like being in Disney.” | understood
their feelings. After all, it was the greatest concentration of white people that we had
ever seen in Anguilla. Never before had we seen so many visitors to the island at one
time and at any one place.

But what was commendable was the exhibition of warm Anguillian hospitality which
made our visitors feel welcome to our shores. The camaraderie and togetherness
between them and our people were excellent. A contributing factor was that there was
no language barrier. We all spoke the same language: the universal language of
music. And we all danced to the same music, shoulder to shoulder, in an environment
of peace and love. Music is a societal tonic — a healing tonic — and Jimmy Buffett
poured it out in large portions.

His concert was in support of a noble cause. The proceeds are going towards three
local institutions: the Anguilla Tennis Academy, the Stingray Band and the Anguilla
Community Foundation. For that Anguillian people are most thankful. The organisers
and promoters of the concert must be loudly applauded for a job well done. The level
— the quality — of organisation and planning was excellent. The event was the first of
such magnitude to be held in Anguilla and things proceeded smoothly. The concert
has done Anguilla proud.

Anguilla has benefited tremendously from the concert. Apart from its proceeds going
to charity, the days leading up to the event, and those following it, were days of
heightened economic activity. Anguilla got a big economic boost. The hotels and villas
all across the island were packed. There were no empty rooms. People had great
difficulty finding places to stay, and even places to eat because most of the
restaurants were crowded.

money. | saw Dennis Mussington grinning from ear to ear as the visitors filed aboard
his huge bus. So too were Stephen, Accelyn and others involved in the transportation

of the many visitors to our shores. For sure, the Jimmy Buffett concert pumped a lot of
money into Anguilla’s economy and the multiplier effect is expected to be significant.

Further, Anguilla has gotten some real good advertisement and this is extremely
important for our tourism-dependent economy. In my view the concert will do more for
Anguilla than all the money we spent on advertisement over the past ten years or so.
With some 3,000 persons or more coming to our shores, and having sampled our
warm hospitality and enjoyed our healthy climate and beautiful beaches, what better
advertisement could Anguilla get? Feeling is believing and they have certainly felt and
experienced firsthand the beauty of our paradise island — of tranquillity wrapped in
blue. Most of them were first-time visitors and many vowed to come back for a
holiday. Therefore we can expect increased visitor arrivals during subsequent tourism
seasons.

Another benefit of Jimmy Buffett’s concert is its contribution to highlighting, and
therefore marketing, the Dune Preserve as an international entertainment centre — a
centre of high class musical performances. Bankie Banx's annual Moonsplash
(musical extravaganza) at the Dune has long put Anguilla on the world map of centres
of good music and the Jimmy Buffett concert will go a long way in making sure it stays
there. Anguilla is now in a position to host other concerts of international acclaim. The
Dune Preserve is the preferred venue. And we must applaud Bankie for his vision and
for his perseverance in bringing it to fruition because his efforts were not without
obstacles.

Now that the Jimmy Buffett concert has ‘big up’ the Dune Preserve it is expected to
boost numbers attending future shows including Moonsplash which gets underway on
Thursday evening 29th March. Friday 30th March is Reggae Night featuring
Kingayah, the Better Band, Junior Lion (of St. Maarten) and Bankie Banx and Roots
and Herbs. Saturday 31st March is Legends Night. Included in the line up of top
performers are Rude Boy Earth Light and the Crew; Corey Stoot (featuring Omari
Banks); Benjy Myaz, Junior Jazz and All Star Band; and Bunny Wailer and the
Solomonic Reggaestra.

Moonsplash is getting bigger and better year after year. It continues to be a prime
visitor attraction which tells us that music is an important component of our
tourist-oriented economy. Jimmy Buffett's concert has given much credence to that
notion. While music may mean different things to different people, in Anguilla it is a
critical ingredient in our recipe for a vibrant tourism industry. Let the music play.

History Lesson! History Lesson! The story behind "Margaritaville" from "Mix"
Magazine a while back:

Jimmy Buffett's Margaritaville
by Dan Daley

Few other songs have defined an artist, an era, a place in time and space, and an
attitude like Jimmy Buffett's “Margaritaville.” The song, released in January 1977,
continues to be the national anthem for generations of college kids on spring break,
burnt-out stockbrokers and wishful thinkers who long to leave careers behind and let
their biggest worry be which beach to sleep on that night. Buffett himself has turned
the song into a kind of theme park — the day-in-the-life-of-a-beach-bum chronicle has
been the cornerstone of an empire that now includes bars, books, T-shirts and other
“Parrot-head” paraphernalia always clearly in evidence at the Mardi Gras-like concerts
that Buffett continues to sell out every year coast to coast.

Maybe Buffett had an inkling of what the song would come to mean for him and
others. It took him several days to write, much longer than his usual musical gestation
period. “He'd often write a song in the morning and we were recording it in the
afternoon,” recalls Norbert Putnam, producer for Margaritaville and several other
Buffett albums, as well as a huge discography of other artists including Dan
Fogelberg, Joan Baez and New Riders of the Purple Sage. “He had this one kicking
around for a while. He'd tell me about it, that it was a day in his life, and I'm thinking,
‘Oh, like The Beatles — ‘A Day In the Life.’ | didn't know what to expect.”

Putnam met Buffett in 1976 in Nashville, where Putnam and David Briggs, who had
both traveled north from Muscle Shoals years earlier to become part of the city's '70s
iteration of the A-team musicians, owned Quadrafonic Recording Studios.
Quadrafonic had been a pop oasis in Nashville, hosting records for the likes of Linda
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Flip-flops are everyday wear.

April Recipes

Speaking of Florida, here are some recipes from Bob Morris, a
Florida author:

THE WORLD’S BEST CONCH FRITTERS

When I'm on the road | sometimes cook conch fritters at my
readings. The sometimes part of it is never a function of my
willingness—I'm always ready for conch fritters. Most of the
conch available these days comes from the Turks & Caicos and
Honduras. For the recipe below, if you can't find frozen conch,
then chopped shrimp or calamari can be substituted. People tell
me that clams work, too, but I'll just have to take their word on
that.

CONCH FRITTERS WITH SAUCE

For the fritters:

2 cups conch meat, pounded and diced (about one pound)
2 cups self-rising flour

2 eggs

1 onion, diced

1 green pepper, diced

1 tablespoon of your favorite hot sauce

About 1/2 cup milk

salt and pepper to taste

Peanut oil

For the sauce:
1 cup catsup
2 tablespoons mayonnaise

Ronstadt and Paul Simon, allowing Putnam to establish his credentials as a pop
producer with artists such as Joan Baez, whose “The Night They Drove Old Dixie
Down” gave artist and producer their first Top 10 pop single.

Buffett migrated to Nashville in the 1960s to pursue a record deal. His second solo
record earned him some notoriety for the song “Why Don't We Get Drunk,” because
that title question continues in the chorus “...and screw”; a little extreme for Music
Row tastes. By the early 1970s, Buffett was living in Key West, a place better suited to
his personality and artistry, signed to ABC/Dunhill Records and working with his Coral
Reefer Band. Putnam recalls that it was a label executive who suggested pairing him
and Buffett, whom Putnam recalls having first met when the singer was working a
second job as a freelancer, writing concert reviews for Billboard in Nashville. “He
came into Quadrafonic to do an interview with Jerry Jeff Walker, | think,” says
Putnam. “He had been working with [producer] Don Gant in Nashville, and they kind of
had a hit with ‘Come Monday.’” They made that in Nashville with Nashville session
guys and The Jordanaires. But it wasn't who Jimmy really was. So one night, he
approached me at Julian's [a legendary upscale Nashville watering hole during the
era] and we talked. He said that the Coral Reefer Band was more like the Rolling
Stones than the Grand Ole Opry, and after | went to a concert of his, | knew he was
right. Actually, they were like the Stones on acid. They were playing ‘Come Monday,’
which was a ballad, with power rock chords.”

Putnam decided that Miami's Criteria Studios was the place to bring Buffett, given the
singer's proclivity for the seashore and the studio's elevated presence as home to the
Bee Gees and records for Eric Clapton, The Eagles and many other top artists and
producers. When they arrived, along with Buffett's band, in Miami that summer,
Putnam and Buffett quickly agreed on a work schedule: In the studio at 11 a.m., work
on whatever song Buffett had finished that morning, out at 5 p.m., head to Buffett's
new 33-foot sailboat, pop in a cassette of the day's work and listen. “For that album,
we were trying to get the rhythms and the vibe to match the rhythm of the ocean
waves against the boat,” says Putnam. “Sounds crazy, but it was working. We were
getting a vibe for the record.”

What Putnam was less sure about was a single. He was pleased with Buffett's songs
and liked his choice of covers, such as Steve Goodman's “Banana Republic,” but he
still hadn't heard the song that would put the album over the top. Then, during the
second week of recording, Buffett walked into the large tracking room at Criteria and
announced to Putnam that he had finished the day-in-the-life song. “It was called
‘Margaritaville,” and | wasn't crazy about the title,” says Putnam. “| was thinking that it
had these sort of jazz-hipster overtones like ‘coolsville’ or something like that. But
when he played it, me and the band knew instantly that this was the song. This was
the single. This was it. It wasn't a song — it was a three-minute screenplay.”

Putnam and engineer Marty Lewis recorded the track just as they had the others:
drums, bass, guitars and keyboards all set up as an ensemble, with Buffett singing his
lead vocals live into a Neumann U87. (Most of those live vocals were kept for the
finished version, too.) The recording was through an MCI 500 Series console to an
MCI JH-24 multitrack deck running at 30 ips and no noise reduction, because, as
Putnam notes, “Marty really liked to push the tape a lot.” However, Putham, knowing
how critical “Margaritaville” was to the project, felt that he wasn't getting the groove
from the band drummer, Michael Gardner. He asked Kenny Buttrey, one of Nashville's
premier session players, whom Putnam had ostensibly brought down to play
percussion (but also as a backup in case just this kind of situation arose), to fill in on
drums.

“Jimmy loved working with his own band and | understood and respected that,” says
Putnam. “But | knew | wanted a few seasoned session guys there, too. Road
drummers almost never work as well with headphones as experienced studio guys.”
The switch assured that “Margaritaville” was nailed in three takes. Most of the musical
moves on the track, such as Mike Utley's little clavichord filigree that sets up Buffett's
first vocal entry, were made up on the spot. And there were few overdubs; Utley was
surrounded by a grand piano, a clavichord and a Fender Rhodes electric piano, and
switched between them on-the-fly, as he did in concert. “I would say that we had cut
the track, virtually complete, within 30 minutes of Jimmy playing the song for us,” says
Putnam.

The tapes were taken back to Quadrafonic in Nashville for sweetening, fixing and
mixing. Putnam and Utley wrote the string parts for the album's tracks, as well as
“Margaritaville™s flute and recorder parts played by Billy Puett using, as he recalls, a
bottle of Cristal champagne as a muse. Several overdubs had also been done in
Miami, such as a marimba on “Margaritaville” — part of Putnam's attempt to give
Buffett a distinctive sound. “I was trying to come up with the sounds that would define
him, and all my ideas were all Hollywood clichés — marimbas, congas, a ship's bell.
But you know what? They worked. It might have seemed a little corny, but that's what
Jimmy was about: creating characters the same way Hollywood does.”

There were a few vocal punches done at Quadrafonic by Buffett, but not on
“Margaritaville,” following Putnam's desire to keep the take's emotion dominant over
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Juice of one lime

Your favorite hot sauce or several of them (datil pepper sauce
works particularly well)

Fresh ground black pepper

Make the sauce first so it can sit awhile and taste better.

The secret to conch is you have to pound it before you can eat
it. So take a ball peen hammer and beat the conch on a cutting
board until the thick membrane breaks and the conch flattens
out like veal scaloppini. Then slice it into good-sized chunks. In
too many fritters—the kind you get at most restaurants—they
process the conch into minuscule bits and it might as well not
even be there. But these are fritters with substance.

Then mix together all the ingredients, heat the peanut oil in a
cast-iron skillet and fry spoon size balls of batter until they are
brown and crunchy. Dip in sauce. Lick your fingers. Go back for
more.

Makes about four dozen big fritters.

THE PERFECT RUM DRINK

The best way to drink rum — good rum — is just like Zack
Chasteen does: neat. The next best way is on the rocks with a
squeeze of lime. Beyond that, the best thing you can do is not
step on the rum by fancifying it too much. There’s an old saying
in Jamaica that applies to making rum drinks: “One of sour, two
of sweet, three of strong, four of weak.” It really doesn’t need to
get any fancier than that, especially when you're using good
rum, although I do like to add a dash of bitters just to give the
concoction some extra gumption.

The above proportions roughly translate to the following
measurements, but they can be tweaked depending on how
juicy your limes are and how much you love your rum.

Ingredients

1/2 Lime, Juiced

2 teaspoons sugar

2 0z. good, dark rum
Splash of water

Dash of Angostura Bitters
crushed ice

Squeeze lime into cocktail glass, muddle the sugar in it, then
add the rum and muddle some more. Add a little water and the
bitters. Fill the glass with ice and joogle it all around with a
spoon. Taste, maybe add some more sugar (or more rum.)

an occasional pitch squib. Buffett did his harmony vocal overdubs there. To get
around the singer's aversion to headphones, Putnam set up a pair of Big Red
monitors loaded with 15-inch Altec speakers about a foot apart and just behind
Buffett's ears. “It's an interesting trick,” he says. “You can really have the singer feel
like he hears it all perfectly without headphones but you have to place them carefully,
and sometimes we'd put the bass out of phase to avoid that blowing back into the
microphone.” The vocal passed through an LA-2A compressor and little else in the
way of processing.

The mix was also done at Quadrafonic, on the studio's MCI 500 Series console, which
had an early version of MCI chief Jeep Harned's first automation system onboard.
Putnam, like everyone else at the time, was fascinated by the prospect of automation.
But he also missed the warmth of the studio's previous Quadrafonic 8 console. So he
asked Paul Buff, then of Allison Research and forerunner to gate-maker Kepex, for
advice. Buff suggested that a 1940s Bell Labs design for a transformerless mic pre
might warm it up and still allow the automation to not affect transient response. The
solution worked so well that Putnam says Harned incorporated it into future versions
of the console.

The mix was done over Big Reds with Mastering Lab crossovers and loaded with
Altec 604E speakers, which Putnam describes as “awful, but if you could make it
sound good on those — and good was the best you'd ever get — then you knew it
would sound great on record.”

“Margaritaville” was a supririse hit in the spring of 1977, making it all the way to
Number 8 on the Billboard Singles chart and propelling the Changes In Latitudes,
Changes In Attitudes album to Number 12. When you factor in many compilation and
live releases through the years, “Margaritaville” has now sold close to 50 million
copies — not bad! But as Putnam noted, the song's longevity can be attributed to its
accessible narrative as much as anything else: “As I've told Jimmy more than a few
times, he and | made good records together, but we would have made even better
movies..

Thomas, the manager of Moorings Yacht Charter
Company, where we rented our floating home, then asked: "If you could do what you
really wanted to do in life, what would it be?"

After being put on the spot, | told him that I'd always wanted to have a scuba diving
shop in the tropics, where it's warm. "Well why don't you do that here and do it now?"
was his response. | mumbled something back about being the next in line for VP of
marketing. "Oh | get it," he said. "You are just one of those people that talk about your
dreams and never make them come true."

After | told him that wasn't the case, he offered his support and all of his sailing clients
without charging a percentage if | brought my "American professionalism" to Tonga
and set up a scuba diving business.

The next day, over a cup of dark Tongan coffee, | told my husband that | seriously

wanted to start the business and asked what he thought. After thinking about it for a
moment, he responded, "Why not? It sounds like fun; let's do it."

Taking the Plunge
Preparing to run a business in a developing country that was also a kingdom was a bit

daunting. So we set about doing everything we needed to do before making the final
commitment to move to a place we knew nothing about.

Considering | had been scuba diving since | was 12 years old and had led dives in
California, Mexico and Hawaii, getting my instructor license was natural. But then
there was my new husband, Mark. His ego was bigger than the ocean, and he wanted
to learn it all quicker and better than anyone. He had just learned to dive a month
before taking the sailing trip to Tonga, so he needed a bit more work.

The long version of our preparation is in my book Waking Up in Tonga, but here's the
"tourist version," as we call it: After the honeymoon, it took a year and a half to get
everything in order. During that time, | learned many lessons and collected some
entertaining stories about dealing with the government of Tonga, buying equipment,
acquiring the needed funds and selling or giving away everything we owned.

We packed up our life in a 20-by-20 container, and | moved to Tonga first. | met the
container in Nuku'alofa, the capital of Tonga, cleared customs, almost went to jail and
moved into a house with flying cockroaches and no inside bathroom. The toilet was
outside in the jungle. | laid the cement slabs for the dive shop and compressor room
myself and got the business built, the boat delivered and diving customers within six
weeks -- all before my husband arrived. | learned many lessons during my six-year
journey in Tonga. The lesson | want to share with you here is one that | learned early
on.

When our ideas are fueled by passion, it's easy to put the cart before the horse, as
my father used to tell me. When we own our own business, we often don't have
anyone to answer to or use as a sounding board for important business decisions.
That's why always doing your research is so important -- a lesson | learned in the very
beginning of the customs process.

For now, remember that your entrepreneurial dreams are possible but that you always
need research and hard work to accompany your passion.
