But first, a history lesson!

Did you ever wonder who served up the very 
first Piña Colada? According to Maria Elena
Pérez of the Caribe Hilton in San Juan,
Puerto Rico, the Piña Colada was introduced
there on August 15, 1954 by its creator
Ramon “Monchito” Marrero.  As a newly
hired bartender, Monchito set out to make a
drink with “a touch of zest” for Caribe Hilton
guests, reflective of the tropical tastes of
Puerto Rico. He spent the better part of three
months mixing and tasting hundreds of
combinations until he felt he had the perfect
blend. And on that that day, the Piña Colada
was born.

Translated, Piña Colada means “strained
pineapple” and Monchito stressed that the
pineapple should be fresh from the field that
morning because only Puerto Rican farmers

His world-famous drink was designed to
incorporate the warmth and flavors of Puerto
Rico in a smooth and creamy concoction.
Internationally, it is estimated that more than
200 million Piña Coladas have been served
since 1954 when Monchito officially mixed
the first one in what was then the Caribe
Hilton's Beachcombers Bar.

You can enjoy the same drink Monchito 
created and personally served to Caribe
Hilton guests, including such luminaries such 
as Gloria Swanson, Elizabeth Taylor, and
John Wayne. 

The original Piña Colada recipe is:

2 ounces light rum
1 ounce coconut cream
1 ounce heavy cream 
6 ounces fresh pineapple juice
1/2 cup crushed ice
Pineapple wedge and maraschino cherry for 
garnish 

Pour rum, coconut cream, cream, and 
pineapple juice in blender. Add ice. Blend for
15 seconds. Pour into a 12-ounce glass. Add 
garnishes.

Here are two other popular cruise 
beverages:

Bahama Mama: 1 1/2 oz. dark rum, 1/2 oz.
151 proof rum, 1/2 oz. coconut liqueur, 1/2 
oz. coffee liqueur, 4 oz. pineapple juice,
splash of lemon or lime juice. Blend together
or shake with ice and serve in a tall glass
filled with ice cubes. Garnish with pineapple 
and cherry.

Rum Runner: 1 1/2 oz. Myer's rum, 1 1/2 oz.
white rum, 1/2 oz blackberry brandy, 1/4 oz.
banana liqueur, splash of grenadine, splash 
of Rose's Lime Juice (no substitutions!).
Blend and pour into tall glass and float some 
more Myer's or 151 on top. Garnish with
pineapple and cherry. This drink can sneak
up on you, so proceed accordingly!

Superb Buffett DVD chronicles Wrigley shows

Jimmy Buffett doesn't miss a beat. His impressive double DVD set "Live at
Wrigley Field: The Labor Day Weekend Shows" (Mailboat,$24.98) hits the stores
on Tuesday, four days before Parrotheads land at the First Midwest Bank
Amphitheatre in Tinley Park.

Buffett is a master at marketing and he sure found a willing partner in the fantasy
shop at Clark and Addison. A Buffett concert is more of a cultural event than it is
about music. A Cubs game is more of a cultural event than it is about baseball. 
Recorded last Labor Day weekend, "Live at Wrigley Field" is full of warm
memories:

Like when the Cubs were a .500 team.

Disc 1 covers the Monday Labor Day matinee, the second disc features the
Sunday night affair. Buffett played to sellouts of 39,500 at each of the historic
concerts. I was at both shows and Sunday's was stronger. Buffett was clearly
amped up, and I'll never forget the tender acoustic tribute he giftwrapped to late
Chicago singer-songwriter Steve Goodman by singing "City of New Orleans"
from the right field bleachers, precisely where Goodman used to sit. That's
another neat thing about "Live at Wrigley Field" for sentimentalists such as
myself. (Tons of great footage shows the bleachers as they looked before their
off-season expansion.)

Even the most cynical observer of a Buffett concert has to give the
singer-songwriter props for impeccable pacing and production. Buffett and his
Coral Reefer Band's searing version of "Southern Cross" is accented by stunning
nighttime aerial views of Wrigley Field and "colorful" fans on the storied ballfield.
Somewhere, Hack Wilson is smiling.

Buffett deployed a crew of 39 people to document the Labor Day weekend shows
(the tag line from his hit "Come Monday") as well as six live recording
technicians. Editing is superb and the Dolby Digital 5.1 Surround Sound was
clear enough to make my neighbors turn up Moby.
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this one's not a Riverbend show, you can't
resist — just as you haven't resisted for —
how many years? Don't ask, don't tell, and
there's no need to reveal yourself to those
who refuse to succumb to the magic of the
Jimmy Buffett experience.

Still, in case there's any doubt, here's a little 
test to tell where you fit in on the
attitude/latitude continuum, presented with a 
tip of the pineapple to Jeff Foxworthy.

You might be a parrothead if ...

... you order yours with ketchup and tomato, 
Heinz 57 and french-fried potato, a big
kosher pickle and a cold draft beer.
... of the 25 shirts in your closet, 23 of them 
are Hawaiian prints, and you've never left the
mainland.

Man finds free vacation in rum bottle

ARANSAS PASS, Texas (AP) A Texas man 
is getting a honeymoon trip out of a message
he discovered in a bottle.

John Reed was fishing on a Gulf Coast 
beach in 2003 when he found an old rum
bottle that was sealed. Documents inside 

"Live at Wrigley Field" comes in a thin book-size box with a booklet that features
an essay in which Buffett explains his devotion to the Cubs -- even when the
famous Floridian came to Wrigley in 2003 to cheer for the Cubs in their ill-fated
National League Championship Series against the Florida Marlins.

It's doubtful anyone besides a Buffett fan will purchase "Live at Wrigley Field,"
which clocks in at 2 hours 45 minutes. Buffett's lackluster cover of Hank
Williams' "Hey Good Lookin'" definitely has a "you had to be there" quality on
DVD, yet Mac McAnally's pop ballad "The City" has staying power as Buffett's
crew captured glorious shots of Chicago, from Millennium Park to the Billy Goat
Tavern.

The DVD's tip-in is the bonus features. "Time Lapse Load-In" clocks in at nearly
eight minutes and it is fascinating to watch the stage set up at Wrigley Field over
Buffett's studio versions of "Growin' Older But Not Up" (his homage to Pete
Rose) and Buffett's 1986 Brazilian-tinged ballad "First Look."

A "Backstage"mini-documentary shows Buffett wandering around the ballpark
and bumping into the ubiquitous Ronnie "Woo Woo" Wickers. Hawaiian ukulele
virtuoso Jake Shimabukro performed the "Star-Spangled Banner" on Labor Day
and his brilliant performance is a bonus track.

Time moves fast and Buffett is a time traveler. Labor Day weekend 2005 was on
the heels of Hurricane Katrina, and the DVD reveals touching moments such as
Parrotheads hoisting a huge New Orleans Jazz & Heritage flag, the mention of
the firemen at the 78 Engine house (across the street from Wrigley's left field)
raising money for hurricane victims, and Buffett auctioning off his autographed
"Buffett" Cubs jersey on eBay to raise money for hurricane relief. That jersey sold
for $17,000.  Understand that, watch "Live at Wrigley Field" and listen to the
warmth of "Come Monday." You'll begin to understand the timeless joy of Jimmy
Buffett. (Rating: ****)

Parrotheads, rejoice- Buffett's 'Live at Wrigley Field' double-DVD now
available

It was only a matter of time before Seamheads and Parrotheads united in historic
fashion, and when it finally happened, nobody was happier about it than
legendary singer-songwriter-author-storyteller Jimmy Buffett. Buffett has taken
his irresistible brand of kick-back, beach-friendly folk rock to unparalleled heights
and spawned a nation of fiendish followers called Parrotheads, but he's also
watched a ton of baseball.

He's had the rare and honorable opportunity to combine his two passions by
playing concerts in the most hallowed halls of the grand old game -- Chicago's
Wrigley Field and Boston's Fenway Park. Now, the Wrigley stand -- a pair of
concerts over Labor Day weekend 2005 -- is available on the double-DVD set
Jimmy Buffett: Live at Wrigley Field. "You always find time for baseball," Buffett
said recently in an exclusive interview with MLB.com. "I think probably a day at
the park with my dad was one of the great influences on me in trying to get a job
where I could get a balance of work and play time. And it was lucky enough that
it worked out that way." Luckily for Parrotheads, Jimmy Buffett -- Live At Wrigley
Field has it all covered. The two nights of concerts at the 92-year-old ivy-covered
ballpark marked the first concerts in the yard's well-documented history. And to
borrow a phrase from the most famous Cub in history, "Mr. Cub" Ernie Banks,
"Let's play two." The double-disc set is approximately 2 hours, 45 minutes long
and contains 26 songs, plus bonus footage and some surprises. "One of the fun
things was that it just seems like it only happened yesterday," Buffett said.

"The first thing that came to mind for me was how perfect the weather was, how
good the band played, and the amazing fan reaction, and always, above
everything, the actual realization that you were doing this in Wrigley Field and
nobody had ever done it before. "It kind of overwhelmed me when I went back to
look at the video. It was certainly overwhelming at the time when you're up there
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said the bottle was one of 12 tossed in the
ocean in 1987 off Grand Cayman Island in a
promotion for a rum maker, a resort and the 
Cayman Islands.

Inside were free certificates for a plane 
ticket, a hotel stay and rum. Reed gave them
to his parents, as a present. But now they've 
given them back, to use for his honeymoon. 

He's getting married later this month. A 
Tortuga Rum spokeswoman says Reed will
get two round-trip airline tickets to Grand 
Cayman Island, a six-day stay at a resort --
and a case of rum.

Seven of the original 12 promotional bottles 
have yet to be redeemed.  So keep looking!

playing. You know, I haven't played too many historic gigs, but this one surely
was."  Buffett said he conjured the initial idea for the Chicago concerts while "in
some bar in Wrigleyville" and that it took "probably 10-12 years of talking to
people in the Cubs' organization who were also Parrotheads" to pull it off. Once it
happened, Buffett said, "it went so fast," but the success of the concerts, along
with similar results from the September 2004 two-show run at Fenway, had
Buffett and his Coral Reefer Band buzzing. "I look back at it and it's an amazing
thing to think about, that we've actually done that," Buffett said. "And looking
back at the many years I've been able to do this and looking at some of the
highlight moments of an amazing run, these two certainly stand out as some of
the finer moments I've spent on the stage."  The Red Sox would probably agree.

When Buffett and his band arrived at Fenway on Sept. 10, 2004, the Red Sox
were mere weeks away from the stunning playoff run that culminated with a
World Series sweep of the St. Louis Cardinals and Beantown's first
championship since 1918. But at the time, a lot of fans were probably expecting
something to go wrong and for the Sox to experience one of the infamous
near-misses that plagued those 86 years in the Hub without a ring.  Enter Buffett,
who had a plan. "Being the shameless performer that I am and being observant
enough to know about [Red Sox history], I mean, I remember the [1986] ball
through [Bill] Buckner's legs pretty well," Buffett said.

"Everybody was talking about it, and we did a little skit in the show -- we were
just trying to do our part to get rid of the 'Curse of the Bambino,' and lo and
behold, the Red Sox come back on that amazing comeback [after being down
0-3 in the American League Championship Series] after we played there. "We, of
course, were just trying to do our part in the show. Many, many people were
doing many, many other things to rid Fenway of that curse, but everybody
seemed to think that all of a sudden we had a major part to do with it when we
played Fenway.

"A lot of things had been tried before and this is the first time anybody had ever
gone into the park on a stage and done it like we did it. So if it was part of the
ridding of the curse, which it seemed to do, well, I'm happy to have done it."
Buffett has been happy to do tons of other things lately, too. In addition to
garnering Grammy nominations in 2004 and 2005 and charting the first No. 1
record of his career with 2004's License To Chill, Buffett has added "movie
producer" to a resume that already includes "best-selling author" and "radio
personality."  But as he says, there's always time for baseball in Buffett's life.

He's a proud Little League dad, he's a co-owner of the Class A Fort Myers (Fla.)
Miracle, and he's always got something on his mind besides music when he's on
the road. "One of the great by-products of being on tour is the fact that we're
always in a major city somewhere," Buffett said."And there's pretty much always
a baseball game."

Party at the End of The World Album 
Update:

The new album is expected out in October or 
November and is still supposed to be called:
"Party at the End of the World", which is also
the name of the current tour. Two of the 
songs were written by Jimmy Buffett and Wil

It's always five o'clock somewhere, and Friday it was five o'clock all day long in
"old town" Bay St. Louis as music legend Jimmy Buffett turned the
storm-battered corner of Main and Court streets into "Margaritaville" for the
shooting of his new video. Buffett is a Pascagoula native. He attended the 
University of Southern Mississippi, and has become a world renowned artist,
recording dozens of albums. He is best known for his songs which describe a
laid-back lifestyle and having fun. His music was always a popular selection on
the jukebox at the Firedog Saloon. Songs like "Come Monday," "Volcano,"
"Cheese Burger in Paradise," and "Margaritaville" echoed throughout the
Firedog's walls and added to the atmosphere of one of the city's most popular
night clubs. Eleven months after Hurricane Katrina devastated the Firedog,
Buffett's music could be heard there once again Friday .

"This is really exciting for the city," Katie Fillingame said. "It is a neat experience,
one I never imagined would happen in Bay St. Louis."  Fillingame was one of
dozens of local residents who got the chance to be an extra in the video;
however, sipping suds and carousing with a music icon is more than just fun, city
officials said.

"It is an honor for him to choose Bay St. Louis," Mayor Eddie Favre said. "We
were a little disappointed the song was not about us, but we are hopeful he
(Buffett) will see the situation here and do something to help us."

Throughout the day, hundreds of residents braved sweltering heat just to get a
glimpse of the man who made "parrot-heads, and "pink crustaceans" household
words. "We are true parrot heads," resident Jackie Wintruba said. "In the middle
of all this destruction, this is a piece of the real world." Patricia Baird said Buffett 
has brought back wonderful memories. "For a few short hours, life is good," she
said. "This reminds me of when the Firedog and the Good Life were here, and I
miss them so much." Though some residents took a walk down memory lane, the 
song and video are in fact about another nightclub and another city, officials said.
The song is a dedication to the destruction of the Flora-Bama Lounge, a popular
club in Gulf Shores, Al., Farve said. The club suffered heavy damage as a result
of Hurricane Ivan in 2004. A song played out-loud during the video shoot
described how a bar called the "Bama Breeze" meant so much to the patrons
who frequented it. The song describes Rolling Stones lead singer Mick Jagger
stopping in the bar in 1984 and writing his name on the wall of the ladies'
bathroom.

The chorus of the song being played said, "at the Bama Breeze you are one of
us down there, you never drink alone down there, good God, I really feel at home
down there."  In advance of the video shoot, work crews on Thursday added
fresh sand and Florida and Alabama car tags to the inside of the Firedog to give
it a freshly hurricane-damaged look. In one scene, Buffett sits alone amid the 
wreckage inside the bar playing his guitar. Another scene depicts a track-hoe
knocking down the building, and another shows Buffett and the extras raising
their beers and shouting loudly as they give a toast to the "Bama Breeze."

Firedog General Manager Greg Iverson said he was only contacted Tuesday
about using the bar as the backdrop for the video. "Its good exposure for the
community and the city," he said. "It's ironic Jimmy Buffett is in the Firedog, we
never had a clue until the last minute." Iverson said the Firedog will be back and 
hopefully one day Buffett may come back for a concert in the new Firedog.

"We would love to have him back here, if he was willing to do it," Iverson said.
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Kimbrough, according to Wil.  Two other
possible songs on the album are "Here We
Are" (played at recent concerts) and "Bama
Breeze" (see above).  The album may also
feature Mark Knopfler and the band Gomez, 
with Jimmy covering a Mark Knopfler song.

Wil said in a recent newspaper article: "We
recorded back in like January or February, 
and we wrote some songs for it. Together,
this time we actually wrote some together. ... 
I think it's coming out in October, that's the
last I heard. We wrote some really cool
songs for it.  In fact, one of the songs we
wrote was called, "Party at the End of the
World". It's about both things, it's about the
end of the world and it's about a party. And 
it's about Tierra Del Fuego, where he visited.
He went and visited down at the bottom of
Patagonia, Argentina, it's considered the end 
of the world before you get to Antarctica. And
so it's about three things. It's about a place
that's considered the world's end, the end of 
the world, and they're going to have one last
party. We wrote a couple of other really cool
songs too. We wrote a song called 
"Everybody's On the Phone".

Key West Trivia:

In addition to being the southernmost city in 
he continental United States, Key West is
one of the oldest settlements in the State of
Florida and one of its oldest cities.

Incorporated in 1828 and located just 90 
miles from the island of Cuba, Key West was
discovered by Ponce de Leon in 1513. The 
small island was first named Cayo Hueso, or
Isle of Bones, due to the presence of many
Indian remains. "Key West" is the anglicized 
version of the Spanish name.

A small naval depot was built in 1822 to 
control area pirates and the U.S. Navy has
called Key West home ever since. The island 
was designated the Monroe County seat in
1824.

"The Firedog will look the same as it did before. Even if we have to tear it down,
it will be rebuilt the same. We are just waiting on some of the infrastructure to
come back. The city has been doing a fine job." Farve said he is hopeful Buffett
will come back and do a follow-up song about Bay St. Louis."It would be nice," he 
said. "He said he is going to do a Bay St. Louis song, I hope he does.
Regardless, we are happy to have him here." The song which does not yet have
a title, will be the first single released on Buffett's new album, which will be
released in October, said Laurie Gordon a spokesperson for HK Management of
Los Angeles.

Buffett Brings Margaritaville To A Sweltering Camden

There is always one certainty on the summer concert scene; Jimmy Buffett will
bring his Coral Reefer Band to town and play to a packed house. This was the
case, again, on Tuesday night as the veteran party boy played to 25,000 rather
hot fans, more commonly referred to as Parrotheads. The sold-out show was
held at the Tweeter Center on the sweltering riverfront in Camden. Few
performers, if any, enjoy the type of following that Buffett does.

There is no discernable description to categorize Buffett fans. Parrotheads
traverse all demographics and come in all shapes, sizes and ages. A new
generation of Parrotheads is waiting in the wings (if only they could get a ticket). 
Buffett proclaimed from the stage, "I have the greatest summer job in the world."
Who could debate that? Buffett's shows haven't changed much over the years;
why tamper with what works? Jimmy Buffett, while not a superior talent, is
superiorly talented. The singer/songwriter's genius is the way he connects with
his sold-out audiences. It is all about charisma, and Buffett has plenty to spare.
Buffett is not merely an entertainer - he is his own brand. The crooner has made
millions of dollars just being Jimmy Buffett. It really is phenomenal.  This guy
from Key West, or wherever he is from, genuinely seems absolutely thrilled when
on stage. The Parrotheads fed off of his energy and danced and sang throughout
the highly participatory show. Hawaiian shirts, grass skirts and sombreros
shaped liked shark and parrot heads, was the garb of choice on this ridiculously
hot and sticky evening.

Buffett and the Coral Reefer played a predicable set list, which is exactly what
his fans desire. The boys of course performed Buffet sing-along classics such
as: "Margaritaville," "Cheeseburger in Paradise," "Pencil Thin Mustache," "Son of
a Son of a Sailor," "Why Don't We Get Drunk," "Changes in Latitudes, Changes
in Attitudes" and the always outstanding, "Come Monday." These songs resonate
with the Parrotheads, and Buffett did not let them down, he never does.  A
pleasant surprise was the superior play of keyboardist Bill Payne, on loan from
Little Feet. Payne's talent shone during the Buffet cover of the Little Feet classic,
"Dixie Chicken," which set the Parrotheads into full dance mode. The band
played other covers; predictably, the Coral Reefers covered Van Morrison's
crowd-pleasing favorite, "Brown Eyed Girl" (Morrison is playing the Wachovia
Spectrum this Saturday, tickets are still available). Buffett also dusted off Warren
Zevon's classic "Werewolves of London," an odd choice, but entertaining
nonetheless.  It has always been said of the Grateful Dead, "They are not the
best of what they do, but they are the only ones who do it." The same case could
certainly be made for Buffett; there is simply no other comparable act. For the
band's encore, Buffett stirred up the exhausted crowd with perhaps his most fun
song, "Fins." "Fins to the Left, fins to the right," and it was time to go home.

Not just yet though. The show started at 8:15 p.m. and it was now 11 p.m.
However, Buffett and the Coral Reefers had a little something left. As did the by
now, fatigued, Parrotheads. Tuesday was also the late, great, Jerry Garcia's
birthday. Garcia of course, was the founder and heart and soul of the Grateful
Dead. Buffet informed the audience of this fact and played a simply searing
version of the Dead classic, "Scarlet Begonias."
