Jimmy Buffett News Items

Back in July 1977 "Margaritaville" peaked at
number 8 on the Billboard Pop Singles chart, and 
number 1 on the Adult Contemporary chart,
according to Buffett News. This was Jimmy
Buffett's only song to ever reach the top ten on 
the Pop or Hot 100 chart. Some other Buffett
songs that made the top 40 on the Billboard Pop
Singles chart include "Come Monday" at number 
30 in 1974, "Cheeseburger in Paradise" reached
32 in 1978, "Fins" reached 35 in 1979, and
"Change in Lattidues, Changes in Attitudes" 
reached 37 in 1977.
Nuvo.com's Joe O'Gara recently interviewed Mac
McAnally.  It’s said that if you can make a living
doing something you enjoy, you are a lucky
person. And Mac McAnally considers himself
very fortunate.

“It’s been a busy time for me lately,” McAnally
says, “but I get to do my hobby for a living —
music. Not too many people can say that, and
those that can are very lucky indeed.”

McAnally’s “busy time” has included producing
both Little Feat’s next CD and a concert DVD for
his longtime friend and songwriting partner,
Jimmy Buffett, as well as touring as a member of
Buffett’s Coral Reefer Band (a role McAnally has
had since 1996).

A talented singer-songwriter in his own right,

Beadhead Band members combine careers outside of music with tropical rock
sounds

Evenings and weekends, they're Beadhead, a Jimmy Buffett-style tropical rock group
that plays at plenty of public and private events throughout the Portland area.  
Weekdays, they play a different tune - as teachers and businessmen. 

Beadhead's lead guitar player is John DiFalco of Hillsboro and a principal in WSC
Insurance in Forest Grove. "Playing is a stress outlet for us," said DiFalco. "We play
music and our cares and stresses all kind of melt away." 

Beadhead isn't a band formed by rock-struck teenagers hell-bent on living the wild life.
These musicians, whose ages range from about 40 to mid-50s, hold down respectable
jobs, own houses, pay taxes and go to church. 

In fact, the band's roots are at Holy Trinity Catholic Church in Beaverton, where
DeFalco and Steve Karakas, whom Difalco dubs "the go-to guy" for the band, direct
the music for Saturday evening masses. 

Karakas plays guitar, keyboards and accordion, on which he started his musical
career at age 7. He formed a band in high school, another in college and formed the
band Sludge Bros., with Pierre Ouellette of Paul Revere & the Raiders, while
establishing a career in advertising. 

In the late 90s, Karakas teamed up with DiFalco and drummer Bob Hawkins, a
high-tech worker from Hillsboro to form the Relics. 

Bill Piland, "a legend in the Portland music scene," according to DiFalco, plays bass
with the band and works in sales. He started the legendary Sleazy Pieces in Portland,
joined the Sludge Bros. is a member of the Beatles tribute band, "Hard Days Knights." 

Rounding out the group are Bob's wife, Shawn Karakas, who plays percussion as
Shakara and is an art history teacher at Holy Trinity School, and Shannon Walker,
who does vocals, and is also teacher (kindergarten at Tobias Elementary School in
Hillsboro). 

Band members are, first and foremost, friends, according to DiFalco. 

Each, at some time, probably dreamed of making it big in the music business, but
now, DiFalco said, they all combine their music with their professions, settling for
playing the music they love while maintaining their mainstream careers. 
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McAnally has released 10 albums over the past
30 years. He’s written songs that have gone to
No. 1 on the country music charts for various
artists, including Buffett, Sawyer Brown and
Alabama.

As a record producer, McAnally describes
himself as a “hands-on kind of guy. I tend to draw
on my experiences as a musician, arranger,
producer and studio owner. I try to facilitate the
artists with as few speed bumps as possible.
“While Jimmy prefers to do the live shows, when
he goes to the studio, we know the work is going
to get done, and that we’re going to have fun at
the same time,” McAnally adds. “Little Feat has
been together for 30 years, so my job as their
producer involved firing them up when it came to
doing some of their old material.”

When it comes to performing in front of 
Parrottheads around the world, McAnally says
that his friend Buffett continues to have a good 
time on stage every night.

“Jimmy still gets as much joy out of doing
‘Cheeseburger in Paradise’ as he did the first
time,” he says. “He truly loves performing for the
fans, and always has; there’s not been a year
since Jimmy started out that he has not toured ...
I can tell you that when Jimmy sings
‘Cheeseburger in Paradise’ in Indianapolis,
there’s nothing else he’d rather be doing that
night."

"We were all just lucky enough to find other people with the same goals and objectives
and priorities," said DiFalco. "The music is fun and rewarding, but we have no
delusions of getting a big record deal." 

For the most part, DiFalco said, Beadhead's following consists of friends and family
who love their upbeat brand of tropical rock. 

They rehearse every week or so and maintain a large volume of music, from which
they create customized play lists, depending on their audience. 

The band plays often at private parties and corporate affairs, and occasionally goes
public like they did recently at the Hillsboro Tuesday Marketplace. On Aug. 3, they will
play at Bethany Grill. 

And, while they may not rock-and-roll as hard as they once did, Beadhead's band
members of-a-certain age bring their professional skills to their music - they show up
on time, work hard and give their audiences a good product. "We're reliable,
committed and we follow through," said DiFalco, who said many music groups
deservedly get labeled as flaky. 

Each member of Beadhead gets a kick out of melding their professional and their
musical lives when clients or parents of their students recognize them outside of their
usual realms. "People aren't just one dimensional," DiFalco said. "When people see
that we are passionate about our music, that translates into being passionate about
our work." 

For musicians or anyone else who may have put aside his or her dreams, DiFalco
advises taking the risk. "Get out there and enjoy that part of your life," he said. "We all
have unique pieces of us that drive who we are. Celebrate your uniqueness."

Parrotheads, Buffett celebrate the good life at concert       
Wednesday, 25 July 2007
‘License to chill’

There’s something about a Jimmy Buffett concert you just have to experience, even if
you don’t particularly like the music.

A good number of Buffett’s diehard Parrothead fans will tell you they can’t explain it –
you just have to be there. Tuesday’s sellout concert at Verizon Wireless Music Center
began with the traditional tailgating party out in the parking lot before the ticket gates
opened, with blow-up palm trees, hula skirt-clad partiers tossing beanbags at cornhole
targets, grilling – what else?  – cheeseburgers and mixing up margaritas.

Buffett’s crowd is diverse, often spanning generations. It wasn’t unusual to find people
talking about how many grandkids they have, standing next to buff young swains
wearing obviously uncomfortable coconut brassieres while sporting parrot dolls stuck
to the back of their ball caps. “You see it all,” said Kathi Johnson of Carmel. Many
people donned margarita glass-looking antennae on their heads and sipped a red
frozen beverage concoction from tall-necked glasses.  And everybody knows exactly
how many Buffett concerts they’ve attended.  Two of us have come 10 years in a row
and I think this is probably my 15th in a row,” said Susan Alvis of Carmel, who came
with her husband, Bob, and family from Evansville.  Alvises were kicking back before
the concert, lounging in beach chairs in the back of a friend’s pickup truck. The bed
was loaded with enough sand to wiggle their toes in.  "We’re responsible adults all
year long, and this is the one day a year we get to pretend we’re kids again,” Alvis
said. “He lives the life that everybody wants to live.”

 “It’s just a huge beach party,” added Bob Alvis.  Richard Keck of Carmel has been
coming to Buffett concerts since the ’80s. This year he and his wife Mary Ann brought
their children along, intent on introducing the next generation to the Parrothead
culture.

Scott Johnson of New Castle, who works for Heartland Growers in Westfield, wore a
grass skirt and straw sombrero in Parrothead party style. He said it was his ninth year
back at Verizon.  “It’s just the experience,” he said. “It’s a lot of fun, it’s real laid back
and it’s a good way to celebrate the summer.”

Inside the concert venue, scores of beach balls bounced over the heads of the 25,000
spectators packed in the pavilion and lawn. On one ball was written, “My boyfriend
would not come. I need a new boyfriend.” Other balls advertised phone numbers with
invitations to call.
For some fans, it’s not the party but the music that brings them back year after year.

Buffett, barefoot, made his entrance onstage riding a bicycle that sported – what else?
– a hula girl doll wiggling on the back fender. The stage was bedecked with surfboard,
jukebox, and lots of beach camp.  Despite having a good number of years on a large
part of the audience, Buffett moved around the stage with infectious energy. This is a
man who clearly makes his work into play.  When he told the audience it was good to
be back at the home of the Colts, the crowd responded with an ear-deafening roar.

Buffett also introduced his trumpet player, Indianapolis native John Lovell.  “It’s always
good when John comes back to Indiana and shows his mama he has a real job,” he
said.  During the concert, it is expected that Parrotheads sing along with the songs.
Buffett encouraged dancing, especially during “Hula Girl at Heart.”

One lady about 12 rows away from the stage danced to “Brown-Eyed Girl” with a hot
dog sticking half-way out of a pocket on her cargo pants. Really.

On ballads such as “Come Monday,” couples hugged up, men singing to the
sweetheart inside their arms.  Other crowd favorites, including “Fins,” “Cheeseburger
in Paradise,” “It’s Five O’Clock Somewhere” and “Volcano” ignited interaction from the
audience. Buffett himself led the “Salt! Salt! Salt!” cheer during “Margaritaville.”

And during a video of new (!?!) song, “He Went to Paris,” that played on the jumbo
screens during intermission, the band slipped back on stage and surprised the
audience, playing along with the end of the video while seemingly nobody was
looking. The video announced a new Buffett DVD to be released in Spring 2008.

Buffett thanked his fans for his success over the years.  “I made it – didn’t really have
to go to work,” he said, the envy of everyone wearing Hawaiian shirts, leis around their
necks, swimsuits and parrots on their heads.

Jimmy came out before Hot Hot Hot, and said he 
wanted to see everyone before it got dark.  Then he

booming portfolio of non-music moneymakers.
• On the topic of cash, it turns out Buffett isn't related to billionaire Warren Buffett,
according to DNA test results Fortune magazine published a few weeks ago.
• But most importantly, Mr. Margaritaville released a studio album in October stacked
with other people's songs that make his live show stronger.
The album's title, "Take the Weather with You," expands the name of 1991 Crowded
House hit "Weather with You."
Buffett sang the song Tuesday, and members of his Coral Reefer Band applied an
island lilt reminiscent of their long-established treatment of Crosby, Stills & Nash
standard "Southern Cross."

For "Weather," Peter Mayer dialed in a liquid guitar tone, Indianapolis native John
Lovell blew a muted trumpet and Robert Greenidge added accents on steel-pan
drums.
In contrast, Buffett's version of Gillian Welch's "Elvis Presley Blues" delivered a
straight rockabilly backbeat courtesy of bass player Jim Mayer and drummer Roger
Guth.
When singing the rumination on the King of Rock 'n' Roll, the Crown Prince of
Cheeseburgers sold the duality of Presley's holy roller and midnight rambler sides.
"He shook it," Buffett sang in mantra fashion.

The sold-out crowd of 24,000 didn't pay enough attention to these gems. There's
always the possibility at a Buffett show that the audience will party out of sync with
what's happening onstage, and this was one of those nights.

If the 60-year-old tropical-minded musician performed a medley of "Amazing Grace"
and "Can't Touch This," his well-lubricated loyalists still would have rained hundreds
of beach balls from the venue's lawn to its stage. (In the longest-running mystery at
the Noblesville amphitheater, staff members confiscate beach balls at every show
except for Buffett's.)
Nevertheless, the mood of the crowd and the energy level on stage did meet in a
mutually high place during a singalong cover of Van Morrison's "Brown Eyed Girl."

And, true to form, Buffett arrived in Indiana armed with local flavor. He mentioned the
Super Bowl champion Colts more than once; he referenced Bloomington as a haven
of hook-ups during "Fins"; and video footage from Tuesday's parking-lot parties
captured imagery tied to four Hoosier schools: Indiana University, Purdue University,
Ball State University and Wabash College.

Parrotheads go coconuts

Of this we're certain: Jimmy Buffett will pay Cincinnati a summertime visit every year
as long as he can still tour.

Another thing you can count on: All 20,500 tickets, regardless of price, will sell out in
minutes - slightly less than 15 minutes for Thursday's Riverbend concert, which was
priced at $126 in the pavilion, $36 on the lawn, plus service fees up to $7.75.

One other thing: While many of us are dragging into work, thousands of people,
ticket-holders and otherwise, will show up early Thursday to start tailgating in the lots
and grassy stretches along Kellogg Avenue in Anderson Township.

Every Buffett Riverbend show since 1987 has sold out. Before that, Buffett was a
regular at Kings Island's TimberWolf Amphitheater, where he also routinely sold out
(10,000 seats).

Those long-ago TimberWolf concerts hold a special place in the hearts of Buffett fans
because that's where the term "Parrothead" was born. It was 1985, said Pam Inglish,
co-founder of the Cincinnati Parrothead Club, when Buffett band member Timothy B.
Schmit looked out on the tropical frenzy - stuffed parrots, inflatable palm trees, beach
balls, neon green and pink everywhere, aisles full of conga lines - and said "you guys
are all a bunch of parrotheads."

The name stuck, went national and now is the universally accepted name for Buffett
fans. Today, Life introduces you to some of them.

The surrounding tailgate parties for the Riverbend Jimmy Buffett concerts are a
long-standing tradition here. Riverbend doesn't allow parking lot parties, but other lots
around the site do. It's not unusual to see them nearly filled by noon on the day of the
concert.

Most partiers come in groups and set up portable tiki bars, sand courts for volleyball
and limbo contests. One dedicated partygoer, Detroit Dave, has been coming for 15
years with his Phabulous Phinmobile, an RV covered with Buffett paraphernalia. It
generally sets up as party central.

"People really do get there that early to set up their tiki bars and sting lanterns," said
Rich Landers, a Louisville sales rep who comes every year. "We got lucky and scored
lawn tickets this year, but in years when we didn't have them, we'd just come to party,
because it's such a fun group. I love it because it's the only place I know of where I
can spend a whole day in a grass skirt and coconut bra and not have anyone think it's
odd."

Landers isn't kidding. The dress code ranges from outrageous to more outrageous,
with screamingly loud tropical shirts, grass skirts, flip-flops, leis and bizarre hats the
uniform of the day. The soundtrack, meanwhile, is a blend of blaring boom boxes and
the whirring of battery-powered blenders whipping up margaritas.

Jimmy Buffett entertains Southland crowd

With clear skies and a light breeze, Saturday night was all right for a visit from Jimmy
Buffett and the Coral Reefer Band, and the Parrotheads in the sellout crowd at First
Midwest Bank Amphitheatre were more than ready.

Buffett joked at one point that he'd run into some fans earlier in the day drinking
cosmopolitans and "getting kranked up at the lunch hour."  Judging by some of the
folks around us, those fans must have been getting a late start.

Oh well, if there's a lesson to be learned it's that attending a Buffett show without a
drop of alcohol in your system can be trying for the soul. But Buffett and the
dozen-strong Reefer Band showed they can still deliver the tunes to satisfy even the
most sober of fans.

The script for their annual visit to Tinley Park called for a healthy dose of the Buffett
classics, and they complied with "Volcano," "Margaritaville," "One Particular Harbor,"
"Son of a Son of a Sailor," "A Pirate Looks at Forty," "Changes in Latitudes, Changes
in Attitudes," "Cheeseburger in Paradise" and -- of course -- "Fins." Watching the sea
of humanity teeter back and forth making shark fins was, and always will be, worth the
price of admission by itself.

Buffett dedicated "Come Monday" to all the fans who were conceived to the ballad. "A
lot of these songs ... they belong more to you than to me, and it's a pleasure to play
them for you," he said.  Noticeably absent was "Why Don't We Get Drunk," though it
was clear that was an unneeded suggestion this night.

Also per the setlist was the usual dose of covers, many of which have become Buffett
classics in their own right -- "On the Road Again," "Southern Cross," "Brown Eyed
Girl," "Glory Days" and "In My Room" (Beach Boys, not the Bangles) and "Glory
Days." Then of course there was Alan Jackson's "It's Five O'Clock Somewhere,"
though I guess that doesn't totally count as a cover since it's an ode to all things
Buffett.

Not totally expected was the handful of songs off Buffett's most recent disc, 2006's
"Take the Weather With You." It's a fine CD, but personally I would have preferred
more selections from his 2004 chart-topping "License to Chill," which was tapped only
for the title cut. Still, complaining about any of the omissions would be as silly as
complaining that your chateaubriand didn't come with that McDonald's special sauce.

One added bonus Saturday was the presence of slide-guitar virtuoso Sonny Landreth,
who is in town for this Saturday night's Crossroads Festival at Toyota Park in
Bridgeview and decided to complete the Southland outdoor concert circuit by joining
the Coral Reefers for a night. His presence was keenly appreciated on too many
songs to list, but regular guitarist Peter Mayer showed he's got licks of his own. And
wingman Mc MacAnally was his usual steady self, including his lead vocals on "Five
O'Clock Somewhere."

A big part of a Buffett concert is always the atmosphere, from the gaudy outfits of the
fans to the sound of the steel drums and pedal steel guitar to the comely backup
singers to the free-flowing libations. But the bare-footed beach bum and his band of
cohorts Saturday once again showed that if you strip away all the accoutrements you
still have the music. And Saturday, as always, it was like a good tropical drink: cool
and satisfying.

Missteps fail to mar relaxed Buffett concert

Entrance gates opened a half-hour late, leaving thousands of ticket-holders waiting in
lengthy serpentine-shaped lines minutes before the scheduled start. Tailgaters arrived
early and packed parking lots, leading to traffic jams and cars being diverted to
overflow areas, where Tinley Park police threatened to tow vehicles that weren't lined
up just so.

Yet, thanks to the party atmosphere, fans remained tolerant. A delayed beginning
didn't hurt either. After riding onstage on a bicycle, Buffett turned the
concrete-and-steel shed into the world's largest outdoor bar. Backed by a 12-piece
band that included blues-guitar whiz Sonny Landreth, whose bottleneck-slide playing
gave a swampy edge to fruity party favorites such as "License to Chill," Buffett looked
as relaxed as he sounded. A nasal accent and slight Southern twang spiced his
straightforward delivery, which seldom rose above a shout.

And why should it? Anger and negativity never factored into Buffett's original and
cover tunes, a breezy mix of soft rock, country-flecked folk and island music salted
with steel-drum percussion and tropical rhythms. The 60-year-old sailing fanatic
promoted worry-free moods and name-dropped local haunts into songs. With a
lifestyle built around ideal climates ("Weather With You"), getaways ("One Particular
Harbour") and happy hours ("It's Five O'Clock Somewhere"), no wonder Buffett
flashed an ear-to-ear smile throughout the 130-minute performance. 

Jimmy Buffett Charms

Another summer, another effort to explain the wonder of Jimmy Buffett to someone.
Its like trying to describe a mojito to an eskimo.
I've been writing about Buffett since 1982 when he opened for Bonnie Raitt at the
Poplar Creek Music Theatre outside of Chicago. I have a picture of me and Buffett
backstage. We both have big moustaches. It looks like we're preparing to direct an
adult movie.
I was immediately drawn to Buffett's unique blend of country, calypso, reggae and
folk. I love Merle Haggard and some of Buffett's curled vocal inflection reminds me of
the Hag. Merle Haggard meeting Harry Belafonte meeting Steve Goodman.
What's not to like about that?
Call his musical style Gulf & Western or Caribbean Soul, but on Saturday I'll be at
Alpine Valley for what appears to be my 36th Buffett concert since 1981. (I've saved
most of the ticket stubs). I'd catch him while you can. I spoke to Buffett a couple of
months ago before I headed off to the tiny Caribbean island of Anguilla, one of his
recent haunts. "I've been fishing around and looking like places like Anguilla where we
can play," Buffett said. "Its obvious people like to hear us in a smaller location and
take a vacation at the same time......."

".....It started in Hawaii about five years ago when we did a show in a Honolulu park. A
lot of people wrapped their vacation around the show and they didn't have to go 30
miles out of town like most of the places we're playing these days. You don't have that
drive."
In early June Buffett made his performance debut in Paris, France (not Tennessee) at
the 400-seat New Morning Club. He's seriously thinking about a show amongst the tiki
gods on Easter Island in the South Pacific.

I'm trying to cut down to about 20 dates a year," he said. "I'm doing the things I wanted
to do the year I turned 60 in terms of lifestyle and music. As I throttle back I'm thinking
more about teaching and getting involved with baseball, a fun hobby that might come
back on my radar." Buffett has been involved with minor league ball in Key West and
Ft. Myers, Fla.
I spend a lot of time listening to Bob Dylan, Curtis Mayfield, James Brown and John
Prine. I love the new Garbage compilation. But my friends can't figure out what it is
with Buffett. They lose sight of Buffett's musical acumen because of the surreal ritual
of his live show: fins hats that block your view, men in coconut bras and grass skirts
and heavy drinking.
This is mostly a Midwest deal and I don't care for it either. I've seen Buffett at the
MGM Grand in Las Vegas, Bayview Park in Miami and a Super Bowl XX party when
the Bears were in New Orleans. None of that weird stuff went down at those shows

Earlier this year I was at Amoeba Records in San Francisco when I picked up a Lefty
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Mix the ingredients in a small bowl until evenly
combined and set aside for grilling.

Here is the Bahama Breeze BahamaRita recipe to
enjoy at home.

Place lime and orange wedge on the rim to serve.

Frizzell CD. The late Frizzell-a major influence on Haggard--recorded Buffett's ballad
"Railroad Lady."
"Wow, I don't even know how that song got to him," Buffett said. "I think my publisher
at the tiime, Buzz Cason, got it to Lefty. I was such a horrible song plugger. Lefty was
the first one to do one of my songs. Then Waylon (Jennings) did 'He Went To Paris'

Sonny Landreth is on board, although he will miss the Alpine show because of the
Crossroads Blues Festival in Chicago. Bill Payne of Little Feat is a Coral Reefer when
he's not involved with other projects, and I will never get enough of Trinidadian master
steel drummer Robert Greenidge.

Percussionist Ralph McDonald played with Belafonte for 10 years while also writing
the soul classics "Where Is The Love" and "Just The Two of Us" and
keyboardist-bandleader Michael Utley is the mind behind the madness. Utley's
credenitals include a stint with Memphis legend Jim Dickinson and the Dixie Flyers
and he was musical director for the critically acclaimed 'Roy Orbison: Black and White
Night."  And don't take a flyer on guitarist Lyman Corbett "Mac" McAnally, whose
songwriting roots in Nashville run as deep as his 1970s studio work in Muscle Shoals,
Ala..

Buffett, Utley and McAnally still subsribe to the Muscle Shoals style that shaped hits
by Aretha Franklin, the Staple Singers, and even Bob Dylan, who recorded 1979's
"Slow Train Coming" at Muscle Shoals Sound: always frame the passion of the music
around the singer.

Margaritaville on the Way

A tropical breeze blew into Biloxi this week when the City Council approved plans for
Margaritaville Casino.

'Pending permit approvals, groundbreaking on Margaritaville in Biloxi will be in
August,' said Jacqueline Peterson, senior corporate manager of communications for
Harrah's Entertainment.  Harrah's, which owns the Grand Biloxi and Casino Magic, is
building the $700 million resort on the beach in partnership with Pascagoula-born,
world-renowned singer Jimmy Buffett. The resort is targeted to open in 2010.

Councilman George Lawrence still has questions about traffic but made the vote
unanimous to approve an amended master plan and conditional use for the resort.
Margaritaville Casino cleared both the Biloxi Architectural Review Commission and
Planning Commission on July 5.  Lawrence is sure the resort will be popular and he is
concerned traffic will back up on U.S. 90. Harrah's is negotiating with the city to close
Oak Street in exchange for building a boat ramp on Kuhn Street, and Lawrence thinks
the boat trailers will cause even more traffic problems. He also went on record against
the company building any parking garage directly on U.S. 90.

When Margaritaville is built, there will be less casino space in the area than before
Hurricane Katrina, said Jonathan Kiser of Neel-Schaffer in Gulfport, which did traffic
projections. There will be four signals on three westbound lanes and four eastbound
lanes, he said, and multiple entry points into the resort. The parking garage at Grand
Biloxi will be connected to Margaritaville Casino by two pedestrian walkways over U.S.
90.

Buffett is designing Margaritaville Casino around his memories of growing up on the
Coast and said, 'I plan to be pretty active in this.' It's the first time the Margaritaville
theme that Buffett has used to create casual restaurants around the world will be
translated into a casino.

Already the largest casino company in the world, Harrah's
continues to develop its brand abroad. The purchase of London Clubs International
included nine casinos in the U.K. plus three in Egypt and one in South Africa. The
company is also building a casino in Spain and is looking to build in Slovenia.

'We're always looking for opportunities,' said Peterson.
