Hugo Duarte, Emily Hutchison and Greg "Fingers" Taylor recently toured the Key
NorthWest area to see the sights and also  a series of unique shows.  Three of the
four shows were right on the water.  One was on the Willamette River and two were on
the Columbia River.  The other show was an outdoor concert with an opening band at
a sports bar in Sherwood, Oregon. It was a wonderful opportunity to enjoy the talent
and spirit of some really exceptional people!

The first event was on June 22, 2007 at the Portland Rowing Club boathouse.  This
building is on the Willamette River, just south of the Sellwood bridge, at the north end
of a house boat community.  Hugo and Emily arrived first and played several songs
before Greg "Fingers" Taylor arrived right from the airport and did several more songs
before they took a break to celebrate Emily's birthday.  Then they came back and
played until after dark, right on the river, with an appreciative audience that included
boats passing by and stopping once they heard the fine music.

USA Today says that after a concert for
400 earlier this month in Paris - his first
there, Jimmy Buffett says he's looking to 
do more unusual, smaller venues just
like it. "I'm going to be more
adventurous," he said when Lifeline Live 
caught up with him backstage at Nissan
Pavilion in the suburbs of D.C. With the 
usual twinkle in his eye, Buffett, 60,
mentioned he's trying to line up a gig on
Easter Island in the South Pacific near 
the big statues there. In the wake of
Hoot, his last movie which didn't do well 
at the box office, Buffett says he'll stay
out of filmmaking for awhile. "It's done
too much by committee." Instead, look 
for a new Buffett novel come November.
The title: Swine Not, about a pig in 
Manhattan. In the meantime, he'll be
heading to his next "board meeting" - 
surfboard, that is. And don't worry, he
added, he'll still keep his "summer job" -
doing the big barefoot concerts his 
Parrothead fans love. "I'm not retiring."

Miles Hampton announced recently on
his show on Radio Margaritaville that a 
Margaritaville Restaurant is planned to
open in Honolulu Hawaii. It is speculated 
that it will open some time in 2008 or
2009. 
During the show at the Nissan Pavilion
Jimmy Buffett announced another 
special show is being planned in Tahiti
in December 2007. 

The next day it was the first "Paradise and Palmtrees" event at Captain Ron's Sports
Bar and Grill in Sherwood, Oregon.  The opening band was the local group "Trigger
Happy" who played for several hours.  When Hugo, Emily and Fingers started out
Hugo asked Trigger Happy to provide backup and they graciously agreed. Hugo called
out the chord changes and they did a great job keeping up.  Then Hugo went into his
repertoire and kept the crowd mesmerized for several hours until dark.  There were
many varieties of beer, including traditional, Hawaiian and local microbrews available
as well as "Cruzan Confusion" a rum drink poured out of a tall cylinder, plus
cheeseburgers and hot dogs made to order on the grill.  It was a lot of fun and was
also a fund raiser for a former Portland Winterhawk player who has cancer.  Later that
night Hugo,  Emily and Greg graciously played an after concert show at the house of
one of our club members.  What a day!

On Sunday, June 24 they played a double-header at two restaurants floating on the
Columbia River.  The first show was for brunch at the Puffin Cafe, a tropically oriented
restaurant at the marina in Washougal, Washington.  Hugo and Emily opened and
then were joined by Greg.  When the power went out for the whole marina they just
switched to acoustic and kept playing.  It was awesome!

Then the final show was Sunday afternoon at the Island Cafe, floating next to
Tomahawk Island on the Oregon side of the Columbia River. It was an great way to
end a wonderful weekend!   The weather was great and the place looked like an
Oregon version of the Hogs' Breath Saloon, floating on the Columbia River. 

Hugo and Emily went up to Seattle and flew back to North Carolina the next day. 
Greg "Fingers" Taylor flew to California and then played at the Jimmy Buffett show at
the Nissan Pavilion, in Virginia, sitting in on several songs (see setlist below on the
left).

On July 3, The Cheeseburgers play at the Mill Casino  in North Bend, Oregon, 
starting at 7:00 pm, then fireworks begin at 10:00 pm.  More info about the band

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Radio Margaritaville.com took part in the
Internet Radio Silent Protest. They
wanted to point out that  future of radio
on the Internet is in immediate danger.
Royalty rates for webcasters have been 
drastically --  increased by a recent
ruling and are due to go into effect July
15th (retroactive to January 1, 2006!) To 
protest these rates and hopefully
encourage Internet radio listeners to 
take action they urge everyone to
contact their Congressional 
representatives. They think that without
action silence will be all too common on 
the Internet unless something is done.
Margaritaville is coming to Mohegan
Sun, a casino complex in Uncasville,
CT.  They announced a $740-million
expansion plan in November.  At a
ground-breaking ceremony recently
casino officials  disclosed that a
Margaritaville restaurant, replete with tiki
huts and a "cheeseburger in paradise"
menu entree, will be part of the mix, 
along with a previously announced
1,000-room hotel. 
Jimmy Buffett recently won the "Most
Inspiring American" contest put on by 
the Smithsonian.  Here is the winning
entry from Eric Kraske: "Jimmy Buffett is
a unique blend of reality and fantasy. 
The stories and adventures in his songs
have led everyone from doctors to
dental assistants to live the island life –
if only for a few precious hours between
the soccer game and cooking
dinner. Despite a lot of the silliness that
surrounds his world, he inspires me to
seek adventure in my world and to
share that sense of wonder and humor
with my family. Usually dismissed as
cheesy, his song lines most often hold
messages of hope, family and
encouragement – although easily
ignored if the mood is right!  Jimmy's
positive message can sometimes be 
seen in the most difficult situations. My
father passed away a few years ago
after suffering with cancer and during
the last conversation we had together he
told me his bags were packed and he
was ready to get the plane fired up and
head to Margaritaville – the fictional
world of Jimmy's songs and stories. My
dad was ready for his next adventure. I
will never forget that and I will forever
keep that positive outlook for the future.
It is difficult to pick one person that
inspires you; there are people that have
done what most of the world would
consider bigger and better things than
Jimmy Buffett.

From July 4-8 the Waterfront Blues Festival is in full tilt boogie mode.  Here are some
suggestions from Steve Sherburne about how to have a great time, listen to some
fantastic music, help out a fine cause, and party with a purpose!:

"The Gate opens at 11 AM each day.  To help with the site, please get there right
after 11 AM, and on the Fourth get down there earlier and wait in line. The Fourth of
July is the most intense day for establishing a location.  If you plan to join us, and
want to set down some space, GET THERE EARLY on Wednesday.  The way people
have been able to find our site, or re-find it once you’ve been there, is our balloon.
That balloon is almost 3 ft across.  In the past, we’ve worked for consistency in color,
which has been yellow.  We are hoping to again have big yellow balloons, one each
day, tethered to a chair and resting 60 ft in the air.  Now, if you look up and see a
big-balloon, toward the southern end and more up the hill than down,… and its 60 ft in
the air, then that’s probably us.   Over the four years we’ve done this, it’s been the
only one up there.  Now watch, someone else will finally do it this year, and our
balloon will be blue, or red, or whatever.  Well, there is a 50% chance the balloon will
not be yellow, so just figure any big balloon, way up there…. We are at the base of.
Remember, this IS a fund and food-raiser for the Food Bank, so try to bring extra
cash if you won’t be donating food."

Every dog has his day, and now so does
Jimmy Buffett – at least in
Pennsylvania.  House Resolution No.
333, passed yesterday in the
Pennsylvania House of Representatives,
designated June 23, 2007 as “Jimmy
Buffett Day.”  The entertainer will be
performing at the Post-Gazette Pavilion
in Burgettstown that day in a sold-out
concert.  According to the resolution
“Jimmy Buffett is a world-class
entertainer known for his support of
charitable and environmental causes
throughout the region,” “more than 1,500
active Pennsylvania Parrot Heads (as
some of his supports are known) join all
citizens of this Commonwealth in
Welcoming Jimmy Buffett …”  The
resolution also credits Buffett for the
charitable works committed by his fans,
as groups such as the Alzheimer’s
Association, Animal Friends and
Make-A-Wish Foundation have all
benefited from their activities. The
singer/songwriter is known for his
popular breezy songs like
“Margaritaville” and for his chain of
music-themed restaurants in coastal
resort towns.

 The entire Paris concert at the "New
Morning" was filmed with at least 3 
professional video cameras, 2
stationary, and 1 mobile. I spoke to the 
camera man after the show regarding
whether they were going to make a DVD 
of the concert. He said the Paris show
itself was too small, so they are going to 
combine the footage with footage with
the Anquilla show to make a DVD which 
should come out around Christmas time.
Article about Jimmy Buffett’s first show
in Paris: Jimmy Buffett has romanticized
Paris in a number of his songs, and the
singer, a self-described Francophile, has
even owned an apartment in the city.
But he has waited until now to play his
first-ever Paris concert. Buffett and his
band, who have played for crowds of
40,000-plus, will perform Friday for an
intimate crowd of about 400 at the New
Morning jazz club. Jimmy Buffett in Paris
on Thursday. “I’m turning 60, and this
was on my list of things I wanted to do,”
Buffett said about his upcoming concert.
“I still like being a bar singer, and I
wanted to be a French cabaret singer for
one day of my life.”

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Buffett said that he had not played Paris
before because almost no one in France
knew who he was. “I’m like Johnny
Hallyday in reverse,” he said, referring to
the aging French rocker. ‘‘Margaritaville’’
is the song Buffett is best known for,
and he says he does not get tired of
playing it on stage. “It’s not for myself,
it’s for the paying customers,” he said of
the song that propelled him to success
in the music business — and, later, the
restaurant business.  “We are not
looking to become a big act here,” he
said, just before strolling along the
Champs Élysées unnoticed by the
passing crowds. Buffett also said he was
curious to see who will attend. “I want to
see what the crowd looks like, and I
wonder where they will be from.”

Music Review: Buffett knows how to throw a good party

Anyone driving west on Route 22 Saturday night realized one thing: Jimmy Buffett has
some devoted fans. Cars and buses streamed banners like "Buffett or Bust," or "Fins
on the Right."

The right lane had a line of cars four miles long,
waiting to get a parking spot at the
Post-Gazette Pavilion. The rebels got in the left
lane, drove past all the traffic, and cut off the 
rest of the line at the Burgettstown exit. My
driver did the latter.

After we parked, what I saw was not something
I would see everyday. Parrotheads, the
nickname given to Buffett's fans, are what make 
his concerts special. Some went shirtless; some
went shoeless. But in all respects, they were ...
carefree. 

There was a collection of 50-year-old men
running around the parking lot dressed as
Superman, Spiderman and other figures from 
the comic universe. They carried a sign that
said, "Superheroes against Tequila."

The superheroes walked past an RV that the
owner called the "Steelers Tailgating Assault
Vehicle." It was powered by "white trash," and
declared that the owner's ex-wife was in the trunk. The owner sat on top of the RV
with a good-looking blond. 

Once I got in, I heard a guy behind me say, "I love concerts. They're like
mini-vacations."

I went to my seat, which was three rows away from the stage. As my watch struck 8
p.m., Buffett rode a bicycle on stage. He gave a Corona to one of the fans in the front
row. 

Then he greeted the audience and played "On the Road Again," originally done by
Willie Nelson. It was one of many covers Buffett performed during the night, and it was
probably the best one. Willie wouldn't have sung it any better.

He did pretty well on "Brown Eyed Girl," a Van Morrison tune. But Buffett lacks the
raspy quality of Van's voice. He got away with it because the song was meant to be
sung at a party. If anything, that's what this concert was.

Buffett's own songs tend to be the same every time he sings them, so the covers
added a little spice to the concert.

While "Margaritaville" and "Cheeseburger in Paradise" got loud reactions, it was two of
his other songs that stood out. "Bama Breeze" was unique because it's really a
political song about a bar blown away by Hurricane Katrina. It had an entertaining
irony to it. 

"Everybody's On the Phone" stood out as well. It allowed the fans to get out their cell
phones and flash them at the stage. I always thought lighters looked cooler, but it was
neat to see tens of thousands of people hold up their cell phone. Buffett looked out at
his audience like an amiable high school principal who does the annual dunking booth
for students.
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Some other things to remember about MOTM:
1. Registrations are not transferable.
2. We cannot "hold" your registration place; 
payment in full must be included with your
registration.
3. You must be registered to attend all the 
events scheduled at MOTM.

Buffett left the stage around 10:15 p.m. and returned five minutes later to perform
"Southern Cross," a song by Crosby, Stills and Nash, as part of his encore.

This cover wasn't very good. It's a great song when performed as a reflective tune, but
Buffett turned it into a dance song.

Buffett rewarded the fans in his second encore with "In My Room," a song by the
Beach Boys. It fit well with Buffett's schtick because his songs are so often related to
the same things the Beach Boys sang about. Beaches, broads, booze and having a
good time.

After finishing, Buffett rushed to his tour bus, being escorted out by the police.
Thousands of fans were held up while the bus departed. It was a mess getting out,
and there were a few near-accidents between car and pedestrian. My driver didn't
help.

"If you stop for just a second, they'll walk in front of your car," he said. You have to
keep going so they don't block you. It's textbook aggressive driving."

For the most part, the show was a good one -- albeit a little too long. It was roughly
two and a half hours. He could have used an opening act -- although I guess the
Parrotheads wouldn't agree.

Buffett fans find that it's 5 o'clock all day in resort 
Sand, surf perfect setting for Parrotheads to warm up

ATLANTIC CITY — Dina Couture sipped a margarita, sat back in her tropical
sundress and flower lei and listened as Jimmy Buffett music played over the sound
system at Bally's Bikini Beach Bar as the sun shined bright.

A perfect summer day.

But Couture's day was just beginning. And it was going to get a lot better. Like many
people, the Albany, N.Y., resident and her fiance have been waiting for Buffett to
finally make his Atlantic City debut, which he did Saturday night to a sold-out crowd at
Boardwalk Hall. 

“We came all the way here just for Buffett,” said Couture's fiance, Lane Zugalla. “The
atmosphere is great. The beach bars, the ocean … it's perfect. The only sad thing is
that we have to go indoors to see him. It would be great if he was right here on the
beach.”

Business was absolutely booming on the Boardwalk and at the casinos. The beach
bars had lines to get in, reservations for restaurants were nearly impossible and every
bar stool was filled. By 7 p.m., the Boardwalk was so crowded, a view from The Pier at
Caesars made the masses look like ants.

Hawaiian Barbecue Pork Sandwiches With
Pineapple Salsa

Time to make 40 min - 20 min prep

1 (1-1 1/2 lb) pork tenderloins
2 tablespoons canola oil
salt and pepper, to taste
18 ounces hawaiian barbecue sauce (1 bottle)
1 pineapple, peeled, cored, and diced
2 kiwi fruits, peeled ad diced
1 red onion, diced
2  tablespoons cilantro, finely chopped
12 sweet hawaiian rolls

   1. Preheat grill to high.
   2. Brush tenderloin with oil and season with
S & P.
   3. Grill 5-6 minutes per side, brushing
frequently with half of the barbecue sauce.
   4. Remove tenderloin from the grill and glaze
with a thick coat of remaining barbecue sauce.
   5. Cover pork and let rest for 10 minutes.
   6. Slice into 1/2-inch thick medallions. Serve
warm.
   7. For pineapple relish: Combine all the
remaining ingredients in a medium bowl. Toss,
cover, and refrigerate.

   8. To assemble sandwiches: Bring pineapple
relish to room temp before assembling. Slice
open rolls almost all the way and warm on a
low-heat grill or an oven. Place a slice of pork 
in roll. Top pork with a spoonful of relish.

“It's an incredible day,” said Mike Bowman, vice president of food and beverage
operations for Harrah's Entertainment, which brought the concert to Atlantic City.
“(Parrot Heads) are great people, too. I haven't seen a crowd like this in Atlantic City in
years. They are the nicest group of people — so down to Earth. We know we are
going to set a record at our beach bar at Bally's. We have people asking to reserve
tables and cabanas for after the show. We never had that before. I met a lot of people
today who said they were never in Atlantic City before. This is an incredible event for
the region, the town and, of course, us.”

Stephen Prakash, vice president of food and beverage for Caesars Atlantic City,
confirmed all of his casino's restaurants were sold out, adding that he enjoyed the
“party crowd.” And Vince Chiaramonte, vice president of Sonsie, Trinity Irish Pub and
Game On! at The Pier at Caesars, said he experienced far more business than
ordinary.

“It's been a great day,” Chiaramonte said. “Reservations are way up, and our tailgate
parties at Game On! and Trinity were crazy.”

Trump Plaza Beach Bar was the busiest in the city. Its normal capacity of 1,100 wasn't
enough, so they added 300 seats on the beach just for the Buffett bash.

“We set a record of $75,000 in one day last year and have every intention of slamming
that record today,” said Tony Sanza, director of food and beverage at the Plaza, which
offered Buffett's Landshark lager and a Buffett favorite, conch fritters, as specials to
go along with Buffett tribute bands. “We've been packed since we opened at 11:30
a.m. It's a great day.”

It seemed most Buffett fans in Atlantic City saw the legendary singer/songwriter
multiple times in Camden, where the parking lots of the Tweeter Center fill up early
with massive tailgating bashes. 

But as fun as those parties are, the beach bars seemed a much more fitting and
festive place, even though some balked at the hefty drink prices and $10 covers at the
beach bars. True Parrot Heads, however, seem to prefer the parking lots.

“The setting is amazing with the ocean and the beach, but I actually prefer the parking
lots,” said April Campbell, of Hershey, Pa., a member of the Parrot Heads in Amish
Paradise Buffett fan club. “I've seen some incredible things in the parking lots, and the
camaraderie is great. One time, I saw a 2-foot pool set up in the parking lot in the
middle of never-never land.”

Her friend, Lynn Stewart, of Middletown, Pa., agreed: “It is very nice, but it's very cool
to see a full hot tub and a tiki bar with sand in the middle of a parking lot. But this is
way better than Camden. I call that the asphalt jungle.”

Once inside, though, Buffett fans didn't seem to mind anything. Like most concerts at
Boardwalk Hall, the arena was filled with those willing to pay big bucks for tickets that
ranged from $66 to $226. But instead of the dress- and jacket-wearing crowd that
attended shows by Cher, the Eagles, Paul McCartney and others, this crowd was
dressed down for the occasion, most wearing shorts, sandals, sun dresses and loud
Hawaiian-style shirts. 

Eric Shertz, of Elkton, Md., was wearing a foam parrot costume he bought online as
he partied at the Plaza beach bar with his wife and son. 

“A day with Buffett is a day when it doesn't matter what you do in life,” said Shertz,
who has seen Buffett nearly 50 times. “You leave everything behind and come put on
a lei and an obnoxious Hawaiian shirt and drink margaritas and be like everyone else.”

Allen Kantorowitz, of Fort Lee, however, was one of the most festive, wearing a parrot
foam hat, sunglasses with a palm tree and a parrot on each side, a grass skirt, beads
and a Hawaiian shirt.
