Food and Beverage Recipes

Here are the recipes for the "ultimate" burger
and margarita from Tyler Florence on
Jimmy's appearance on the Today show:

"Ultimate" Burger Recipe

e 2 pounds brisket, ground twice

e Kosher salt and freshly ground black
pepper

e 8 hamburger buns, split

e 8 thin slices Swiss cheese

Directions

Preheat an outdoor gas or charcoal
barbecue to medium hot. Fold some paper
towels to make a thick square. Blot a small
amount of oil on the paper towel and
carefully and quickly wipe the hot grates of
the grill to make a non-stick surface.

Season the ground meat in a bow! with salt
and pepper. Give it about three turns in the
bowl with your hands or a big spoon and it's
done. Shape into 8 patties. When the grill is
hot, put the burgers on the grill and cook 7
minutes per side for rare; 8 minutes per side
for medium, adding the cheese during the
final minute or 2 to melt. Remove the
burgers to a plate. Rub the grill with the
folded paper towel again to clean it. Then
toast the buns cut side down for about 1
minute, just to mark them. Serve the
hamburgers in the buns with the
accompaniments below.

Sautéed Mushrooms:

Sauté 1 pound thickly sliced mushrooms in
1/4 cup olive oil with 2 sliced garlic cloves
and 1 tablespoon fresh thyme leaves over
super-high heat until nicely browned, 8 to 10
minutes. Stir in a couple of drops fresh
lemon juice to brighten the flavor.

Caramelized Onions:

Heat 2 tablespoons unsalted butter with 2
tablespoons olive oil in a large pan over
medium heat. Add 2 onions, cut into
1/2-inch-thick slices, sprinkle with salt and
pepper and cook slowly until well
caramelized, 15 to 20 minutes.

Tomatoes with Sea Salt and Chives:

Thickly slice 2 pounds heirloom tomatoes,
drizzle with olive oil, and sprinkle with sea
salt and 1/2 bunch chopped fresh chives.

Bacon with Rosemary:

Lay out 1/2 pound sliced bacon on a baking
sheet, strip leaves from 1 sprig rosemary
and throw them on top with lots of cracked
black pepper and roast at 400° F until the
bacon is crisp, about 10 minutes.

Herbed Horseradish Mayonnaise:

Stir together 1 cup mayonnaise, 1
tablespoon prepared horseradish, 1/4 cup
freshly minced herbs such as parsley, basil,
chives or scallion, 2 tablespoons olive oil, a
little squeeze of lemon juice, and salt and

pepper.
Chile Ketchup:
Stir enough sambal into ketchup to make it

as hot as you like — for starters, try 1
teaspoon sambal to 1/4 cup ketchup.

e Coarse salt

e 1/2 cup freshly squeezed lime juice,
from about 4 limes

1 tablespoon sugar

1/4 cup Grand Marnier

1/4 cup Triple Sec

1 cup Gold tequila

Directions

To salt the margarita glasses, rub the
outside rims of four big glasses with a cut
lime and press them lightly into a plate of
kosher salt, to coat.

Combine the lime juice, sugar, Grand
Marnier, Triple Sec, tequila, and a big
handful of ice in a cocktail shaker (or
blender). Shake the margarita really well, for
a good 20 seconds, and strain into the salt
rimmed glasses filled with ice.

Fiji island eco-project recruits online "tribe"

If you've ever dreamed of living the simple life on a tropical island, a
new online eco-tourism venture could turn that fantasy into reality for
just a few hundred dollars. http://www.tribewanted.com -- a new spin
on the concept of timeshare vacations -- is the brainchild of two
British entrepreneurs who are seeking 5,000 people to join an online
community to oversee the sustainable development of a 200-acre
(81-hectare) Pacific island.

For a fee ranging from $220 to $660, members can join the "tribe" for
one to three years and buy the right to visit the island of Vorovoro in
Fiji for between one and three weeks. The three-year project will be
filmed for a documentary and weekly videos will be available online,
but organizers say a key principle is: "This is not reality TV -- it's real
life."

"Unlike reality television, this isn't about the game," co-founder Ben
Keene said on Tuesday. "There is no winner, there's no voting people
off."

"This is about real people coming together with a real purpose, to
work in partnership with a real tribal community,” he told Reuters in
New York during a recruitment trip. Around 500 people have signed
up so far, ranging in age from 18 to 67. "We've got people from about
18 different countries already, so this idea of creating a United
Nations tribe is really coming together," Keene said.

The ecological aspect is fundamental to the project, which has a
budget of 1 million pounds ($1.9 million).




what was billed as “the biggest parking lot in
the nation.” Five days after the check-point
was erected Key West symbolically seceded
from the U. S., created the Conch Republic,
declared war on the U. S., surrendered
immediately and applied for foreign aid.

Their Conch motto is, “We seceded where
others failed.” The airport terminal has the
name over it. You can also get a Conch
Republic passport or buy stamps and
currency from it. It has taken on a life of its
own. An annual celebration is held each year
on the Conch Republic’s Independence Day,
bringing in tens of thousands of tourists.

'VERY SIMPLE SUSTAINABLE VILLAGE'

"It may not sound like a lot, but we're looking at a very simple
sustainable village, not big concrete structures,” Keene said. "As
much as this is an adventure for everyone involved, we're also trying
to raise awareness about ecological living." Tribe members will
design the infrastructure of the island, from solar power systems to
nonpolluting toilet facilities.

Experts will work with the local tribal chief, Tui Mali, to make key
decisions along with the tribe members who will vote online for what
they want. "At any one time you've got the 4,900 people in the online
community and 100 on the island,” Keene said.

"We went online and we went island hunting, posing as millionaire
businessmen to all these brokers around the world," Keene said,
adding that they considered islands from Central America to the
Philippines before settling on Fiji.

Vorovoro currently has four inhabitants -- Tui Mali and his brother and
their wives, all from the neighboring island of Mali. "It's the head
chief's privilege to live on Vorovoro," Keene said. "He wants to open
up this space to bring money into the community, to support
education and the local fishermen."

http://www.tribewanted.com has a three-year lease, after which it will
revert to the local community. Transportation to Fiji is not included in
the membership fee. When members visit, starting in September,
they can choose to help build facilities, go fishing or just read a book
on the beach. Carpenters and others with useful skills are
encouraged to join, but Keene said anyone with a sense of adventure
was welcome.

"We're looking for people who have ideas for how they'd like to pass
on their skills, whether they're yoga instructors or sports teachers or
maybe artists,"” he said.
