When does the time-honored tradition of gathering in the kitchen to create and share
a meal become an innovative team-building concept?

In Portland, it's most Friday mornings on the 29th floor of the U.S. Bancorp Tower.
That's the headquarters for Springbrook Software, and the place where employees,
management and visiting guests come together in a large cheery kitchen for a
home-style, homemade breakfast.

"It's a way to enjoy ourselves, share a meal and solve problems," says Marily
Rementeria, the managing partner behind the idea and a woman who believes
teamwork and success take more than great employees and clients. It also takes a
kitchen.

Over coffee and a freshly-frosted piece of cake, I learned I may want to change
careers (just kidding):

How did this kitchen idea get started?

It really happened by accident and goes back to the Y2K incident. Our company
develops and supports financial accounting and customer-information systems
software for local governments and special districts, and all of us were working
around the clock. There was no time to go out for a meal, especially breakfast. So
everyone took turns bringing in food and heating things in the microwave. We learned
we liked the sense of camaraderie and didn't want it to end, so when our company
moved here, we had a commercial-grade kitchen built.

How does it actually operate?

It's voluntary. We have a sign-up sheet, and people from the different departments
get together and decide what they want to cook. We provide all the food -- and as you
can see, there are always snacks if someone gets hungry. The team does all the prep
work, sometimes after work or during an afternoon break. Then they come in early on
Friday, and breakfast usually starts around 8.

I gather it's not warmed-up coffee and day-old muffins?

Take a look at our staff cookbook and you'll know what to expect: brown-sugar bacon;
blueberry coffeecake; cinnamon rolls; Dutch babies; Migas; soft-scrambled eggs with
avocado . . . shall I go on?

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Buffett tickets gone in minutes

Local favorite has sold out every show here since 1987

Jimmy Buffett's name is still golden, his streak is intact and his seats are gone.

Tickets for his July 26 concert at Riverbend Music Center - $126 pavilion, $36 lawn,
with service charges up to $7.75 per ticket - went on sale at 10 a.m. Monday and were
gone within 15 minutes, said Rosemarie Moehring, Riverbend's marketing
director.There was a limit of eight tickets per buyer.

It continues Buffett's streak of sold-out Riverbend concerts dating back to 1987, when
he moved his show from Kings Island's Timberwolf Amphitheater and its 10,000
capacity, to Riverbend's 20,500 capacity."There has never been a Buffett show here
that didn't sell out, almost always in 15 minutes or less," Moehring said.

There is no possibility of a second show, Moehring said, though in previous years he
played as many as four nights (also all sold out) here. Buffett's 2006 show sold out in
10 minutes.

This year he's booked July 24 in Indiana and July 28 in Wisconsin, ruling out a July 25
or 27 show, because he almost always takes a day off between shows.

Cincinnati has been considered ground zero for "Parrothead Nation," as Buffett fans
call themselves, since a 1985 sold-out concert at Timberwolf, when band member
Timothy B. Schmidt looked into an audience full of fans in floral shirts and parrot hats
and remarked that they were all a bunch of parrot heads.The name stuck.

But not all Parrotheads are thrilled right now. Pam Inglish, co-founder of the Cincinnati
Parrothead Club, and her husband both went online at 10 a.m. Monday but couldn't
get tickets.

"Honestly, I won't spring for pavilion seats because I think $126 is ridiculous," Inglish
said. "But I tried like heck to get lawn seats. That's where the best party and best
people-watching are anyway.

"So I guess might not be at the show this year," said Inglish. But she'll "definitely be
around for the tailgate parties" in the lots around Riverbend.

Buffett's new beer masquerades as microbrew

For years, Parrotheads' beer of choice was Corona, the Mexican lager that sponsored
Jimmy Buffett's concert tours.

Now, Buffett has a new beer sponsor: LandShark Lager. The beer comes in clear
bottles that are emblazoned with fins and reflect the laid-back vibe of Buffett, the
entrepreneur and singer who lives in Palm Beach.

Despite being compared to tap water and called a 'lawn mower beer' by beer critics, it
has been selling well at Park Avenue BBQ restaurants. For now the beer is being
distributed in Florida only.

At first glance, LandShark looks like a microbrew that's produced by Buffett himself.
After all, the name alludes to the Buffett song Fins, the product is displayed
prominently on Buffett's Web site and the bottle says the lager is made by
Margaritaville Brewing Co. of Jacksonville.
But LandShark is brewed by Anheuser-Busch Cos. of St. Louis, although the nation's
largest brewer seeks a stealth role. An Anheuser-Busch spokeswoman declined to
comment on the product, except to confirm that it's made by the maker of Budweiser
and Bud Light.
LandShark isn't the first beer to hide a big brewer's involvement. Anheuser-Busch's
Wild Hop Lager and Stone Mill Pale Ale, both organic brews, are marketed as the
product of Green Valley Brewing Co.And Blue Moon, a purported craft beer, in fact is
brewed by Molson Coors Brewing Co.

LandShark is available in Margaritaville restaurants and will be sold at Buffett
concerts. For now, the beer is being distributed to stores and restaurants only in
Florida. A six-pack of LandShark cost $8.09 at Winn-Dixie last week.  Dean Lavallee,
owner of the 10 Park Avenue BBQ and Grille restaurants in Palm Beach and Martin
counties, said LandShark has been selling briskly at his restaurants."It seems to go
well with barbecue," Lavallee said.

And while a waiter at his Lake Worth restaurant last month told diners LandShark was
made by Jimmy Buffett, Lavallee doesn't fault Anheuser-Busch for hiding its role.

"I see it as smart marketing for them," Lavallee said. "There's kind of a reverse
snobbism that says if a big company makes it, it can't be good. If it was called
Budweiser LandShark Lager, it probably wouldn't be selling as well."

Reviews of LandShark have been less than glowing.  Writing on the United Nations of
Beer Web site, reviewer Rob Zerr gave LandShark "a solid two fins down." "The
actual taste is clean enough, but so is tap water," he wrote.

Tallahassee.com beer columnist Doug Blackburn likewise was unimpressed.
"LandShark Lager lacks taste and flavor," he wrote. "At best, it qualifies as a lawn
mower beer, a post-workout thirst quencher.

Ingredients

1 poblano chile
Vegetable oil for frying
Six 6-inch corn tortillas, cut into 1/2-inch-wide
strips
1 medium onion, coarsely chopped
One 4-ounce can chopped green chiles, drained
1 medium tomato, seeded and chopped
1/2 pound chorizo sausage, cooked (optional)
6 eggs
1 tablespoon water
1/2 cup cojita cheese, crumbled

Instructions: 

Warm tortillas, pinto beans, salsa and hot sauce 
(accompaniments) Adjust oven rack close to the broiler
and turn on broiler. Place the chile on the oven rack and
broil until the skin is blackened on all sides, turning as
needed. Transfer chile to a paper bag, close the top and

Add about 1/4 inch of vegetable oil to a heavy skillet and
place over medium heat. When the oil is hot, add the
tortilla strips and fry until somewhat stiff but not hard.
Drain the fried tortillas on paper towels. Remove all but 2
tablespoons of the oil from the skillet (excess can be 
saved and reused for frying). Add the onion to the skillet
and saute over medium heat until translucent. Add the
canned chiles, tomato and cooked chorizo, if desired,
and saute for 3 to 5 minutes more, or until heated 
through.

Meanwhile, take the poblano chile from the paper bag
and peel off the charred skin (do not rinse). Split the
chile and remove the stem and seeds; coarsely chop
chile and add to the skillet.

In a bowl, lightly beat together the eggs and water. Pour
the egg mixture into the skillet and cook, stirring often,
until the eggs are set and no longer runny. Sprinkle with
the cheese, stirring until combined. Serve immediately
with warm tortillas, pinto beans, salsa and hot sauce.

Makes 4 to 6 servings 

Great Morning Buttermilk Scones

Ingredients

2 1/2 cups all-purpose flour
1/3 cup granulated sugar
2 1/2 teaspoons baking powder
1/2 teaspoon baking soda
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/2 cup cold unsalted butter
1 cup cold buttermilk
Milk for brushing
Powdered sugar (optional)

Instructions

Preheat oven to 400 degrees.

In a large bowl, whisk together the flour, sugar, baking
powder, baking soda and salt until well-blended. Using
the large holes of a flat grater, shred the cold butter into
the flour mixture. Gently work the mixture with clean 
hands until it resembles coarse crumbs.

Make a well in the center of the flour-butter mixture and
add the buttermilk all at once. Stir the mixture until the
dough pulls away from the sides of the bowl. Using
lightly floured hands, gather the dough into a soft ball 
and turn it onto a lightly floured work surface. (Try to
gather any loose bits, but don't worry if some dry
particles remain.) Gently knead the dough, about 6 to 8
turns. Divide dough into 4 equal portions and pat each 
one into a 3/4-inch-thick circle. Cut each circle into 4
wedges.

Transfer the wedges to a baking sheet and brush with
milk.

Bake in the center of the oven until golden brown and a
toothpick inserted in the middle of a scone comes out
clean, 10 to 12 minutes. Serve warm, split and spread
with warm strawberry jam. The scones are best eaten 
within several hours of baking. Topping variation: For a

'Bar' brawl! Key West 

Singer sues over country hit

A Key West singer claims that country megastar Toby Keith's
hit 'I Love This Bar' was based on his song.

KEY WEST - Folk singer Michael McCloud was strumming his 
guitar at Sloppy Joe's bar when he noticed his eclectic audience of spring breakers,
tattooed bikers and lesbians in town for the Women in Paradise festival.

''Just about the moment I realized the strange soup of humanity was happening right
before my eyes, a tour bus pulled up from Fort Lauderdale,'' McCloud recalled of that
March day in 1988. ``A bunch of geriatrics with walkers came in with their drink
tickets.''

Inspiration.

McCloud went into the men's bathroom and wrote Tourist Town Bar.

The song was written for his own amusement. But now, nearly two decades later, the
60ish, chain-smoking performer is hoping the humorous ditty will provide for a nice
retirement.

McCloud, who still sings for tips, is suing country superstar Toby Keith for copyright
infringement, claiming striking similarities between his song and Keith's 2003 tune I
Love This Bar.

Keith's version became a No. 1 hit on country charts and lasted 20 weeks on the Hot
100 Airplay charts. It also was the first song on Keith's album, Shock'n Y'All, which
rose to No. 1 on the country charts and sold 2.3 million copies in its first year.

Calls to Keith's record company were answered by a secretary who said the company
would have no comment and referred calls to New York attorney Stuart Prager, who
did not return a reporter's calls.

McCloud's Tampa-based attorney, Amy Quezon of the national firm Wilkes &
McHugh, said the primary issue is not the music, but the similarity of the lyrics.

McCloud's song begins: We get bimbos and bozos and bikers and boozers/Daytime
drunks and three-time losers/We get a room full of rednecks and fancy dressed
fellas/And busloads of bluehairs and dirtbags and sailors.''

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shiny, sweet topping, remove baked scones from oven
and sift powdered sugar heavily over the tops.

Quezon said what makes the case ''a slam dunk'' to her is that Keith recorded the
song in Key West, in Jimmy Buffett's Shrimp Boat Sound Studio, a stone's throw from
the open-air Schooner Wharf Bar, where McCloud has played regularly for the past
12 years. McCloud said Keith visited the Schooner Wharf Bar several times when he
was playing.

''Yeah, Toby Keith was here,'' Schooner Wharf bartender Angus Cameron said.
``Came in several times with his big old security dude that weighed like 400 pounds.''

Cameron confirmed that Keith ate lunch at the bar several times during McCloud's
afternoon gigs.

DIFFICULT TO PROVE

Miami-based entertainment attorney David Bercuson, who has 20 years experience in
music copyright law and is not involved in the case, listened to both songs and
compared the lyrics at The Miami Herald's request.

His opinion: McCloud's lawsuit faces tough going.

''The theme of the songs are comparable, the manner in which the theme is delivered
are comparable, but every love song is sort of the same, too,'' Bercuson said. ``You
can't protect an idea.''

''The notes aren't the same. The words aren't the same. It sounds like this guy [Keith]
heard something, liked the idea and ran with it, giving it his own twist,'' he said.

The suit was filed in federal court in Miami against Keith, his cowriter Scotty Emerick,
his recording and distribution companies and Keith's own company, Tokeco Tunes.

McCloud says if Keith had asked, he would have sold him the song for $500.

``I really would have. Because the song was written on the toilet and it took me five
minutes. Granted, the song has grown since then.''

THE COPYRIGHT

McCloud copyrighted Tourist Town Bar in 1996 at the insistence of his wife. She told
him someone on Duval Street was taking credit for his songs and he needed to
protect himself. The song is on one of his four self-promoted CDs.

On his website, Keith writes about how he came up with I Love This Bar. ``I was
sitting on the bus with [cowriter Scotty Emerick] one night after a show, and we had a
little groove going on. We were just talking about all the characters you see in a bar
and just started writing it. It didn't take very long. It just felt like a real good redneck
sing-along song.''

Bercuson said copyright-infringement cases involving songs are common -- and
usually costly. But he said the government has made it easier for little-known
songwriters to battle big artists on major labels because attorneys' fees can be
included as damages. McCloud's attorneys are working on a contingency basis.

McCloud said he first heard about I Love this Bar from e-mails to his website. Some of
his fans, he said, were outraged that Keith had taken his song. He said he went out
and bought Keith's CD.

At first he didn't plan to do anything about it. But when Quezon, who has been a fan of
McCloud's for several years, approached him between sets at the Schooner Wharf,
McCloud said he realized he wanted to make a stand.

''Even though that song is basically a piece of tripe, I nailed it,'' he said. ``And it also is
a matter of principle. I think Keith felt that old gray-haired drunk wasn't going to do
anything about it.''

Keith has capitalized on the song's title by opening two drinking establishments called
''I Love This Bar & Grill,'' one in his home state of Oklahoma and the other at Harrah's
in Las Vegas.

And he has been quick to protect his property: He sued a small bar in North Carolina
in 2005 for calling itself ''I Love This Bar,'' a name he had trademarked.

The owners didn't put up a fight, changing their name to ``I Like This Bar.''
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Blackbeard's ship to be fully excavated

A shipwreck off the North Carolina coast believed to be 
that of notorious pirate Blackbeard could be fully
excavated in three years, officials working on the project
said.

"That's really our target," Steve Claggett, the state 
archaeologist, said Friday while discussing 10 years of
research that has been conducted since the shipwreck
was found just off Atlantic Beach.

The ship ran aground in 1718, and some researchers 
believe it was a French slave ship Blackbeard captured
in 1717 and renamed Queen Anne's Revenge.

Several officials said historical data and coral-covered 
artifacts recovered from the site including 25 cannons,
which experts said was an uncommonly large number to
find on a ship in the region in the early 18th century
remove any doubt the wreckage belonged to 
Blackbeard.

Three university professors, including two from East 
Carolina University, have challenged the findings. But
officials working on the excavation said Friday that the
more they find, the stronger their case
becomes."Historians have really looked at it thoroughly 
and don't feel that
there's any possibility anything else is in there that was 
not recorded," said Mark Wilde-Ramsing, director of the
Queen Anne's Revenge Project. "And the artifacts
continue to support it."Wilde-Ramsing said a coin weight
recovered last fall bearing a likeness of Britain's Queen
Anne and a King George cup, both dated before the
shipwreck, further bolster their position.

So far, about 15 percent of the shipwreck has been 
recovered including jewelry, dishes and thousands of
other artifacts. The items are being preserved and
studied at a lab at East Carolina University, and
eventually more will become available for the public to 
view, Claggett said.Nearly 2 million people have viewed
shipwreck artifacts since 1998, including at a permanent
exhibit at the North Carolina Maritime Museum in
Beaufort and at a maritime museum in Paris, project 
officials said.Researchers shared some of their findings

Alan Jackson, George Strait and Jimmy Buffett's May 29, 2004, concert bash at
Dallas' Texas Stadium is the source for a 15-track live album due April 3 via MCA
Nashville. The aptly named "Live at Texas Stadium" features each man performing
five tracks, both on his own and in collaboration with the other two artists.

Strait offers up his hit "All My Ex's Live in Texas" with Buffett and "Murder on Music
Row" with Jackson, while Buffett performs "Hey Good Lookin'" with Strait and
"Margaritaville" with Jackson.

Also featured is Buffett and Jackson's Hot Country Songs chart-topper "It's Five
O'Clock Somewhere" and Jackson's "Designated Drinker" with a guest turn from
Strait.

All three artists are keeping a low profile on the road in the coming months. Buffett
has just one show on his schedule (March 27 at Dune Preserve on the Caribbean
island of Aguilla). Jackson has four on tap and Strait has nine; both artists will perform
in early May at the inaugural Stagecoach festival in Indio, Calif.

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Friday at the North Carolina Museum of History. They
said studying the artifacts will provide insight into the
era's naval technology, slave trade and pirate life.

Blackbeard, whose real name was widely believed to be 
Edward Teach or Edward Thatch, settled in Bath and
received a governor's pardon. Some experts believe he
grew bored with land life and returned to piracy.
He was killed by volunteers from the Royal Navy in 
November 1718 five months after the ship thought to be
Queen Anne's Revenge sank.
