"It's good to be Jimmy Buffett. He sells millions of albums and concert tickets. His fans adore him as the embodiment of their dream lifestyle. He writes
bestsellers and flies his own airplane. He can wear a bright yellow Bob Marley T-shirt and aquamarine shorts to work, as he did Saturday at the Acura
Stage. And he can call in favors from a higher power when necessary. Forecasters had predicted that vicious thunderstorms would pummel New Orleans
on Saturday. That morning, Buffett said, he consulted with two nuns. They assured him the sun would come out in time for his set. It did. Clouds parted
and the sun beamed on the ultimate beach bar band. Buffett made an extra effort to reaffirm his ties to his native Gulf Coast and the city where he
launched his career. He opened with "City of New Orleans." He sang about gumbo and crawfish pie, and tossed a line about FEMA trailers into "Son of a
Son of a Sailor."

Buffett br ings Tinseltown to Margar itaville for  " Hoot"

A tropical breeze sweeps through a hotel suite overlooking a broad sandy beach filled with spring breakers. Somewhere below, a live band is playing a
jangly version of  "Margaritaville." Moments later, a middle-aged man, suntanned and smiling, enters the suite and introduces himself. "Hello, I`m
Jimmy Buffett," he says before kicking off his flip-flops and settling crossed-legged into a chair.

The iconic party captain is slightly gray but obviously fit for a man approaching 60. He has just arrived from Indiana where he saw his beloved Florida
Gators trounce George Mason University in college basketball`s Final Four.

Buffett is here to promote his new family-friendly movie, "Hoot," most of which was shot in Fort Lauderdale last summer. Buffett recorded five songs
for the "Hoot" soundtrack, including a version of the classic hit "Barefootin`" with Alan Jackson. He also co-produced the film, based on Carl Hiaasen`s
best seller. 

Despite his casual, laid-back appearance, Buffett is a remarkably busy entrepreneur juggling a variety of business interests as well as raising a family. (He
says hè ll be taking his 12-year-old son, Cameron, and 14-year-old daughter, Delaney, to the film`s premiere.) With "Hoot," he adds moviemaking to his
growing list of enterprises. "I love to go to movies and be entertained," he says.

"Hoot" revolves around a Montana boy (Logan Lerman) who moves to Florida and unearths a disturbing threat to a local population of endangered owls.
So he and his school chums (Brie Larson and Cody Linley) start a grassroots campaign to save the burrowing owls̀  nesting grounds from being destroyed
to make way for a pancake house. 

Buffett, who has made a few cameo appearances in films, including "Repo Man" and "Congo," has a small part in "Hoot" as a middle school science
teacher. "When they showed me my wardrobe _ a Hawaiian shirt and shorts - I was worried that it would look too much like Jimmy Buffett playing a
teacher," he says, "but it wasn`t. In Florida, that`s what a marine science teacher looks like."

Are teachers taking their fashion cues from Jimmy Buffett?  "Maybe so," he says modestly.

A long-time environmentalist, Buffett embraced "Hoot`s" eco-friendly theme. But he also liked the way it told a story. As a parent who has been dragged
to his share of dumbed-down kids movies, he appreciated "Hoot`s" tongue-in-cheek humor.

He had approached Hiaasen, a fellow Floridian, about optioning one of his books nearly 20 years ago. Though it didn`t work out, the two became friends
and stayed in touch over the years. 

Many members of the Hollywood community count themselves among Buffett`s fans, the most dedicated of which have come to be known as
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"Parrotheads." Luke Wilson, who plays a likable but inept small-town cop in "Hoot," says he joined the cast because Buffett and Hiaasen were involved.
Robert Wagner, also a friend of Buffett`s, plays the mayor in the film.

Buffett found producing irresistible. "Everybody thinks they`ve got a book in them and everybody thinks they have a movie in them," he explains.
"Getting them out is the hard part. I was able to get a few books out and do music. Therè s a part of me, my creative sense, that says, `I`d like to do that.`
I wanted to go through it to see if I could pull it off."

Buffett figured producing a movie would be like running a band or making an album. But it proved to be more challenging than he anticipated. "I`m used
to running a pretty benevolent dictatorship," he says with a chuckle. "Things get done real quick and efficiently. I`m kind of scattered but I have a lot of
people around me that get stuff done. The movie business is not like that, so it was a lesson in patience."

Asked if he would consider producing again, he thinks for a minute then responds, "probably."

Buffett`s daughter Delaney introduced him to "Hoot" a few years ago. "After she read it she was all into these characters," he recalls. "Then I started
reading the book and thought it could be turned into something that parents could take their kids to see at the movies."

Buffett set out to buy the movie rights and was surprised to find them available. (Hiaasen`s only other book to be adapted into a film, "Strip Tease," was
a box-office disappointment. The experience nearly soured the author on Hollywood.)

Buffett convinced comedy writer/actor and former Floridian Wil Shriner to take a crack at adapting "Hoot" for the screen. Shriner, who had directed
episodes of "Frasier" and other TV shows, wanted to direct the film as well. With a script in hand and Hiaasen`s blessing, Buffett then approached his old
friend, Hollywood producer Frank Marshall.

Learning to navigate through the studio bureaucracy was an "adjustment," Buffett says, especially when he was second-guessed on his music selections.
More often than not, though, he prevailed. 

"I had to fight for `Barefootin,``" he reveals. "They said it sounded too jazzy, but it was so perfect for the scene."

"On some levels I liked the collaboration," he continues. "On others, it drove me crazy. Once you get through it, though, it`s kind of like a space shot."

"Hoot" was a family affair. Buffett`s 26-year-old daughter, Savannah, served as the film`s music supervisor, and members of his Coral Reefer band are
featured on the moviè s score. 

Buffett credits Shriner with helping his acting. "I`m not going to be playing Hannibal Lecter anytime soon," he says. "A biology teacher, a deckhand and
those kinds of roles, I can do those."

Aside from his main job as a singer-songwriter, Buffett is a restaurateur, author, clothing designer and environmentalist when hè s not enjoying pastimes
like surfing, sailing or piloting one of his planes.

Though hè ll turn 60 this Christmas, Buffett shows no sign of slowing down. The past few months hè s been busy writing and recording songs in his Key
West studio for a new album titled "Party at the End of the World." That`s also the title of his new tour.
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He has pushed up his touring dates this year so he can be with his kids. "They`re going off to boarding school next fall so I want to spend a lot of time
with them this summer," he says.

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Sipping away in Margar itaville

While the traditional margarita is quite satisfying, there's always room to explore different versions of this festive drink.

Just in time for Cinco de Mayo, here are 101 reasons to break out the blender and a shaker of salt 
May 13 marks the 200th anniversary of the cocktail, but why not jump-start the celebration on May 5 by toasting the 144th anniversary of Gen. Ignacio
Zaragoza's victory over the French in Puebla, Mexico? Cinco de Mayo calls for just one libation: the margarita. 

The origins of this frozen favorite are disputed, according to Kim Haasarud in her new mixology handbook, 101 Margaritas (John Wiley & Sons, $16).
Some say it was created by a woman named Margarita Sames; others believe it honors a descendant of Ponce de León named Margarete. 

Regardless of provenance, the tasty tequila drink leaves plenty of room for personal expression. Purists favor top-shelf tequila, orange liqueur and lime
juice - fresh-squeezed, please. My favorite is just that, plus a bit of simple syrup, shaken and served straight up with salt. But as satisfying as a traditional
margarita is, it's also fun to expand your repertoire with a few novelty versions. 

So break out the blender and raise a glass to Gen. Zaragoza with one of these refreshers from 101 Margaritas.

PINEAPPLE MARGARITA

2 ounces pineapple juice 
1 1/2 ounces tequila 
1 ounce Cointreau 
1/2 cup crushed pineapple 
Splash lemon juice 
Splash simple syrup (recipe below) 
Pineapple chunks, for  garnish

Combine ingredients in a blender with 1/2 cup ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a glass. Garnish with pineapple chunks.

KIWI MARGARITA

2 ounces tequila 
2 ounces pineapple juice 
1 ounce tr iple sec 
1/2 ounce lime juice 
1/2 ounce simple syrup 
1 kiwi fruit, peeled and quar tered 
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Coarse sugar, for  garnish 
Kiwi slice, for  garnish

Combine ingredients in a blender with 1/2 cup ice and blend until smooth. I f desired, rub r im of a glass with lime juice and dip in coarse sugar.
Pour margar ita in glass and garnish with kiwi slice.

POMEGRANATE MARGARITA

2 ounces tequila 
2 ounces pomegranate juice 
1 ounce tr iple sec 
1/2 ounce lime juice 
1/2 ounce simple syrup

Combine ingredients in a cocktail shaker  filled with 3/4 cup ice and shake vigorously. Pour into a glass.

SIMPLE SYRUP

1/2 cup white sugar 
1/2 cup hot water

In a small bowl, combine the sugar and hot water  and stir  until completely dissolved. Let cool completely before using.
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Key West Rita

1½ oz. tequila
1 oz. melon liqueur
1 oz. piña colada mix
½ oz. Nellie & Joe’s Key West Lime Juice
½ oz. orange juice
1 dash grenadine

Mix all in blender with ½ cup of crushed ice. Blend at slow speed until smooth and pour into a hurricane glass.
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Mango Key L ime Rita

2 oz. tequila
1 oz. Cointreau
¼ fresh mango, peeled and chopped
½ cup fresh orange juice
1 tablespoon Nellie & Joe’s Key West Lime Juice
1 cup crushed ice
2 slices key lime

Combine tequila, Cointreau, mango, orange juice, Nellie & Joe’s Key West Lime Juice and ice in blender and blend until slushy. Serve in margarita
glasses and garnish with lime slices.

1 tablespoon sour cream

In a large mixing bowl, combine the flour, baking powder, sugar, and salt. In a separate bowl, combine the eggs, milk, vinegar, beer, and sour cream.

Yo, ho, ho, and a desser t full of rum ...

Pirate clichés are fun.

We all love the "arrrrgh" growl, the skull and crossbones flag; and kids of all ages get a kick out of swaggering around in hokey pirate garb, complete
with eye-patches. When they were actually around, though, the pirates who plundered our waters by boarding merchant vessels were anything but
endearing. They were the terrorists of their day, and the reason the US government dispatched Commodore David Porter to the Florida Keys with his
"mosquito" fleet. Porter never succeeded in wiping them out completely, but he did force them to retreat to the Caribbean where they were a little less
disruptive of U.S. trade routes.

Time may have dimmed the serious nature of their nefarious deeds, but the legends live on, and our fascination with them is as much due to historical
interest as it is to the fun we have with their trappings. Nobody is more interested in those trappings than Pat Croce, formerly part-owner of the
Philadelphia 76ers basketball team. A relative newcomer to Key West, Croce made an impact on his Front Street neighborhood last January when he
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opened his audio-animatronic Pirate Soul Museum, with its 500 authentic buccaneer artifacts.

This year, he has extended his pirate empire to include a 200-seat restaurant with rooftop deck. Designed to look like a 17th century tavern, the new
eatery features weathered wood accents, authentic artifacts and antique maps. Window treatments are like the sails and masts of a Bermuda sloop. The
pirate theme is everywhere. Even the tables and chairs reflect the heavy pub-style furniture found in the pre-1690 pirate haven of Port Royal, Jamaica. "I
wanted a restaurant that would look cool," said Croce recently. "We were looking for an old historic tavern look, but with an airy, breezy contemporary
Key West feel to it." Being a restaurateur is a new experience for Croce, who has been involved in numerous other business ventures. To get it right, he
teamed up with Dave Magrogan, owner of the upscale chain, Kildare's Authentic Irish pubs, to run the operation.

Rum featured prominently in booty Caribbean pirates made off with from ships wending their way through the infamous trade triangle, and it soon
became the drink of choice for notorious bandits of the seas. In keeping with this, the Rum Barrel offers 100 kinds of rum in addition to its regular bar
offerings. They even offer selections of rum tastings: four short shots served on a wooden board. "We have the largest selection of rums in the whole
world," boasted Croce. They also serve "grog", a drink popular on early naval and pirate ships. Some of the rum even makes its way into the food, like
the luscious Cinnamon Bun Bread Pudding with rum sauce below. The other recipes are two more of Pat Croce's favorites, with ingredients measured in
party quantities. The restaurant is located at 528 Front St., and is open for both lunch and dinner.

Capn' Kidd's Crock

A creamy dip, served hot with Cuban crackers.

4 ounces backfin crabmeat 
4 ounces pound lump crabmeat 
4 ounces pound rock shrimp, peeled and de-veined 
1/8 bag spinach (about 1 cup) 
1 cups mayonnaise 
1/2 ounce Worcestershire sauce 
1/2 Tablespoon garlic powder 
1/4 ounce balsamic vinegar 
1/2 ounce lemon juice 
1/2 tablespoon Tabasco 
Salt and pepper to taste 
Grated white cheddar cheese

Heat oven to 375 degrees. Mix all the ingredients except the cheese until well integrated Spread out in a pan and place in the oven for about 7 minutes or
till bubbly. Sprinkle with the cheese while still very hot, and serve.

Pirate-Style Salmagundi Stew

Pirates used to throw whatever they could loot, fish or had on hand into a hearty stew called Salmagundi. This is the Rum Barrel's version — enough to
feed an entire pirate ship.
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2 1/2 pounds ground beef 
2 1/2 pounds ground pork 
1/2 large can diced tomatoes 
2 white onions, diced small 
1 carrot diced small 
3 stalks of celery, diced small 
1 ounce chopped garlic 
2 cups frozen corn 
1/4 cup beef stock seasoning 
1 Tablespoon jerk seasoning 
1/2 Tablespoon cinnamon 
1 tablespoon Cajun seasoning 
1 Tablespoon Tabasco 
Salt and pepper to taste

Sauté the beef and pork in a little oil. In a separate pan, sauté the onions, and garlic. When meat is brown, add the vegetables and the rest of the
ingredients. Add cupful of water and simmer about an hour. Adjust seasonings to suit taste. Reduce liquid and serve hot over rice.

Cinnamon Bun Bread Pudding

8 eggs 
2 teaspoons pure vanilla 
1 cups heavy cream 
1/2 cup sugar 
9-inch square pan of sticky buns 
2 ounces cubed sweet butter

Melt the butter. Beat it into the eggs with the vanilla, sugar, and cream. Cut the sticky buns into cubes and soak in liquid for a few minutes. Heat oven to
325 degrees. Bake for 20-30 minutes or until set. Serve with Rum Barrel Rum Sauce (recipe below).

Rum Barrel Rum Sauce

1 quart heavy cream 
1 cup sugar 
2 eggs 
2 teaspoons vanilla extract 
2 ounces dark rum Bring cream, vanilla and rum to a boil. Whisk eggs and sugar together and gradually add the hot liquid to the sugar/egg mixture.
Return integrated measure to heat, whisking until it almost boils. Strain if necessary. Pour over bread pudding.
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Conch Fritters

1 pound conch 
4 ounces onion 
1 garlic clove 
3 ounces celery 
4 ounces green pepper 
6 ounces ripe tomato 
2½ cups flour 
4 teaspoons baking powder 
½ teaspoon salt and pepper, or to taste 
½ teaspoon thyme 
1 cup Nellie & Joe’s Key West Lime Juice
2 ounces tomato past

Grind conch using a food processor. Finely dice onion, garlic, celery, green pepper and tomato. In a large mixing bowl combine the above with flour, baking
powder, salt, pepper and thyme. Add Nellie & Joe’s Key West Lime Juice, a little at a time, until mixture is slightly stiff. Blend in tomato paste, mixing well.
Heat one quart of oil until hot. Drop batter by teaspoonfuls into hot oil and cook until fritters are lightly browned. Drain well.
