e The album features Mark Knopfler and the band Gomez, with Buffett covering
a Mark Knopfler song called "Whoop De Do".

e Michael Garrett wrote the song "Reggabilly Hill* that is on this album.

e Jimmy Buffett and Matt Betton co-wrote the song "Breathe In, Breathe Out,
Move On". The song takes a look at the destruction and devastation of New
Orleans and the Gulf Coast caused by Hurricane Katrina. Matt also co-wrote
the song "Here We Are" with Jimmy. The song is a homage to Parrotheads,
and will also appear on the new album as a video. Other songs recorded by
Jimmy Buffett that were written or co-written by Matt Betton include:
"Apocalypso", "Everlasting Moon", "If It All Falls Down", "School Boy Heart",
"Someday | Will*, "Take It Back", "You'll Never Work In Dis Bidness Again",
and "Merry Christmas, Alabama". Matt has now contributed (either written or
co-written) to 10 different Buffett songs.

years with his picaresque adventures of sailing, drinking and general joie de vivre.
Although Buffett hit his commercial peak in the late seventies, his effect on the
collective psyche of the fun-loving, beachcombing set who find portions of Herman
Wouk's Don't Stop The Carnival to be inspired career advice has endured to the
point where Parrotheads exist in nearly every corner of the world. Buffett rarely
leaves his devoted followers wanting: for the last couple decades, Buffett has taken
his Coral Reefer Band on regular tours of the country's amphitheaters. He's
released a steady stream of new material but his appeal remains in the party scene
that has developed around his concerts; though immensely popular, it's been years
since Buffett was relevant. In light of the fact that Buffett hasn't had anything
remotely close to a hit song or album in years, his decision to play New York City's
Madison Square Garden seemed questionable. Once the show sold out in a matter
of hours, it qualified as a stroke of genius.

Many city dwellers find release and respite in Buffett's music and lifestyle, he sings
of a way of life unsupportable in any asphalt jungle. As the embodiment of a Life Of
Riley, it really shouldn't be surprising that Buffett's captured the imagination of
concert goers both young and old. As evidenced by the many parents who brought
their children to the show, Buffett's music transcends generations and has become
something parents can share with their offspring. Buffett took notice of the varying
ages amidst the crowd, playfully changing "Why Don't We Get Drunk And Screw," to
"Why Don't We Drink Milk And Moo" so that parents wouldn't have to answer any
embarrassing questions later. Playing barefoot, wearing a decidedly
non-Metropolitan T-shirt and Bermudas, Key West's favorite son turned a rainy New
York evening into a beach party. In between classics like "Changes In Latitudes,
Changes In Attitudes" and "One Particular Harbour," Buffett worked in songs off his
upcoming Take The Weather With You as well as some well-chosen covers.
Without leaving the crowd waiting too long for the classics they came for, Buffett
deftly inserted his newer material like "Everybody's On The Phone," "Party At The
End Of The World" and "Bama Breeze."

With the Garden crowd singing along with every word, Buffett offered finely honed
versions of "Cheeseburger In Paradise" and "Margaritaville" as well as the limbo
classic "Volcano." Buffett's rapport with the audience is that of an old friend, he talks
to the assembled crowd as a kindred spirit; an assumption that largely rings true to
respective differing extents. Other than the joy of seeing Jimmy Buffett play a
number of songs you know by heart, a thrill that seems to vary from person to
person, there's not much to recommend about the show. Anyone who isn't a fan
might have enjoyed the covers of "Werewolves Of London," "Southern Cross" and
"Brown-Eyed Girl" but otherwise would have been mildly bemused and possibly a bit
turned off by the Parrotheads. There are moments throughout the evening where
the uninitiated will feel as if they entered a private club meeting and are missing the
code words and secret handshakes. As there aren't many other occasions in
Manhattan where a tacky Hawaiian shirt and grass hula skirt makes for a
fashionably acceptable wardrobe, the local Parrotheads dressed themselves to the
nines.

From a superficial analysis of Buffett's songs, he could easily be framed as the
poster boy for immature irresponsibility. The sun and tequila drenched sagas had
the audience singing and dancing and provided the high points of the show but
Buffett's mediations on aging gave the show its heart.

Even though most fans have sung "Son Of A Son Of A
Sailor" and "A Pirate Looks At Forty" since high school, his words resound more
weightily through the years. Buffett's heartfelt rendering of the songs at the Garden
showed the depth of his uncomplicated lyrics and the world-weary experienced soul
that has made him a successful songwriter and author. Without question, Jimmy
Buffett isn't for everyone. Fortunately, those who do get him aren't starving for the
company of those who don't.

Change In Latitude Changes Attitude

PLANT CITY - Megan Mohr and Les Criscillo didn't
just see musician Jimmy Buffett in concert in
Boston this summer. The couple, who met three
years ago at a Buffett concert in Tampa, got to go
backstage and meet their idol. It was a dream come
true for Mohr and Criscillo, who like many Buffett
fans call themselves Parrot Heads. Mohr doesn't
usually have the connections to get a backstage
pass, but with the help of her vocal cords won a
contest on Sirius

"l was giddy! I've been such a Parrot Head as long as | can remember," Mohr said.
The contest required contestants to call in and sing 20 seconds of a Buffett song.
She sang the woman's part in a "Son of a Son of a Sailor." One thousand people
entered, and she was one of five finalists. Photos and bios of the finalists and their
entries were put on the Radio Margaritaville Web site and fans could vote online for
seven days. Mohr campaigned for the title, getting friends and family to vote for her,
placing campaign signs made by her nieces on her car and e-mailing fellow Parrot
Heads who subscribe to www.BuffettNews.com and Jimmy Buffett's Radio
Margaritaville.

Soon, the 39-year-old was getting e-mail from people across the United States who
said they voted for her. After the contest ended, she learned she received 51
percent of the more than 10,000 votes. That led to an expense-paid trip to Boston
for an August concert by Buffett, known best for his laid-back songs of the tropics.
Buffett broke into the music scene in a big way with his 1970s hit about a beach
bum, "Margaritaville." It was the first time the contest was held, and based on its
success, Sirius Radio is looking at more interactive opportunities for its listeners, a
company official said.

"The goal of the contest was to give a unique access to Jimmy Buffett. Parrot Heads
are so passionate for their love of Jimmy Buffett. Megan Mohr exemplified being a
Parrot Head," said Gary Schoenwetter, director of rock programming at Sirius.

Mohr and Criscillo, who live in Plant City, arrived early at the concert, met everyone
affiliated with the tour and got their photos taken onstage. From the band and the
people behind the scenes to Buffett, they were treated like they were longtime
friends, they said. "All of them were genuinely interested in her being there,"
Criscillo said. "He [Buffett] said, 'Congratulations, are you having a good time?" It's
two minutes to showtime and we were talking and then he went onstage," Mohr
said.

Buffett's concerts are broadcast on Radio Margaritaville, and Mohr got to serve as
the disc jockey of a preconcert show with Buffett's daughter Savannah Jane. "l just
did not want to leave," she said. Mohr and Criscillo said the experience increased
their admiration of Buffett and his entourage. Mohr works as a property manager at
Knight's Bridge Co. and credits her boss for being patient with the time she has
taken off for concerts. Criscillo, 41, is a nurse for BloodNet. They try to attend three
Buffett concerts a year.
