Margaritaville soon come

Margaritaville General Manager Arthur Screaton stands in the nightclub area near an oversized replica of the
Cheeseburger in Paradise made famous in a Jimmy Buffett song.

The sounds of Jimmy Buffett's music will become a permanent fixture at the George Town
waterfront when the popular singer's themed restaurant, entertainment and merchandise chain
opens next month. Construction is nearing completion, which should allow for Margaritaville to
open within a month.

“We're shooting for early September,” said General Manager Arthur Screaton. Jimmy Buffett
himself will not be at the soft opening, but Mr. Screaton said he will definitely be here at some
point.

“We have a plan of when we'd like him to be here, one that we'd like to see him fit his schedule
around,” said Mr. Screaton. “"Whether he can fit it into his schedule, we’re not sure. We're still
working on it.” Primarily located on the second floor of the Anchorage Centre, Margaritaville will
also have a retail presence on the ground floor and tower element where patrons can go down a
waterslide into second floor pool.

Margaritaville will take up some 15,000 square feet of space, which will accommodate 642 people,
including about 200 in the nightclub, Mr. Screaton said. “We’re expecting to see 3,000 people
through the door each day in the season,” Mr. Screaton said. Although Margaritaville expects most
of its business will come from cruise ship passengers, it will not forget about the local resident
market. It will be open every day and stay open late.

Mr. Screaton said he hopes Margaritaville can draw people into George Town during the evening.
“We'd like to encourage the development of the downtown core, of course. “Cayman is a very
curious market,” he said. “[Residents] will come out to see what it's all about. It's up to us to make
them want to come back.”

Margaritaville will offer three bars; one in the restaurant, one in the nightclub and a pool bar. There
is also a hot tub by the pool bar. There will be 24 televisions throughout the restaurant where
residents can watch their favourite sporting events. The nightclub will have its own booth for
visiting DJs. A specific evening entertainment programme will be developed for residents as well,
Mr. Screaton said.

In addition, Margaritaville can host private events as large as 450-500 people. Mr. Screaton said
he expects to be very busy with Christmas parties. “It is also the perfect spot for the Pirate’s Week
parade,” he said. Another key feature of Margaritaville is its retail merchandise. Besides the
two—storey retail store, there will be several merchandise kiosks in the establishment. The food will
feature some Margaritaville favourites, plus local cuisine.

“Number one is the Cheeseburger in Paradise,” Mr. Screaton said, speaking of the menu item
named after a popular Jimmy Buffett song. “We’ll also have things like jerk chicken, marinated
conch and fish, Cayman style.” The pirate logo designed for this Margaritaville will also reflect
Cayman. “We will fit into the local scene as much as we can. We're Margaritaville Cayman,” Mr.
Screaton said. The opening staff will come from Margaritavilles in the United States and Jamaica,
as well as locally.

“We're very encouraged by the quality of the hospitality staff available on the island, both in the
local market and expatriates,” Mr. Screaton said. Some of the higher manager will also come from
other Margaritavilles. Mr. Screaton said he was able to see first hand how Margaritavilles operate
when he visited the one in Orlando. “It was an incredible eye—opener,” he said. “l watched a
kitchen put out $6,000 in sales — about 600 meals — an hour without missing a beat.” Because it
will open in a slowest tourist time of the year, Mr. Screaton said there would be about 85
employees to start with.

“But it may blossom to over 100 easily in prime season,” he said. Mr. Screaton said he thought
residents would take to Margaritaville and all that it offers. “We also have great food, great drink
and a desire to do anything it takes to please guests.”

In the meantime, there's a new full length music video out on CMT that includes Jimmy's
sister Lucy (aka LuLu) in a cameo role.

Here's what Lulu had to say about the experience:of being in the video:
"Hello Friends, Family, Parrot peeps and LuLu Lovers!

Some of you may know that LuLu's big brother Jimmy has a new record, "Paddlin' Out," just weeks
away from release. A video for the first single, "Bama Breeze," will debut on CMT Thursday,
August 31st, and be in rotation throughout Labor Day Weekend. Watch the video and lookout for a
special cameo appearance from LuLu herself!

"Bama Breeze" is a great song loosely based on a little bar we all know and love on the
Florida/Alabama line...that was covered in 20 feet of sand after Hurricane Ivan hit a couple of
years ago. Jimmy filmed the video in Bay St. Louis, MS. and New Orleans in July, and at the last
minute called LuLu asking her to play the bar owner at the end of the song to the lyrics:

When asked about her first experience as an actor, Lucy said, "l had a blast! Dressing up in 70's
clothes, gettin' up on stage and singing with the band after many cocktails was not much of a
stretch...but I'll stick to cooking."

Oktoberfest Trivia

Get out the lederhosen and steins -- it is the season for Oktoberfest. Before you tap the keg and
turn up the oom-pah, here's a bit of history about the event and the beer style both named
Oktoberfest.

Oktoberfest traditionally starts in the third weekend in September and ends the first Sunday of
October.

What is Oktoberfest? It began with the Royal Wedding in October 1810. Crown Prince Ludwig,
later to become King Ludwig |, was married to Princess Therese of Saxony-Hildburghausen. The
festivities began on October 12, 1810 and ended on October 17th with a horse race. The citizens
of Munich were invited to attend the festivities held on the fields in front of the city gates to
celebrate the happy royal event. The fields were renamed Theresienwiese ("Theres'a Fields") to
honor the Crown Princess, although the locals have since abbreviated the name simply to
"Wiesn". Horse races in the presence of the royal family marked the close of the event that was
celebrated as a festival for the whole of Bavaria. The decision to repeat the horse races in later
years gave rise to the tradition of Oktoberfest. In the following years, the celebrations were
repeated and, later, the festival was prolonged and moved forward into September.

One, two, drink up!!

Where the kegs are everflowing

There is always some brave man,

One, two, drink up!!!

Who wants to show how much he can drink:

You find him starting early in the morning,
and coming out late in the evening--
It's so beautiful in the Hofbrauhaus.
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By moving the festivities up, it allowed for better weather conditions. Because the September
nights were warmer, the visitors were able to enjoy the gardens outside the tents and the stroll
over “die Wiesen” or the fields much longer without feeling chilly. Historically, the last Oktoberfest
weekend was in October and this tradition continues into present times.

Anniversary celebrations continued each year, usually starting in late September and ending in the
first week of October. Oktoberfests have been held in Munich for almost 200 years (with the
exception of wartime). As immigrants from Germany came to North America, smaller Oktoberfests
sprouted up in their communities. In Munich, close to a million people show up to consume 10
million pints of beer, some 750,000 spit-roasted chickens, and more than 800,000 wursts and
sausages.

Oktoberfest is not only an event, it is also a style of beer. The traditional style guidelines describe
an amber-gold lager, robust at 5.2 to 6 percent alcohol by volume (ABV), bottom-fermented and
lagered for at least a month, with pronounced malt flavors from Vienna malts, usually accented by
the German noble hops such as Hallertau and Tettnang. An Oktoberfest is brewed very much like
the reddish-amber Marzen beer that was served at the Crown Prince's wedding in 1810. Before
the revolution in brewing caused by refrigeration, Marzen beers were brewed in March, lagered or
cold-stored in caves for 10-12 weeks, and ready to drink by the late summer or early fall.

Oktoberfest bier was introduced in 1872, through a collaboration with Spaten brewery's Gabriel
SedIimayr, and Anton Dreher of Vienna, Austria. Nowadays, imported Oktoberfest biers tend to be
lighter in color and body than the traditional Marzen style, while American craft breweries are
creating festbiers that are often slightly higher in alcohol, richer in hops aroma and flavor, and
redder in hue than the European festbiers.

Well, that's it for now Parrot Heads. We are looking forward to a Fall filled with LOTS of great
events!
