A Buffett buffet

Laidback singer offers full plate of easy, breezy tunes By JASON MACNEIL,

The straw skirts were few, the booze was flowing, plenty got lei'd and many probably
had the hellish hangovers Thursday morning to show for it.  In other words it was just
your typical Jimmy Buffett concert. Buffett hit Toronto's Molson Amphitheatre
Wednesday evening as part of his Bama Breeze tour with more than two dozen of
his signature warm, island-flavoured, carefree tunes to a near sell-out crowd for well
over two hours.

Supported by the dozen-piece Coral Reefer Band, the 61-year-old singer/business
mogul drove a rickety looking bicycle around the stage before parking it and kicking
off with Willie Nelson's slow-chugging On the Road Again.

"I told you we were coming back," Buffett said with the elaborate stage setup of a
"Bama Breeze" saloon with its '50s era jukebox and surfboards complementing the
vast ocean backdrop. And it was this laidback, fun feeling which worked early and
often with License to Chill and the folksy Son Of a Son Of a Sailor, with the lone
miscue being a cover of Crowded House's Weather With You. 

Throughout the night, while the songs often took you to the Caribbean, Buffett made
a point of noting his Canadian ancestry from Newfoundland, and also mentioning
relatives from Nova Scotia. Hell, he even managed to spontaneously include the
Cape Breton mining town of Glace Bay into the lyrics for Fins, which had fans
imitating a shark fin with hands overhead.

He also paid tribute to Neil Young by performing Heart Of Gold, which had thousands
singing along as the song went over perhaps better than even Buffett might have
expected. But the singer also ended the first half with a bevy of his own
crowd-pleasers, including the inane but popular Cheeseburger in Paradise, Changes
in Latitudes, Changes in Attitudes and the catchy Elvis Presley Blues.
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Jimmy also mentioned a Tahiti show but the 
details haven't been announced.

Jimmy Buffett will be releasing "Live In
Anguilla," a double CD and 90 minute DVD,
which is scheduled for a November 6th
street date.
Jimmy Buffett was inducted into the
Mohegan Sun Walk of Fame.   During the
induction ceremony Buffett said "I kept
hearing about this great place Mohegan 
Sun and so I had to come out and check it
out for myself, so I came, and I keep 
coming back, here's to many more great
shows!" He received his star before an
enthusiastic crowd of 250 Parrotheads, a 
crowd that rivals any other prior Walk of
Fame induction.
Jimmy Buffett hopped on stage with Sonny
Landreth and his band at Stephen 
Talkhouse in Amagansett, NY. He sang
"USS Zydecoldsmobile". When they 
finished he said that they only knew two
songs and "By God you're going to hear the 
second one". Then they did a kick-ass
version of "Jambalaya". After that Jimmy 
said that Sonny and his band was "the best
three piece rock and roll band in the
country". He also said that when he retires 
he "wants to play rhythm guitar in Sonny's
band". 
Jimmy Buffett received a CMA Award
nomintation in the category Musical Event 
for the song "Hey Good Lookin'" (with
George Strait and Alan Jackson). Mac 
McAnally (guitar) also received a
nomination in the Musician category. 
From the NY Daily News: A little Hamptons
dinner party turned into a summit of the 
rock gods Saturday night.  Jon Bon Jovi
and his wife, Dorothea, were celebrating
nothing more than the end of summer when 
they invited some friends over to their East
Hampton spread. But then their friends do 
include Bruce Springsteen, Paul
McCartney, Billy Joel, Jimmy Buffett and 
Pink Floyd's Roger Waters. The
surf-and-turf dinner would have been 
enough for a crowd that included Renee
Zellwegger, Naomi Watts, Howard Stern,
"Today" anchor Matt Lauer, designer Donna 
Karan, New Jersey Gov. Jon Corzine,
Rolling Stone publisher Jann Wenner and 
"Saturday Night Live" producer Lorne
Michaels. But, about 11 p.m., Bon Jovi 
jumped onstage to join the party band.
Pretty soon, people were dancing.  Before
long, McCartney joined Bon Jovi at the 

Following a 20-minute intermission, which featured a plug for yet another live album
entitled Live in Anguilla, due in November, Buffett and company returned with Stars
On the Water and also Boat Drinks, which is the only Buffett song with a hockey
slant. By this time, though, he could have yodelled or played the spoons for the rest
of the evening and his devoted loyal fans known as Parrotheads wouldn't have
complained. 

Fortunately for all parties involved, he didn't. Instead Buffett kept churning out a
horde of breezy summer tunes, beginning with the Alan Jackson number It's Five
O'Clock Somewhere that had Buffett laughing his way through parts of the song.
When he did stumble though, backing musicians, including guitarist Mac McAnally
and keyboardist Michael Utley, came to the fore. 

The biggest star of the supporting cast, though, was vocalist Nadir Shakoor, who
nailed a portion of Bob Marley's Redemption Song, which concluded the softer A
Pirate Looks At Forty, which had many couples swaying throughout. This was in
contrast to the party atmosphere evident during One Particular Harbour, Volcano and
the staple, Margaritaville, which closed the main set.

The complicated uncomplicated life of Jimmy Buffett

Sometimes Jimmy Buffett's world gets a little too complicated.

After a lifetime spent in the pursuit of uncluttered self-contentment – "some music, a
couple of hours in the water, a nap in the afternoon is all I really need," the American
folk-pop icon said during a recent interview – he seems to have achieved exactly the
opposite.

He's the head of a massive and complex empire that embraces recording,
distribution, music publishing, merchandising and concert interests; the creation of
several bestselling novels and an autobiography; Internet radio; movie and stage
musical productions; two restaurant chains; a brewery, and a casino resort that will
open in Biloxi, Miss. in 2010, not far from his birthplace in Pascagoula.  The
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mike - along with Joel, Buffett and Waters.
"Billy was wailing on the keyboards," said 
one guest. "They performed for a good hour
of rock classics. Nobody could believe it.
Howard Stern was really rocking out." 
Though New Jersey boy Springsteen had
left before the jam, Corzine seemed 
pleased when Bon Jovi belted out "Who
Says You Can't Go Home," the theme song 
of the New Jersey Tourist Board.  "The
governor led people on to the dance floor,"
said the guest.  "The whole thing was
spontaneous. It was the first Hamptons
party in years that was actually fun."
According to Buffett News, Radio
Margaritaville announced that they will be 
airing a master recording of the Jimmy
Buffett concert from Toronto on Wednesday 
(9/5), which suffered from technical
broadcast issues and was not aired in it's 
entirety live.   The rebroadcast will debut,
Saturday 9/22 at 6pm ET, and be re-aired:
Tuesday 9/25 8pm ET, Thursday 9/27 
10am ET, Friday 9/28 12:01am ET.  Also;
The Honolulu show will be recorded for 
later rebroadcast and it will not be aired
live. Dates and times TBA.

61-year-old accidental mogul, who also flies and collects antique planes and
regularly sails his own yacht to distant and exotic destinations, says he has "about
4,000 or 5,000" people working for him and a handful of executives who take care of
the various day-to-day operations of his multi-faceted business.

But though he likes to think he has his hand on the wheel, that's not always the case.
A few months ago the much-mythologized, free-spirited macho icon worshipped by
hundreds of thousands of self-proclaimed Parrotheads approved a general U.S.-food
industry-inspired ban on Canadian seafood in his restaurants and immediately found
himself at odds with his legions of Canadian fans, as well as relatives in
Newfoundland.  "It came across my desk about six months ago, after all that media
controversy over the seal hunt in Canada," Buffett said. 

"It's a difficult issue. The Florida net ban, which we also supported, resulted in an
increase in the fish population around the Gulf, so I went along with the Canadian
seafood ban because I care about the environment and the welfare of the oceans.
"But I do have family in Canada, and I do understand the implications of the ban, and
how it has affected their way of life. I hope it can be resolved. But I think the
Canadian government can do a better job than I can."

Quickly changing the subject, he declares his only "real job is getting up onstage and
making music ... that's my first love."  But he does that job at his own pace,
performing only about 25 shows a year.   He plays the Molson Amphitheatre
Wednesday night. "I never thought I'd be doing this in my 60s," he said.  A life in
music was a dream that foundered several times in the 1960s, when a Nashville deal
yielded nothing, and the wannabe singer found himself divorced and prodding a
typewriter as a journalist for Billboard. It was a job his mother would have approved.  
"She always wanted me to be a writer in the grand Southern style. The seafaring side
of my family are all great storytellers.

"But I didn't get spoiled by success," he chuckled. "I loved the beach too much, I
worked in a bar, I did some busking ... finally I was lucky to find something in Key
West that turned it around."  The thing he found was "Margaritaville," the song to
which Buffett's name will forever be linked, the "what-me-worry?" plaint of a loser
bathing his wounds in alcohol and the bucolic haze of a sun-drenched paradise.  The
sentiments and the breezy delivery resonate across generations of those who, like
Buffett, would eagerly trade deadlines and responsibilities for the chance to bang on
their drums all day.  "I wrote that song in six minutes," he said, marvelling at its
lasting cultural effects. "But I'm not the first person to sell escapism, and I had no
idea that it would start something as big as the Parrothead movement."   Of course,
Buffett encouraged them shamelessly. Parrothead-related business and
merchandise generate revenue in the tens of millions every year, helping make
Buffett one of the wealthiest music stars in the world.  "I've been lucky enough to be
able to combine a creative work ethic with a lot of luck," he said. "This was not my
plan. I never cared about security of longevity."  But Buffett seems to find treasure at
the end of every adventure, except perhaps in the movie business and on the
musical stage, where, he admitted, he flopped.  However, his natural talent for
spinning yarns has developed in the last decade into a second career as an writer of
novels and children's stories. His latest, Swine Not?, will be published in November.

"Unlike music, writing is hard and lonely work. I just wanted to see if I had the
discipline to do it. "I never thought I'd be a success."  Sounds like the story of Jimmy
Buffett's life.

As Jimmy Buffett broke into “Come Monday” a few songs into Sunday night’s
sold-out show at Gillette Stadium, a beautiful Labor Day weekend in Foxboro began
to feel like a Saturday night in Key West.

The festive spirit among the 50,000 beach ball-punching Parrotheads ran deep as
Buffett’s Bama Breeze Tour 2007, which returns to Gillette on Saturday, offered up
more than two dozen songs and constant reminders of how good it is to be in New
England in September. After all, the Floridian who sold out both Gillette shows in four
hours knows he’s come a long way.  “From Club Passim in Cambridge to Pall’s Mall
to Boston Common, to Fenway Park the year the Red Sox won the World Series!,”
Buffett said, drawing a thunderous ovation. “This has been a good run. Where do we
go from here? I think we’ll rent Rhode Island next year.”

The phalanx of baby boomers in uniform attire - men in Hawaiian shirts and cargo
pants, women in leis and hula skirts - didn’t need encouragement to sing along with
standard hits “Changes in Latitudes, Changes in Attitudes,” “Margaritaville” and
“Cheeseburger in Paradise,” which had boys chasing girls on the concourse. 
Opening his set with a cover of Willie Nelson’s “On the Road Again,” for which Buffett
took to the stage riding a bicycle, Buffett and the Coral Reefer Band launched into
“Only Time Will Tell,” “License to Chill” and “Take the Weather With You,” dedicated
to “everyone who stood out in the rain in New England this year.”

It didn’t take long for the crowd to get into the folk-country groove, with most having
tailgated in the Gillette parking lot since the gates opened at 3:30 p.m. Many lined up
as early as 10 a.m., setting up shop in the vacant lots along Route 1.  As
Parrotheads flooded into the stadium by 8 p.m. to catch the reggae-pop of opener
Toots and the Maytals, their collective mindset was still out tailgating. Even the $40
parking cost didn’t dampen the mood.

“The best part is out there,” said Jerry Hamelburg of Wellesley as he pointed to an
endless sea of cars, tents and grill smoke in the crowded asphalt lot.

Fins Up, Parrot Heads!!!
Time is running short, just over A WEEK to
register!!!  We'll be "Barefootin' Key West" before
you know it!

We're continuing with our background information
on the bands performing at our host hotel, the
Casa Marina Resort and Beach Club. We have
several new entertainers this year along with 
some of your favorites from years past.  This
week's performer is a New member of the line up:

Capt. Josh will provide plenty of
percussion instruments and lyrics for all those
who are so moved. Just want to relax? Sit back 
and listen to the boats, beaches, bars and ballads

Semi-kidding aside, it’s not as if any of the 50,000-plus of Buffett’s extended posse,
many of whom revved themselves up in the traditional manner in the parking lot,
minded. The kind of devotion that Buffett’s Parrot Heads demonstrate comes from an
appeal that goes beyond music. And the key to Buffett’s music is to celebrate the sea
and the sand in the same semi-fantastical way country music celebrates the
wide-open spaces. In that, the ageless Buffett, who eschewed his usual intermission
and banged away for nearly 2 1/2 hours, succeeded as usual, with self-explanatory
hits such as “It’s Five O’Clock Somewhere”, “License to Chill” and “Cheeseburger in
Paradise” leading the way.  Buffett’s band extended itself with cameo appearances
by guitar great Sonny Landreth (particularly excellent on the faux-topical encore
“Everybody’s On the Phone”) and singer Bankie Banks (wasted on a cover of
“Brown-Eyed Girl” — actually, with his catalog it’s hard to understand why Buffett
bothers with covers).

Buffett also recounted his history in Boston, starting at Passim and working his way
up to Faneuil Hall, Great Woods, Fenway Park and now Gillette Stadium. “I think
we’ll rent Rhode Island next year!” he exulted. More to the musical point, he went
back to 1979 for a solo rendition of “Boat Drinks,” written, he said, on a cold night in
Boston, wishing for the warmth (with a shoutout to Bruins legend Derek Sanderson,
completing a Boston-sports triple play that started with applause-getting Patriots and
Red Sox footage).

Unfortunately, while the point of a Buffett concert is fun, Buffett has written some
affecting songs, and it would have been nicer to hear him inhabit them a bit more
fully, as he did with “Elvis Presley Blues.” On songs such as “Come Monday” and
“Margaritaville,” the meta-temptation to give in to the party mood and go for the
rowdy applause line (“Look at the SCENERY!”) overwhelmed the reflective lyrics.

But on the eulogic “A Pirate Looks at Forty” and “One Particular Harbour,” Buffett
provided the highlights of the show, a tribute to a deceased friend with a tinge of
regret for the costs of a Peter Pan lifestyle, the latter a look forward to his own
personal paradise after this life.

Now, that’s gangsta.

Reggae patriarch Toots and the Maytals opened the show with traditional reggae lilt
and bounce, heavy on the indestructible, subtle bass-drums interplay, and added
touches of sinuous first-wave ska, such as on the breakdowns of “Time Tough” and
“Funky Kingston” (originally recorded with Buffett).

While singer “Toots” Hibbert lost the thread during a long intro to his venerated cover
of “Take Me Home Country Road,” there were also passages of disco, two-step rock
and an electrifying soul-gospel coda to the classic “54-46 (That’s My Number),” a
song about singer “Toots” Hibbert’s mid-’60s imprisonment on possession charges.

Buffett and Toots and the Maytals return to Gillette Stadium on Saturday.

Laid-back Buffett gives Gillette crowd an end-of-summer treat

Labor Day traditionally signals the end of summer, but for many, the season's not
officially underway until Jimmy Buffett rolls into town. For them, last night's show at
Gillette Stadium must have made for a particularly brief vacation window. But
urgency has never been on the menu in Margaritaville, and the easiest-going man in
show business offered up a party relaxed and carefree enough that nobody realized
that this left only one day before the sun and fun came to an end.  Then again, as
Buffett helpfully pointed out, most of the crowd did not have to go to work in the
morning, and the sold-out audience was determined to squeeze in as much
merriment as it could in what time it had.

When Buffett declared of the beachfront Bama Breeze Saloon stage set "This bar
only exists in your mind," the man who perfectly embodies one specific strain of
boomer dreams seemed to encapsulate his entire appeal. To a large extent, it was
Buffett's earlier material (like "Son Of A Son of a Sailor," "Changes In Latitude,
Changes In Attitude" and "Boat Drinks," which he marveled at performing solo
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of the islands.

acoustic in front of 60,000 people) that felt the most substantial.

Newer songs such as "Everybody's on the Phone" and the Joe Walsh-y "License To
Chill," which came after he became a brand name and a lifestyle shorthand, sounded
like the products of Buffett writing to his own legend.  But Buffett's choices of cover
songs were reasonably intriguing, ranging from favorites like Van Morrison's "Brown
Eyed Girl" and Bruce Springsteen's "Glory Days," to bolder selections from Gillian
Welch and Crowded House. The stage full of musicians - up to 15 people at once -
was kept at such a pitch that subtlety was sacrificed for impact.  But good parties
aren't ever particularly subtle, and if there's one thing that Buffett knows, it's a party.

Reggae legend Toots Hibbert and the Maytals opened with a set that spanned far
more than just the island rhythms of "Pressure Drop" and a Jamaicafied "Take Me
Home, Country Roads."  Gospel, funk, and Santana-style Latin rock grooves
abounded, but with his husky baritone and occasional loose-limbed dancing, Hibbert
mostly came across as an old-school soul man.

Six tips for getting the most out of Margaritaville

Brace yourself, folks. Jimmy Buffett and his dozen-strong Coral Reefer Band sail into
town on Labor Day weekend, dropping the anchor down in Foxboro to play at Gillette
Stadium. Many of you have been to his shows, led by the ever-loyal Parrotheads.
That's obvious, since he usually sells out his local shows in under an hour.

Anyway, most of you have at least heard something about them, right?  I mean, you
had to have heard about the party-like atmosphere. I'm sure you're familiar, too, with
the tropical themes. And it's a safe bet that you've heard about the three-hour live
show that the rock/folk star Buffett puts on every time out.  But do you really know
what goes on at Buffett concerts? Do you really know what you're missing?

Here's a list of things to do when attending a Jimmy Buffett concert, backed by tales
of my experiences at past shows.

Consider them helpful tips on planning for one hell of a day:

1. Get there early.  If you've never been to a Buffett concert, you have to understand
that the time on the ticket stub does not reflect what time the show starts.  Usually
you can roll in to a concert about an hour before showtime, and you won't miss a
thing.  But a Buffett concert? Get there early. As in hours early.  "I like to get there by
noon," says my brother-in-law, Mark, the biggest Buffett fan I know. As in eight hours
before the concert begins. "You don't hit too much traffic," he says, "and it gives you
time to get things ready."  He's got a point. After all, the earlier you get there, the
better spot you'll have in the parking lot and the more time you'll have to enjoy the
day (and night). Because, after all, what's a Buffett show without a pre-concert
asphalt beach party?

2. Be prepared.  Since you're being advised to get there early, you need to make
sure that you're stocked with the essentials.  The essentials, of course, depend upon
you.  When I asked my brother-in-law how he gets ready for a Buffett concert, he
actually uttered the words, "Prepare the menu." And he was serious.  I should've
known, because the last time I went to a Buffett concert with him, we had food
coming out of our ears.  After we put up the tent and set up the tables and chairs, he
got the grill going, complete with burgers (cheeseburgers are, of course, a staple at
any Buffett concert duh, "Cheeseburger in Paradise"), hot dogs, chicken, and shrimp
fresh out of the cooler.  He also had what seemed like a 70-foot-long grinder, spread
over a couple of long tables, that was then cut up into little sandwiches.  And then
there were the drinks.  Margaritas, of course, were the drink of choice. If you were at
my brother-in-law's tent, and you wanted a margarita, or seven, you got 'em. And he
had all kinds - on the rocks or frozen, regular or flavored, salt or not salt.  Sort of our
own little "Margaritaville," if you will.  And you wanna know just how prepared my
brother-in-law was?  He had an ice-filled cooler stocked with watermelon. "That way,"
he reasoned, "we had something to eat when we get out of the concert."

3. Pace yourself.  This is key.  I would tell you that I learned my lesson the hard way
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3. You must be registered to attend all the events 
scheduled at MOTM.

when, during a Lollapalooza concert back in the early 1990s, I drank so much during
the day-long festival that I passed out on the Great Woods lawn and missed seeing a
few of the bands - but I won't, 'cuz my mom's probably reading this.  But seriously,
pace yourself. It's a long day, and there's a lot to do and see.  Trust me, you'll get
your fill of whatever it is you're eating, drinking or, um, ingesting so there's no need to
go crazy. 

4. Embrace the themes.  I gotta tell you, I find the tropical garb nauseating.  Seeing
9,000 Hawaiian shirts and leis is more than I'd prefer to see. And the dudes that
dress up as pirates? Or the ones that wear feathers on their hat?  Even those aren't
half as bad as the guys in coconut bras, which is downright disturbing. Or those men
who feel the need to wear grass skirts, which is equally unpleasant. Or those who
pull into the parking lot in a limousine with a shark fin on top, which strikes me as a
little much.  Maybe it's just me. But I have come to accept it, not to mention other
corny stuff, as part of the whole experience.  Instead, I just take it with a grain of salt
(I swear, there was no pun intended).  It's too loose and too enjoyable an
atmosphere not to accept it all.

5. Take a walk around.  This is my favorite part of the whole Jimmy Buffett concert
experience.  Listen to me now - don't, don't, don't stay at your car and just party
there. Take a walk. Soak up the scenery.  Trust me, 'cuz the things you'll see are,
well, memorable. In the three Buffett concerts I have gone to, I have seen the
following:  One concert-goer had a genius idea of filling the bed of his huge Ford
pickup truck with water, with a pair of women in bikinis sipping margaritas inside.
And, if that wasn't enough, the dude had an actual slide that went from the top of the
cab down into the pool, as the women in bikinis occasionally slid down the slide -
much to the delight of men like me standing there who enjoy seeing, ahem, women
in bikinis slide down a slide.  Another concert-goer created a dating game. That's
right, he had a podium, a sound system, a host, groups of contestants (made up of
fellow concert-goers who were walking by), questions for the contestants to answer,
and prizes for the winners.  There was this one guy who rented a large U-Haul for the
Buffett concert. But it wasn't because he needed the truck space to bring stuff. Nah,
that would be too practical. Instead, he opened up the back door, put a super-duper
sound system in it and turned it into a dance hall. When I caught a peek, there were
no less than 30 people in there. Dancing. In the back of a U-Haul. These are just a
few highlights of the things that I saw on my strolls around the parking lot let alone
the makeshift tiki bars (some of whom brought actual bar stools), karaoke set-ups,
sandboxes, ice luges, and DJ booths. One more story, probably my personal
favorite. At one show, there was this group of Buffett loyalists that had a podium set
up and gave out free T-shirts to any woman who, uh, flashed the crowd. As the
overflowing crowd was hooting and hollering at these women, I looked at the woman
standing next to me, who was probably close to 50 years old, and said, "Can you
believe these women? Unbelievable."  I closed my eyes as I shook my head, trying
desperately to act like I wasn't really enjoying it all. However, when I looked back at
the woman, she wasn't there. I then glanced up at the podium, and there she was, a
big smile across her face and, much to the crowd's delight, yanking up her shirt.

6. Remember, there's a concert.  You know where I'm going with this, right? There
will be some who are tying one on in the parking lot, and they'll be trying to get you to
blow off the show and stay out in the parking lot to drink. Which may sound tempting
at first.  But, c'mon, there is a concert you're supposed to be seeing, and this is what
you're supposed to be here for.  Heck, even Jimmy Buffett can relate to the idea that
there is a whole lot of fun to be had out in the parking lot. In fact, he respects it so
much that he has a crew shoot video out in the parking lot of every show he does,
and some of the footage from earlier in the day is shown on the big screen for the
concert-goers to enjoy.  But Buffett doesn't disappoint. The party continues when you
hit the turnstiles.  The barefooted Buffett, of course, plays to the beach theme,
whisking people away to a mythical tropical paradise. He plays the songs that you
want to hear, not like those musicians who play all songs off a new album that
nobody knows yet.  He'll play close to 30 songs, and probably 20 or more of them will
be sung in chorus by the crowd.  Buffett has been doing this for too long and sold out
too many venues not to put on a good show.  Says my brother-in-law, "He makes you
feel like you are part of the act, and that if you weren't there, it wouldn't be the
same."  Full disclosure here: I am not the biggest Jimmy Buffett fan.

I mean, I can name a bunch of Buffett songs and sing along to some of 'em. And as
far as his songwriting and performing goes, it's no wonder how, at 60, he still sells
out stadiums everywhere he goes.  Buffett's the ultimate showman, and you can
actually feel how much he really enjoys what he's doing every time he gets behind
the microphone. He's living a life that few, if any, live. Every time he goes to work,
there's a party. And he's the star. And he's barefoot. And he's stinking rich.

September Recipes

Salvadoran chicken dish infused with flavor

Salvadoran chicken

3 pounds chicken breasts with skin and bone
1 onion, quartered
4 garlic cloves
2 tablespoons powdered chicken bouillon
6 whole black peppercorns
1 bay leaf
1 teaspoon ground cumin
Salt

Bring 8 cups water to boil in a large pot. Add the 
chicken and all the remaining ingredients. Reduce
the heat to medium and simmer for 40 minutes.
Taste the broth for seasoning.

Remove from the heat and allow the chicken to 
cool in the broth. Remove the chicken and shred,
discarding the bones and skin. Strain the chicken
broth and reserve for another use.

Makes enough stuffing for 24 tamales, or can be 
used in enchiladas and chicken tacos.

El Azteca's Chicken Mole Enchiladas

6 tablespoons olive oil
1/4 cup diced onion
4 cups stewed chicken
2 cups Tex-Mex Mole

KEY WEST, Fla. - Gloria Estefan brought tears to the eyes of older
Cuban-Americans who gathered Saturday to hear the first live performance of songs
from her new album, "90 Millas."

Amid frenzied, unsubstantiated rumors that ailing Fidel Castro has died, Estefan
performed "Esperando (Cuando Cuba Sea Libre)" - Waiting (For Cuba to be Free).

The title of her new album is Spanish for 90 miles - the distance from Key West to
Cuba. Her performance with the Miami Sound Machine was taped Saturday at the
Westin Key West Resort, just blocks from the city's famed concrete buoy proclaiming
it the southernmost point in the continental United States.

The segment will air Sept. 17 on Univision's morning news program, "Despierta
America," about a week before "90 Millas" hits stores.

After the performance, Estefan recalled the seeds of her passion for Cuban music.

"My grandmother would shanghai pilots at the Havana airport so they'd bring me
cartons of mango baby food - the only kind I'd eat. I learned to eat peach later. And in
every carton, she'd slip a Cuban record," Estefan said.

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8 corn tortillas
4 slices queso blanco or Monterey Jack cheese
1/4 cup sesame seeds, toasted

Preheat oven to 300 degrees.

In medium skillet, heat 2 tablespoons of the olive 
oil over medium heat. Add the onion and cook
until wilted, 2 to 3 minutes. Add the chicken and
cook for another 2 or 3 minutes, until the chicken 
is heated. Rove from the heat and place in a bowl
with 1/2 cup of the mole sauce. Toss well and set
aside.

Wipe out the skillet and add the remaining 1/4 cup 
olive oil. Place over medium heat. When it is hot,
dip a tortilla into the oil and cook for 10 to 15
seconds on each side, or until soft. Drain on 
absorbent paper. Repeat the remaining tortillas.

Divide the chicken mixture evenly among the 
tortillas, roll them up and place seam side down in
a greased baking dish. Pour the remaining mole
sauce over them. Arrange the cheese evenly on 
top.

Bake for 12 to 15 minutes, until bubbling hot. 
Remove from the oven, transfer to plates, and
garnish with the sesame seeds.

Tex-Mex Mole Sauce

2 tablespoons olive oil
2 garlic cloves, minced
1/4 onion, sliced
2 tomatoes, peeled and quartered
1 ancho chile, stemmed and seeded
1 guajillo or pasilla chile, stemmed and seeded.
1 ounce semisweet chocolate
1/4 teaspoon sesame seeds
1 teaspoon peanut butter
1/2 teaspoon sugar
2 saltine crackers
1 cup chicken broth
salt

Heat the olive oil in a medium saucepan over 
medium heat. Add the garlic and onion and sauté
until the onion is soft, about 5 minutes. Add the
tomatoes, chiles, chocolate, sesame seeds, 
peanut butter, sugar, crackers and broth. Simmer
for 5 minutes.

Transfer the mixture to a blender and puree until 
smooth. Salt to taste. If the mole has any
grittiness, return it to the blender and puree again.
Serve warm or cover and store in refrigerator for 
up to a week

Claudia Hould, one of the original “wicked sisters” came all the way from LA to be at
the concert in Key West and took the shot of me on stage, which is on the back of
the CD cover and featured on my new promo poster. Tamara LaTorre took the very
cool shot of the schooner at sunset on her most recent trip to Key West. Tamara is a
talented freelance photographer who also designed and maintains my My Space
page. Thanks girls!!!!

Well, September will be a quiet month for me, musically speaking. It is my favorite
month of the year in New England and I plan to completely enjoy it this year. I plan
on spending a lot of time on the water, maybe even help my friend Bruce McKenna
sail his boat south, hopefully stopping on Martha’s Vineyard, Nantucket or Block
Island.
