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10 Tips to Avoid Diabetes Complications 
 

1.  Choose Carbs Carefully - Diabetes doesn't mean you have to cut carbs completely. Choose 

carbohydrates that break down in the body slowly, providing steady energy. Reach for whole 

grains, beans, nuts, and fresh vegetables and fruits. Yes, you can eat fruit even though it's 

sweet. It's about eating the right amounts of carbohydrates at each meal. A registered dietitian 

can help you learn how much is right for you. 

 

2. Lose Weight if You Need To - Start small. Shedding just 10 to 15 pounds can cut your risk     

of complications from diabetes. It'll help lower your blood sugar and blood pressure, and im-

prove your blood fats. You'll also have more energy. 

 

3. Get Enough Sleep - Skimping on sleep can boost your blood glucose levels and encourage 

cravings for high-carb foods. That can lead to weight gain, increasing your risk for complica-

tions such as heart and kidney disease. 

 

4. Be Active: Exercise and Diabetes - Pick something you like -- walking, dancing, biking, or 

just marching in place while you're on the phone. Do it a half-hour a day; work up to that if you 

need to. 

 

5. Monitor Your Blood Sugar Daily - You know you're supposed to check it. And actually 

checking your blood glucose levels can help you avoid diabetes complications, like nerve pain, 

or keep them from getting worse. Checking it can also help you see how foods and activities 

affect you, and if your treatment plan is working. 

 

6. Manage Stress - When you have diabetes, stress can cause your blood glucose levels to rise. 

Get rid of whatever physical or mental stresses you can. 

 

7. Say No to Salt - Reduce the salt in your diet. It may help lower blood pressure and protect 

your kidneys. 

 

8. Heart Disease Risk and Diabetes - Heart disease can be a serious diabetes complication. 

Keep an eye on your risk by getting these ABCs checked A1C level. This is a measure of your 

average blood sugar control for the last 2-3 months. Blood pressure.  Goal: below 130/80 mm 

Hg. Cholesterol. Goal: LDL below 100 mg/dl; HDL above 40 mg/dl; and triglycerides below 

150 mg/dl. 

 

9. Take Care of Bumps and Bruises - Diabetes raises your risk of infection and slows heal-

ing, so treat even simple cuts and scrapes quickly.  

 

10. Break Your Smoking Habit - People with diabetes who smoke are three times more likely 

to die of cardiovascular disease than those who don't. Quitting helps your heart and lungs. It 

lowers your blood pressure and risk of stroke, heart attack, nerve damage, and kidney disease. 

Ask your doctor about help for quitting tobacco.

 Helen Keller called Lions her òKnights of the Blindò when she gave us our mission to 

serve, to the best of our abilities, the visually impaired of the world. We have taken up that 

mission with great enthusiasm and to great effect. Today NH Lions provide eye screening for 

children of various ages, support those in our communities needing a little help in getting eye 

exams and even eye glasses, and with The DogSight Project educate the citizenry about guide 

dogs, and by extension, service dogs. 

 

 Most people see service animals as glorified pets, and as pets, anyone who wants one 

gets one, right? Not at all. It is a significant effort in time, talent and treasure to train a service 

animal and no reputable organization will give, or in some cases, sell their animals without a 

thorough investigation of the applicant. Each school has its own criteria, but the goal in placing 

a service animal is to pair it with a client who needs the dog, will use the dog correctly and will 

treat the dog as a valued team member not a pet ï in short, they want their dog to be a success. 

  

 The Travels with Ruby program offered by The DogSight Project seeks to educate peo-

ple on guide dog issues, and to raise funds for New Englandôs own Fidelco Guide Dog Foun-

dation. While most clubs donôt meet over the summer, Travels with Ruby still travels! Ruby 

and Linda presented to a client group at Becket Community Services, in Keene, NH in June 

and have twice spoken to individuals with specific needs. In August, they will be at the Henni-

ker Rotary Chili Fest.

 Last Lions year I was asked to set a contributions goal for District 44N which included 

at least a ten percent increase over the previous year in collected donations.  I chose a goal of 

$30,000 based on donations of $26,498.  It was just after that figure went to LCIF that I real-

ized I had not set up a proper communications network with the clubs in 44N.  In spite of my 

oversight: 

  The Lions of 44N contributed a total of $27,859.60! 

 
 Now a repeat goal of $30,000 seems realistic for this new year.  That is what I will re-

port when asked to do so.  What does that mean in terms you and I may understand? 

 

If each club in 44N will contribute $1,000 for a Melvin Jones Fellowship  

      ( or a Progressive MJF), we would exceed the goal by more that 50% 

If each club in 44N will contribute $500 for natural disaster relief (Haiti, Japan,  

      Pakistan, New Zealand and the southern United States), we would need only 7.5%  

      additional MJFs to reach the goal 

If each club member in 44N will contribute $20 for a contributing membership pin, we 

would need only 4 additional MJFs to reach the goal 

If each club in 44N will budget, raise and contribute $640 to LCIF, the goal will be reached 

and exceeded 

 

 What happened in 2010-11? 
 

Two clubs in 44N between them contributed $11,790 or 42% of the district contributions 

 

Another 10 clubs contributed $1,000 or more each 

 

18 of the 47 Lions Clubs in 44N did not make any contribution to LCIF 

 

 How may I help you this year? 
 

 I will come to your club as a speaker to explain the power of LCIF, the best non-governmental 

organization in the world! 

 

 I will have 2011-12 Contributor pins (in $20, $50 and $100 denominations) at Cabinet meetings 

in August, November, January and March.
