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Hello Lions Clubs of New Hampshire,

As the LIONS Sight & Hearing Foundation of New Hampshire, Inc ended

the last year, we were faced with a challenge of growing proportion:

How do we help as many people as possible
while helping the people that need help the most?

The issues are COST and QUALIFICATION -
In other words, how much does it cost and how to determine who gets to

receive assistance.

Regarding "COST" - we worked with the medical practitioners and shared
with them our goals and they agreed to provide as much of their services at as
low a cost as they could while providing excellent service. This resulted in a con-
sensus about the type of hearing aid (digital and programmable) and the cost to
be paid by the contributions of the practitioners, the LIONS Clubs and the LSHF
- that cost is between $500 to $575 per hearing aid.

The end result: The customer pays $50 for hearing aid(s) that normally
cost about $3,200 for the pair.

The LIONS Clubs pay $100, LSHF pays between $850 - $1,000 and the
practitioners and the hearing aid manufacturers make up the difference of
$2,200 - $2,350

As you can see, there are many involved in making the program work well.

As for " QUALIFICATION" - our new application will help to solve this is-
sue. As the LIONS help more and more people in our communities, we have come
to be known as the place to turn to for good hearing aids at a substantial discount
or at no cost at all for the applicant.
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This is good, so long as the right people get the help. By the right people, I
mean those folks that have a frue need and not someone looking to save a few
bucks. We can agree, everyone needing hearing aids would be interested in get-
ting a hearing aid or a pair of hearing aids for no charge thereby saving them-

selves over $3,000 in cost.

A new application has been crafted that requests more information from
the applicant. We have previously asked; how much money do you have, do you
get social security, do you have a pension(s), assistance from the state, child sup-
port, alimony, monthly income, assets owned such as real estate, vehicles,
etc. Now, in addition to the previous questions, we are now asking for a copy of
their latest Federal Tax Return and a copy of the bank statements and other pa-
perwork to confirm their eligible status to receive hearing aids or eye care at a

substantially reduced cost to them.

The application has a new, more professional look. In addition, it provides
clear instruction on the process for applying for assistance with the LIONS Club
of NH. The application is provided to the customer when they turn to you, the
LIONS Clubs of NH.  After the customer visits with the medical practitioner(s)
and receives their prognosis, the applicant presents the application along with
supporting documents and medical information to their sponsoring LIONS
Club. The Health Liaison Officer or the President of the LIONS Club will then
make a request for funding to the LIONS Sight & Hearing Foundation of NH, Inc.

using the Club Request for Project Assistance form.

Both the Sight & Sound Program Application  and the Club Request for
Project Assistance Application  are for you to use with those that wish to turn

to your LIONS Club for assistance. Please use these forms going forward.
