Second cutter Waesche (WMSL-751) is underway 
for shakedown and crew training. Not yet accepted 
into service. 

A third cutter, the USCGC Stratton has had the 
keel laid and they are making design improvements 
based upon sea trials and lessons learned from the 

Bertholf.

Compared to legacy cutters, the NSC’s design will 
provide better sea keeping and higher sustained 
transit speeds, greater endurance and range, and 
the ability for launch and recovery, in higher sea 
states of improved small boats, helicopters, and 
unmanned aerial vehicles—all key attributes in 
enabling the Coast Guard to implement increased 
security responsibilities.

The NSC is the largest and most technically 
advanced class of the Integrated Deepwater Sys-
tem (IDS) program’s three major classes of cutters 
and will replace the aging 378’ 3,250 ton High 
Endurance Hamilton class cutters that have been 
in service since the 1960s.
